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The Law Cannot Be Falfilled by Coufin-
ing That Language to Upper Grades.

When Petition Is Made by Parents and Guard-

fans the School Commissioners Must Pro-
vide for It—Other Court Matters,

Last year the School Commissioners provided
far German ibatruetion in the publie schools in
all grades above and Including the sixth. This
furnished a course of seven years. It was urged
that this could not be dome under the law of
1869, wherein achool trustecs are required, upon
a petition of twenty-five or more parents and
guardians of ehildren attending any school of a
township, town or city “to procure eflicient
teachers and introduce the German langusge as
a branch of study into such schools.” With this

view of the law Theodore Sanders went to the
Cireutt Court of this county, as a relator of the

State, asking for a mandate *o eowpel the com-
missloners to provide for the teaching of the
German language in the fifth grade of Sehool
No. 22. The commissioners had declined to pro-
vide a Germsn teacher for that grade upon the

petition of 125 parents and guardians
who had children attending that school. The

commissioners demurred to Sanders’s e« mplaint
and Judege Howland overruled it. Upon that they
sppealed to the Sapreme Court, and yesterday
two opinions were handed down—omne that of

the majority, written by Judge Miller, sustain-
ing the ruling of the lower court, and the other
by Judge McHride, with Judge Olds's concur-
rence, disseuting.

Judge Miller's proposition was that the only
quutﬁn presented was as to the power of the
commissloners to refuse to introduce the study
of the German language In the public schools.
That must be apswered by considering what the
General Assetubly weant when it sald in the
act of 1869 that it shall be the duty of school
officers to procure a teacher and introduce the
German language in “say scheol” upon the
muon of twenty-five or more nts or guard-

having ehuldren at such school “The posi-
tion of the eppellants,” sald the Judge, “i= that
while the 11 nﬁ_ot the glu.lon makes it incum-
pent upon thelir board to have the German lan-
Kuage Lt In the schuols of the city, they
way, n ir discretion, determine in what
schools, to what grades of pupils, and for what
length of time it shall be taught, and that when
they have provided for its t-eaoﬁinn in some of
the schools of the city, convenient of aceess to
o Caes Ui Taw, aut o
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mtncomm{fu‘l to bhave it taught in public
school No. 22." This was followed by & lengthy
review of all legislation ip this State relative to
specitio studies, aud the development of thelr
sy *tew underit.

AS TO CONSTRUCTION,

The construetion of words and sentences,
the Judge remarked, must be under
the rule applying to the use of those of “plaln,
ordinary and usual sense.” Technlcal words
"must be considered as to their technical Import.
“While the question may not be eutirely free
fromu doubt,” he continved, *“the words ‘any

school,” as used in this lntltl:to, meml: and dul:;
lisde any place where a publie school is taux
with ‘l:t}cnmp‘.ﬂmmt ntp‘u-achen and scholars.
Such, ludeed, scews from their reply to bave
been the construetion placed upon the sot by the
eowmissioners and their predecessors in contiol
of llugi‘g schools for many years prior to the
{nr } . We are of the opluion that the Legis-

contem plated that the parcnts and guard-
lans of the ohiidren in atrendance upon a school
who would demand the introduction of the Ger-
mian language woiild do so for the purpose of
eusbling their children and wards to engage in
ita study, and unot for the purpose of en-
abling sowe other ehilldren and other wards of
apother grade and in attendance npon a school,
taught in some other school, to receive sueh in-
struction.”

The Judge then called attentior to the act of
18% 1, creating the Bourd ol school Commmsion-
ers of lIndisnapolis, This act he did not con-
sider o/ modifying or repealing that ol 1869 or
sreatly enlarginF the anthority of the commis-
sioners in regard to the grading of pupils. Their
power to establish and enforce regulations for
grading their schools must be subject to the
dominant law of the State. The grant of o pow-
er, whioh 1s mere permission, not a command,
w grade the schools or establish & course
ol stwly, cvanpot te held as authoriziog the
coluwissioners to disre a positive and spe-
cite law of the State. While Indi:inapolis
for school enunmeration, listing of children and
many other pn constitotes a #lugie district
it ean hardly La said to have oue school. The
subdividing of territory and erecting of buildings
in ditferent parts of the gity make the schools as
effectually and distinetly different as those in a
country township.

MUST PROVIDE FOR REQUIRED STUDIES,

The commissioners, the Judge further said in
his opinion, replied that with their available re-
sources they eould not provide for the teaching
of German for any greater length of tie than

seven years out of the twelve years’ course,

Bat they show that they had on hand
unappropristed over $40,000 more than
woluld be uired for tuition upon the aystem
of yrading and plan of employmeit of teachersas
& .oped by them. It would cost only $10,000 10
pruvide for iastruction in the German language
wheuever it is demanded. In their estimated ex-
pense of rmuning the schoola the commissioners
ineluded a svm in excess of $60,000 for teaching
music, drawing, manaal training, physical train-
ing, chewistry, physics, Greek, K-keeping,
mmn‘luik& literature, general hlstor{.
algebra, Latin., training school for teach-
ers, civil government, rhetoric and botlany.
None of these, the Judge sald, are named in the
statales as required stodi but are provided
under a general direction for the teaching of
#such hranches and languages as the trustees may
fromm time to time direot. It 1s incumbent
nipon the school authorities to provide for the
teachiug of thoss studies that are expressly
pumed and provided for. *“They eanunot,” he
maﬁ “appropriate the school Tunds for the
teaching of optioual studies and then say they
esunot comply with the requirement of the
statute for want of fands.” U Lsnm their refusing
N uest for German instruction they may be
ma to act In the matter. “They have,”
the Judge remcarked, “no diseretion to refuse,
but must act,” Bot the commissioners are the

THE DISSENTING OPINION,
Jndge MeBride held that as the commissioners

had provided tor German fhstruction after and
including the sixwh-year grade they bad ful-
filled the requirements of the law. With dune
respect to the judges of the majority he said
their opinion undermined every vestige of au-
thority to grade, establish and maintain any
aystematic eocurse of instruction in graded
schoois, He then reviewed the eraded school
and the nature and exient of dhmﬂonng pow-
ers of achool officers It was undoubtedly, he
thought, the Ieuulnuvoi purpose to g‘llvkn oln{:lzen
an oppurtanily to aequire a practical knowledge
of the German language, but it meant that such
fustruetion should come in as a branch of study,
not in a given grade, bat in the achool viewed as
an entirety. [t certainly meant to have thke
question a8 to when and where the language
could be most efficiently taught left to the offi-
cers Intrusted with the wanagewment of the
sohools, as they had been intrusted with similar
discretion with reference to all other studies.
Mueh frnlse reasoning in this case, he remarked,
eame fiow considering it as & question of addin
a partiouiar study to the course insiead of add-
ing an additional study.

WHAT WILL THE HARVEST BE?

=
Estimates of the Yield of Winter Wheat in In-
diana and Other States,

CHICAGO, June 23.—The Farmers' Review will
say to-morrow: Harvesting of winter wheat has
already begun in half the counties of IHinois and
Indiana, and about one-third of Ohio. The yleld
is generally estimated in these Btates at fifteen
to twenty bushels to the acre,a few counties
reporting as high as twenty-five bushels and
others as low as tem bushels. Im Kentucky
harvesting is in full blast, The yield is poor, eor-
respondents generally estimmating it at from ten
to fifteen buahels tothe acre, three counties being
as low a8 seven to elght bushels. In Missouri
the harvesting is about completed. The esli-

mates rapge from fifteen to thirty-five bushels,
A Iarge yield is undoubtedly assured. In Kansas
harveeting is well under way. The estrimates give
the yield at about twenty bushels to the acre.
Harvesting has not yet commenced in Michigan,
‘Nisconsin, lowa or Nebraska. The yield in the
latter will undoubtedly be very large; in the
other “tates fairly good.

Spring wheat in all the Northwestern States is
reported as doing very well. Corn is generally
reported improving in conditlom and promising
from a falr to average crop. Usts prospects are
reported poor in Ghio, lllinois and Kentucky,
and only fair iu Indiana. In the other SBtates
an averaxe yield is expeoted.
