Justin SIcCarthy to Iletlre from the Leader-
ship of the Irish Parliamentary Party.

Dunlin, Jnne 24. The retirement of Mr.

- British Trl bate to the McKlnley Law.
London. June at. The report of Mr.

William Lane Booker, the consul-gener- al

for Great Britain, at New York, npon the
trade of that city is published.

added that the Irish leader is experiencing
difficulty in securing the services of a
clergyman who is willing to overlook the
fact that Mrs. O'Shea is a divorced woman.
Mr. Parnell, it is said, has intimated that
no one is to be present at the ceremony,
which will be conducted with the strictest
privacy.

After the adjournment of the House of
Commons to-nig- ht it was reported in the
lobbies that Mr. Parnell was married to
Mrs. O'Shea last Thursday in the strictest
privacy.

Crossed the Snow-Cover- ed Andes.
Santiago de Chili, Jnne 24 The divis-

ion of the Chilian army commanded by
General Stephen, the Balmacedist com-

mander,' which has already twice crossed
the snow-covere- d Andes, and which has
been several times dispersed by the Argen-
tine authorities, has joined the main body
of President Balmaceda's army after re-cross- ing

the Cordilleras at a height of 12,500
feet above the level of the sea. and with
snow twenty-tw- o feet deep on the mount-
ains.

work of combatting slavery in Africa.

To What Country Do They Melons?
Df.troit, Mich., June 24. There is a

clash here between the Treasury Depart-
ment and the United States Court in regard
to the three Chinamen arrested. This
morning Customs Collector Hopkins re-
ceived an order from the .Treasury Depart-
ment to ship the three Chinamen to San
Francisco, where they will be taken in
charge and deported to China. It will be
necessary to have the conrt declare that
the Chinamen do not belong in this coun-
try before this can be done. If the court
interprets the law which reads that they
shall be retnrned to the country from
whence they came to mean that they are to
be return d to the country . from which
they immediately came, and not to their
native country, it is liable to order them
returned to Canada. Even If the commis-
sioner orders that the celestials be retnrned
to their native country they can appeal to
the Circuit Court.

One Hundred Iowa Families Rendered
Jlomeless in tha Cherokee Valley.

Only Meazer Details of Live3 Lost Can Be Ob-

tained Damages to Crops and Eailroad
Property Cannot let Be Computed.

Cherokee, la., Jnne 24. The terrors of
the Johnstown flood were, in part, repeated
in this place to-da- y. Seventy-fiv- e houses
have been carried out of sight in the
Niaaara-lik-e torrent. The nnjuber of lives
lost is yet a matter of nncertainty. A ter-rifi- o

cloud-burs- t, thrice repeated, and wind,
almost a hurricane, are what consummated
the dread work. The storm, which began
last night, appears to have swept a vast
circle of northwestern Iowa, fully one
hundred miles in diameter, with Cherokee
as the center.

Most of the destruction in Cherokee was
wrought by the extraordinary rise in the
Sioux rixer, resulting from the tremendous
down-poo- r of water. Some idea of the im-

mensity and suddenness of the Hood may
be inferred from the fact that it carried olf,
apparently without an effort, the big triiss-brid-ge

on which the Illinois Central rail-loa- d

crossed the river, and with the bridge
went four hundred feet of trestle on which
the company's tracks approached the river.

To-nig- ht the Little bioux is at the high-
est stage ever known. The havoc both to
road-wa- y and bridges is something sel-
dom paralleled in railroad history.

Advices have been received stating that
Vice-preside- nt liarahan,, and a majority
of the other jhigh oflicials of the
Illinois Central company, are already
en route for the stricken terri-
tory. Many days will probably
elapse before traffic of either passenger or
freight will be in anything .like normal
condition. Orders have been issued to re-
ceive no more freight until further orders
for any point beyond Aurelia. Gangs of
workmen and several railroad telegraphers
had reached this point to night, bnt could
get no further, and could do little. It may
be a week or more before the fail extent of
the disaster will be known.

The Damage Increasing.
Minneapolis, June 24. News has just

reached here of one of the most fearful
rain-storm- s in the history of northwestern
Iowa. At Lemars Floyd river is a mile
wide. Bridges are out on the railroads.
All trains are abandoned. The Omaha pay-c- ar

has the only engine available for work.
At Sutherland it is reported that fifteen
houses are swept away. By to-morr- ow the
streams will be higher. It is still raining.

A dispatch from Sioux City saj-s- : The
terrible raina of last night have almost de-

vastated this portion of Iowa. No roads
are running trains from this city east The
Floyd river valley is inundated for thirty-fiv-e

miles north of this city. The towns of
Merrill, Hinton, Lemars and James are
completely submerged. Thirty-fiv- e miles
of track on each of the Illinois Centra),
Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha
and Sioux City & Pacific are flooded north
of this city, with bad washouts at Lemars.
On the Central Iowa branch of the Illinois
Central nine . hundred feet of track
was carried out. On the Central Sioux
Falls branch, 6even bridges were washed
out. The Chicago & Northwestern tracks
in the Sioux valley are ont for over a hal'
mile at Sutherland. The same road is also
washed out at Carroll. At Merrill, eight
miles from the city, the Floyd river rose
fifteen feet in three hours this afternoon,
and at 8 o'clock to-nig- ht the Hood is sweep-
ing through the Floyd river valley toward
this city and. .devastating hundreds, of
acres of crops. , v

The manufacturing' towns of Leeds.
Lynn and Lewiston are in its course, and
will be submerged by morning, causing
thousands of dollars of damage. To-nig- ht

hundreds of families on the Floyd river
and in this city are moving out on to higher
Around. The railroad . companies have
abandoned their yards and shops, while
engines, cars and all 'kinds of material
have been removed to higher ground. The
stork in Union and Central stockyards,
packing-bouse- s, railroad shops and many
houses will be partially under water, and
great damage will be done. Wires east and
north of here are all down. Reports from
South Dakota aie that thn Vermillion river
is out of its banks and Hooding thousands
of acres of growing grain.

A cyclone at Sutherland last night de-
stroyed fifteeu dwellings, four warehouses,
several barns and the Chicago Sc. North-
western depot. The people took to caves
and no one was injured. All county and
railroad bridges were washed out.

'Eight Reported Drowned.
Waterloo, la., June 24. Reports were

received this morning, by Illinois Central
officials in this city, of a terrible wind and
rain-stor- m which prevailed last night along
that company's lines from Storm Lake to
Lemars, a distance of fifty-si- x miles.. All
the towns are considerably damaged. Four
persons were drowned at Cherokee, and
four at Correction ville. The railroad depot
at Calumet was blown down, and much
damage ; to town property is reported,
Sutherland, O'Brien county, a small sta-
tion on the Chicago & Northwestern' rail-
road, fifty-fiv- e miles from Calumet, is re-
ported to have been wioed out, over forty
buildings being blown down. The wires
are all down . and it is impossible to obtain
accurate information, except through the
reports transmitted to the railroad officials.
Twelve inches of water is reported to have
Jall&n last night in the Cherokee valley.
The Illinois Central passenger which left
here last night at 10:50 o'clock is delayed,
and there is no prospect of moving it in the
next twenty-fou- r hours.

The Cherokee valley was visited by an-
other storm this morning, fully as disas-
trous, though notof as iougduration astbat
of last night. The Illinois Central railroad
bridge, about 250 feet long, across the Little
Sioux at Cherokee, went down under the
rush of the Hood, at 2:15 this afternoon, to-
gether with several . houses in the lower
part of the town. Aurelia and Cherokee
both report another storm breaking at 4:30
p. M.

To-da- y has been the hottest of the season
02 in the shade at noon. The sun has

been obscured by clouds most of the time,
the excessive temperature being due to a
hot wind, which has prevailed all day.
The leaves on the trees are curling up, and
the grass is seared in places. It is thought
the hot winds will not do much damage to
crops, owiug to the moist condition of the
ground from recent rains. Corn, by actual
measurement, grew over three inches to-
day-, and experts say to-nig- ht will be good
for two more.

Tale and Harvard Defeated by Columbia la
the Freshmen's Hoat-Rc- e.

. New LoxDON.'June 24. The two-mil- e,

three-cornere- d, eight-oare-d race between
the Columbia, Yale and Harvard freshmen
crews was rowed this noon, on the Thames
river, over the conrse from the navy-yar- d to
the railroad bridge, and was won by Colum-
bia by three lengths, Yale second and Har-
vard third, one length behind Yale. The
time was: Colombia 9:41, Yale 9:522. Har-
vard 9:50. Columbia's time is now the best
on record. The result of the race is a big
surprise to nearly every one who has
watched the practice-wor- k of the crews.
Harvard was generally picked as a winner,
while Columbia was almost counted out of
the race. All morning a still breeze blew
down the river, and the waves threatened
to swamp any shell that ventured out.
Toward noon, however, the wind died away
and the water calmed down, so that it was
decided to start. The water and wind
favored the 'crews most decidedly, there
being a strong tide running out and the
wind blowing withthecrews. Tbisaccounts
largely for the fast time made by all of the
crews.

AT THIS END OF THIS WAR

The Tremendous Problem That Confronted
the Heads of the Government in 1865.

New Yorkfcnn.
We published yesterday an article of ex-

traordinary ability and value from the pen
of the Hon. G. C. Gotham, defending the
reputation of Edwin M. Stanton against
an attack made npon him by Lord Wolse-le- y,

the well-know- n English general, who
has lately become a frequent contributor to
magazines and newspapers in this country.
In writing for our esteemed contemporary,
the Philadelphia Press, an article in praise
of the late Gen. W. T. Sherman, Lord
Wolseley took- - occasion to assail Mr.
Stanton on account of the rejection by
President Andrew Johnson of General
Sherman's noted convention with Gen.
J. E. Johnston, on . April 18,
lio, in which General bherman
undertook to receive the surren-
der of the confederate Army of the Tennes-
see, ami to settle some of the most impor-
tant nnestions of the war. That rejection
Lord Wolseley attributes to Mr. Stanton;
but Mr. Gorham shows beyond question
that the order proceeded from the President,
and that it was entirely in accord with an
order issued a fortnight previous by Presi-
dent Lincoln to General Grant, directing
him to have no conference with General
.Lee, except-fo- r the capitulation of his
army, and 'not to decide, discuss or confer
on any political questions. Such ques-
tions," said Mr. Lincoln, "the President
holds in his own bands, and will submit
them to no military conference or conven-
tion."

The directions thus given by President
Lincoln to General Grant express a long-consider- ed

and carefully-determine- d policy
of the government at that time; and this
policy General Sherman would have set
aside . and annulled, establishing in-
stead of it his own- - ideas and
measures. Of course, such an at-
tempt of a successful military commander
to set aside the civil authority, could not
be tolerated; and. although President John-
son was not the name man who had issued
the order to Graut, he was perfectly alive
to the necessity of maintaining it. The re-
jection of Sherman's convention with John-
ston followed immediately. Not for an in
stant did President Johuson hesitate.

All this and more is made out with
entire clearness by Mr. Gorham, but there
is one point upon which he does not
dwell as fully as we could wish, and
that point we will now attempt brielly to
consider.

When the war ended by the enforced sur-
render of the Confederacy, the United
States had under arms, as we suppose,
something more than a million of soldiers.
Most of them were veterans practised in
war during three or four years of constant
service. They had over thorn generals
whom they had followed and
fought nuder, and whom they regarded
with natural confidence and attachment.
These generals were able men, many of
them ambitions, many of them probably
convinced that in the qualities requisite
for conducting the business of Govern-
ment they were euperier to those
whom the then recent election bad
put in charge of that business. We do
not believe that there was a man
among them who knew the wish or con-
ceived the thought of conspiring against
his country; but none the less the supreme
question of the time was the disbandment
of that immense army, and the return of
sold sera and officers to the walks of peace,
withont any friction or any danger
to the Republic. To maintain the su-
periority of the civil spirit over the
military was one of the great cares of Mr.
Lincoln's mind, and it was the great care
of Mr. Stanton's. The war was over; . the
need for armies was gone; and'df this mill-
ion veterans could ouly .be merged and
lost in the mass of citizenship, a critical
difficulty would be removed ana dissipated.

This was one reason why General Sher-
man's convention was so promptly and
emphatically repudiated; and it is to the
glory of General Grant that he saw thi
necessity as clearly as Mr. Man ton himself.
Sherman was. perhaps, his nearest friend;
but he . agreed heartily in the order the
President issued to him to go down to
