Notwithstanding the abundance of money
available for speculative purposes, together
with the bright prospects of the coming
season, there seoms for the present to be
no disposition to enter into any ventures

1n the stock market, and dallness, narrow-
ness and general stagnation still wmark
the trading. To-day there was »a
reversal of yesterday's movement and
fractional losses were the rale, though
ouly among a fow stocks was there any per-
ceptible tendency in prices. The rate of
the Baok of England remained unchanged
this morning, and the best observers pro-
claim that there is no indication of further
shipment of gold this week, but the traders
tbought they detected selling of Louisville
& Nashville for foreign account, and they
sttacked that stock with some effect, The
grangers came in for sowe of the same kind
of attention, and especialiy St Paul and
Burlington wesnkened under the pressure,
The remainder of the market wus, as &
rule, devoid of feature irom opening to
close, though Jersey Central lost a portion
of its late advance. The traders, who are
1u complete possession of the market, such
as it is, after being scared into the cover-
ing of their “shorts,” have discovered that
the expected demand for stocks has not
materialized, and are again en-
couraged to put out the stocks
so lately eovered., Only a few
shares are deemed vulnerable enough to
take the risk, and the market, therefore,
continues to be all in the few shares which
bave of late been moest prominent 1n the
dealings. These to-day inciunde only St.
Paul, Burlington, Louisville, Atchison and
Chioago Gas, but the last named was the
strongest of the lot without news of a
character to bave much efleet, The open-
ing was heavy and extremely dall, and nu-
der the pressure brought to bear the lead-
jiug stocks made considerable progress to-
ward lower figures in the first hour. The
declining tendency was unrelieved by any
fenture of note until late in the day, when
Cordage again gave way. dropping 21g per
cent. and recovering only a sinall portion
of the loss. The three or four active
stocks showed losses of something over
1 per cent. at the Jlowest prices,
and with some covering in the last bour a
shade was recovered. 'T'he close was very
dall and staguant, with the active shares
at close to the bottom figures. The final
changes are in most cases insignificant, bat
Wheeling & Lake Erie lost 1), the pre-
ferred 1%, Cordage 114, Burlington 1%s.
Missouri Pacitic also lost 1 per cent., and
St. Paul, Union Pacitiec and some ethers
large fractions,

Railroad bouds gave about the usual
amount of business and displayed a rather
stronger tone than stocks, but felt the
weakening influence, and failed to score
any material change. A large numbef of
issues were traded 1n, but the trausactions
were without importance, and the tiuctua-
tions hardly perceptible in most of them.

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Heavy Receipts of New Wheat Overcome the
Buliish News fromm Abroad,

CHICAGO, July 9.—Wheat was dull and
weak to-day and most of the business that
was accomplished was of a local character.
The preponderance of the news favored the
“bear” side. Liverpool reported prices N;d
lower. London quoted cargoes to arrive
within one month 8 pence lower, while
those due in two wonths were 1 shilling
and ¢ pence lower. The weather through-
out the distriots where the harvest is in
progress was fine, The Cincinnati Price
Current in its weekly summary of the crop
sitnation reported all the recent favorable
indications folly maintained, and that
threshing was being pushed by the farmers
in order to get the grain quiekly to market
in order to take advantage of present

values. This led to a belief 1n heavy re-
ceipts at an early day aud started holders
to unloading and stimulated the “shors”’
solling. The Price Current estimates the
deficiency in the European wheat crop at
180,000,000 bushe!s, but says that with our
big crop no greatly enhauced prices can be
expectedas the world'ssupply will probably
fall “short” of the ordinary gregate con-
sumption only J per cent. St."Louis reported
%W,00 bushels of new wheat 1eceived there
to-day. ‘lToledo’s receipts were also report-
ed heavy, while Chicago got eighty-two
cars of new wheat, with sixty<three of them
on contract. All this made a wesk market,
and prices finally made a sharp decline,
1he export movement, however, wus re-
ported liberal, New York alone seuding out
over 50000 bashels of wheat and flour,
while the three ports cleared ovver tuU,000
bushels. At thesiart the bauyiug by Logan
& Wlite en New York account kept the
Mmarkot tolerably steady for s time. Then
St. Lounis began to sell, mainly through
Logan, and Pardridge bégan to put out a
liberal “short” line. The market rallied
some about noon oo areport that sixty
loads bad been taken at New York for ex-
port. Henry Clews sent s telegram saying
tuat there wus no room to doubt that the
Kussian wheat crop wonld show a large de-
ficiency. Late cables reported some decline
at Paris, but prices higher at Berlin, and
New York wired & good continental de-
mand, with uufavorable weathes in [Hussia.

Estimated heavy receipts for to-morrow,
indioating the forwarding of some of the
naw crop, proved a eheck on any decided
“bull” movement. December opened at
Sige, eased off some, but held for a long
time between 887.c and ¥ise, then broke to
Mslge, recovered to Slse. held stewdy for a
time, advanced to e, but weakened
again, and closed at S,

Corn was weak from the start, and Kep-
tember sold ofl nearly lc from yesterday's
close, The warmer weather, improved crop
prospects and the wealkness in wheat were
weakening factors. The otlerings were
generous, and, while sarly sales were very
close to the resting price yesterday, the
weakness inoreased and the buayers reo-
duced their bidsa. Cables were reported
lower and the cash demand less active and
at lower price, ln the afternoon the mar-
ket was a trifle firmer, in sympathy with
wheat, but eased off some toward the
slose. Beplember started at 52'gc, sold as

52 e, broke to 513ge, reacted to 52¢ and
closed at 51 7e. .

Oats were fairly active and steady for
July, but ranged somewhat lower for Au-
gust and September,

Provisions started firm on some good buy-
ing, smaller receipts of hogs than expect-
ed and some advance in prices at the yards,
Later it weakened 1n sympathy with corn
and wheat. September pork opened at
$10.90, advanced to $10.32%g sold back to
£10.22%, and olosed at $10.271. The lead-
ing futures ranged as follows:
