Ejected by Soldiers Many Cowboys Arrested.

Caldwell. Kan., July 11. Captain Hill,
United States army, with a company of in-

fantry, has established headquarters at
Pond Creek, I. T. He is carrying out to tho
letter his orders to expel all occupants of
the Cherokee Strip. To-da- y numerous cow-
boys were arrested, and they were started
on a march to Guthrie, where they will be
examined by the United States authorities.
Some of the arrests were made with
drawn weapons and trouble was averted
only by the superior numbers of thetroops.
The trespassing cattle have been ronnded
up, and are closely herded by the soldiers.
The Cherokee Nation had levied ataxupon
the grazing cattle, and the Indians are en-
raged because the government's action pre-
vents its collection. Tho cattlemen who
have so far escaped the soldiers will at-
tempt to drive their herds into Kansas, but
they will experience trouble m passing the
inspectors' lines, inasmuch as the cattle
will come from the quarantined district.

London, July 11. There can he no ques.
tiou that daring the last few weeks the re-

lations between the South African Kepublio
And the British government have been ex-

ceedingly strained, nor can there be any
doubt that the popular feeling among the
burghers or the Transrnal has been one of
atrong and, from their point of Yietr, justi-
fiable indignation at the nntriendly and
captious spirit displayed by the British
High Commissioner.' This unfriendliness
is not a thing of yesterday. In Angnet last
the negotiations about the Swaziland
convention were handled with unnecessary
severity, when the same or better results
could have been obtained by the display of
a more generous spirit on the part of Sir
Henry Locke. The same cause ia
cow assigned for the strained relations
existing at the present moment. The scheme
of a great Boer "trek" recently formulated
for the purpose of founding a northern
republic alarmed the British South Afri-
can Chartered Company, and strenuous ef-
forts were at once made by Mr. Khodes, not
to stop the "trek" altogether, but to make
it conditional on the acceptance of the au-
thority of the company, almost completely
ignoring the fact that British imperial au-
thority was concerned in such a movement
and that the British government, which
had declared the territory to bo a sphere of
British intluence, minht have something to
say in the matier. Mr. Khodes said: "Vou
shall all come into the country from the
Cape Colony, from the Free State, from the
Transvaal so long as you acknowledge the
authority of the company. 'You shall all
have farms and we will divide up Mashona-lan- d

in jour behalf." By this policy Mr.
Khodes succeeded in dividing the Dutch
population in South Africa against itself,
and instead of live thousand well-arme- d

men taking part in the "trek," a little over
one hundred crossed the Limpopo and of
course were driven back by the chartered
company's armed police and soldiers.
Their mission, however, was in a measure
attained, for many of thoso who had been
brought OTer by land grants and promises
of oliice have become alarmed at the reac-
tion of popular feeling in favor of the
"trekers" and have returned their gifts to
the chartered company.

The burghers in the Transvaal, and in
facta good many British residents in South
Africa have been unable to comprehend
the process by which a company of private
speculators could lay claim to the control
of a company over which British authority
has never been established and which has
been frequented by burgh Ifa of the South
African Kepublic for forty years. Now the
imperial question has cropped up behind
the question of the chartered company's
rights, lhe nigh commissioner, seeing
that the claims of the chartered company
failed to inspire respect, has taken the
ground that the country beyond the Lim
popo is British territory in order to prevent
another and more formidable "trek.'' It is
such declarations as these that have
aroused the strongest indignation of mem
bers of the Volksraad. Tho fact is they
have left a state of things which contain
all the possibilities of a destructive war,
and which is tending to paralyze industry
throughout South Africa.

QUARRELS OF SOCIALISTS.

Open Rupture Between the Young and Old
Sections of the Tarty In Germany.

(Copyright, 1881. by the New York Associated Press.
Berlin, July 11. The internal fends

among the Socialists are increasing in their
intensity, and meetings held during the
past week mark a stage of open and de-
clared rupture between the young and old
sections of the party. In a recent speech
at Munich Herr Vollmar defended his re-
cent patriotio declaration that the Social
ists were ieady to light ia de-

fense of the integrity of the
empire should it be assailed by the French
or other foreign nation. He advocated a
moderate progress, throngh practical legis-
lation. A majority of the Munich Social-
ists approved of the views of Herr Vollmar.
though a small minority expressed a widely
different opinion. Herr Bebel, arguing in
the same line in several places, found more
opposition.

At a mass-meeti- ng in Berlin on Thursday
it was apparent that the young section of
the Socialist party was present in nnnsual
strength. At this meeting Herr Wildber-se- r

made a speech denouncing the moder-
ate members of the party as traitors to the
cause of socialism and declaring that the
eventful triumph of the cause would not
be achieved in Parliament, but on the bat-
tlefield. Herr Bebel began an address but
was booted down npon attempting to warn
his audience against resisting the authori-
ties in the event of trouble arising from
the immediate ent of repressive
measures by the government. The meeting
finally elected three delegates to the com-
ing inter-nation- al Socialist congress at
Brussels. Two delegates chosen are known
to have Anarchistic tendencies.

According to a decision recently ren-
dered by the Supreme Court the Socialists
are as much entitled to the privilege of
displaying the red flag in public procession
ns are the members of any other political
body to carry their banners. The case
arose from the seizure of Socialist flags at
the time of the demonstration by Socialists
in Anhalt in March last.

A JEALOUS GERMAN.

Why the International Pottage-Stam- p Was
Rejected t.y the Recent Postal Congress.

rarnall's Defeat at Carlow the Greatest Po-
litical Disaster that Could Befall II lm.

London. July 11. The overwhelming

defeat of Mr. Parnell continues to be dis-
cussed by all classes of politicians. Car-lo- w

was one of Mr. Parnell's strongholds.
He fought there on more advantageous
terms than he conld have had in any other
Irish rural constituency, except West
Wicklow or North Meath. This made tho
fight one of unusual interest The two
victories gained over Mr. Parnell by the
Home-ruler- s of Kilkenny and North Sligo
nearly settled the struggle, and but for the
Boulogne negotiations little would have
remained to be done to bring him to his
knees. The victory at Carlow was a
crushing disaster to ParnelL His failure
leaves him no expectation to win else-
where. In Ireland charges and counter-
charges still ring in tho air. "Traitor"
and "knave" and like epithets are tho ordi-
nary expressions used to denote abstract
dilierences of opinion on political ques-
tions. The politicians are having a hot
time of it, and quiet people are let alone.
It is decidedly a change for the better.
But one nndoubtei result of these charges
is this: No money comes from America to
either wing. This, too. is not an unmixed
evil. Money has corrupted the movement.
A little weeding out of sunshine statesmen
and patriots would be a blessing, and the
process goes on visibly enough.

Probable Duration of Parliament.
London, July 11. The oflicial calculation

of the Conservative whips now is that the
prorogation of Parliament will take placo
on Thursday, Aug. C Their men have
been freely told that they may make their
arrangements on the assumption that they
will not be wanted after that date. It can
be said, however, that on both front
benches there is still a hope that Saturday,
Aug. 14 may see Parliament at the end of its
labors. A great deal will depend on the man-
ner in which the House of Lords deals with
the Irish land-pnrchas- o bill. Trie changes
which the Lords have already introduced
will lead to a couple of night's discussion,
and some of them will not be accepted by
the Commons, eo the result may be to carry
the question over into another week, as it
is only by the closest compression of the
work at present before Parliament that the
hoped-fo- r arrangement can be carried out.
There will be considerable discussion on
the vote for the Foreign Office and tho
Colonial Oliice, but the Irish estimates are
expected to go through easily, and a large
number of questions which they had at
one time intended to raise on the other
votes have now been practically aban-
doned. '

M. StamnnlofTs Life Again Threatened.
Sofia, July 11. Public attention has

been again called to the matter of the as-

sassination of M. Constantino Beltcbeii',
the Bulgarian Minister of Finance, who
was shot and killed on the evening of
March 27 last, while walking in the streets
of this city in company with M. Stambul-of- f,

the Bulgarian Prime Minister, aud who,
it was thought, was assassinated iu mis-
take for M. Stambnlofl, whom he somewhat
resembled. The revival of interest in the
case has been caused by the discovery that
some nnknown persons had inscribed on
the tombstone of M. Beltcheil the follow-
ing words: "Forgive us, we aimed at Stam-bulo- ff

and struck you. The second time
we will not fait," Although he has bad the
matter thoroughly investigated, M. Stam-bulot- T

has failed, to find the persons who
were guilty of writing the threat against
his life on the tombstone, as there are too
many persons on whom snspioion bus fal-
len.

. Eminent Scotch Jurist Soon to Retire.
London. July 11. A report is current this

evening to the effect that the Conservative
party will shortly lose the services of one
its most effective debaters in the House of
Commons Mr. Kobertson. the Lord Advo-
cate for Scotland. It is understood that
Lord Glencorse, the octogenarian president
of the Court of Sessions, will follow the ex-
ample of Lord Justice Clark Moncreifl and
resign his post before his Conservative
friends leave oliice. Mr. KoberUon'a eleva-
tion to the bench wonld follow, as a matter
of course. Sir Charles Pearson, the present
Solicitor-srener- al for Scotland, would be-
come Lord Advocate. But he is not distin-
guished by remarkable capacity for debate,
and the hopes of the Scotch Conservatives
wonld then center in their new Solicitor-genera- l,

who would be Mr. Graham Murray,
a Scotch advocate of the highest promise.

Purpose of Ilrtfish Naval Maneuvers.
London, July 11. The British Admiralty

announced to-da- y that the primary purpose
of the British naval maneuvers this year
would be to obtain more definite informa-
tion as to the best method of distributing
a squadron of battle ships and crnisers so
as to gain information of an enemy's move.
ments. This was to some extent the object
of last year's operations, but the informa-
tion obtained was not conclusive. This
year the measures taken by the rival com-
manders and the results will be carefully
considered at the conclusion of the opera-
tions.

American Consulate Violated by Italians.
London. .Inly 12. The Rome correspond-

ent of the London edition of the New York
Herald telegraphs to his paper that it is
rumored that tho local authorities of Ca-

tania, a city of Sicily, nave violated the
United States consulate at that place, aud
that, the consul has asked the officials at
Washington to permit him to close his oliice
and to place the archives under the protec-
tion of the German dag.

German Treaties of Commerce.
Berlin, July 11. The government has

decided that all pending treaties of corn-me- re

between Germany and other powers
shall be simultaneously brought before the
Keichstag in November. The Cologne Ga-
zette, in an attack upon America and Rus-
sia, whom it terms the "bitterest enemies
to German industries." advocates the re-
fusal to both of the favored nation treat-
ment except for necessaries of life, such as
grain and petroleum.

No Hope for Rev. S purr eon's Recovery.
London. Jnly 1L Mr. Spurgeon is very

low to-nig- ht, and hope of his recovery is
almost abandoned. Showers of telegrams
and letters of inquiry aud sympathr are
constantly coming in. The Bishop of
Rochester to-da- y telegraphed for inlorma-tio- n

of tho condition of his life-lon-g friend,
and added a prayer for his recovery.

Cable Notes.
The cholera is extending in southern

Syria. Hundreds of deaths have occurred.
During a storm yesterday eighteen farm-

houses at New Leugback, Austria, were de-
stroyed by lightning.

Alleged Abuses in Treatment of Indians.
Chicago, July 11. General Miles has sent

Capt. E. L. Huggins. one of his aids, to the
ludiau agencies along the upper Missouri,
with the object, it is said, of inquiring into
many abuses that are alleged to exist in tho
treatment by the Indian agents of their
charges. It is hiuted thatthelndians have
become much dissatisfied with the supplies
of food and clothing furnished them. Re-
cently reports that the Indians were be-
coming greatly excited, and threatening to
take the war-pat- h again, were received at
army headquarters. Telegraphic inquiries
to various agencies and army posts in the
Northwest elicited the information that the
reports were false, but General Miles de-
cided to remedy the difficulties in their cy.

(tone to Visit Wesley's Tomb.
New York. July 11. The steamship

Etruria, which sailed to-da-y for Liverpool,
had among its passengers a number of
Methodist ministers and laymen, together
with their families, who are on a pilgrim-
age to the tomb of John Wesley, under the
auspices of the Epworth League. Tho pil-
grimage is fathered by Rev. James C.
Docking, of Uoston University, nnd is
promised to be followed by several others.
On arriving at Liverpool the members of
the party will betaken to London by spe-
cial train. From the metropolis they will
go to Hoxie. and thence by carriages to
Epworth, there being no rail communica-
tion with the latter town. It was here that
Susannah Wesley founded the lirst Ep-wor-tb

League, and all the old landmarks of
John Wesley and hi family, includiug the
rectory, the trees and the village green,
where his first hymns wore sung, are still
intact.

Mining and Smelting Trust Formed. '
Chicago. July 11. Final steps were

taken to-da- y in the formation of a mining
and smelting trust, in which foreign capi-
talists and members of the Standard Oil
and Lead Trusts are said to be interested.
For some days P. A. II. Franklin, manager
of the Niagara Mining and Smelting Com-
pany, of Utah, has been at the Palmer
House in telegraphic communication with
the promoters of the project, which is the
union of all the lead, silver and gold pro-
ducing mines in the Utah belt. Hereto-
fore these properties have been owned by
individuals who were antagonistic They
were not sufficiently backed to secure the
erection of smelters aud were put to ex-
pense in shipping their ores to the Eastern
smelters. Mr. Franklin's company took
the initiative in a plan of combination and
indirectly it is reported secured the neces-
sary capital.

Bllhop Brooks Will He Confirmed.
Nr.w York, .Inlrll. Rev. Phillips Brooks.

is a bishop. When his consecration takes
place he will enter upon the dntiesof his
new thee, the full title of which is Bishop
of the Diocese of Massachusetts. There are
fiftv-tw- o dioceses of the Protestant Episco-
pal Church in the United States, and the
standing committees were first required to
vote on the question of contirmation. A
majority approved of Rev. Phillips Brooks,
and the question theu passed to the House
of Bishops. There are seventy bishops, and
the approval of thirty-liv- e was necessary to
assure confirmation. A constitutional ma-
jority has now voted in Mr. Brooks's favor,
i'heir notices of approval were sent to
Bishop Neely. of Maine, who is chairman of
the House of Bishops.

Workmen Crushed Under a Falling Wall.

ber of workmen wero buried in debris.
Richard Hughes, John Murphy and Al
Patuo cannot recover. They were hurled
thirty feet into the basement and fright-
fully crushed. Foreman John Gozden was
injured about the head and hips, Fred Lar-ki- n

had an arm broken and 1. Ingh's left
hand was mangled. Besides John San-drew- s,

Andrew Johnson and H. D. Meyers
received painful but not dangerous wounds.

A
number of them have left, and the remain-
der will probably have departed before the
ten days expire.

The
man was pursued, stripped to the skin, and
one hundred lashes were administered to
him with a "black-snake- " whip.

The brick-layer- s
are the only ones now out, and they are
making a hard tight for an advance of 50
cents per day in their wages. The master
builders are determined to foree the brick-
layers in alto, and are making arrange-
ments to import workers from outside cities.
