A New Jersey Fighter Killed and His Wife
Mortally Wounded by a Policeman.

Jersky Ciiy, N. J., July 14, —William
Brennan, aged thirty-two years, and bis
wife Lizzie were shot at their home, No.
=3 Gray street, Jersey City Heights, about
1 o’clock, this morping, by policeman John
V. Ryerson. Drennan was killed outright.
His wife was shot in the abdomen, and,
although she was able to walk to the City
Hospital, three Llocks away, she wss
mortally hurt. Itis doubtful whether she
can live more than a few Lours. Officer

Ryerson claims that he had to use his pistol
to save his own life.

Brennan was a driver by ocoupation, and
was notorious for hisugly temper and fight-

ing propensities. He was under bail to
answer to charges of atrocious assault.
One case covered the beatiug of his brother-
in-law, Danpiel Covenry, and the latter's
wife. The other was for stabbing a man
named Davis, duringa drunken ficht, abont
three weeks ago. Oflicer Kyerson, who
Killed him, served the warrant issued npon
(.'ovunr_\"a.complaim. and thus incurred
Brennan's ire. This morning’s tragedy was
the bloody outcome of a murderous assanlt
upon the policeman. Mrs. Brennau also
took part in the assault upon Rverson.
The scene of the shooting was a little two-
story frame house, into which police officers
bad frequently been called to suporess
fights or to arrest the head of the house-
hold.

HANDY WITH REVOLVERS,

—

Anti-Campbellites Precipitate a Fight and
Terrorize the Town,
Egtcial to the Indianapolis Journal.

CrEvELAND, O., July 14.—If the political
situation tonight 18 to be takca as a fore-
cast of the morrow the Democratio conven-
tion is likely to break up in a bloody row.
With the arrival of Governor Campbell
and his strong contingents from every
quarter of the State, and the almost sxmul-
taneous appearance of the solid anti-Camp-
bell delegations trom Hamilton county,
with a small array of sympathizers at their
heels, the feeling between the great major-
ity and the smaller faction has been worked
up to fever-heat. From noon on bad-tem.
pered discussions, disputes and quarrels 1n
the bar-rooms, in the hotel rotundas and
at the street corners have been of monien-
tary occurrence. The anti-Campbellites
are not as numerous in numbers as theirop-
ponents, but they are gawmey and hard to
down, and they have staked thousanas of
dollars to-day that, come what may to-mor-
row, they will slaughter Campbell in No-
vember next. lke Hill, of Licking county,
ex-Sergeanblt!urml of the House of Repre-
sentatives at Washington, bas alone taken
a score of these bets, and if Governor
Campbell heads the poll at the election
Hill, in common with scores of others, will
Le enriched.

It was only by accident that the bad
blood of to-day failed to culminate in
wholesale murder to-night. To oflset the
efiorta of the anti-Campbell delegation
from Hamilton conuty, a big crowd of
Governor Campbell's supporters arrived in
town this afternoon and entered wupon
missionary work without delay. Promi-
pent among them was Pete Nolan, known
as tha ‘“gentleman prize-fighter? of
Porkopolis. Pete had barely struck the
town before he was flitting from botel to
botel and buttonholing delegation after
Jelegation as if an electric current were
cavorting abont his spine. There was no
particular need for this display of energy,
for every oune conceded that Campbell had
the convention beyoud peradventure, but
Nolan was not disposed to allow the idea
that the Hamilton connty delegation rep-
resented the entire Democracy of that
county to be sccepted without question.
Nolan wonnd up his work to-night at the
Weddell House. Just as he was leaving
that hostelry be encountered on the pave-
ment two Neal delegates from Cinelunati—
“Col. Bills” Patterson and his brother,
known as ““Cheeky Jim"” Patterson. Both
men had Leen following Nolan around dur-
ing the afternoon, and the trio bad
indulged in npumerous ‘*‘spats.” When
Nolan emerged from the rotunda of the
Weddell he was accosted by the "“Colonel”
with an approbrious epithet. There was a
running fire of hot words, which ended by
Nolan letting out with his right fair in the
face of his opponent,

The latter went to the ground, but like a
flash bhe had drawn his revolver and was
discharging bullet after bullet into the
darkness. His brother followed suit, so
did Nolan, and so aid a half dozen of the
hundred spectators who rushed between
the men. Altogether over a score of shots
were fired, and that one and all got wide
of the mark can only be regarded in the
lhight of a providential mystery. Before,
however, “Billy” Patterson bhad emptied
his revolver he struggled to bhis feet and
dealt the butt of the weapon full on No-
lan’s forehead. Tune two men clinched and
went into the gntter, and “Jim"” Patterson
and a wounld-be peacemuaker went atop of
them.

By this time the on-lookers, who scatter-
ed at the first shot, had returned, and a
crowd of over & thousand surrcunded the
combatants. The latter, their heads and
faces badly contused and bleeding freely,
were finally separated and led away. It
was reported that a commercial traveler,
from Pittsburg, who was one of the on-
Jookers, had been shot through the shoul-
der, but the police kuew nothing in cor-
roboration, and their inquiries up to a late
hour had failed to verify it.

There came near being a tragedy i1n the
meeting of the delegates from the Seventh
congressional distriet to-night. The
trouble arose from Colonel Herbert, of
Erie county, declaring bhis intention of
sapporting Campbell in the convention.
Mike Harrington, of Toledo, who
was prominently identified with the
Uniitd States secret service un-
der Grover Cleveland’s admimstra-
tion, took umbrage at the declaration of
his colleague. One word brought on an-
other, and finally Harrington let out and
knocked his opponent out of his chair.
According to eye-witnesses Herbert drew
his gun, and one of his friends followed
suit, but the other members of the delega-
tion rushed between the combatants aund
prevented further hostilities.

MAKE THE BEST SOLDIERS.

A Recruiting Officer Says that the Farmer
Boys Are What Uncle Sam Wants,

WASHINGTOXN, July 14.—Ever since public
and oflicial attention has been directed to
the sobject of the frequency of desertions
from the army, a year or so ago, there has
been a determined effort ou the part of the
autherities toimprove the quality of thema-
terial with which the service wasrecrnited,
1n belief that in this lay the remedy for the
great evil, Extra eflorts were made to se-
cure young men who songht the army as a
profession rather than asa haven of refuge,
and to this end the eftorts of recruiting
officers have been systematically turned
away from cities toward the country.

The new system has just begun to show
its fruits and is most justifying to the ex-
pectations of those who inaugurated it. An
officer of the Adjutant-general’s depart-
ment, who has charge of this work, re-
marked recently: “We are baving very
good luck with our later recruits, and I
think the army to-day is composed of a bet-
ter class of people than ever before. We
have abandomned the city field almost en-
tirely agd gone to the country, where wo
are more apt tofind vigorousyoung men, free
trom the co*mimuion of the rough 1:fe of

towns, eager to do well and to woar
chevrons. Such men make good soldiers,
far better than the old, hardenmed tougzhs
who come out of the sinms to enlist as &
last resort, or as a means of drowning their
identities.”

MAY BE CONTINUED.

(Generally Belleved that the Defense in the
Hannegan Murder Case Desires Delay.
Special to the Indianapohis Journsl

WasHINGTON, July 14.—A dispateh re-
ceived here from Hampton, Va., where
Thorton Haines will be tried for the mur-
dor of Edward Hannegan, announces that
the date of opening the trial has been vost-
poned until Thursday morning instead of
to-morrow, ss was expected. A special
panel of twenty talesmen had been sum-
moned and the first part of the day will
probably be consumed in the work of get-
ting a jury. This, of course, is on the sup-
pesition that the case will be gone into st
all. The probability now is that tLe de-
fense will ask for more time and a contina-
ance until the fall term of the
court. It is, of course, impossible
to ssy whether this will be granted
ormnot. Commander Robley D. Evans, who

was a witness of the ooccnrrence, and will
be thé chief wituess for the prosseution,
has been ordered to the command of the
Yorktown. and to report for duty in New
York on the 16th of July. This has been
postponed until the 18th, and if the case be
continned until fall it will still be in the
power of the Btate to compel the Secretary
of the Navy to produce him as a witnessat
any time. Still the factof his being or-
dered away will probably be used as an ar-
gument for countinuing the case further,
and the fact that the lawyers on both sides
will be here in force when the case 1s
calied, looks as if they were ready to go on
with the case if necessary.

The prosccution will in the hands of
Mr. Edgar E. Montague, of Humpton, the
commonwealith’s attorney. He willi prob-
lbl& be assisted bi Mr. Andrew Lipscomb,
of Washington, who has been retained by
the friends of young Hannegan. A tele-
gram was received from Mr. Lipscomb say-
ing that he would be here to-merrow morn-
ing. Mr. Montague is & young lawyer who
has dlready made s creditable nawme for
himself, though this will be his hirst ex-
perience as & prosecuting attorney. Ar-
rayed on the opposite side are some of the
best lawyers ot the Old Dominion, and an
interesting legal battle is anticipated.
Haines remains as reticent as he has bLeen.
Hehas evidentiy been warned by his arrayof
counsel that his only policy 18 absolute si-
lence. His father and brother are with
bhim, and both aver that the defense will
complotely overthrow any charge of pre-
meditation or willful murder, and will be
able to prove beyona all donbt that the
Killing was a justifiable one, It is believed
that the trial will be brief, not lastin¢over
three or four days. Itis exciting unusoal
interest from the intense mystery that sur-
rounds it.

To Be Given a Trial in the Government Print-
ing Office— 81,000,000 a Year Can Be Saved.
Washington Special to Pittsburg Dispateh.

It is ounly a question of a few months
when the type-setting machine will be
given a trial in the Government Printing
Office, and if the machine can do all that
is elaimed for it it will unguestionably be
adopted by Uncle Sam. Several weeks
ago Public Printer Palmer and Captain
Brian, foreman of printing, went over to
New York for the purpose of inspecting the
workings of the Morgantbaler and the
Thorn type-seiting machines. They re-

mained in New York almost a week. wit-
nessed the work of the machine snd were
snni}'ued at the perfection attained. Neith-
er Publie Printer Palwer nor foreman
Brian have committed themselves on the
subject. They speak 1n high terms of the
Morgantbhaler and the Thorn machines
They did not see the HKowgers typograph
machine, which has been adopted by the
leading papers of New York, and therefore
were unable to make a comparisou of its
work with the other machines,

In speaking of his visit to New York,
Public Printer Palmer said to the corre-
spondent: *‘The gentlemen iuterested in
the type-setting machines gave us all the
information in their possession on the sub-
jeet.

It issaid that Senator Hawley is largely
interested in the Thorn machine, and that
he regards that machine as coming nearer
to perfection than suy other type-setting
machine. Senator Hawley is a member ol
the Senate committee on printang, and will
no doubt have considerable influence in se-
curing » trial for the machine in the print-
ing otlice. One authority estumates that
the introduction of machine type-setting at
the Government Printing Office would ef-
fect a saving of over $£1,000,000 a year.
