The Indianapolis and Broad Hippie Rap
id-tran- sit Company, William Bosson and
Robert C. Light, filed their answer in the
federal court yesterday to the suit brought
last Friday by the Edison General Electric
Company of New York. The answer af
firms much that was in the complaint
of the Edison company, but denies
the charges of fraud, misrepresentation
and the insolvency of the Broad Ripnlo
company. Itasaeita that everything done
by the defendants was known to the com-
plainant through its agent, Mr. Beggs. The
charge that they are the Edison company
is denied and the assertion made that the
debt of the Broad Ripple company is less
than $-'0- 0, not including counsel lees. It is
claimed that the Edison people knew that
they were not to get their money until the
Broad Ripple's bonds were sold. 1 be de
fendants further assert that the $100,000 of
tho proceeds of the bond sales and the
$18,000 donations were to go to the plaintiff
on account, the balance lor the road s con-
struction to be paid from the sale of slock.

The answer denies that the defendants
were to pay any cash and claims that
the Edison company was to wait
for its money nntil the bonds were sold.
While admitting that illiaia Henderson.
with whom a contract had been made' to
sell $150,000 of the bonds and turn S120.0C0
over to the defendants, had not effected
such sale or any part thereof and had no
arrangements for such sale, the defendants
claim he was proceeding to carry out the
contract when workon the road ceased, ren
dering it impossible for him to do so. They
deny that Bosson and Light represented
that anybody had subscribed largely in
cash to tho capital stock. Light admits
that he had an impression Henderson had
found a market for the bonds, but Bosson
denies that he said anything about it.
Both assert that the Edison company knew
that no bonds had been sold and that the
plan for paying for the construction of the
road was as follows: "The Broad Ripple
company would be of benefit to and increase
the value of the lands outside tho city
and the lands adjoining, and many of the
land-holoe- ra had then expressed a williug-nes- s

to mako donations to the Broad Ripple
company for the purpose of securiua the
location, construction and operation of- - the
road; and that the company would issue
bonds, secured by mortgage upon the prop-
erty, sell the bonds and thus pay for the
construction of the line."

A- - C. Harris and Judge Claypool appeared
for the de'eudauts named above. Butler
& Snow, representing William Henderson,
were not ready with their client's answer,
and, by agreement, tho hearing of the mo-
tion for the appointment of a receiver was
postponed until Thursday. W. L. Taylor
appeared for the Edison company, and con-
sented to the postponement.

We expect to bo treattd with courtesy
and on a perfect footing of equality; other-
wise we shall make rates and arrangements
to suit ourselves, independently of your
association."

East-IIoan- d Ju? Threatened.

passenger committee of the Central Traffic
Association, yesterday, in Chicago, a rather
serious state of ailairs was developed.

At the meeting iu Cincinnati last
week the Big Four was authorized to meet
the rate and it is now expected that the
Lake Erie & Western will make a further
cut. The Lake fchore, the Nick6l-plat- e and
the Big Four have announced a rate of
C7.r0 from Peoria to Niagara Falls and re-
turn, Aug. ti, but the rate does not apply by
way of Chicago and consequently a howl
has been raised by certain roads that are
thus prevented from sharing in the busi-
ness.

IMMENSE TREASURE FOUND.

Vaults Beneath an Old Brazilian Castle Said
to Contain $70,000,000.

New Yohk, July 20. News has been re-

ceived in this city of the discovery of an
enormous treasure in one of the subter-
ranean vaults of the old castle of San An-

tonio at Rio Janeiro, where it had lain hid-
den since some time in the last century. El
Carreode Caracas, published at Caracas,
Venezuela, in its issue of July 1 gives a de-

tailed account of this discovery in an arti-
cle occupying almost the entire front page
of the newspaper. Tho discovery was mado
by the chief engineer who for some time
lias been engaged in the demolition of the
castle of San Antonio, Before it was con-

verted into a castle San Antonio was a mon-
astery under the control of the Jesuits, and
it was during this period of its history that
the treasure is supposed to have been hid-
den. Underneath the castle are vaults
built like the corridors of a mine, and in oue
of these a large number of cases, chests
and bundles were discovered. The con-
tract for the demolition . of the castle
stipulated that in the event ot a discovery
of any precious metal half of the treasure
should belong to tho state. Accordingly,
the engineers in charge promptly notified
the Brazilian government, making a state-
ment of the find, and soliciting official ad-
vice and assistance. The memorandum of
the engineer enumerates the following arti-
cles found in the vaults: One hundred and
twelve wooden boxes with iron clasps, and
three locks on each, and weighing 650
kilos (about two hundred pounds) each:
four cast-iro- n chests, weighing 615 kilos
each; sixteen leather sacks, sewed, weigh-
ing filty-nin- e kilos each; 606 packages ot
parchment, with a total weight of 1.C57 ki-
los; three boxes containing papers, twenty-si- x

packages, slightlv damaged
An examination of the contents of these

chests and packages resulted in a most as-
tonishing discovery. The 112 wooden cases
contained gold to the value of about $70,-C00.0O- 0.

The gold consisted of oldFortu-guea- o

crusades (ancient milreis) worth
about 50 cents each, and the ac-
counting of the treasure was verifiod
by documents found in the cases.
Among the papers found was a re-
ceipt of Friar Desarte Anton, superior of
the order of Jesuits, acknowledging the re-
ceipt of 20,000,000 crusados in gold to be
turned over to Don John V as a tribute of
houor upon his voyage to Brazil. These 20,-000,0- 00

crusadas and also 2,500 kilograms of
gold powder contained in the four iron
chests, and 945 kilos of gold bars, vessels
and richly-worke-d ornaments, were to
have gone to Portugal aboard the royal
squadron of caravels and galleons whiob,
uuder tho command of Don Sebastian, was
to touch at Brazil en route to Lisbon.

It is said that when tho Marquis of Pom-ba- l.

the great Portuguese statesman, de-
manded in the last century the remittance
of the above-name- d sum. Father Anton
buried the treasure in the vaults of his
monastery and denied that it had ever been
in his possession, declaring that it had
been taken away during the previous
reign. In consequence of this denial, which
did not deceive the Marquis, the Jesuits
were expelled from Brazil and Portugal.
The twenty-si- x packages were fourd to
contain a variety of precions stones, whose
value cannot be told, as they have not yet
been appraised. The excavations about
the castle are not yet finished, and a dis-
covery of more treasure may not be impos-
sible. .

THE CAVE OP DEATH.

Filled with Poisonous Gas ft Ends the Life of
a leung Girl Explorer.

Rico, CoL, July 20. A pleasure party had
a very sad ending here. On the opposite
side of the Dolores river is a cave that has
been known for years as the "poison cave,!'
From some source there is a flow of car-
bonic acid gas, which lies in a layer a foot
thick on the floor of the cave. The place is
looked npon as a great natural curiosity,
and is frequently visited by pleasure
parties. A party of three young ladies and
three yonng men went to the cave. There
appeared to be an extra heavy charge of
the gas generated, for whenever any of them
stooped over a little they would feel the
effects ot tho poison in the air. Ho thought
of danger was attached to the fact, how-
ever, and the party proceeded to the end of
the cave and stopped for a while about one
hundred feet from the entrance. . On the
return Miss Carrie Neal was in the rear, and
.when tho others reached the mouth of the
cave she was not with them. The young
men hurried back, and found her lying on
the ground about fifty feet from the en-
trance. She was carried to the outorair
and a physician hurriedly called, but she
could not be revived. She lived for about
two hours.

It Is surmised that she stooped forward or
stumbled, and before she could recover her-
self was overcome by the gas and lost con-
sciousness. Frank Howard was badly
poisoned in the effort to bring her out, but
prompt attention saved his life. Miss Neal
was one of the most prominent young ladies
here, and had made many trips to the cave
before the present one.

United llrethren In Court.
Dayton, O., July 20.The Circuit Court

room was crowded to-da- y by representa-
tives of the two wings of the United
Brethren Church, to listen to the de-
cision of the church case. Tho court
did not enter into a lengthy deoision, but
brieily announced judgment for the plainti-
ffs; that is to say, for D. L. Kikes and oth-
ers and what is known as the liberal branch
of the church, as against the radical fac-
tion. The suit involves possession of the
large publishing-hous- e here, control of the
church organ, the Religious Telescope, and
all the church edifices in America. The
case will bo taken to the Supreme Court.

customs have been notified that they may
accept entry and duty on guns, fishing rods
and other equipments of parties visiting
Canada for sporting purposes, with tha con-
dition thatthe duty so paid will be refunded
on proof of the exportation of the same
within a period of two months from the
date of entry.
