Reviewers and the Indiana National Redac-

tions iaOat Townships Double Taxation.

President Malott, of the Indiana National
Bank, was before the County Board of Re-Ti- e

w yesterday for somo time, talking over
tbe appraisement of tbe stock of tbat insti-
tution. The board finally fixed the figures
at 2G62j, which is an appraisement of $C20.-00- 0

on tho bank's capital stock oi $300,000.
Mr. Malott argued with the members for a
reduction, but they were obdurate, refus-
ing to come down a dollar from the amount
set.

The eight out townships of Marion
county were represented by assessors dur-
ing the board's session yesterday, and,
after some talk with them, a horizontal re-

ductionnot tq apply to improvements
was made in the appraise ment of real es-

tate in all tho townships of the county ex-

cept Center. The average per acre under the
reduction agreed upon will be as fol-

lows: Franklin. .$24.23; Perry, $40.C7;
Bike, $3T,.r3; Washington, $53.44: Wayne,
Soil'J: Warren, $42.75; Lawrence, $34.07;
Decatur. $35.67. Frauidin. Perry. Pike.
Lawrence and Decatur were re-
duced 5 per cent., Wayne and War-
ren 10 and Washington 20 per cent. This
makes tbe average appraisement per acre,
outside of Center township, $42.07. Tbe
board says the reductions were necessary
in order to equalize the appraise-
ment throughout the county. The
pressure from the agricultural element
was too strong for the members to resist. A
reduction of 15 per cent, has been made, on
Assessor Wolfs recommendation, on tbe
appraisement of property east of Woodrull
Blaco and between Clihbrd avenue and
Michigan street.

No attention has been paid to Attorney-gener- al

Smith's gratuitous opinion relative
to corporatiens. Tbe board thinks it has
made a just and equitable a6C6suient of
stock companies and will not change it.
Smith asked and obtained from the
board yesterday tbe verbatim testimony of
E. C. Atkins & Co. regarding tbeir ap-
praisement. He wanted it for reference in
manufacturing tbe bomb-she- ll which
he has been threatening since Sat-
urday to fire at the corporations. The
board does not think a company
can be taxed here for manufactured articles,
which, though made to this city, are stored
and taxed in other States. Smith holds a
different view and says the goods must be
assessed hero no matter if it is double taxa-
tion.

President Walker, of the Stato Board of
Tax Commissioners, says tbey have paid no
attention to the controversy between binith
and the county board, for it is none of their
business. They expect county boards to
Buttle all that. The State board, he says,
visited thirteen counties in the north-
eastern part of the State last week. There
is much complaint there because of re-
ductions made by the Marion county board,
which is regarded as a sort of standard. It
is diflicult. Colonel Walker says, to make
the residents of tbe other counties under-
stand that much of Marion county's suburb-
an property was appraised too high. This
week the State board is visiting the south-
eastern section of Indiana.
