Unexpected Masjority for English Liberals in
a Conservative District

torday in the nerth, or Wisbeck division
of Cambridgeshire for a successorin Parlia-
ment to the late C. W. Selwyn, Conserva-
tive, resulted in another wvictory for ihe
Liberals., The result was as follows: The
Hon. Arthur Brand (Liberal), 8979 Mr.
Duncan (Conservative), 8,719, Liberal ma-
jority, 260, At the iast election Captain
Selwyn (Counservative) received 4,160 votes
to 8,083 votes received by Mr. John Rigby
(Home-ruler), defeating the latter by a ma-
jority of 1,087,

This unexpected Liberal victory is a sur-
prise to both sides, The Gladstone candi-
date was opposed by a powerful loeal trade
interest, and it was hardly calculated that
be would do any more than reduce the Con-
servative majority to such & minimuom as
would justify a re-contest at the coming
election.

EKxoxvirre, Tenn., July 24.—The war is
over, and the miners have unconditionally
surrendered. Governor Buchanan has won
a great victory, and without bloodshed.
The darkest hour is just before dawn. The
satiefactory result was reached this even-
ing a little before 6 o'clock. When day
came this morning it was very generally
believed that troops would move to Coal
Creek early in the day, but the day wore
along aud mno troops moved. Up to
noon citizens believed they would still
go, and many persons were heard on
the atreéts saying that thé troops would go
in the afternoon, but they did not go.

We, the nndersigned committes, acting in the
behalfl of the miners and their friends of Brice-
ville and Coal Creek, and in the interest of peace
and harmony, do submit the following, trusting
it will mmeot with your favorable consideration:

First—8tatus quo to be restored,and the guards
and convicts not 1o be molested on their return
to the mines, and we will e all orainary pre-
cantion and honorable means io prevent any in-
terference with them.

Second—Reposing contldence in our Governor,
and believing the General Assemblyr, when it
meets in extira sesslon, will give us the neceasary
relief rrom the oppression that now bangs over
us, we will eudleavor to gonduct ourselves as
law-abing people, 8o as to maintain the confi-
dence and aympathy of the public in the future
as well as in the past.

Third—We hereby express our thanks to Gov.
Buchanan Jor the kind consideration in holding
the militia 1n this city, thercby preventing a con-
flict that might have resulted in bloodshed.

Fourth—To the committes of citizens we also
express thanks for the interest it has shown by
its counsel and advice in this effort to adjust the
existing ditficulties.

The resolutions were signed by both the
miners’ and citizens’ committees. This
ends the .trouble in the mining districtas.
The militia on Coliege hill were drawn up
on dress parade, at 6 o’clock this evening,
and orders read releasing them from strict
discivline. The orders were received with
tumultuons cheering, for the troops did not
relish a week or two in the mountains, The
fourteen companies will leave for their
homes to-morrow morning on & special
train, The convicts will be removea to
Briceville and Coal Creek to-morrow morn-
mng. The miners’ committee is remaining
in Knoxville to-night, to saccompany
the guards and conviots to-morrow to
guarantee protection whoen the train ar-
rives at Coal Creek. This action will not
meet the full spfrovnl of all the miners,
but the terms of the agreement will be
kept. Neverin the hiatory of labor agita-
tion haveillegal acts been committed in as
orderly fashion as were those of the Coal
creek valley miners, They are so thorough-
ly disciplined and so thoroughly controlled
by the Miners’ Union that it 1s universally
conceded that the end of the trouble has
come,

To-morrow the Governor will go to Coal
Creek and talk to the miners. A telegram
received from that place late to-night says
every body there 18 rejoicing at the result,
that the Governor will be cordially wel-
comed, and that the miners will faithfally
keep the agreement as already approved.

STRIKE 1S DECLARED OFPF.

Steel-Workers Believe They Could Never
Win Against the Strong Corporation.

IMPORTING SKILLED LAEBOR.

The Superintendent of Immigration Clearly
Expounds the Meaning of the Law,

WASHINGTON, July 24 —A stamping com-
pany of St. Louis recently wrote to the
Treasury Department in regard to the im-
portation of skilled labor for its tin-plate
mills ana inguired if it mast go through
any particular form to secure the importa-
tion of laborers for such work. In reply
Mr. Owen, SBuperintendent of Immigration
wrote:

“The contract labor law was enacted to
protect the wage-earners of this country.
They were suffering from the incursions of
laborers who had entered into contract

abroad and were imported here to do work
at a rate cheaper than was naid to Ameri-
can workmen. Suchimmigrantscame with
surety of employment and displaced citi-
zoens who must go idle, or accept the hiure
set by the new-comer, These imported con-
tract laborors from the Italians on the rail-
roads to the glass-blowersof Pennsylvania,
came at reduced wages and lowered the
entire American scale of wages. The new
mmmigration law recognizes the value
of the existing contract labor
Jaw and made certain valuable
amendments to it. This department
will labor earnestly to enforce that law.
Congress did not intend by this ennctment
to forbid new industries, nor to limit enter-
prise of American skill, bat expressly
p’ vision for the encouragement of

the new industries aud the importation of
the pew skill. The law plainly intends
that skilled labor may be imported into the
United States to do work in an indastry
not yet established, provided skilled work-
men in that industry cannot be found
among our own people. The dimscussion in
connecticn with recent legislation dis-
closed the fact that the manufacture of tin-
late is not an estabiished industry in the
nited States, and that we have but few
laborers skilled in ite manufacture. Skilled
tin-plate-workers may therefore be import-
ed into the United States at this time un-
der contracts made abroad to foliow that
employment. When the present conditions
change, and the tin-plate industry becomes
established, or when there shall Le found a
sufficient number of skillea tin-plate-
workers to carry on its manufactaure with
a ressonable degree of business facility,
then the importation of such workmen will
be in violation of the contract-labor law.”

HONOR TO PILGRIM FATHERS,

Status of John Robinson, a Mayflower Pase
senger, Unveliled at Leyden,

AMSTERDAM, July 24.—At Leyden to-day a
most impresaive ceremony of great interest
to the Unpited States was witnessed. It
was the unveiling in St. Peter’'s Church of
the memorial erected there in honor of
Rev. Johan Rebinson, pastor in Helland of
the Pilgrim Fathers, and one of the passen.
gers of the Mayflower, who esettled 1n
Plymouth in 1620, The unveiling was »
most impressive ceroinony and was wit.
nessed by a number of Americans now
traveling in Europe, as well as & large
number of English and Dutch and people
of other nationalities. The exterior of the
old church was prettily decorated with flags
and flowers and the town of Leyden was
dressed as for its most festiveoccasions. Miss
Edith Palmer removed the sheet whioh en-
veloped the memorial, & handsome tableg
suitably engraved, and as it was unvelled
three tlags were hoisted and saluted. The
first flag was the Duteh epsign, after which
up went the starsand stripes, and finally the
British union jack was rua up to the truck.
As these fiags were hoisted the mulitary
band present played “The Star-spangled
Banner,” “God Save the Queen” aud the
Dutch anthem in succession. The proces-
sion on its way to the church was headed
by Drs. Paliner and Fairbairn. During the
ceremonies in St Peter's Church that edi-
fice was crowded to the doors. The re-
sponses were made in the Datch language.

The civil and military aunthorities and
representatives of the University of Ley-
den were nt atthe unveiling in the
churech. r. Palmer delivered an im-
pressive address. e traced the Listory of
religious persecation in England in the six-
teenth century and dwelt upon the impor.
tant part Rev. John Robinson played in the
struggle for liberty and upon his great in-

tellectual gualitiea “‘In hiberal-minded-
ness,” said Dr. Palmer, “Rev. John Robin-
son was two centuries ahead of his time.
Those who erected the monnment were
proud of their ancestor, and they had as-
sembled to commemorate his great serv-
ices to truth, Jiberty and civilization, Rev,
John Robinson's best monument was not
this tablet, but the great republic ond
the seas, which he had helped to found.”

10 the care of Leyden’s ecclesiastical com-
missioners.

American Review of the United States Relig-
lous Sects Not Banctioned by the Fope.

RoME, July 24.—1t is stated on high an-
thority that the Holy Bee will not give its
consent to the projected American review,
which it was announced was shortly to ap-
pear at Rome under the title of the Roman
Messenger. The journal was to maks a spe-
cial feature of articles solely devoted to
the various religious questions in the Unit-
ed States. The promoters of the enterprise
are undaunted, however, and continue
their labors with every belief of their ulti-
mate success. The Vatican dJdeclares the
reports published in the European press to
the effect that the protocel of the new
triple alliance wou!d contain a clanse con-
cerning the next conclave of cardinals is
incorrect. The truth is as follows: At the
beginning of last winter Bigonor Crism
sonnded the sllied cabinets as ¢ o the prob-
able attitunde attached to the n ext conclave.

Signor Crispl pretended that th e Sacred
College was hostile to the triple alliance
and that in the event of a vacancy it will
nomminate 8 Pope whose alleged election
will constitute a direct protest against the
triple alliance. At the same time he organ-
ized & brisk campaign in the official jour-
nal s of Italy against the Vatican, trying te
demonstrate that it was the policy of Italy
to endeavor to control the nexs conclave.
The fall of Signor Crispi upset his plans,

and the Marquis IDi Rudini, his successor,
did not show him eelf so persuasded as to the
oltimate success of the project. Acocord-
ingly, when Manager Galimberti, the Pope's
pancio at Vievna, got wind of the scheme
be did not encounter much dificulty in
preventing the introduction of the pro-
Poood_ clause in the new treaty. The deec-
arations made in the British Parliament
by Lord Balisbury on the subject of the
mission of the Duke of Norfolk to the Vat.
ican, showing that England, before open-
ing negotiations with the I‘opo. informed
Signor Crispi of her intention todo so, have
