"Abrahams, thrav." shouted a Fifteenth
ward delegate, during the call of the roll
on the second ballot for clerk, and tho con-
vention laughed.

Sam Perrott, resplendent in a white neck-
tie, tube rose aud suit of solemn blaek.
loomed up on the stage like the price of lots
along Illinois street.

"Jim" Haywood was there in charge of
the Second ward. He was a Democrat last
niitht, not a representative of the Citizens'

The convention waited for "Bill" Hicklin
to put in au appearance and was conse-
quently late in getting started, as the
"Colonel" lingered along tbe way until he
was in good Democratio humor.

would wait a while before reporting any
resolutions. He said that meanwhile they
would care for any and all resolutions
adopted by the convention. This didn't
strike the convention altogether favorably,
and Judge Jordan renewed bis motion that
the committee be discharged, lhe nays
predominated, when the motion was put by
Chairman Tanner, but he declared it car
ried. '

No sooner had Judge Jordan gotten his
motion through than he lugged a formidable--

looking document out of his inside
pocket. Nobody knew what awful things
this might portend and "Billy" Melee
jnuiped up with a point of order.

"1 demand tne right to nave my resolu
tion read!" cried Judge Jordan, and imme-
diately bedlam broke loose. After vigor
ous pounding something like order was re
stored and Met ee stated bis point, claim
ing that itwas too late.

Then np jumped W. E. English and defied
anybody to deny the sovereign right of a
Democratic convention to express itself.
He was greeted with wild applause
and another period of cat-call- s aud con
fusion. As soon as Mr. Tanner could be
heard he ruled that the resolution could be
read, but not debated, and would have to
be referred to the committee.

TROUBLE FROM TAXES THREATENED.
Let's bear it! Let 'er go!" and like

cries were heard all over the house. The
secretary read the resolution, which was a
carefully worded threat that trouble would
follow the new tax law unless the local
authoritios cut down the levies.

Therefore, we are opposed to a high
tariff or to any Increase of the aggregate of
taxes heretofore paid by the people for the
county, cit3 or other local purposes, and we hold
It to be the imperative duty of every olncer
charged wltu the duty of levying county, city or
other local taxes to see to it that the rate of tax
ation is reduced, at leapt in proportion to the
increase which has been made under the new
law in the valuation of taxable property, to the
end that the people shall pay no more taxes
hen-afte- r than they have paid heretofore, but
that the same shall be more equally and more
fairly distributed.

MAKING THE TICKET.

Sullivan Goes Through, and Abrams Is
Nominated.

Will English's motion to nominate Sulli-
van by acclamation wasn't down on the
bills just at ' that particular spot, but the
delegates swung their bats and yelled in a
way that convinced Chairman Tauner be
had better strain a parliamentary point and
"let 'er go." So he very graciously put the
motion, inviting the delegates to take a
rising vote on it. There was a shout and
more waving of hats, and the thins was
done. Cries for Sullivan went up from all
quarters of the hall, and he didn't keep the
convention waiting.'

The little fellow as soon as be ""as called
for. came weaving through tho crowd on
the stage where be had been waiting all
this time, carryiug a roll of manuscript in
bis hand. When the slight applause that
greeted bim ceased be proceeded to read in
a dry, monotonous voice. His speech was
nothing more nor less than Controller
Woollen's much vaunted sensation, con-listi- ng

of a comparison of the de
tailed amounts spent lor cisterns, foun-
tains, and various purposes spent by
his administration with those spent by its
predecessor. It was a dry resume of lig
ures, and excited little or no interest
among the delegates. Half of them were
asleep by the time the Mayor's metallic
voice struck the vu'duct: they failed to
wake up and applaud. . The whole reading
was a sort of dead-weig- ht atlair. and the
modicum of applause that followed the end
of it was probably due to the faot that it
was ended.

When the Mayor got out of sight the del-gat- es

began to rouse themselves from the
lethargy into which their nominee's long
string of sewer and street figures had,
thrown them. The city olerkship
contest was imminent and it had
it charms for the exuberant faithful.
The committee on credentials reported the
settlement of contests in the

precinct. Eleventh ward, and
the lift jctii precinct. Fifth ward. The report
wua adapted without opposition, the dele-
gates being impatient to get into action.
The proceedings had grown altogether too
tame for most of them.

THE HOWLING RENEWED.
When Chairman Tauner announced that

nominations for clerk were in order pande-
monium broke loose, and for five minutes
the hall resounded with yells for S'.vift,
Abrams, Keinecke and Smith. The follow-
ers of the two tint-name- d candidates bad

the chairman. Secretary 1Ye lie, a
couple of stout canes and half a
hundred well-dispos- ed delegates to make
any impression on the delirious crowd. The
impression wasn't lasting, however, and
the Swift men broke out in a fresh spot
every moment. Finally Secretary Peelle
succeeded in getting started with the call
of the wards for nominations. "Ed" Smith
was nominated by a Fourth-war- d delegate,
and his name wns greeted with a few feeble
cheers. A Sixth warder placed "Bud"
Swiit properly in the race, and by this
time, familiar yell of the clerk's henchmen
pervaded the hall. Alfred Johnson was
entered by a Seventh-war- d delegate, but
when the Tenth ward was reached away
went the Swift men once more, and the
chairman was in despair. : Two Tenth-war- d

delegates shook their fists aud hats at each
other over a difference of opinion as tothe
fatness of Swift to make the race, and Chair
man Tanner appealed to the police force to
help him get some order out of the chaoa.
After a semblance of order had been se
cured K. J. Abrams was nominated by an
Eleventh-war- d delegate and Julius
Keinecke by one from the Thirteenth ward.
Nominations were then closed, and Secre
tary Peelle called for the First ward's vote.
The delegates conveyed ' the unwelcome
intelligence to the Uhair tnat they
wanted to vote by precincts and they
were, of course, accorded that privilege.
Before progressing far. however, there was
a quarrel over Jerrv Foley's proxy, and
that delegate had to leave the Secretary's
table and mount a chair in bis delegation
to straighten out the snarl which had de-
veloped considerable bad feeling. Ballot-
ing was finally continued, almost all the
wardselecting to vote by precincts, which
made the work decidedly slow. When
the Fifteenth ward had completed its vote
the bowling and yelling delegates again
cut loose, and the chairman started the
bana on one of its most brazen and bass- -
drum tunes to drown them out. This move
was one of the most eminently successful
of the convention. The secretaries busied
themselves with the fi cures, and. after five
minutes' work, were ready to report. The
total number of votes cast was ;.),
and 283 were necessary to a choice.
The result of the first ballot
was: Swift, SOos: Abrams. 135i; Keinecke,
118: Smith. 5T: Johnson. 50. The announce
ment was greeted with the usual Demo
cratic ebullition, and the delegates rolled
up their sleeves for another ballot.

SECOND 11 ALLOT.
There was a heap of bowling and yelling

when the result of the first ballot was an
nounced, and the seats in tbe bouse were
emptied in a moment the delegates form
ing groups all over the house for tlie pur
pose of trading and "fixing" votes for the
next ballot. The band played a selection,
Mr. Tanner pounded with his cane and the
fun began again. It took ten minutes of
pounding and bowling by the chairman
to get the delegates into their seats again.
Finally they got to work, and the call pro-
ceeded slowly by precincts. Mr. Tanner
grew impatient. "Gentlemen.'7 he cried,
"you will be here at this time to-morro-w.

at this rate. Let us stop this wrangling
and give the vote by wards." Again be
stopped the call by pounding and crying.
"iso more votes will be taken until order is
maintained. Either take your 6eats or get
out!"

"Three cheers for the chairman!" yelled
an individual in the gallery, and he gave
them all alone. The chairman waited fully
ten minutes for order to be restored, and
becged the police to preserve it. but they
were powerless. Finally, however, the call
proceeded, showing constant gains lor
Abrams and losses for Swift. As the Swift
men began to grow quieter the confusion
subsided. A little row occurred when
the Thirteenth ward was called and
announced as solid for Keinecke. A dozen
delegates jumped up and yelled their pro
tests, and the ward was polled by pre
cincts. The Eighth was tbe last ward
called, and there was a loud wrangle be-
fore the vote was determined upon. As
finally announced, the vot stood as fol-
lows: Swift. 218: Abrams, 184; Smith. 10:
Keinecke, 141; Johnson, 10. Then there was
a vast amount of yelling. The Swift men
were tickled to death to find tnat tneir man
was still in it, and they made Kome howl.

THIRD BALLOT FOR CLERK.
Each ballot required a fresh secretary.'

It was wearing work and Sam Perrott took
Pierre Gray's place for the third round.
The yelling which greeted the result of the
second ballot --continued five minutes and
Perrott could make no headway whatever
against it, Tbe chairman's cane was equal-
ly powerless, Again was the band started,
but the shouts rose away above the musio
and continued nntil "Ed" Smith appeared
on the stage and withdrew from the race
in favor of Abrams. I his announcement
made a slight break in the roar, and a
Twelfth ward delegate wanted to adjourn
until Monday night, but tbe rest, of them
were in for a night of it. The shouting
broke out afresh, and Chairman Tanner's
appeals had no more enect than his lustily- -
brandished stick. They couldn't be heard
ten feet from tbe stage, so ferine was the
confusion. Finally Captain Quigley' and
half a dozen policemen swooped down upon
the more noticeable of tbe offenders
and handled some of thorn a trifle
roughly. Perrott managed to get started,
but the confusion continued throughout
the call of the wards. When the Fourth
was called and came to the front with a
solid vote of thirty-tw- o for Swift the
diminutive clerk's henchmen gave unmis
takable evidence that they bad by no
means exhausted their lung power. There
was intense excitement when (Jharley"
Stuckmeyer announced that Julius
Keinecke had withdrawn from the race.
"In favor of Bud Swift" shrieked one of the
latter's lieutenants.

"In favor of Abrams. you mean, sung
out a Third warder, and the vote proceed
ed all right until the Eighth ward was
reached, when the wards previously called
begau changing indiscriminately, to the
annoyance of tbe ofiicers. A motion was

and carried; that no changes befnt, until the close of the call. Mean-
while, Johnson had dropped gently out of
the race, without any flourish of trumpets,
but simply because nobody voted
for him. W'hen the Tenth ward
was reached and the solid vote
of at was thrown to Abrams there was con-
sternation in the Swift ranks aud corre-
sponding joy among the followers of Kan-da- ll

J. The changes were most all in the
latter's favor, and when the Fifteenth
ward was reached he lacked only a few
votes of the required number. lie soon
picked these up, aud before three precincts
had been called was certain of the nomina-
tion. His Fifteenth ward friends
started a shout but were rapped' to
order by the Chair, and as the Swift
men were in the dumps, comparative quiet
was secured. After tbe call of the last
ward had been completed and it was seen
that Abrams was tho convention's choice,
"Bud" Swift appeared on the platform and,
without waiting for the. announcement of
the result, moved that the nomination of
Abrams be made unanimous. This was
carried with a rush, a score or more of the
Swift adherents refusing, however, to be
pacified, and voting against the motion.
The ballot resulted: Abrams, 20: Swift.
2--k; Keinecke, 3.

Just then a pathetic little scene occurred
on the stage. Swift's brother, a bright lit
tie fellow or eight years, was on the stage.
He has worked incessantly for the past
month in his brother's canvass, and was
more interested iu it than anybody. When
he finally saw that Swift was beaten he
burst into tears and would not be consoled.
A moment later Abrams was carried up to
the stage and introduced. His speech con-
sisted of simply a bashful bow.

Then pandemonium once more broke
loose and a dozen people in as many parts
of the hall were howling for adjournment.
When a semblauce of order was restored
nominations for police judge were called
for and the names of John L. Keardou,
Pierce Norton, E. C. Buskirk and Frank
Wright were screamed out as the wards
were called. In the meantime a lit-tl- o

caucus of the Sullivan boom
ers was held on the stage and
they decided to adjourn the convention
to Tuesday night in order to give the News
a chance to beat Hicklin and Yontz for
couucilmen-at-large- .

Freight Train Bashes In an Excursion Train
Heavily Loaded with Employes of a Day-

ton Factory and Their Friend. .

Seven Reported Killed and from Twenty-F-

ive to Fifty Seriously Injured.

Two Cars Wrecked and Nearly All the Occu
pants Bruised or .Mangled Surgeons at

Once Sent to the Place by Special Train.

Dayton, O. July 25. Whilea Cm dnnati,
Hamilton & Dayton exoursion tram of
fourteen cars was returning from a picnio
at Woodsdsle Park a freight train crashed
into it at Middletowu Station; at 8 r. M. It
is reported that five were killed and fifty
wounded. Tbe excursion train broke a
draw-ba- r while pulling into a siding, and
in the deir.y of recouplmg a freight train
came along, and, running into the rear
coach, caused an awful wreck and disaster.
The cars were packed full of people, and
many were frightfully mangled. Several
passengers who were on the train c me home
at midnight by the Big Four express, and
they say that five to seven were killed.
There are scores of others with legs and
arms off, or otherwise horribly injured.
The wrecked train and people cannot reach
here until 1 a. m. News of the disaster
spread over the oity like wildfire, and the
depot at this hour is filled with anxious
families whose relatives are on the unfortu-
nate train. The city ambulances and patrol-

-wagons have all been ordered to tho
depot to transport the injured to the hos-

pital or their homes.
Two coaches filled with people were

wrecked. A boy aged eleven, named Patter-eo- n,

was cut in three pieces. A woman
named Fryer was killed, and a little girl
died soon after being taken from the de-

bris. Middletown is thirty miles south of
here, half way to Cincinnati, and now, at
12:30 a. m., the passengers are being trans-

ferred to a relief train, which will bring
them here in an hour. Nearly all the peo-

ple in two cars were injured, some of them
frightfully macgled.

Three Cars Wrecked.
Cincinnati, O., Jnly 25. News was re-

ceived at a late hour to-nig- ht from Hamil-
ton, O., of a collision of trains at Middle-tow- n

attended by serious loss of life. Tbe
circumstances are as follows: . The Dayton
Cash Kegister Company to-da- y gave
their employes and friends of
their employes a picnio excursion
to Woodsdale Island, a popular
resort on the Great Miami river, about four
miles north of Hamilton and about thirty
miles from Dayton. The . excursionists
went by a railway train on the Cincinnati,
Hamilton fc Dayton road. The excursionists
filled all the cars on a very long train and'
spent the day at Woodsdale. They were
mostly young people, composed of about
equalnnmbersof men and women with afew
children. It was after 9 o'clock to-nig- ht

when the long train, with its load of happy
occupants, started to return to Dayton. It
was a little after 10 when the train stopped
at Middletowu to let oil' some of the excur-
sionists. This was twenty miles south of
Dayton. While the passenger tram was
standing there a freight train ran into the

r end of it. Three oars full of people
were overturned and wrecked. Sexm
corps is are lying at the depot at MiddiJ-dletoff- u,

and twenty wounded people,
many of them fatally hurt, are cared for at
Carlisle, whicb is nearer the railway sta-
tion than Middletown is.

General Passenger Agent W. O. Mc-Conni- ck,

of the Cincinnati, Hamilton &
Dayton road, as soon as be was notified of
the accident, came down from his Walnut-bill- s

residence to the depot, and dispatched
a special with surgeons to Middleto.rn.
Through Mr. McCormickit has been learned
that after leaving Woodsdale island th
coupling of some of the cars becam de-

ranged, and the train was delayed in order
to patch this up. Again, at Middkoowc
the train was stopped to further repair
the damage. There is a enrve
at Middletown which hides a train
standing at the depot from the view of a
train approaching from tho south. A flag-

man was sent back to stop the on-comi- ng

freight, which was moving at a high rate
of speed, and was heavily loaded. The
engineer of the freight saw the flag, put on
brakes, reversed his engine and apparently
did all in his power to stop bis train, but
the impetus was too great, and a moment
later the awful crash sounded.

Frigid Scenery of Iieauty Ilelow a rine-Cla-d
11111 iu Northern Canada.

The ice-cav- e at Dobschon was accidental-

ly discovered in lb75 by sonic men of the
neighborhood when upon a shooting expedi-
tion. They came upon an openlug in the
midst of a pine grove, whence a current of

ice-col- d air proceeded. Cautiously descend-
ing, they found themselves in glacial balls
and passages, which were afterward thor-
oughly explored. Tbe cold radiation from
that part ot the forest had been generally
known for many years, bnt it was soper-stitious- ly

attributed to other causes, and
the neighborhood was carefully avoided.

Climbing tho bill for about halt au hour
we came to the mouth of the cave. A fur
coat, which had been a heavy burden in tbe
walk, now became a valuable precaution
against tbe chilly air which issued from
tho opening. The guide led the way down
an inclined plauk walk, carrying a torch,
and the compauy followed. At tbe depth
of about one hundred feet we came into a
lance hall of solid ice, brilliantly illumi-
nated with electric lights. We passed on
through three such "icy halls of cold sub-
limity," and along numerous passages,
floored and lined with puro. white ice.

The floor and walls were of solid ice, of
immense thickness, while from the roof
and aloug the sides immense stalactites of
crystal ice were hanging. Great pinnacles
of ice reai6d themselves at intervals from
tbe icy floor. Trees, columns, frozen cata-
racts and fantastic forms of dazzling brill-
iancy were seen in every direction. As tbe
light flashed upon these white and crystal
masses they gleamed and shone with the
luster of ten thousand diamonds. By
means of paths cut through the ice, and
well-arraue- d flights of steps, it was possi-
ble to explore a great part of this wonder-
ful formation.

In some parts of the cave tbe constant
dropping of water was forming huga icicles
and the guide said that it often became
necessary to blast away portions of tbe ice
in order to keep the path way open, so rapid-
ly did it increase at certain seasons. The
rock to whicb the ice clings, and over
whicb it forms, is limestone, and through
this tho water percolates, but the mystery
of tbe formation of ice in these subterra-
nean chambers has not yet been solved-Ther- e

is no lofty mountain above the bill
from whence a glacier could descend, and
the ice grows apparently in the. same man-
ner as tbe limestone caves of Virginia and
Kentucky aud Adelsbnrg are created.
Whatever may be the process, the elVect is
brilliant and enchanting, aud we were
loath to return to the upper air,x whicb
neemed, by coutrast, like that of a heated
furnace. ;

FISH AND DRAIN.

A Man Who Lived for Forty Days on a Fish
Diet Explodes a Fallacy.

As a result of personal experience I may

state that some years since I lived for a
period of forty days, so far as what is called
solid food is coucerued, solely on fish, with
of course the addition of bread (no pota-
toes were used during the period out I
cannot recommend that mode of living.

One popular fallacy in connection with
fish may be noticed, namely, the oft-repeat- ed

assertion that theeatingof that particu-
lar food increases braiu power. No one
who has studied the subject can possibly
believe tho assertion. A man might eat a
huge portion of fish every day of his life,
and on the day of his death, if tbe quantity
of phosphorous (the brain invigorator) con- -
snmed were to become visible, it would not
amount to more than mi sht probably auf--
lice to tip a couple of Inciter matches.

Communities have existed tbat lived al-
most solely on fish, but these ichthyoph-agist- s

were certainly not famons for
attainments. Nor are our fisher

villages, in many of which much fish is pre-
sumably consumed, the seats of any great
amount of brain-powe- r. None of our fisher-f-

olks are remarkable for genias, or even
what is called common sense, their views
of life and its responsibilities being
shrouded in a haze of superstition, which
they lack sufficient strength of mind to see
through.

How n King Keeps CooL
Harper's Tounir People.

The King of Siain is said to havs in one
of hiscountry palaces a womlerful pavilion.
It was bnllt by a Chinese engineer as a ref-
uge for the king during the extreme heat
of the summer. The walls, ceiling aud
floor are forn?d of pieces of plat" glass an
inch thick. These are so perfectly fitted
together witn a transparent cement that
the joints are invisible and no fluid can
penetrate. The pavilion is twenty-eigh- t
feet long and seventeen wide, of beautiful
colored marble. When the king enters the
pavilion the single doors are closed and ce-
mented. Then the sluice gates are opened
mid tbe basin is tilled with water. Higher
aud higher it rises until the pavilion is cov-
ered aud only the ventilators at the top
connect it with tbe open air. When the
heat of the sun is so great that the water
almost boils on tbe surface of the freshest
fountians. this pavilion is deliciously cool.
Aud this is the way the King of Siam cools
himself off in the not weather. It sounds
very delightful.
