The ijred Rev. J. S. Wright, Fearing He Was a
Burden, Throws Himself Into Broad Cat

About 9 o'clock yesterday morning the
body of tho Rev. J. K. Wright, who was
born in Bourbon county, Kentucky, in 1814,

was found in Broad Cut by a young man,
who at once notified Girton, the undertaker,
who took the remains in charge. Mr.
Wright was a superannuated Methodist
minister. For some time he had been liv-

ing at No. 317 East St. Clair street, but he
was troubled with the thought that he was
a burden to his family. There was nothing,
though, to warrant him in having any such
idea, as his treatment had always been of
the most considerate and affectionate char-
acter.

Charles Wright said yesterday that his
father's mind was not right, and that there
was no doubt but that he deliberately
drowned himself. "Thursday morning my
mother," continued Mr.Wright, "overheard
him say to himself, 'I will get away from
these people.' He immediately walked out
of the house, and we heard nothing more of
him nntil this morning. He had taken his
watch oil and put it, chain and all, in the
pocket of his pantaloons. That indicates
that be had prepared himself for the deed.
About live years ago he was visiting among
his relatives in Kentucky, and had been
there some time, when I received a letter
from him, in which he said his wel-
come was worn out there, and as he
had no home he was of a mind to drown
himself. I immediately took him to
live with me at Crawfordsville, and he re-
mained there until about two mouths ago.
Then be grew dissatisfied, and we had him
and mother come down here, and since then
they have been keeping bouse. Their two
daughters. AnnaE. and Mrs. Mary F. Booth,
have lived with them."

Mr. Wright was a pioneer preacher, most
of his service being about New Albany.
The body will be taken to Crawfordsville
for interment. Tho widow is in a daugerous
condition, caused by the shock of her hus-
band's suicide. When she heard of it she
fell to the floor unconscious.

States, as Proposed to Do Built.

Indiana Will Have Iler Own Strnctnrt, and
That, Too, in a Place to Secure Best Ad-

vantages' for Her Exhibits.

At the direction of President Studebaker,
notices were being sent out yesterday by
Secretary Noble, of the Indiana world's
fair board, to the members of the executive
committee, notifying them to meet in Chi-

cago TueiMlay, Aug. 11. Tne meeting is for
the purpose of selecting a site for tje
bnilding, and formally determining tbo
question of whether it shall bo an indi-

vidual strncture or built jointly with Ohio,
"Wisconsin and Michigan. Practically, as
stated in yesterday's Journal, this matter
has been decided, but it will be passed
formally upon at the meeting Aa& 11, at
which '.ime the other three States interest-
ed will bo represented by the executive
committees of their boards. The mem-

bers of the Chicago committee' on
grounds and buildings rezards with disfa-
vor the project of putting up one big build-
ing to represent all foar States, claiming
that such a structure would overshadow
most of the other btate buildings. Four
small buildings, they think, with separate
grounds, beautined in a manner befitting
the importance of the several States occu-
pying the flat, would prove far more at-
tractive. The sentiment in Indiana is de-
cidedly in line with this idea, and it is
thought that neither of the four States
sow regard with much favor the one-buildi- ng

suggestion. The board of reference
and control meets in Chicago Aug. 11, and
the matter will be disposed ot without
Inrther delay.

E. 13. Martindale. chairman of the nation-
al board's committee on bnildings and
grounds, received yesterday a blue print
showing the location of the State buildings
in the northern part of Jackson Park.
When space was originally allotted to the
several States, Indiana's was found to be
on the extreme north, too remote alto-
gether, and literally hurled among Wyom-
ing, New Mexico, Arizona, Mon-
tana. Idaho and Nevada, which ranged
along in a tier, with Iowa and Utah
on either end. The importance of the
lloosier State demanded a far better loca-
tion than the ene originally assigned,
which it would takelndianaians hall a day
to hnd after getting into the grounds. Com-
missioner Martindale lost so time in pro-
testing against being side-tracke- d in that
way and wan assured by Secretary lintter-wort- h

and other officials that there wasn't
the slightest intention of relegating the
lloosier State to the background, but that
the location was thought desirable, one of
its chief advantages being an almost con-
tinuous cool lake-breez- e. Mr. Martindale
replied that the breeze didn't cut much
figure in the matter. What Indiana wanted
was a central location, easily accessible
and where her building and her
exhibits could be seen. lie told
the officials that a large percentage
of the visitors to the fair would come from
the four States of Indiana. Ohio,-Michiga- n

and Wisconsin, and they should there-
fore be given a prominent location. The
result was the four States named were as-
signed a triangular piece of ground con
taining 118.U41 square feet, bounded by the
two main thoroughfares, and near the en
trance to the grounds. ,

Indiana's site.
It is one of the finest locations that could

be chosen. Indiana was allotted the point
of the triangnlarshaped space, the area
being 29,115 square feet. This piece of
ground is north of and almost directly op-

posite the bureau of information, while
just to the southeast is the Illinois building
and across on the west the California
building, a feature of the grounds of
which is to be a beautiful orange
grove. Being the first of the four States to
file its application for space, Indiana has
the choice of gronnd on the allotted piece.
Ohio ha what forms the base of the trian-
gle, and while its space contains 40.8T6
square feet, and is about a third again as
large as that of the lloosier State, it is not
regarded as good a locatiou. though there
really appears to be little choice between
the two. The spaces given to Michigati
and Wisconsin in the center of the triangle
front on one thoroughfare, while Indiana
and Ohio are really bounded by three, two
of them main tboronghfares.

This blue print which marks the space
given to the States can be seen any time at
Secretary Noble's office in the State-hous-e.

In a short timo pictures of the proposed
buildings will be sent to him for exhibition
here.

Accompanying the blue print yesterday
was a letter to Mr. Martindale from Ed-
ward T. Jeflery, chairman of the local com-
mittee on grounds and buildings,
which contains much interesting in-
formation and several valuable sug-
gestions in reference to Indiana's
space. The triangular piece of ground
set aaide for Indiana. Michigan. Wisconsin
and Ohio." writes Mr. Jeiiery, "is denned,
but the locations therein of the four States
are only ausixestive. Indiana and Ohio
conld exchange, that is the positions of In-
diana and Ohio could be reversed if deemed
advisable by you and your conferees. The
areas of the four lots of land referred to
are: Indiana, !?.115 squaro feet: Michigan.
iM,7.X) squarw feet: Wisconsin, U4.200 square
feet, and Ohio, 40,87ii square feet. It will
be seen that tbe last named State plat is S3
per cent, larger in area than the one desig-
nated for Indiana. If you prefer the con-
struction department ean place Indiana at
the north end and Ohio at the south end of
thetriangle,reversing thepositions. My own
preference would be, if I were representing
Indiana, to hold to the location which is
marked in her name, because It is the most
prominent and accessible one.

THE BOUNDARIES.

It is bounded by two main thorough-
fares. California, with her large building
and elaborate display, will be on the west,
the small interior lake upon the east, the
art palace in full view on tbe northeast,
the Illinois State building to the southeast,
and the bureau of information directly
south. Indiana's location would be as im-
portant almost as tbe key-ston- e in an arch.
I3y placing a handsome little building in
the northern part of the lot, and adorning
and beautifying with lawn, shrubbery and
flowers the rest of it yon can have one of
tho most inviting, attractive and prom-
inent habitations in the exposition grounds.
We cannot at this time give the par-
ticular place for the location of the
State building upon each of the
four lots in consideration. It will proba-
bly be necessary in each case to remove
a few trees, but the number should be lim-
ited as much aa possible. I would not ad-
vise a large building for your State, but
would strongly urge that it be kept of
moderate or even small dimensions, the
principal outlay being made upon its archi-
tectural and decorative features."

The Bedford stone people are preparing
to make a great display at the big fair in
1S0J. They want to send to Chicago a
dressed stone sixty-tiv- e feet long and four
feet square, and say it will be the largest
ever quarried. Corerning this. Mr. Jef-fer- y

has something interesting to say.
'The chief of construction." he writes,

"doubts the practicability of safely trans- -
Eorting the stone, 65x4 feet, to Cnicago. and

make suggestions aa to how it
can be used or properly exhibited if taken
to the exposition grounds. For my own
part 1 should like to see it placed on ex-
hibition, and if I were in your place I
would be tempted to place it on end. im-
bedded in a substantial masonry founda-
tion, in the center of the curve at the south
end of your lot. Tbe stone would stand
there a monument, sixty-tiv- e or more feet
high, of the productive capacity of Indiana
stone qnaiTies. and if nicely set, with a
cut-ston- e base surrounding it, would prove
a distinguishing feature in the location of
your State."

CULM5GS FEOM THE COURTS.

Parties Snd for Using Certain Flans In the
Contraction of Ilrtdges.

The only suit tiled in the federal court
yesterday was that of the Indiana Bridge
Company, of Muncie, against Hunt &
Adams, of this city, and David B. Zimmer-
man, trustee of White Hiver township,
Hamilton county, for damages for alleged
infringement of a bridge patent, and for an
injunction restraining them from further
using' the patent. The complaint charges
that the Indiana Bridge Company owns
the patents upon an invention of Solomon
It. Godman, of Indianapolis, for an im-

provement in bridge construction: that Hunt
&. Adams are illegally nsmg this invention
in bridges which they build, and that Zim-

merman bought and is nsin such a bridge
in his township. The principle of the God-ma- n

invention is the construction of a
bridge or culvert wherein the girders that
support the road-wa- y rest upon legs or
poets which, in turn, rest upon timber or
other foundations below. By means of this
invention the use of trusses,' piers or abut-
ments is dispensed with and the bridge be-
comes a unitary structure, its strength not
depending solely upon the strength of the
timbers or girders which support the road-
way.

The First Appeal.
The first case to be appealed from this

district to the new Appollate court estab-
lished at Chicago recently by the govern-
ment, is tbe patent suit of K P. Mast &
Co., of Springfield, 0., against Rude Bros.
Manufacturing Company, of Liberty, I nd.
On May tfl last Judge W oods, of tbe feder-
al court here, decided this case in favor of
tbe defendant, and yesterday the plaintill
appealed aa indicated above.

The accusation by Edward Eggleston that
Joseph Arthur borrowed liberally from his
book, "Roxy," when writing the well-know- n

play, "Blue Jeans," is taking up
considerable of the time and attention of
Eastern dramatic critics. Much space is
being devoted to the case, and the latest is
a card from Robert F. Koden, of New York,
a man who is considered excellent authori-
ty in tbe East on subjects dramatic. "1
have been much amused in past
years," says Mr. Koden in this card,
"at Mr. Eggleston' facility for seeking
cheap notoriety.

BRAZILIAN SrANISH.

Ill shop Cranbery Tells of the Trouble a Mis-

sionary's Bride Had In Pronouncing t Word.

Bishop Granbery, of the Methodist
Church, South, who tor many years waa
stationed in the empire of Brazil, in the
days of Dom Pedro, recently related to a
friend in this city some of the woes of a
missionary to foreign lands that usually do
not become public or get into tbe news
papers.

Thinking she was getting on famously, she
soongaiued more confidence.

So all went well till the young couple set
up an establishment and secured a man-
servant with the fine manners of a Spanish
grandee. The reverend gentlemau't wife
stood in awe of him . from the start. And
her greatest trial was when 'her hustand
would be detained from home during the
dinner hour, when she had to dine alone,
except for that grand man-serva- nt. One
day that functionary was standing elegant
and impassive, when she had occasion to
ask hiui to band her tbe cheese. The man
stood immovable like a lay figure in a
clothing-bous- e, bnt she noticed a curious
twitchiugof his mouth. She detected that
he had heard her. and she began to get
angry that he didn't move to do her bid-
ding.

"Give me the cheese." This time the
grandee of a man servant perceptibly
laughed, but was immovable. In indigna-
tion, supposing him to be impertinent, or.
worse still, crazy, she rushed to the front
door to call assistance, when she mat tbe
belated missionary, her husband, and
promptly explained the situation.
