Red Men of the Eastern Distriet Hold &
Successful Plcole at Kichmond,

Ricamoxp, Aag. 5—The Red Men of the
Eastern Indiana Distriet Association held
their fourth annual pienic at Glen Miller
Park, adjoining the city, to-day. All visit-
ing tribes were the guests of Osceols Tribe
of Red Men avd Maumee Council of the

Daugbters of Pocobontas of this city, and
while the squaws prepared the filling for

all the baskets they and their papooses as
well as the braves of their wigwams could
carry, there was a committes of chiefs on
“corn and venison,” that had 500 pounds of
meat, five bushels of potatoes and every-
thing else in the market cooked in liko
proportion by a professional caterer.

At 10:80 o’clock there was a procession

headed by the Richmond City Band and
Osceola Tribe, two bundred strong. Next
came the Milton Band, twelve pieces, witn
Usage Tribe, No. ¢, of Cambridge City,
sixty-five members, including & vumber of
the members of lLogan Tribe, No. 105, of
Dublin. Next the New Castle Band,
twenty-one picoes, with about sixty mem-
bers of Jroquois Tribe, No. ¥7, of that plaes,
a few from Andersou and sixteen from Sal-
phur Springs. Mohawk Tribe, Ne. 27, of
Winchester, bad fifty-one men; Blackhawk
Tribe, No. 79, of Farmland, forty-five men,
Weneta Tribe, No. 73, of Ridgeville, twen-
ty-fivemen; Otonka Tribe, No, %4, of Con-
nersville, thirty men; Deember Tribe, No.
30, of Muncie, sixteen men, and Little Tar-
tle Tribe, No. 119, of Greenville, 0., thirty-
five men. Eight members also came from
Indianapolis on the early morning train,
and said s1xty or seventy more wonld come
on the noon train, but that was too late for
the parade, though not too late for dinner
an«d the fun to follow. :

Arriving at the Glen there was musie by
the band, an address of welcome by 'erry
J. Freeman, Mayor of the city, a response
by M. G. Mock, P. G. 8., of Mancie, more
musie, and then the attack on corn and
venison apd “sich” ot the High Point
Hotel, and the contest proved the bdDraves
assembied to be great wairiors when it
comes to battle with knives and forks, for
the fortification, the strength of the larder,
prepared the Osceola garrison for a great
slege,

‘This afternoom the programme included,
with musie interspersed, a talk by H. C.
Starr, a recitation, "T he Sioux Chiefs
Daughter,” by Misa Flora A. Disher, short
talks by past great chiefs and other chiefs,
wheelbarrow races, foot races, sack races,
gnimackue races and divers other sports,
all over the Glen, while there was a busi-
neéss meating. I

To-night the festivities wound up with a
dance and other entertainments that made
a fitting close to the enjoyable day.

C. Roush, Warren; vice-presi-
dent, J. T, Gilm, Flora; treasurer, J. W.
Wilson, Kokomo; secretary, W. 8. Johnson,

Burlington. Exsminina’ board, James
Riley, Adam Fanst and W, A. Maze; execu-
tive committee, W. H. Morris, R. A. Thomp-
son and W. 8. Johnson; aunditing commit-
tee, H. C. Oilar, John Gear and Ed Browno.
Indianapolis was sclected as the place for
holding the next meeting, and Aug. 3 and
4, 1802, the date,

After the election of officers there was a
general discussion of masters of intereat to
the association. A number of members fa-
vored the adoption o1 aresolution enforcing
the nae of the score card by expert judges
in all casea. The resclution was opposed
by some, who thought that 1t would con-
sume too much time, and should only be
used in deciding on the merits of animals
where there was close competition, A reso-
lution was finally adopted enforcing Rule
8 of the association, which is as follows:
“Experts shall at all times call the score of
each division aloud, and the attendant shall
take the score as called, 1n determining on
premium animals,” and a violation of the
rule by anexpert judge will forfeit his li-
cenee, Npeeches were made by a number
of the members, in which they spoke en-
thusiastically of the work accomplished

the association, and the benefita de-
rived from its efforts to establish a sys-
tem of judging swine.

McCrillus, re-
siding at Riverside, a Mancie suburb, re-
lates & queer case of reciprocity between
an old hen and a qoail. There was a
quail’s nest near his house, in which there
were)seven eggs. An old hen was looking
abont for a place to locate a nest, and came
acrosa the quail's nest with eggs in it

Thias offered to be goed enough for the hen,
and the gusil was not there to object, so
the hen proceeded to occupy the nest and
lay an egg. The quail came in the after-
noon or very early pext moruing
and found that 1ts nest had been
spreading  itself, and one egg had

rown beyond recognition, but the nest be-
ouged to her and she proceeded to cover as
much of it as possible and lay another egg.
This was kept up for foar days, when, ac-
cording so as¢tual count by the hen, she
baa enoungh eggs for a “setting’—tifteen—
when she proceeded npon her fonr weeks'
work. The quail called two more days,
deposited her eges in the nes®, and con-
cluded to stay the third day, and both are
now engaged, side by side, in setting it out.
