Much has
been said of the fact that Washington is a
Southern city, and some of the arguments
made against Washington were on this
line. ioihiog could be more erroneous
that to assume that the undeniably South-
ern atmosphere of Washington, which was
intense before the war and which of late
has been making itself more and more felt
in social circles could in any way interfere
with the entertainment of the veteran
visitors or in the slightest degree chill the
enthusiastic welcome which will certainly
be extended to them. Indeed, experience
has shown that on no great occasion when
Americans from all over the country flock
to Washington in one great demonstration
is any attempt made to rouse sectional feel-
ing. The thousands of blue-coate- d soldiers
who came here to escort Benjamin Harri-
son to the White House and revive tbe era
of Republican government were as welcome
as were the soldiers who four years before
bad poured np to Washington from all over
the South to weloome a Democratic Presi-
dent. To Washingtonians the Ancient and
Honorable Artillery Company of Boston is
as welcome as are the Gate City Guards of
Atlanta. To Washington all comers are
tbe "strangers within her Kates," and as
such all are welcome.

It is understood that extraordinary eflorts
will be made to give the next encampment
of the Grand Army some striking and un-
usual features. It has been suggested. And
the suggestion will be brought before Con-
gress in proper shape, that the next en-
campment shall be au encampment in fact
as wrll as in name; that the veterans shall
live m the tented field, instead of the com-
fortable hotels and boarding houses of
other cities. The War Department shall be
asked to supply the tents for this vast
army, aud to make through its commissary
department arrangements by which the
veterans shall be fed as they were twenty-fiv- e

years ago. Beans and hard-tac- k are to
be. served out as tbe chief articles of diet,
but it is altogether probable that no ob-
jection will be made to the different posts
providing themselves with accommodating
commissary sergeants, who will look after
the other essentials and luxuries of camp
life.

If for no other reason, the next encamp-
ment will be welcomed becanso it will be
a noveltv in military demonstrations. Un-
like all other cities where a parade of even
two thousand soldiers is an event long to
be remembered, tbe sight of serried ranks
of gloaming bayonets, the tramp of caval-
ry and the clash of sabres is an old and
worn-ou- t experience of Washingtonians.
Every four years tbe city becomes a mili-
tary rendezevous, though not a camp. The
streets resound to the tramp of soldiers,
and tbe whole avenue becomes a column
of paper soldiers. Hardly a day pnsses in
Washington but there is a military parade
of some kind. Visiting regiments and
local companies parade up and down the
streets and hardly a passer-b-y stops to
look at them, hence tbe column of the
Grand Army, passing in review; the aight
of thousands of soldiers without arms,
crippled, maimed and often helpless; ban-
ners torn and ragged, will form a picture
in Washington beside which all tbe pomp
and panoply of militia regiments with
spotless uniforms and shining arms will
seem a tame and nnmovmg spectacle.

The fears that some profess to feel tnat
Washington will not be able to take care
of a crowd is, of course, ridiculous. Wash-
ington is pre-eminen-

tly a city of hotels and
boarding-bouse- s, and, upon such occasions,
thousands of private houses throw open
their doors to accommodate the strangers.
This has been shown so often in the excel-
lent way in wbich all visitors are provided
for when they come here to inaugurations,
and was shown again, year before last, dur-
ing th great triennial conclave of Knights
Templars, that it requires no further argu-
ment. And the further fact that there is
not a week passing in Washington that
does not see the attendance of delegates
from all over tbe country on some national
or international convention of some society,
political, religious or scientific, shows that
Washington is destined to be tho great
convention city of the country.

BATTLE IN MAD E1YER.

Fish Seiners Canght in the Act Show Fight
and One of Their Number Is Shot.

Dayton, O., Aug. 9. State Deputy Game
Warden L. K. finntain, of this city fatally
shot David Mcllvaine, whom be caught,
with four others, seining in Mad river, near
Harsh tnsnville, about midnight. Buntain
bad beard that a party had goue up the
river to seine, contrary to the State law,
and at the request of Ben F. Seitner, mem-
ber of the County Fish and Game Protect-
ive Society, accompanied him to the spot,
both being disguised. Four miles up the
river they came upon the party, in the act
of drawing the ' seine, ptod 13 un tain, step-
ping into view, said: "Hello, boys we got
hero just in time to see yon make a haul."
Instantly one of the fishermen struck him
a heavy blow in the left eyo with a atone.
David Mcllvaine, who was in the river
with the seine, drew bis revolver and be-

gan shooting at Buntain and Seit-ne- r.

Another of the fishermen also
Dulled bis revolver. Then Buntain
lired twice at Mcllvaine, bitting
him in the arm and sending a eecond
bullet through bis body just below the
heart, the ball running from the left side
to the right One of the fishermen struck
Seitner over the head with a lantern. The
lantern broke and set tiro to the grass, light-
ing up the scene. Thia gave the officers
command of the situation. Buntain com-
pelled the four men to bring Mcllvaine
to the bank, and then range in line in the
light of the fire until he identified them all,
John iletzell, David Await, James Perry,
William Richardson, and the wounded man.
Mcllvaine. Buntain took the seine and
other property, and the party brought Mc-
llvaine to town.

Buntain immediately came to tho police-offic- e

to give himself up, but. aa he was a
State officer, and did the shooting iu self-defens- e,

aa admitted by the wounded man.
no arrest was made, nor have the fishermen
been arrested. Cyrus Osborn, ex president
of the State Fish Commission, called at the
police office to say that the County Fish
and (Jame Protective Association will stand
by Buntain.

QUAKES AND TIDAL WAVES.

Indians Describe the Recent Seismic Disturb-
ances at the Bead of the Golf of California.

Yuma, A. T., Aug. 9. Reports continuo to
come in from the earthquake region at the
bead of the Gulf of California. Two Coco-pa- h

Indians of the tribe that llvo near
there arrived here yesterday. They tell a
thrilling story. Early Thursday morning
hundreds of mud volcanoes burst into a
Tiolent eruption. The air grew denser, and
many infants were suffocated. At last a
violent thunder-stor- m cleared the air, only
to show the tidal waves approaching with
frightful rapidity. The waters roso, swal-
lowing up the Indians' cattle, horses, grain-field- s

and forcing them to flee, for tneir
lives to the top of the mesas, a hundred
feet above the river. The earthquake
shocks then began. The fourth threw
everyone down, seriously injuring many.
Tho dust darkened the air, while
the rumble of the earthquake, tho
sharp explosions of the distant
volcano, aud the bellowing of the crazed
cattle became o terrible that the fright-
ened Indians broke and tied wildly np tho
river. Two only succeeded in reaching
here to tell the story. The otheis dropped,
exhausted, along the route.

Jos. Epherez, a cattleman from Laredo,
and fifty-fiv- e men witnessed the scene from
the top of the hill to which they had es-

caped. They report the tidal wave as fully
one hundred feet high, and that a bluish
purplo fire could be seen flowing down in-

to the Colorado river, near tfie gulf. This
is undoubtedly from the sulphur mountain
which was set on tire by the volume of
burning material thrown out by the vol-
canoes. Much property was destroyed. Tho
residence and all valuable buildings on
the ranch of Charles Townsend. breeder of
fine cattle, were leveled by theearthquake.

Father and Son Killed by a Horse.
Brooklyn, N. Y.. Aue. 9. John Uniack,

aged forty, a teamster employed by tho
People's Gas-liir- ht Company, and bid four-year-o- ld

son Thomas were trampled to
death by a vicious horae in the company's
stables this morning. Uniack had gone,
with his little boy, to feed the horse, wbich,
for tome reason unknown, attacked him
and the boy, and before assistance could
arrive both bad been thrown and their
beads crushed to a jelly.

Washington One of tho Best Protected
Cities on the Face of the Globe.

Any Attempt to Rob the Treasury Weald Re-

sult in Speedy Death to the WouldBe-Lo- ot

eraExperience of Baltimore Toughs.

BAD FLACE FOR ftlOTERS.

l'lentjr or Soldiers Wlthlu Call to Defend the
Treasury Against Looting Attempts.

Special to the JcdiauaxtulU Journal.
Washington, Aug. 9.extto the peren-

nial resignation stories one of the most fre-
quent alarms is the story of the gang of
robbers if ho are coming to Washington to
rob the treasury. One of these robbers al-

ways considerately sends word to the Sec-

retary of the Treasury in advauce and
carefully details the plan by which the un-

told millions in the treasury are to be
looted. Secretary Foster has, in the past
few days, received a letter from the "King
of tue Tramps." in which the coming raid
is again announced. As nsual the city is to
be set afire at several points and a riot is
to be raised in a distant portion of the city,
and during the excitement ensuing in ex-

tinguishing tho tire and quelling the riot
the treasury is to be broken into and
robbed.

As a matter of fact, there is no city in the
country, or even in the world, that is better
protected tban is Washington. Danger
against fire is prevented by the presence of
a good fire department. As for the matter
of riots, so overwhelming is the military
force that can be hurled, upon tho streets of
Washington at almost a moment's notice
that a riot is a simple impossibility tn
Washington. ToepeaKof raising a riot in
Washington is to speak without knowing a
thing of the military resources at the hand
of the government. Within half an hour
the Secretary of War could put upon the
streets nearly five hundred veteran artil-
lerymen, who are stationed at the arsenal.
A dispatch to Arlington, across the river,
would bring galloping into the city
through Georgetown two troops of
cavalrymen who have served years
after years upon the plains. An order
from the Secretary of the Navy would
bring np from the marine barracks some
three hundred marines, the finest drilled
soldiers in the world. At the arsenal are
parked dozens of cannons and series of
Gatling guns, while at the navy-yar- d are
any number of Hotchkiss and other rapid
firing guns, all of which, manned by men
who know how to handle them, could be
concentrated for deadly work within half
an hour after the chief of police saw that
his authoritj' was at an end. Indeed, tho
very police force is in itself a guarantee
agnnst a riot, for the mounted police con-
sist of former cavalrymen and ull the
other patrolmen must by law be chosen
from men who havo served in the United
States army, so that the police force itself '

is a body of soldiers. In addition to this
there are at Baltimore, which is only forty-liv- e

minutes' run from Washington, two
batteries of the Third Artillery, now
stationed at Fort McKendry, and at Ann
apolis, Md., an hour's ride from Washing-
ton, there is a very strong detail of marines
and some hundred sailors. All these are
regulars in the United States service, and
experience in past riots bas attested again
and again that the mere appearance of reg-
ular soldiers is sufficient in most cases to
put an end to any impending trouble.

Washington has really ouly seen one riot,
and that riot, it is due to the people of
Washington to say, was caused by Balti-
more "touuhs." It was in 1857, when Wash-
ington still went through the annual farces
of municipal elections. A largo gang of
Baltimore "plug-uglies- " nad come over to
'assist," and the result was what might be

expected. It was not long before the Mayor
found that his authority was at an end.
He appealed to President Buchanan, and
the one company of marines then stationed
in Washington was ordered out. They
were commanded by Major Tyler, nn officer
whose popular sobriquet was "Bulldog
Tyler." Major Tyler marched his men to
tho City Hall and there received instruc-
tions from the Secretary of War to "restore
order." The marines marched np Seventh
street to where the mob, which consisted
principally of Baltimore "toughs" and
all the criminal element of Washington
were awaiting the troops. All were armed,
ana they had gotten possession of an old
cannon, which they had loaded to the muz-
zle with old iron, bolts, stones, and every
imaginable missile. ' Tyler made the mob a
short apeech. "I want order," said he,
"and 1 mean to have it. My men will not
fire blank cartridges.' An attempt was
made to tire the cannon on the troops. It
failed, and the next moment the murines
had deployed into one solid line across the
street. He again ordered the mob to dis-
perse, and the answer came from a burly
"towgb," who threw a cobble stone at one
of the marines. The Boldier went down
like a stick, . but before he reached the
ground there was a sharp command, and
a blinding crash from the line of United
States marines point blank into the mob.
Then tho riot waaover. Only about half a
dozen men were killed, but scores were
were wounded. There bas never been a
riot since in Washington.

When in 1877 there seemed to be a general
uprisiug of riots all over the country, Wash-
ington alone remained quiet. The nearest
attempt at a disturbance was a gathering
of bome five hundred negroea and roughs
near the Baltimore iNe Ohio freight yards.
A single charge from the squadron of
mounted police dispelled the crowd.

In addition to all these regulars who can
be brought here, there is a militia force
herein the city of nearly two thousand
men, well drilled and thoroughly equipped,
besides independent troops of cavalry and
batteries of artillery. In theTreasury Build-
ing itself there is a company of miltiamen
made up of Treasury employes, nearly all
of whom are veterans. All these malitiamen
could be depended upon in case of
any riot Indeed, they have been thorough-
ly drilled, with a view to such a possibility.
It is a matter of fact that there are now in
President Harrison's hands a series of
formal charges, preferred by certain labor
leaders of Washington against General
Ordway, the commander of the District
National Guard, for the very reason that be
has instructed tbe officers and men how to
suppress any riotous demonstrations thatmight arise here. The labor men have
based their charges on certain utterances
that General Ordway made during his in-
structions, wbich were interpreted as re-
flecting upon the workingmen.

Finally as to the mob itself. There is ab-
solutely no hope of getting ud a mob in
Washington, 'there are none of the mob
elements in Washington. It is the direct
personal interest ot almost every man.
womau and child iu Washington to uphold
the administration, which furnishes tbe
daily bread. The small force of rough
and idlers that may drift here could not
withstand the charge of a single platoon of
police. Tho Treasury i absolutely in no
danger lrom any mob or riot.

Tbe Powerful Kolaghwet Inciting; If Mem-

bers to Arson, Kobbery and Murder.
London, Aug. 9. A correspondent writes

from Shanghai, China, under date of June
25, as follows: Events in China are rapid
ly going from bad to worse. Grave dis-
orders and serious uprisings have broken
out in the principal open ports on tho
Yang-T6e-Kian- g. The scene of the first re-

volt was Wuhu. Since then the blaze of
straw has become a conflagration. Numer-
ous secret societies, and among them all
the powerful Kolaghwei, bavo thrown
themselves, heart and sonl, into the move-

ment directed to overthrow the present
dynasty.

The Kolaghwei baa found a most favora-
ble field of action, in the Yang-Tse-Kia- ng

country, because of She distress and misery
there. A terrible drought has destroyed
tbe fiarvests. The people there are on the
verge of starvation, and are dying off by
the hundreds and thousands. The surviv-
ing wretches, instigated by hunger and
want of every kind, are burning, robbing
and murdering on every side. So, natur-
ally, they have become the unconscious
agents of the leaders ot the revolution.
All v soldiers who have served their time
in the army have organized into
regiments and brigades, and are now
ready to obey any orders emanating
from the Kolaghwei. All these peo-
ple have nothing to lose, but every
thing to gain. Mandarins of the
highest rank and at least two viceroys are
connected with the movement. This Chi-ne- he

socialism is different from that of
western Europe, but bas certain points of
similarity to nihilism. Governors of prov-
ince, provincial functionaries, officials of
every rank down to tbe most insignificant
employes, almost tbe whole literary classes,
are joined together with the common ob-
ject of overthrowing the present govern-ne- nt

and reigning dynasty, in Itusaia the '

peasant workman and lowest classes are
not, as a rule, implicated in nihilism, but
remain loyal to the Czar; but in China the
ignorant, starving masses have become the
docile agents of the Kolaghwei, who remain
in the background, secretly directing and
fomenting the movement.

R. M. Segent, an American missionary,
and Mr. Green, an English custom-hous- e

official, were assassinated at Waeuch. Their
beads were crushed between large stones
and their mangled bodies were kneaded
into jelly. A river boat arrived in time to
save the women and children. Do you sup-
pose that the British authorities, the consul
who represents England and who should
protect the lives of Europeans in danger,
gave themselves any anxiety about such a
slight atlairl They neglected to take any
measures of precautions for other persons,

He. however,
managed to escape by disguising himself as
a Chinaman, and went to a place of safety
without troubling his head about the Eu-
ropean women aud children in peril.

As to the British fleet, which is pretty
strong now in Chinese waters, it was alto-
gether invisible and only put in an appear-
ance when theemeut ) was all over. Ad-
miral litcbards was, iu fact, cruising
towards Japan. (

On tbe other hand the United States ship
Palos and tho French cruiser L'Inconstaut
were on band and at Kukiang acted in
friendly co-operati- on, cleared the decks
for action, and threatened to bombard tho
town if tbe rioters moved a step.

Admiral Tzing, who commands the
fleet, is his near relative. Ei
Hung Chung, Viceroy of Canton,
including the provinces of (dang-tun- g

and Quanese, is his brother. Tho
viceroy of Szechuen is bis devoted servant
and friend, who owes him everything be
possesses in the world. Li Hung Chang's
relatives, friends and devoted adherents
occupy important posts scattered through
tbe length and breadth of the vast empire.
All money from the provinces comes to
him. His private fortune is enormous. Ho
is absolute and arbitrary. ' He is untram-mele- d

by the slightest control, and all the
resources of the empire are at his dispos-
al. What does the dvnastv weich
in mis uaiauce against mi a exner--
ienced statesman and general T Up to
toe present moment he has not
signified any positive intention to overturn
the dynasty, buthebas most certainly done
nothing to defend it aaainst the present
revolutionists, who openly declare thatthey are about to destroy it. The rebels
have already caused the nominal rulers of
Pekin to become estranged from the
European powers who might otherwise pro-
tect them, but who, on tbe contrary, are
sure to demand from the imperial govern-
ment heavy indemnities. At Shanghai
there is intense excitement in the foreign
settlement and in the French concession.
There is here a large settlement of English
and an important American colony. There
are Germans. Russians. Japanese, etc

All the consuls presided over by their
doyen, M. Wagner, the French consul, are
arranging for the defense of the reserva-
tion. A call bas been made fcr volunteers,
and arms are distributed. The revolution-
ists have posted placards on the shops of
the native cities and towns, and of those of
all the European cone essjons even inShanghai announcing the town will be
burned and pillaged. Tbe tatoai of
Shangnai has replied to this by poster,
atating that any rebel captured shall havo
his head chopped off.

There were, ho says,
delegates present from every civilized
country in the world, except the Transvaal
aud Natal. Captain Brooks believes that
by the time the next convention, wbich
meets here in 1897, is held that every civil-
ized country on the globe will be in the
union. The principal event of the Vienna
convention was the admission of the Aus-

tralian countries. They agreed to come in
on Oct, 1 of this year, provided the inter-
national postal rates are not reduced.
They claimed that they could not stand a
reduction. The present rate between this
country and Australia is 13 cents, and from
that country to this a sixpence a half-ounc- e.

Under the union tbe rate may be
anywhere from 5 to 10 cents a half-ounc- e.

This country will at once reduce tho rate
to 5 cents. Australia may keep its rate at
10 cents, but it is likely it will reduce it at
once to 5 cents. V

Saicidt of a Wealthy Louisville Woman Under
Trtatment at an Ohio Sanitarium.

Cincinnati, Aug. 9. Mrs. Nellie Webb,
an aged and wealthy widow of Louisville,
Ky., where her family Is very prominent,
committed suicide at the College Hill San-

itarium yesterday evening. She was a
victim of drink and opium, and had been
placed in the sanitarium ou the 21st of last
April. Not being considered dangerous,
she was allowed the freedom of the place.
Deprived of her stimulants, however, she
developed a melancholy tendency. At
7 o'clock Saturday night, as was
usual, she was given tbe privilege
of tb6 bath-roo- m. Not long after
she bad entered the sound of overflowing
water attracted the attendant, who found
the door locked. An entrance was forced
and it was found that Mrs. Webb had lain
down iu the tub fully dressed and turned
on the spigot, deliberately drowning her-
self. She was removed from the tub as
quickly as possible, but all efiorta to
resuscitate her were in vain. A telegram
was sent to one of her sons, Geo. H. Webb,
of Louisville, who will come at once and
take charge of his mother's body.

Lynching Prevented by Police.

ped at tbe bouse of Michael Becker, of No.
204 Kosciusko street, at a late hour last

night, where a number of people were
gathered for a social purpose, and, being
belligerently inclined, offered to whip any

present. The challenge wasferson by blows from the whip Burman car-
ried in his hand upon the head and
shoulders of a number of those present.
So many persons seemed unwilling to re-
ceive punishment that it required a squad
of police to rescue Burman from tbe hands
of what soon became a mob, whose evident
intention was a lynching, for he was being
dragged to tho nearest lamp-po- st by the
mob, several of whom were clubbing and
hitting him on the face and body with
their fists.

IIow Frank Brown Was Nominated for Gov-

ernor of Maryland A Clever Scheme.

Washington, At:g. 9. The nomination
of Frank Brown for Governor of Maryland,
while heralded all over the, conntry aa a
triumph over the Gorman machine, turns
out really to havo been nothing but a clev-
erly concocted scheme, devised and carried
out by tbe astute and tireless Gorman
himself. The defalcation of Archer, the
State Treasurer, a tool of the Gorman ring
for ten years past, the avowed ignorance of
the machine Governor, Jackson, who con-

fessed that be bad never read the Constitu-
tion of bis own State, and general indigna-
tion of all peoplo in Maryland, utterly re-

gardless of politics, at the unscrupulous
methods of the machine, have taught Mr.
Gorman that it would be well, if possi-
ble, to disguise his band. He recognized
that any candidate who was looked npon
as his own man would be ignominously de-
feated at tho polls, and with him would go
Senator Gorman's own chances for re-elec-ti-ou

to the Senate by tbe next Legislature.
The ambition of Frank Brown's wife to be
the first lady in Maryland was well known.
Mr. Brown, too, was a popular and alto-
gether harmless young man. He was a
farmer, because his wife owns one of the
handsomest estates in Maryland, and Mr.
Brown, when a boy, may have worked npon
a farm. He has also been usoful as paying
tbe annual deficits of the Maryland Agri-
cultural Society. Hence Mr. Gorman saw
that Mr. Brown would make an excellent
"farmers' candidate." and, as an anti-ma-chi- ue

man, would prove an excellent stool-pigeo-n.

The scheme has worked beautifully. Mr.
Brown made a most savage anti-Gorm- an

campaign. He carried his part out to per-
fection, and the Brown sbouters all over the
State flattered themselves that they were
about to down the Gorman ring. Only in
one particular did Brown disobey orders.
He was forbidden by Mr. Gorman to make
any alliance with outsiders. Mr. Gorman
would "tttend to all that himself. Mr.
Brown disobeyed and made an alliance
with Senator Bratton, of the Eastern
shore, for the controllership. When he con-
fessed as much to Mr. Gorman tbe latter
was furious and told him that he would
never consent to the combination. Brown
was in a quandary. The convention was
only two weeks distant and Brattou's friends
were pressing him. One tine day there came
a cablegram from Wiesbaden, Germany,
urging Mr. Brown in frantic words to come
at once to the bedside of bis dying child.
Mr. Brown left tnat same day. W'hen it
became known, however, that ho had left
his campaign in the bands of "Free Rasin."
Gorman s most notorious lieutenant, most
f eoplo began to suspect that after all Mr.
Srown could not be quite so anti-machi- ne

as had been believed, and Mr. Bratton
very readily understood, when Mr. Brown,
a few days later, cabled from Paris that
his sick boy was altogether out of danger,
why Frank Brown had suddenly become
such an anxious father. Mr. tfrown and
all tbe Gorman candidates were nominated
last week, aud Mr. Bratton and all the
anti-Gorma- n candidates were dumped.
