TRADING AT CHICAGO.
Wheat Advanced, Carrying Both Corm and
Provisions Along with It

CHICAGO, Aug. 8—Wheat was firm
throughout most of the session to-day.
There was no execitement, but good steady
buying and few reactions. The news was

bullish. Fradstreet’'s bullish reporton the
erops of Europe and its probable import re-
uirements and an estimate by Beerbohm
at Great Britain and the continent wonld
take 200,000,000 bushels of American wheat
- were strong “bull” factors. FEarly cables
were a lit*le mixed. but prices abroad ap-
red to be well-sustained. The continned
reedom of the export movement was one
of the strong features. Bradstreet’s re-
ported the clearances trom both coasts for
the week in wheat and fdeur as eaual to 4.-
(50,000 bashels, against 2,166,000 bushels
for the same week last year. A story
was also started that the exported prohibi-
tion of breadstufis exportations from Kus-
sin had been officially confirmed. but this
was subsequently denied. Still these var-
ious reports made “shorts” more or less ap-
rehensive, and there was free covering.
t was part of gossip that Pardridge and
(ieo Smith bought in the tail end of
tbair short line. and the awaller “aborts” |

did the same thing. Some bail-storms were
reported in Dakota, and also hot windz
which were damaging the _Jpninature
wheat. Under the influences these re-
ports the market started oft firm; December
sold 90,@%W7e, It halted at that and
mdnﬂli sagged off to Wige. Then came
reports that nearly 900,000 bushels of wheat
and some tlour had been cleared from the
Atlantie sea-board, causing a rally to 907¢
aga'n, and the close wasat 80%c,

Corn was strong and higher. The firm-
ness in wheat and provisions gave it its lirst
strengtn, but later it was materially belped
by the lowa crop report, which indicated a
reduction in the condition of the corn crop
in that State during Julv of 519 points, fall-
ing from 95, on July 1, to Svlg on Aug.
1. This started "‘shorts” to covering, and
the price of September, which opened 5@
s up, at 56%5@57¢c; advanced to 57T%c,
Later, on realizing sales, it reacted to 57e,
but shot up again at the close, going to
585.0, and closing firm at 581gc,

Oats were quiet, pnt firm in sympathy
with corn. September started at 273%¢, sold
to and closed at 28150.

Provisions were firm, in sympathy with
grains, and the fact that hog receipts were
2.500 head lesa than the estimate.

Then stiteh them crosswise,
lengthwise, bias and in al! directions. This
makes s rather thick, soft cloth which
is worth more as an absorbent than
any other that oan be found. |
bave made some of my most useful
house cloths from pieces of old towenls,
table cloths, napkins and the like. The
smaller and badly worn pieces were placed
inside, and with better pieces as covers,
the whole was guilted together eithar by
machine or by hand. When 1 do my ewn
work, | am never without an abundance of
excellent articles of this sort. Sometimes [
make varions grades of them for the num-
berless purposes for which such cloths are
required.”
