THE RLACK CABINET RESIGNS.

Ilippoljte's Ministers Surrender Their Port-
folios Xo Disturbance In the Island.

Pokt-au-Fjunc- e, Hay ti. Aug. 15. A noisy
and turbulant session of the Chamber of
Deputies yesterday closed with a vote of
censure against the members of Hippoly te'a
Cabinet, and was followed by the Ministers
landing in their resignations to thePresi- -

dent. Such excitement as prevailed has
not been experienced since the outbreak of
May '28. and many persons expect that simi-

lar scenes of bloodshed, if not open re-

bellion, will result from the proceedings in
the Chamber of Deputies. The debate in
the Chamber was a stormy one. Members
of that body openly charged the Cabinet
Ministers with corruption and incapacity,
which caused one of the noisiest scenes in
the Chamber that any one can remember.
The Ministers were vigorously defended
and their oppopeits ' as vigorously de-
nounced, but the formal vote of censure for
incapacity and corruption was can-ie-

amidst storms of cheers. No Ministry could
tdand against sueh a vote. Its announce-
ment was followed by the handing of their
resignations to President liippolyte. The
President is now busy with the formation
of a new Cabinet.

Tho resignation of the Cabinet was owing
to the failure of the Chambers to grant a
concession for the construction of a tele-
graph line. The Cabinet had made this a
government question and as the Chambers
rejected tho proposition by a decisive ma-
jority the7 at once placed their resignations
in the hands of the President, llinpolyte
has not yet decided whom he will select for
tho vacant places, but is canvassing the
situation carefully. . lie does not think the
reignations will bars much political ef-
fect.

The downfall of the Cabinet has been the
principal topic of conversation in political
circles, and much curiosity is manifested
with reference to the President's selection
of a new Ministry, but the city remains
entirely tranquil, so far as one can see. If
the dbatl'ected element has any notion of
taking advantage of tho present crisis to
improve its position it is working so se-
cretly that nothing appears on the surface.

Eighteen and a Half Millions Dave Been Ex-

tendedPlenty of Honey to' Take Up the
Whole Issne Conference with Sherman.

Washington, Ang. 15. Secretary Foster
made the following statement to-d-ay in re-
gard to the refunding operations, and the
financial situation generally:

"About 18.500,000 of
bonds have been extended, and

applications have been received covering
about two and one-ha- lf millions more.

"What the final outcome may be, of
course. I do not know. It is probable, how-
ever, that a considerable portion of the
balance ($0,000,000) will be extended. It
will be no hardship to the Treasury to bo
called upon to pay those cot ex-
tended. In fact, such payment will
add. by the amount paid, to the money
in the hands of the people. By the exten-
sion we succeeded in preventing a decrease
of national bank notes, and, in fact, have
so far increased their circulation nearly
S5.0CO.0Oa. The outlook U that considerable
more of an increase will be effected. I am
not finding any fault with the action of tbe
banks, as might be inferred from recent
publications.

"I saw Mr. Sherman at Mansfield. I al-
ways find it profitable to discuss money
matters with him.

BEAT HhR WITH A BALL-BA- T.

A Probable Murder That Affords a Clew to the
Killing of the Marshal of HanghTiUe.

Charles French, colored, tried to kill his
wife last evening, and her injuries are so
serious that she. is at the hospital with
small chances of recovery. The Frenches
had their home at No. 243 Alvord street,
and have three children. About 5:30
o'clock screams from the woman caused
great excitement in the neighborhood, and
some one telephoned for the patrol
wagon. Patrolman Brady and driver
Wheeler were the iirst othcera to
reach tho place, and found French
sullenly waiting about the house, as if m-- di

llereirt to arrest, lie told the oflic ers that
the trouble with his wife began in the
morning over her refusal to wash his shirt.
She became angry and threatened to leave
him. Tbe quarreMedto blows," she striking
him with her fills and then, seizing a
hatchet, saying she would kill him.
This was taken from her and French went
away to do a job of work. . He did not re-

turn till tho middle of the afternoon, when
he asked her if sue .was really going to
leave him. She said she was. and he then
wanted to know the reasoni This talk
again led to threats, when finally tbe
woman said she would "give away
that Haiighville business." This seemed
to strike French's sensitive point, and he,
with an oath, said ehe knew he had noth-
ing to do with that He then seized a base-
ball bat and began his bloody work in beat-in- .;

the woman. One blow was received on
the right baud, which was thrown up as a
guard, and the next came down on her
skull. The infuriated husband after that
beat the woman with great force, a blow
fracturing tho skull to the left of the
median line. His anger was not
spent nntil he had pounded her scalp
to a pulp. Xo one was near to interfere in
time to cut short his brutality. Dr. Carey
was summoned, aud when he saw tbe ex-
tent of the woman's injuries, ordered her
sent to the hospital. At midnight she was
still conscious, but suffering so intensely
that Dr. Storck was not able to determine
what tho result would be. The fracture,
he says, is more of a fissure, tho
skull not having been crushed so as
to press upon the brain. Tho
right hand and arm were so badly swollen
that it was impossible to tell whether tho
bones were broken or not. It is probable,
the Doctor thinks, that the wrist is dis-
located. The injuries, however, are con-
sidered dangerous.

More than usual interest attends the
woman's welfare, because of her threat to
"give away the Hanghville ailair." That
remark related, French' admits, to
the killing of Andrew Dillon, mar-
shal of Hauehville, one year ago
last June. That murder occurred about
12 o'clock one Saturday night, as a party
of colored people were going home from a
church festival. They were boisterous and
Dillon ordered them to be quiet. Some of
them had been drinking, and when the.
marshal and his deputy seized one of the
party Dillon was shot in the back. It was
afterward known that the shot was fired
with Dillon's revolver, which he had
dropped in the scuffle,, und was picked
up by one " of-- " the"1 colored
men and used at short range.
When Dillon fell, exclaiming "I'm ehot!"
the party scattered and the murderer was
never found. French,' Charles Hubbard
and others were suspected . and slumowed
by the detectives, but without securing
sufficient evidence to indict them. French
now says he was tho man Dillnon had hold
of when ho was shot. It was his wife's in-
tention to denounce him as the mur-
derer which angered him aud made
him boat her. Ho says it was not he, but
Charles Hubbard who fired the shot, and
that when the marshal seized him and was
attacked by the crowd be (French) was
thrown down in the gutter. When the
shooting began he jumped up and ran east
to the Michigan-stree- t bridge and was soon
joined by Hubbard, who said he had "shot
the All agreed to keep the matter
quiet, and it was left for a family quarrel
yesterday to give tho police the lirst clew
to the murderer. Chief Solann. who with
Captain Quigley and the late Will (Jerher,
were then city detectives, gave tbu case a
great deal of attention. The chief believes
that French was the murderer, and is try-
ing to shield himself by implicating Hub-bari- l.

The latter, however, will probably
be arrested and held until the case can b
thoroughly investigated. It is the opinion
of the officers that important develop-
ments will be made.

A Groeer Disappears.
Stephen A. Morrell, grocer, on Washing-

ton street, east of the Deaf and Dumb In-

stitute, disappeared Thursday night under
peculiar circumstances. His wife bad pre-
pared to entertain a party of friends, but
when the guests arrived he could not be
found. He was, however, seen by patrol-
man James, at 10 o'clock, in a saloon
on the corner of Johnson avenue and
Washington street. Thursday was pay-
day on the Panhandle road, and it is said
Morrell received S'jOO from customers, lie
took this and all tbe cashon hand when he
left, and is supposed to be with relatives in
Canada. He leaves a number of wholesale
grocers in the lurch, and his family with-
out means of support Some seven years
ago. when in business on West Washington
street, he disappeared in much tbe same
manner, but returned aud
himself.
