MISHAP TO THE EISTEDDFOD.

Welch Gathering Visited by a Cloud-Burst,
and 10,000 People Get u Drenching.

LoNpoN, Aug. 185—A dispateh, just re-
ceived from Swansea, Wales, brings news
of the soaking, by a cloud-burst, of
ten thousand people who had assem-
bled there ai the National Eisteddfod. In
and out an immense pavillion, covered with
oanvas, an audience] estimated to bave
amounted to over ten thonsand people, had
gathered to listen to the Eisteddfod com-
petition in minstrelsy. The weather dur-
ing the early part of the day was fair, but,
as time passed, clonds began to gather over
Swansea and its neighborhood, a

huge black eclond, particalarly, be-
ing noticed bovering over the mneigh-
borhood of the Eisteddfod pavilion.
Suddenly the wind increased in volume
until it assamed the proportions of a squall
and the black cloud mention increased in
size and depsity until, with asullen report,
the canvas covering over the pavilion was
torn asunder, and at almost the same
moment the huge clond burst aund
delnged ten thousand people with
water until they were soaked to the skin.
A stampede lollowed the earrying away of
the canvas roof and the drenching down-
pour, women and children rushing for any
place of refuge available. Many little ones
were knocked down and trampled aunder
foot during this wild rush for shelter, but,
Juckily. nobody was seriously injured.

Itis now considered almost certain that
the directors of the National Eisteddfod
will favorably consider the proposition com-
municated to them from the United Statos
yesterday on behalf of the Welsh residentsa
of Amerieca asking to bave the Eisteddfod of

The family, however,
as well as the Earl and Counteas of Clan-
carty, it is said, have completely given
Wertheimer tbe cold shonlder, with the re-
suit that his ecreditors are now clamoring
for their money.

Wertheimer to-day testified to the fact
that his income had been $10,000 a year, but
that it did not snflice for bis requirements.
He also said that he had four horses, and
that he gave three of them to the Countess
of' Clancarty. A tew montha after, he
paid, he gave her his fourth horse
#s she claimed tiat he had promised to give
it to her. Wertheimer, continuing, said

that he alao owed $£2,000 for jnwoh)'{ which .

to a question on the subject, Wertheimer
gaid that he had not made any gifta during
the last five months to the Countess
of Clancarty.

Austrian Village Partially Destroyed by a
Cloud-Burst and Forty Lives Lost
Viex~Na, Aug. 18.—A dispateh from Bote
zeb, an Aunstrian town at the confluence of
the Talfer and the Eisach, announces the

partial destruetion of the village of Koll-
man thiough a ¢loud-burst. The eloud, it
appears, burst over the mountains near
Botzen, which isprotected from inundation
by a strong dyke two miles in length. The
fall of water flooded the low landr and con-
verted & mountain streamm into a torrent,
whieh swept through the village of Koil-
man, carrying away men and ecattle and
destroying half the houses of that place,
Mauy persons were drowned and the
Bremer railroad track was flooded.

The clond-burst occurred at midnight,
The water loosened an avalanche., Forty

rsons were drowned. The railway was

estroyed for many miles.

Saluted Each Other,

Paris, Aug. 18, —The British Mediter-
ranean squadron, upon arrivinget Ville
Franche to-day, was received with much
pvomp and ceremony by the French war-
vessels there assembled. The latter salunted
the British Uag and their bands played
“(iod Save the Queen,” as the British iron-

clada settled down to their anchorage there,
In return the British admiral’s flag-ship
returned the salute and the banda of
the fleet played the *“Marseillaise.”

Ten Killed and Many Injured.
BERLIN, Aug. 18, —A terrible collision oe-
curred to-day at a point between Ostrowo
and Loswiz, in Prussian Poland., Two pas-
senger trains collided while going at full

speed. The trains were terribly wrecked,
aud ten persons were killed und many in-
jured. Coals from the locomotives set tire
to the wreck, and some of the injured
burned to death while men were striving
to rescue them.

A Foreign View of Offlce-Seeking.

FIRE SPRE*D BY DYNAMITE

Fifty-Five Buildings Consumed at Jack-
sonville, Fla., With $500,000 Loss,

e ——

Flames Scattered in All Directions by a Ter-

rific Explosion—$300,000 Blaze at Cam-
bridge, Mass.—Fires at Other Places,

=i

JACKSONVILLE, Fla, Aug. 18.—A path of
smoldering ruins two bLlocks wide and six
blocks long, extending from Bay street to
Beaver street and one block on each side,
is the result of a fire which started last
midoight. 1t canght in R. D. Knight &
Co.'s grocery, adjoining the large Hubbard
Building, and in & very short time the
block was a mass of flames. Then they
were carried diagonally across to the Tre-
mont Hotel; thence to Colonel Burbridge’s
large block, in which the Seminole Club
was domiciled. The fire spread on all sides,
being fanned by a stiff breeze. The firemen
worked beroically throughout, but nothing
conld stay the flames until exhausted for
want of materials. From the Hubbard
Block the fire jumped across the street to
the Smith Building and the Mather Build-
ing. In the Smith Building a large amouns
of dynamite had been stored. Thisexplod-

ed and started fires through the blocks
away to the nortbwest., 7The sound was
pot heard, but the efiect of the
explosion was seen fifty miles away.
In the eclity the eifect was stunning.
Men fell in_ the streets and many
were injured, Plate-glass for four and five
squares wos shattered, and the sidewalks
covered with broken glass. The firemen
could have stopped the fire at this point,
but for the explosion. That rendered them
almost helpless. Residences, stores and bo-
tels broke into flames, and the tire became
a8 terrible conflagration, and was not
stopped nntil after daylight in the middie of
the square bounded by Chureh, Ashley and
Launrel and Main streets. The larger
buildings burned are: Kaight's erockery
store, the Hubbard Block, the Seminole
Block, the Smith Building, the Mattier
Hounse, the Freedmen's Bureau, the Tremont
Hotel, Hotel Placide, Ritgwell’s residence,
the Chelsea House, St. Joseph's Academy,
the Tilton House, the Murrayv & Baker
Carriage Repository, and nearly all build-
ings from and including Simmons & Scott's
shoe store to and ineluding Lioyd Bros.’
grocery store, corner of Church and Main
sireets. The total number of buildings of
all kinds burned is fifty-five, and the total
loss abont half a million dollara. The in-
surance is not obtainable. It will be small
compared with the total loss. No lives
were iost.

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THE SEAL PIRATE ETHEL.
—_————
Commander Hooper’s Report of the Capture
of an American Schooner in Behring Sea,

Wasningrox, Aug. 18.—Captain Hooper,
commanding the revenue steamer Corwin,

reports to the Treasury Department, under
date of Ounalaska, July 81, 1801, that while
cruising in the wieinity of the Pribyloff
islands July 2% he seized the schooner
Ethel, hailing from San Diego, Cal., for
violation of the President’s proclamation of
June 15, 1801, n regard to sealing
Behring sea, He says he towed the vessel
to Ounalaska and turned her over to the
senior naval officer ‘present, on the 4th,
The Ethel, he says, sailed from San Frane
cisco May 2 on a hanting and fishing voy-
age and entered Behring sea July 3, and
appears to have remained unear the seal
islands until seized, Continuous thick fogs
prevented her being seen before.. The
master admitted the firing of guns from
bhis vessel, but said that some of the crew
had merely tired at & tin can for amuse-
ment. He expressed surprise when told of
his close proximity to the seal islands, and
said he thought he was thirty or forty
miles from them. When seized there were
found on the Ethel 181 salted fur seal skins,
twenty-nine fresh fur skins, eleven un-
born pup seal skins, two other skins, one
hair seal skin and two hundred ponnds of
whale-bone. The vessel had a complete
sailing ontfit, with boats, guna, ammuni-
tion, salt, ete. She was surrounded by
seals at the time. So plentiful and fear-
less were they, said Captain Hooper, that
several might have been killed from cthe
Corwin's deck while she was lying near the
LEthel, At the date of his report the United
States steamers Mohican, Alert and Thetis,
H. B. M. steamers Porpoise and Nymphe
and the steamer Alki were at Ounalaska.

Change in Mexican Customs Regulations,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—The Bureau of
American Republic: s informed that a very
important change has Deen made in the
Mexican custom-house regulations, Under
the old system all goods imported were sab-
ject to two examinations—one at the port
of entry and another in the custom-house
where the goods were delivered. By a rule

just adopted the last inspection is now dis-
pensed with. Goods are thonghly examired
upon their entrance into the eountry. sent
to their destination with due precantions
and delivered to consignees upon presenta-
tion of the proper documents. The change
is warmly welecomed by the mercantile com-
munity asit saves vexatious delays and
does away with the expense of repacking
and other expenses.

YWhat Insects Cost Our Farmers,
WASHINGTON, Aug. 18.—The Association
on Feconomiec Entomologiste had its first
meeting yesterday and was addressed by
the president, James Fletcher, entomolo-
giat and botanist to the Dominion of Can-

ada. In referring to the great loss to crops
occasioned by the ravages of insects, he
said that the value of agrienltural products
of this country is estimated at about $580,-
000,000, and of this an average of about 10
per cent. is lost; in short $38,000,000 is given
up almost without a struggle by the people
of the United States.

An 0ld Man Kept in Bolitary Confinement for
the Purpose of Shertening His Life.

Durorn, Minn.,, Aug. 18.—A revolting
case of cruelty came to light this evening
in the suburbs of this ecity. Detective
Thomas Hayden, accompanied by several
police officers and a reporter, acting on in-
formation received, proceeded to the house
of James Lindberg, demanded admittance,
and asked for the *“old man.” Unwilling,
Lindberg led the way through a lamenta-

bly filthy house, and in one corner, in a
room 5x7 feet, the door to which was heav-
ily barred and locked, they found
Andrew Spangberg, said to be eighty-
one years old, literally reeking with
vermin., Buzzing flies and other insects
ronsed at the gleam of the light which one
of the party carried, danced in swarms
over the poor old man, whose days are
evidently numbered. On a hard bed, not
two feet wide, he tossed and chattered in-
coherently, and his almost sightless eyes
told of abject fear at the sound of voices,
He was wrapped in guilts and removed to
one of the hospitals. Inquiry developed
the fact that he had been a comparative
prisoner in the room for years, his reason
slowly ebbing away. He came to America,
leaving a wife in Sweden, twenty years
ago. lle acquired considerabie property,
and when decrepitude cawme on hiwm he
willed it to the children of Lindberg, and
it is believed that a deliberate attempt has
been made to hasten the old man’s death
by 1ll treatment, coupled with frequent
beatings and other abuses.
