SaratoGa, N. Y., Aug. 2L.—<Promptly at
7:30 this morning President Harrison, with
his overcoat ou his arm, walked from the
Arkell cottage on Mt MeGregor alone to
the Hotel Balmoral, paused a moment to
look across the valley, half shrouded in a
cloud of wist, and entering the hotel joined

his cowpanions for the day’s fishing exenr-
sion. An early breakfast had been pre-
pared and all sas down together. The
party accompanying him consisted of W,
J. Arkell, J. A. Sleicher, Bernard Gillam,
Marshall P. Wilder, Russell Harrison and
others. T'he place of destination was Me-
Adams lake. The lake partly encircles a
curve of the mountain at the base of
which it lies, The spot 18 one of pictur-
esque beauly and the winding drive of
seven miles from Wiltonville, at the foot of
Ms. McGregor, where the party left the
special tramm on the Mt. McGregor road, was
both interesting and exhilarating. Three
surreys, each containing three scats and
each drawn by a pair of horses, carried the
excursionists to the MoAdams lake, The
I'resident rode in the foremost wagon Ly
the side of the driver.

FIRED 0N BY AN ASSASSIN

No one was injured.

Another Bloody Crime Chairgealiletothe
Feud Detween the Tows and Basses,

Leader of tha Notorious Tow Faction Has His

Head Nearly Blown O by a Charge of Shot
and Slugs—Ilis Sou-in-law Arrested.

———

Mrrcurerrn, Ind, Aug. 21.—W. II. Tow,
trustee of this township, owner of a large
distillery and a prominent farmer, as well
as politician, was seriously, if not mortally,
wounded this morning, receiving a load
of buckshot and gilugs in the
face, fired from an ambuscade by
unknown parties. Tow was retarning to
his home, sitnated about three and a half
miles northwest of here, and had reached a
point on the road about a quarter of a mile
from his house, where the roadside is
thickly studded with a heavy growth of
shrubbery and underbrush. It was just
the place for aseassing to hide. Suadenly
and without a sign of warning fire was
opened on Tow and he fell from his buggy
with a ghastly wonnd in his cheek, the
lower jaw being compictely torn away and
the head aud face filled with shot. No less
than ten large buckshot and
slugs were afterwards taken from
the head and face. The shooting
attracted workmen in the fields near by,
and when they reached the wounded man
the unknown assassin bad escaped, Tow
claims that he knows who did the shoot-
ing, and his brother came to town
and mada an affidavit against
Cartis Jags, Tow’s son-in-law, An
officer was dispatched to the country
with a warrant and DBass was
placed under arrest. Later he sppeared
before & justice, waived an examination
and was placed under £5,000 bond to await
his preliminary trial, which is set for
Sept. 4,

The two factions, known bhere respect-
ively as the Bass and Tow factions, are
bitter enemics, Ther has been a family
fead of long ntnr.din-g.’whn:h has beea pro-
lific of mueh trouble, and the direct cause

of several encounters. About two months
ago Tow was f{ired vpon while en route
home, but, being well mounted, escaped
without 1njuryv. In June several mem-
bers of each family were asam-
moned to appear before the federal
court at Indianapolis, where a trial for the
violation of the revenue laws was held.
The parties left indianapolis in separate
trains, but at Greencastle they boarded the
Monon train for Mitchell, and when but a
short distance from Greencastleanumberof
shots were cxchaunged, resulting in the
wonnding ef Albert Tow, who is not yet
recovered. A flesh wonnd was intlicted 1n
the hand of Mrs. Cartis Bass, Tow’s daugh-
ter, at the time. Officers from Putnam
county came here and took the parties there
for a preliminary hearing, when tioy were
placed under bond to appear belore the
pext rerm of court.

Now more blood has been 8! .. The
wounded man's condition is very serious,
and the surgeon who dressed tie wound
announced that hs chances for recovery
are very donbtfnl. Great excitement pre-
vails here on account of the prominence of
the parties and frequency of the difli-
culties. Each faction is composed of
daring and brave men, The general opin-
1on 1s that the affair will not end with the
present afiray. Each side hasretained able
counsel, and a long and interesting trial is
oxpected. At present Bassisin charge of an
officer, not having secured bondsmen.

French and English War Shipsin Three
Lines Inspected by Queen Victoria.

THEREE LINES OF WAR SHIPS,

o —

Flag-Bedecked French and British Vessels
Reviewed by Queen Victoria.

PortsmouvTH, Aug. 21.—The French fleet,
in taking position between the two lines of
British war ships oft Spithead this morn-
ing, preparatory to the naval review, ma-
neuvered badly and were swung broadside
on by the current. The sea, it should be
added, was very rough at the time the
Freunch fleet was required to take up its po-

sition. At noon the skies cleared brightly.
At 2p. 2., when the signal to dress ship
was given, all the British war vessels sud-
denly displayed their bunting, flying
masses of bright flags of all shapes and
many colors. The French fleet also dressed
shipo in due course of timie. The three lines
of fine war ships riding to the mneat sea,
which kept tugging at their anchors in a
powerful and vicious manner, made an im-
posing display.

The Queen embarked on the royal yacht
Alberta at East Cowes, H. M, 8. Invineci-
ble, the guardship in Southampton waters,
firing & royal salute, and the crew man-
ning the yards as her Majesty stepped on
board, Outside the harbor the Alberta ran
alongside the royal yacht Victoria and Al-

berta, a bandsome vessel of 2,470 tons, and
the Queen was trausferred to the larger
ship. The Victoria and Alberta, acoompa-
nied by the royal yachts Alberta and Ose
borne, aud by a number of steamers load-
ed with pleasure-seekers, started for Spit-
head, in order to view the French and Brit-
ish fleets, S0 soon as the Victoria and Al-
verta, flying the royval standard, entered
the llnes of warships, H. M. 8. Camper-
down, the British flag-ship, signaled to
man the yards, and with wonderiul rapid-
ity the blue-jackets swarmed all over the
war ships, and then remained standing on
the yards, their arms extended along the
back ropes like so many men turned to
stone,

When the Victoria and Alberta entered
the line of iron-clads roval salutes were
fired from the British ships, and as the
royal yacht approached the French squad-
ron tne vessels composing it also thun-
dered ont royal saintes until, owing to the
wurkiness of the air, the two flects were
enveloped in clonds of gunpowder smoke,
and from a distance of one mile it couid
lhiave readily been imagined that the iron
monsters were exchanging shots 1n real
deadly earnest. Slowly and steadily, a
dainty thing of peace amid so much show
of rude warfare, the royal yacht steamed
past the French war ships, the crews of the
latter greeting her presence with hearty
cheers, which were responded to by the
British tars aud re-echoed by the excursion-
18ts.

After passing down one of the lines of
British and French war vessels, the Vie-
toria and Alberta returned past the other
and similar line of ships, and, in doing so,
brought up alongside the French flag-ship,
the Marengo. The French commander-in-
chief, Admiral Gervais, then went on board
the royal yacht and paid his respects to the
Queen of England. Admiral Gervais was
received by her Majesty in the most aftable
manner. The Admiral and the Queen con-
versed together for some time, exchanging
international compiiments of the usnal or-
der, and then the Admiral, returninz on
board his tlag-ship, the Vietoria and Alberta
continued her way.slowly steaming through
the lines of battle ships, That ceremony
completed, the warships again belched
forth another series of royal salutes over
the Portsmouth waters. While these last
snlutes were being fired by the British and
French war ships, the roval yacht steamed
back towards Osborne Palace.

During the review the shores of the Isle
of Wight and of the neighborhood of Ports-
mouth were crowded with tens of thou-
sands of spectators. Upon the occasion of
the last visit of a French i1leet to Ports-
mouth in 18(5 there were nine French iron-
clads and other French vessels present,
forming a more powerfnl fleet than the
British syuadron which welcomed it to
England.

Adverse weather to-day partially marred
the review, but as far as the Queen was
able to insure it nothing was lacking to
honor and gratify France. The Queen sac-
rificed a portion of her Highland holiday
purposely to witness the review, and, fur-
ther, compelled the attendance of the Lords
of the Admiralty, who wanted to spend the
recess abroad. The Portsmouth authori-
ties invited the French officers to inspect
the latest inventions in naval warfare un-
der the guidance qf officers competent to
oxplain their uses. The only possrble canse
for dissatisfaction that the ¥rench govern-
ment could entertain was the absence of
Lord Salisbury, which deprives the fune-
tion of Foreign Office approval. The Radi-
cais declare that Lord Salisbury deelined
thus openly to dieplay friendship which
might be interpreted as a disregard of the
Dreibund. The French crews are disap-
pointed that Friday, a Catholic fast day,
was chosen for the chief ceremony, while
on Sunday, a feast day, they are otfered no
kind of entertainment. Admiral Gervais
i8 tifty-four years old, a good musicianand
linguist, and is highly esteemed in France.
It was noticeable at to-day’s review that
the Frenchmen were less brisk than the
Lnglish in tiring salutes.

In conversing with Admiral Gervais,
when she received him on board her yacht,
theen Victoria said: “l am delighted with
the spectacle and pieased that the weather
has permitted e to inspect your ships. I
hope you will bave a good voyage home.”

This evening the French officers and
English were bangueted by Earl Clan-
willlam, naval commander, at his official
residence, 1t was a brilliant affair, closing
with a ball

e

PARNELLISM IS DEAD,

Buat the Irish Problem Is in as Vexed Position
as It Ever Wes—The Paris Funds.

LoxpoxN, Aug. 21.—Parnell’s letter admit-
ting the inaccuracy of the amount at-
tributed to Mr, Dillon’s drawing from the
evicted tenants’ fund has brought to a
pause the wretched controversy in the
Irish Commons ranks, which really centers
in the desire of each side to obtain control
of the Paris fund. Mnr Parnell, brought to
bay, 18 meting out the same treatment to
Messrs, Dillon and O’ Brien which he has al-

roady moted out to the Healyites and the
Laberal leaders, but he is fighting an
impossible battle. Nobody doubts the
scropulous integrity of Mr. Morley, and,
on the question of veraeity, Mr. Parnell,
with his record of the wildest statements,
stands no chance of eredonce. However,
he still knows the weak peints in his ene-
mies’' armor, and compels them to wince
and take refuge in ambiguity. Thisunedi-
fying epectacle, which gains undeserved
attention, occurring, as it does, at the
deadest part of the political season, can
have but ona result—the destruction of
Ireland’s chances for home rule.

The Tory press and parly are delighted
that Mr. Parnell has succeeded in gnw-
ing from Messrs. Glaastone and Morley an
admission of anxiety to reach Mr. Paruell
throngh secret channels. Loug leaders in

the Tory papers dwell upon the discom-

ers, while the Liberal press vaanly appeals
to the party to leave Mr. Parnell alone.

The apathy
of the Parnellite organization and the con-
stant accession of Parpnellitesa to the na-
tional federation have induced the latter
organization to instrnct its registration
agents for election lists to make no dis-
tinction between Paruellites and McCar-
thyites.

The
engineer, however, reversed his engive and
ditched the train, which frustrated the
original plan of the prisoners. The warden
was being hurried away to another gate by
the convicts when the guards began shoot-
ing. Tbe entire force finally eame to the
rescue ot the warden, and after two men
had been killed and another wounded, or-

der was restored.

Coanty Treasary Looted by Oflicials,

ToPEKA, Kan,, Aug. 21.—A petition signed
by a large number of the citizens of Steveus
county has been received by Governor
Humphrey, asking him to cause an inveati-
gation into the financial affairs of the
county. The petition sets forth the fact
that the indebteduness of the conuty is
£75,000, one-half of which was incarred in
a fraudolent way by the county officers,
The petition claims that the county officers
have conspired to loot, and are now lootin
the treasury, by payviag themselves illega
allowances and fees. If this rohbery con-
tinues, the petition says, the citizens of the
county will be driven from their howes by
excessive fees. The Governor is asked to
investigate the county's affaira and see
that proper punishwent is meted out to the
olticiala.

MARTINIQUE'S DISASTER.

Probably 300 Persons Killed and 1,000 Ine«
jured in Tuesday Night's Hurrlcane,

Paris, Aug. 21.—Additional detalls re.
ceived here this morning from St. Pierre,
the capital of the lsland of Martinique,
which was visited by a terrible hurricane
on Toesday nighs last, show that the facts
already published are not only in po way
exaggerated, but they did not tell the full
story of the disaster. Thenumber of dead
was originally estimated at sixty, with
handredsof injured. The latest dispatches
received here announce that 218 peaple are
known to have been killed in the coast
towns alone, the towns 1n the interior not
having been heard from yet. There is ne
doubt that the loss of life in the interior
towns may bave been asgreatif not greater
than 1n the coast towns, so it is impossible

At present to even make a statement of the
pumber of people who lost their lives
throungh the cyelonic distarbance which
brought se much ruin and desolation to the
untortunate island. The difliculty experi-
enced in forming & correct estimate as to
the number of people who lost their lives
1s greatly due to the fact that the roads
leading into and from the interior of the
island bave been rendered impassable,

These roads are blocked, in some cases, for
several miles by displaced earth and rocks.
severs! days may elapse before the Gov-
ernor of Martinique is able to give the home
government a detailed account of the dis-
aster which has fallen on the inhabitants
of that island., It is known, however, that
houses, crops and trees, from oune end of
Martinique to the other, have been demol-
1shed or tiattened down beyond hope of re-
covery. The loss to the coffec and sugai-
planters will be very great.

At Ducos, 1t is now added, only four
houses remain standing out of the build-
ings which formed that little town before
the hurricane wvisited it. Of the inhabit-
ants of Ducos eighteen have been killed,
and a number bave been Injured more or
less severely. The troops at the |
of the Governor and a large body of vol-
unteers are busy at work in all directions
succoring the njured and barying the

dead. ‘Ibe plysicians of the island had
hardly an bour's rest for the first forty-
eight hours following the hurri s pas-
sage, and c.tizens of all classes are
doing their mtmost to succor the snl-
ferers and to repair so far as possible
the damage deone. At St, Pierre, according
to the first 7 "ports received here, there
were five people killed. It is now an-
nounced that at least thirty-four peopie
lost their livea at the capi during the
fatal Tuesday night. death-list Ly
towns, as forwarded by Governor Casse, up
to date is as follows: St Pierre, M‘xmo
Rouge, 2%; Fondu 5t, Denis, 7; Precheurs, ;
Carbet, 4; 8t. Joseph, 20; hhrin,& Vauehin,
10; Lamentin, 26; Francois, 22; Ro €
Riviere Pilote, 7;: miscellaneous, 18 Hut
these numbers do not include the deaths in
isolated places, interior towns, or upon
plantations with which no communieation
can be had at present. Perhaps a rough
estimate of three hundred killed and one
thousand njured will about cover the

ground.

GERMANS WERE INSULTED,

A Frenchiman Causes Dissension sad ‘lm-il
in the Socialist Workmen's Congress.

BrusseLs, Aug. 21.—The British delegates
to the international Socislist workmen's

congrees, at a meeting to-day, adopted reso-
lutions in favor of the abolition of plece-

work and in favor of calling the next con-
gress the international workers' congress.

At to-day’s session of the congress the
amended resolution of yesterday was passed.
The resolution in effect declares that strikes
and boyecotting are the workmen's only
weapon, but that arbitration should be e

ployed whenever possible without loss of
dignity, and demands that the right of
combining be guarapteed by law., Herr
Liebknecht read the committee’s repo
which decided that if a t War oceu

a general strike wonltf be impossible; ap-
pealed to the world to protest against al-
liances which incited war, and declared
that the only means to prevent a general
war was by an international organization
of the proletariat.

M. Vaillant, of France, concurred in these
views. He said that the spread of social-
ismm  would sweep away the Alsace-
Lorraine dlmcnli{. M. Niewenhuis com-
plained that the Kepublicans were vague,
and be asked what was the good of passing
them unleas they meant something. There
was too mueh jingoism about Socialists,
especially about the Germane. In the event
of wk.r all cvuntries ought to start a general
sirnke,

The Germans were annoyed at the refer-
ences made to them, and created & tumult,
A tumultunous wrangle arose between Niew-
ephuis and Liebknecht, culminating in =
general uproar, and the president was
obliged to interveme in order to resto.e
order. Afterwards the discussion of the
committee’s report was resumed, and the
report was finally passed.

Bungiing Executions Strengthening the Feel

In this instance reporters were pies-
eut, but they were burnied off as soon as it
was known what bad eccurred. Execu-
tioner Berry declares that the drop stipu-
lated tor by the authorities is much teo
great, but bis protest was of no avail. Bot
it is also rumored that he was carousing on
the previouns night, and at present it is im-
possible to say where the blaln. lies. The
public will insist upon arigid inquiry, and
especially as there are statements afloat
that at the execution of Wardsworth last
week a juryman found the rope saturated
with blog. but was not allowed to see the
neck of the vietim, which was coversd
with thick wadding.
