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Western Passenger Rates Demoralized
by Home-Seekers’ Excarsions.

Manv Chicago Roads Believed to Be Playiog
into the Hands of Brokers and Furash-
ing Them Directly with Cheap Tickels,

—

The Western roads did a big passenger
business yesterday, but it 1s doubtfal ifany
of them will be able to show corresponding
resuits in revenue. It wae the firstof the
harvest and bome-seekors excursions, and
all the west-boand trains are crowded with
people taking advantage of the low rates
to reach distant points in the Neorthweat
and Southwest. It is evident that the
ticket brokers in Chicago, Ksnsas City,
Omabas, St. Louis and St. Paul will reap the
largest benelits from this first cxcursion,
In Chicago they announced one-way rates
a8 follows: To Denver, $§20; Kausas City,
$5.50; Omaha, 10, and St. Paul, §7. Of
course any one desiring to «o to any
of those points at the rate named was
required to purchase of the broker a round-
trip excursion ticket, but he also received

an order that enabled him, on reaching his
destination, to go to a broker and sell the
return rtion for an amount sufficient to
reduce his sctual outlay to the fignres
ctll?oted above. The scalper at each end of

e line 18 thaos enabled to make $1 or &2
out of the deal, and the purchaser saves
83 to £5 on the regular one-way fare. The
return portions are good for thirty days
from date of sale, and, as there will be two
more of these excursions—Sept. 15 and
Sept. 20—there 1a every reason to expeot
that Western passenger rates will be badly
demoralized from pow until Nov. 1. It is
not in reason to sappose that the brokers
could be so plentifully supplied with these
tickets if they were not furnished by the
railroads thomselves. If any of the roads
are playing this game, and the indications
are that nearly all of tnem sre, th will,
no doubt, follow it uv by suoplying kers
at Western points with return” portions of
tickets that have never been sold for the
going passage.

The Polley of General Manager Ramsey.
The strike on the Peoria & Pekin road
has caused Joseph Ramsey, jr., who is pres-

dent of the company, as well as general
manager of the Big Four lines, to distinct-

ly define his policy as regards strikers apd
stnikes. lle says the railway companies
with which be is connected will strive to
give full satisfaction to railroads with
which they are connected, to shippers and
employes, but ean conduct business only
on the following general poligy:

1. This company will not, under any etrcum-
stances, permit any body of men, order or union,
to dictate whom it shall dlscharge or emploi*.

2. Fully recognizing the right of any employe
to make complaint if improperiy treated or
abused by any one in the company’s service, we
will properly investigats un{y such charges when
made by an employe, and 1if sustained will ap-
ply the proper remedy.

3. We also recognize the right of tha employe
to quit our service whenever he or they wish,
but we do not and will not under any circum-
stances submit to illegal interference by men
who buve quit or refused to work, with thoee
who are at work, or ready and willing to go to
work, and we will eanforee, without fear or favor,
all the laws made and provided for just such

cases.

4. We will give due regard to the rights of
our em ployes, dealing with them fairly and justly
as men (regardless of position) should be dealt
with; woe will, however, expect and require loyal
and efliclent services, and no man will be re-
tained or promoted who ahows by his talk or
actions that be recognizes the claims of any “or-
der” as superior to his duty to the company,
which is paying him as high wages as are paid
for saine work in any yard in the land.

5. Any wman employed by this company, at
any time (during strikes or not), will be retained
in its service so long as his work and actions are
satisfactory, and no man will be removed to
mwakes room for any old employe who struek, or
on dempand of any body of men, and all emploves
will be protected by the company to the fullest
extent.

Ticket Agents in & Happy Frame of Mind.
Every day strengthens the belief with

ticket agents that all the leading roads
will soon be paying commissions un sales of

tickets, It isnot expected that as large
commissions will be paid as formerly, but
‘the ticket agents are so hungry for com-
missions that half the old sum will be very
acceptable. There is a lingering belief

that, as time passes by, the commissions
will be increased, until they will become

larger than their salaries. In commenting

on the pavment of commissions the Chicsgo
Journal says:

The Western roads are fairly falling over each
other in their efforts 0 resume the payment of
commissions. It is quite amusing to note the
actions of some of them. Each one seems to be
so afrald that the others will get a hetter start,
and thus gain an advantage with the Eastern
agents that the best time possible is being made.
This 1s why the meeting called one day last week
by George Heaflord, of the Milwaukee, was
such & fizzle. “What can we do in a meeting?
sald the Santa Fe people. “It's simply a matter
of protecting our own interests and that does
not require the co-operation of our competitors.
Tho Burhngton's notice that it proposed to re-
sume the payment ol commissions to the agents
of certain hines was snfficient to make clear our
course in the matter. About the ounly question
that could ve raised in & meoting was whether or
net we should pay back commissions, and every
line should settie that question to suit itselfl"

Chicago will be readily aoknowledaed
as the most central and convenient location
for s convention that should Dbe truly rep-
resentative of the Irish race 1n America.
T'he present lamentable condition of attairs
in the old land, and ths faliing off of Irish-
American sapport as a direct resalt of dis-
sepsion 1n the ranks of the Irish Parlia-
mentary party, are reasons enough to in-
dace lovers of the old cause to come to-
gether and devise such measures as they
may deem best to counteract and overcoms
the diflficulties we have now to contend
with. We have labored too many years to
lose courage now, and we have too great an
interest 1n the elevation of our race to give
way to apathy and indifference or tamely
submit to the extinction of our national
aspirations,

“In view of the grave responsibilities de-
volving upon a convention in the .present
crisis, it has been deemed wise and expedi-
ent to go beyond the lines of the Irish
National League of America and invite the
co-operation of all loversof the Irish cause.
To this end every existing braach of the
Irish Nationa! League of America wil! be
entitled to one delegate for every twenty-
five members, and all othe~ societies and
organizations will be allotted one delegate
for every twantz-tivo persons who between
now and the 25th of Octobernext shall
have subscribed $10 to the funds of the
league. To still further broaden the
representation and stimulate the generosity
of patriotic Irish-Americans, every indi-
vidual who has since the last convention
contrnibuted at one time £25 through the na-
tional treasurer of the league, or who shall
bave done so before the 25th of October
next, shall be entitied to the riv:lo%u of
a delegate to the convention. The objects
of the copvention are as follows:

“First—To receive and consider the ra.

ort of the prosent executive of the Irish
National League of America.

“second—To examine into the present
and past relations between the league of
Ameriea and the leaders of the national
movemert in lreland, with a view to piac-
il pg them on a better and more satisfactory
JASIE,

“Tbird—To revise and amend the consti-
tution of the league where it may be deemed
necessary. _

“Fourth—To pledge once more our in-
violable fidelity to the canse of Irish liber-
ty, and to adopt such measures in support
:i nebrleot as may be considered wise and justi-

able.

“All who have the cause of Ireland at
heart are earnestly roquested to mak« Tais
convention not only a success but an Lis-
toricai Jand mark in the progress of the
Irish movement, The time has come when
we sbould prove to the worlid that our
moral courage is not inferior tothe physi-
e4l bravery our race has ever displayed
upon the battle-field; and that no obstacles
nor temporary political defeatscan frighten
us from the path our fathers trod before us.
We should not abandon the grand
old organization which, pledged to no
party, and acknowledging no faction, has
rendered such wvaluable aid to the Iriah
cause during the past ten years to embrace
newly-formesd associations resulting from
factional differences, and not representa-
tive of a united and progressive Irish na-
tionality. The cause is above men, and the
organization is not, and should not be held
responsible for the short-comings of indi-
viduals. It has proved an important factor
in the cause of home rale, and should be
maintained until the imperishable prinei-

les of Irish independence are recognized

ww the world, and sball, in their happy
fruition, bring peace aud joy to Irish hearts
and homes.”
