Chili's Insurgent Array Said to Havo
Iteen Forced to Lay Down Its Arms.

Rebels Routed in the Battle on the Beach of Tina
Dei Mar, Their Retreat Cut Off and Com-

pelled to Surrender Unconditionally.

Denounced as false by the Congres
sional Minister of Foreign Affairs.

Latest Reports Say No Decisive Encasement
Has Taken Place, and that Neither Army

Seems Willing to Jlake an Attack.

IiATEST FK03I VALPARAISO.

Doth Armies Still Resting and Showing No
Disposition to Renew the Fight.

New York.Aug. 28. Cable advices to the
Herald from Valparaiso, under date of Aug.
27, are as follows:

Another day has passed and still there
has been no decisive battle about Valpa
raiso. The active operations, so far as
lighting is concerned, have been con-fine- d

to sharp but unimportant skirmishes
between scouting parties of the insurrec-
tionists and Balmaceda's cavalry. While
neither army has as yet seen fit
to make an attack the tension
is too great to last many hours.
General Canto, commanding tbe Congres-
sional army.with Colonels Holy and Korner
as his chiefs of staff.has devoted much time
in strengthening his position on the hills
above tho race-trac- k at Vina del Mar.
The country between that and Quillota is
practically in his power and such cavalry
as he has is kept constantly on
the move through that territory
bringing in supplies for tho army,

tdrumming up recrnits wherever possible
and harrying the possessions of the ruoro
prominent government supporters which
happen to be in the radius of their
activity. The railroad between Santiago
and Valparaiso has been destroyed by the
"opposition," and one of Canto's regiments
is strongly intrenched on the road to Santi-
ago, completely controlling it.

Balmaceda, owing to cutting of telegraph
lines by the Congressionalists, feared they
might make a dash for Santiago itself
rather than risk an attack on the strong
defenses at Valparaiso. Hence a division
of 2,300 soldiors were placed on board the
transport Impenale and sent to
Talcahuano. on Concepcion bay, a
couple Hundred miles south of here,
where they could be quickly hurried to
Santiago and reinforce the weakened gar-
rison there.

President Balmaceda still has command
of the forces about Valparaiso in person.
He has his chiefs of staff. Gens.
Alzerreca and Barber, both experienced
soldiers. They made an almost impregna-
ble line of defense about this city, reach-
ing from Vina del Mar' to Placilla. Bat-
teries of heavy guns have been placed in
advantageous positions all along tho lines,
and they aro supported by veteran soldiers.

Word was received hero to-da- y that a
raiding party from tho oppo-
sition army set lire to the
Hacienda of President-elec- t Vicua,
situated about thirty miles from Val-
paraiso, yesterday. All tho buildings were
destroyed, aud the stores and supplies were
taken away.

The rebel cruisers Esmerelda and
O'Higgins have been steaming abont
off the entrance to the bay all
day to-da-y, but they have shown
no disposition to come inside and risk an
attack from the torpedo boats Coudell and
Lynch, or the iiro of the big guns in tho
forts. i

Quite a number of prisoners have been
captared by the government troops
in the field since the appearance
of tho invaders at Vina del Mar
and tho bonded warehouses in the city
have been cleared ont and aroused for
places of confinement for these prisoners.

Temporary hospitals have been estab-
lished for tho care of the wounded, who
are brought in - every little while from the
numerous skirmishers of the last few days.

Tho uncertainty as to what the next stop
will be is causing a painful intensity of
feeling here. It was generally believed
that Balmaceda would make a forward
movement to-da- y, and it is now believed
that some active righting will be done be-
fore the sun sets to-morr- night.

There is a rumor current to-da-y

that the troops from Coquimbo
and Santiago aro marching to-
ward Valparaiso with the idea of
completely surrounding General Canto and
compelling him to surrender. Jt is only a
rumor, however, and. so far as I can learn,
has no otlicial source.

CONFLICTING NEWS.

Report that the Insurgent Army Has Surren-
dered to the Balmaceda Government.

Washington. Aug. 27. Senor Lazcano,
the Chilian minister at Washington, to-da- y

received a cablegram, dated Valparaiso,
Aug. from M. M. Aldunate, the Minister
of Foreign Affairs, saying that on the 25th
the insurgent army was completely defeat-
ed in Vina del Mar. A division of the Chil-
ian government army cut off their retreat
to the ships, and obliged them to surrender
unconditionally. All the coantry, the dis-
patch adds, applauds the valor and skill of
the government army.

"The war is over." said Senor Lazcano to
a reporter, commenting on the dispatch he
had just received. Senor Lazcano wore a
contented expression upon his determined
face, while his handsome wife, who acts as
his interpreter, beamed with enthusiasm
and joy over the happy result. The war
began more than six months ago. Senor Laz-
cano explained, and the insurgents were
led by Colonel Canto, who had been
dismissed from the Chilian army. He
had succeeded in securing tho Chilian
navy and on this account had been able
until now to maintain his army. The
Chilian government had no navy, and bo-cau- se

of this disadvantage had been unable
to hem in tho insurgents. "Had we had
ships' said Senor Lazcano, tracing the
positions of the government and insurgent
forces on a rough map he had drawn so as
to explain himself, "wo would have suc-
ceeded long ago." He then traced tho posi-

tions of the army of tho Chilian govern-
ment, under the command of General
Valasquez, the present Minister of War,
and who distinguished himself in the war
between Chili and Peru ten years ago.

At Coquimbo, on the northern coast of
Chili, 10.000 government troops wero sta-
tioned. At Sautiago 12.000 troops were in
garrison, while below, at Concepcion, 10,000
men wers unUtr arms. To the left of Con-
cepcion an army of 0.000 men were rendez-
voused. Between Santiago aud Quintcros.
just above the Aconagoa river, the insur-
gents, under Colonel Canto, landed 10,000
men. Under protection from their ships
the insurgents moved down tbe coast to-

ward Valparaiso. At the Aconagoa river
tho insurgents were met by a force of 5.000
men from the government army which had
moved up from tholoftof Concepcion. This
force held the insurgents at bay for thirty
hours. In the meantiiuo tho government
forces at Saittngio, Concepcion and Co-

quimbo moved down, hemmed in the in-

surgents and compelled tho unconditional
surrender of the insurgents. As Senor Laz- -

DELAY IN COURTS.

Address by Alfred Russell, LL. D., Before the
American Bar Association.

Boston', Aug. 27. To-day- 's session of the
American Bar Association began at 10
o'clock in Horticultural Hall. President
Baldwin, in calling the meeting to order,
stated that he had, as the representative of
the association, received an invitation to
attend the annual public congress of juris-
prudence, to be held in connection with
the Columbian exposition, at Chicago,
under the auspices of the United States
government. The Chair was authorized to
appoint a committee of seven to act in
reference to this invitation. President
Baldwin then introduced the delegate from
Michigan, Alfred Russell, LL. D., of Dart-
mouth, who delivered the annual address
before the association, taking as his sub-
ject "Avoidable Causes of Delay and Uncer-
tainty in Courts." In the course of his ad-

dress Mr. Russell said:
"Delay is firstly caused by the choking ur

of our court calendars with causes which
never should have been brought, and
which never would have been brought if,
in strict fidelity to duty, the counsel had
exhausted all means to reconciliation in
the chamber, or were not himself a suitor
in the name of his client. Numerous eases
of contested wills, claims against estates,
private land claims and tho like till our
court dockets, which would not be upon
them if the common law in this regard had
not been changed. And it may be here
noticed, also, that, by reason of modern
conditions of production and transporta-
tion a large part of the business of courts,
in all parts ot the country, has come to be
composed of what are called negligence or
accident cases. These cases are almost al-
ways brought upon agreements for con-
tingent fees. Without such agreements,
undoubtedly, a great part of them would
not be brought at all; and thero might be,
perhaps, a failure of justice in some cases.
But we may be reasonably sure that cases
of this kind possessing actual merit would
either be disposed of by equitablo set-
tlement or would find some lawyer of
standing who would take tho case, with-
out remuneration, or, at any rate, without
an antecedent bargain. There
should be no temptation to bring frivolous
suits, to exaggerate injuries or to use juries
as instruments of extortion, and, in the
judgment of most edncated jurists, the
honor and dignity of the profession, to up-
hold which is one of the declared objects
of this association, would be safer if such
agreements as are now authorized by stat-
ute Bhould be forbidden by statute. If for-
bidden, certain it is that so considerable a
part of the business of the courts would
disappear that much less complaint could
be made of delay by reason of a crowded
calendar."

Another cause of delay, and the chief
one, Mr. Russell said, is our jury system.
In its existing practical operation, it would
seem as if the jury system in civil cases
were purposely contrived to produce delay
and uncertainty, particularly taken in
connection with the division of the-session- s

of courts into terms. He believed if
the jury system in civil cases was abol-
ished nine-tent- hs of the will cases and .the
accident cases, and the like, would also
disappear from our court calendars. Some
sources of professional income would be
dried up.it is true. Butitmuitboremembered
that the profession was mado for the pub-
lic, and not the publio for the profes-
sion. Mr. Russell also thought some of
the delay and uncertainty was due to the
bench. The remedy, be said, was to elevate
tho best lawyers attainable to judgeshi:
By taking a part of the money paid to U.e
armies of useless jurors billeted on the
courts and using it for judicial salaries and
judicial pensions the public would be
served by a judiciary as perfect as human
nature would permit, whether appointed or
elected. In closing, Mr. Russell said: "I
come, lastly, to speak of a jurisdictional
provision and a perversion of it, with ref-
erence to the federal courts, as afiecting
the question of avoidable delay and un-
certainty in them. These courts have be-
come remarkable for delay, and this largely
by reason, first, of a jurisdiction which
seems to be now unnecessary, that resting
on diverse citizenship: and by reason, second,
of a perverted jurisdiction, that over cor
porations, on the ground of the citizenship
of their members, presumed against the
fact. Questions of jurisdiction are ques-
tions ot power between the States and the
general government. It is estimated that
nearly four-fifth- s of the whole volume of
business in this country is done by cor
porations: and a very largo proportion of
tho litigated business of these corporations
is transacted in the icderal courts, and not
in tho courts of tho States, which havo cre-
ated these corporations, and which pro-
vide courts very numerous aud able, hav-
ing full jurisdiction to do this business,
and, what is the main consideration now,
also having leisure to do this business. It
may properly be added that the over
shadowing power of our numerous great
comorations. thought by many to be a
standing menace to our institutions, would
be -- much diminished by their exclusion
from the courts of the Union.

"1 havo now brietly considered the four
divisions of my subject, and it is time to
brine these inadequate sketches to a close
Let tho lawyer bring no case not justi tied
bv tho dictates of an enlightened con
science, and bv professional rnlessnctioned
by the wisdom of centuries; let the unphil- -
osophica!. antiquated, cumbrous and costly
jury he abolished in civil cases; let highly- -
endowed, well-traine- d and well-pai- d judges
constitute the courts: let the jurisdiction
resting on diverse citizenship, nnd on a fic-

tion as to corporations, contrary to known
facts, be dono away with; and we will then
have few just complaints of delay and un-
certainty ill our courts. And for tho re-
form! indicated, is not the bar respon-
sible."

At the close of Mr. Russell's address the
convention adjourned to accept the invita-
tion of the Boston Bar Association for a
trip down the harbor.

ing. Miss Mitchell, whose name was at
first supposed to be Leonore Marie, was
found on Aug. 8 suffering from a pistol-sho-t
wound in a hrst-cla- es carriage of an express
train rnnning'betweon tho two towns men-
tioned. The wounded woman was well
dressed. She was only able to tell an in-
coherent story that she had been shot by a
man who stood on the foot-boar-d of the
train. The police investigated, tho affair,
and came to the conclusion that it was not
a case of attempted murder, and that the
injuries from which Miss Mitchell was suf-
fering were self-inflicte- d. The dead actress
is said to have friends living in New York
city.

Ilelp Asked for Martinique Sufferers.
Paris, Aug. 27. The Governor of the

island of Martinique, recently visited by a
fearful hurricane, which resulted in tbe
loss of over 850 lives, the injury of over a
thousand people, and which caused im-

mense damage throughout the colony, has
sent by telegraph an appeal asking help for
the suffering people of Martinique. The
Governor appeals lor assistance on the
ground that large numbers or peopio are
without either food or shelter, in spite of
tho efforts made by tbe colonial authorities
to succor them. Whole villages, he adds.
have entirely vanished, and the crops from
one end of thoisland tothe other have been
almost totally destroyed.

"We. the undersigned railway employes
otthebtatoor lexas know tbat any ma
terial reduction in the now existing freight
rates of tbe Mate means a corresponding
reduction in our wages, and we respect-
fully ask the honorable State Board of
Commissioners to consider tbe matter care
fully, ss with onr present wages we are
already underpaid, and are getting no moro

fought to tho end. Speaking fnrtber of
the matter, Mr. Foster 6aid that the at-
tempts of the Congressional army to ob-
tain a foothold in the country occupied by
Balmaceda's troops wero very desperate
and rash, but that such a course had been
repeatedly urged upon the leaders of the
army by many persons of wealth living in
Valparaiso, who sympathized with the rev-
olutionary cause, and by many others who
had been furnishing money to aid the Con-
gressional army.

Nothing has been recoived either at the
State or .Navy departments of tho reported
surrender of the Chilian Congressional
army on Tuesday at Vina del Mar. Ad-
miral Brown, tho commander of the I'acitio
squadron, who is now representing the
United States in Chilian waters, was at
Coquimbo at tbe date of tho latest mail ad-
vices received at the Na?y Department.
That place is a considerable distance above
tho district where the lighting of the past
few days has been going on, yet it is in tho
vicinity of tho Congressional government's
headquarters. It is thought, therefore, that
such important news should have reached
him, 'if not through oSlcial sources, at least,
by rumor, and it is. of course, supposed
that he would hasten to report it to the
department. Minister Egan, at Santiago,
has had very little to communicate recent-
ly to the department concerning the
troubles in Chili, but an event of such

. Importance as the surrender of the Con-
gressional army, it is thought, would have
been telegraphed promptly to the depart-
ment. But notwithstanding the non-ro-cei- pt

of any news, except through the
Chilian minister, relative to the matter, it
is generally believed here in othcial and
nnollicial circles that the report of the sur-
render is true

During the afternoon Mr. Foster, the sec-
retary of the Congressional envoys, had
three or four dispatches, dated to-da-y,

from Minister Errazuriz at Iquique which
he thinks throw considerable doubt on
the accuracy of tho report of tbe
surrender. These dispatches are ad-
dressed to Mr. Montt, the principal
Chilian envoy, and say that the news is
favorable; that , the constitutional army
forces are still advancing, and that the
Congressional party is still confident of
tbe defeat of Balmaceda's army. Mr.
Errazuriz asks that the reports given out
by the agents of the "dictator" be denied.
The news imparted by Balmaceda's agent
at Buenos Ayres, he' also says, is as incor-
rect as that given to the public by Mr.
Vicuna. IMr. Vicuna has been elected to
succeed Mr. Balmaceda as President. The
news referred to as being given out as at
Buenos Ayres is supposed to be similar to
that received hero by the agent of
the government. Tho discrepancy
in the dates and of the nature of
tho contents of the dispatch received by
the Chilian minister, and those received
by Mr. Foster, coupled witia the fact that
the United States government has received
no othcial news of the reported surrender,
although it has its representatives in tbe
vicinity, Mr. Foster thinks is ominous, and
tends to yet make tho issue one of uncer-
tainty.

A cable dispatch was roceived to-nig- ht by
Mr. Foster, Air. Montt's representative, in
bis absence, from Errazuriz, Congressional
Minister of Foreign AHairs, at Iquique,
stating that the news circulated in this
country by Balmaceda's agents to the effect
that tho insurgents havo been defeated in
the recent battle 'near Valparaiso is en
tirely false. ,

A TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE.
Captain Andrews, of the Dory Mermaid,

ricked Up. at Sea in an Exhausted State.
London, Aug. 27. The steamer Elbruse,

from Baltimore, Aug. 11, arrived at Ant
werp to-da- y. On board of her was Captain
Andrews, of the dory Mermaid, which
sailed from iioston some time ago on a
transatlantic race with the dory Sea Ser
pent, which was sailed by Captain Lawler.
The Sea Serpent arrived at Covcrack, new
Lizard Point, in the English channel, Aug.
5, and some days afterward an incoming
vessel reported that she had spoken the
Meimaidalong distance from the English
coast. Tho fact that Captain Andrews is
on board tho is said to indicate
that ho has given up the race or else that
some accident has happened to his boat
that made it necessary for him to leave
her.

A later dispatch from Antwerp says that
Captain Andrews became exhausted in mid--
ocean, and m consequence, when
the opportunity offered, abaudoned
tbe race. Captain Andrews was
interviewed on his arrival at Antwerp.
He said he had good weather until thirty- -
hve davs out from Boston, when a storm
compelled him to reef his sails and allow
his boat to co before tho wind. The Mer
maid advanced very slowly. On Aug 1C a
terrible wave tilled tho Mermaid with
seven inches of water. The same day he
met the etoamer Mag, from shields, and
profited by a lull to empty his boat of the
water and put everything in order.
On the next day tho tempest
broke out with renewed violence. A
wave capsized the boat and Captain
Andrews, who was in the cabin, thought
he was lost. Ho prayed to God "for the
sake of my family give mo another chance
and 1 shall stop this busiuess. lie man
aged to open the hatch, and swimming
round

a
tne. vessel. climbed upon tho keel.

mere he clung by a rope lor an
honr, when tho vessel was righted, but
everything had been lost. He closed him
self in the cabin, lighted tho lamp to warm
his hands and remained tho whole night
dripping wet. lie passed two days and
nights in the same way, and then.
by laborious work, put things in

order. He saw a sharkfiassable and harpooned it in tbe eye.
The storm continued all this time, the wind
blowing with such force that when he
opened tho hatch the little wind that he
respired caused a sound like a big whistle;
tho lamp oil was also now exhausted, and.
being too fatigued to keep watch, he lay on
the bottom of the boat for four days.

On Saturday, the 22d, the water was all
gone. On tbe same day bo saw a black
point of smoke on tho horizon, and two
hours afterward he found himself
aboard the steanfer Elberuz. Cap
tain Andrews asked for ballast
and water, desiring to continue his
voyage in the Mermaid, but Captain Brown
strongly dissuaded him, insisting tbat he
should remain on the steamer. Captain
Brown gave Captain Andrews the first warm
food he had touched in two months.
Captain Andrews wasthen so feeble that he
could not walk and he remained prostrate
for two days. Captain Andrews, who is
only forty-eig- ht years old. looks to be at
least fifty-liv- e years old. He declares that
he will never attempt tho voyage again.
He is a piano-make- r, and has a wife in Bos
ton aud several children and grandebu
dren.

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Corporations and Business That Think the
AueiinicnU Too IUgli.

The pressure of business was bo great as
to necessitate another evening session.
Herman Berghoff, of the Berghoff Brewing
Company, of Fort "Wayne, informed tho
board that their assessment of $100,850 was
cot too low. The personal property is
valued r--t SSO.OOO and the real estate at
$20,850. Mr. Berghoff figured that it was only
fair to return tho plant at about half what
it originally cost, the 50 per cent,
deduction being due to wear and tear dur-
ing the three years they have been in bust-nes- s.

He did not regard 1S0,000, the
amount of their capital stock, as any indi-
cation that tho valuation was low. The
board concluded tho assessment was all
right, and decided without further discus-
sion to let it stand at tho amount returned.

John Zulof appeared for the Louisville
and Jeflersonville Bridge Company, a cor-porati- on

with a capital stock of 81,500,000,
and a bonded debt of $1,000,000. There has
been $027,000 worth of work done on this
bridge, of which $404,000 was on piers and
$100,000 for iron, the latter not yet shipped
from Phcenixville. Pa. The cost of the
Indiana portion of the work on April 1 was
about $1'J0,000, and the assessment returned
by the local authorities was SS0.450. The
bridge is to be eight thousand feet lontr.

The Vigo County National Bank, of Terro
Haute, tnronffh its cashier, G. W. Conn,
expressed a belief that the assessment of
$150,000 returned by the county board ol
review was illegal because no notice was
ever served on the officials of the institu-
tion. The capital stock is 150,000 and tho
surplus and undivided proGts $11,000. The
cashier stated - that what money
they mado iras put aside to
make up a heavy loss experienced noma
time ago and now in litigation. The $150,-00- C

assessment was not fair, he said, be-
cause the loss referred to will exceed the
profits. This loss would certainly be not
less than $20,000 and might reach over $10,-00- 0.

On that account the stock was re-
turned at 60 cents. The board decided to
let the valuation remain at $150,000, believ-
ing the bank assessed fully as high as any
similar institution. .

RUN OX THE FLAN,
it, I Townley, of the Townley Stove

Company and the Citizens' Gas and Fuel
Company, of Terre Haute, said the former
corporation had a capital stock of 00,000,

reiurned its plant at $20,000 and was raised
to about $00,000 by the local board. It had
been paying stock dividends of from 2 to
4 per cent., and was run on the co-operat- ive

plan. The personal property of the com-
pany was worth about $10,000, but there was
an indebtedness of .5,000, which had been
deducted, leaving the actual amount as-
sessed. 515.000. The real estate was ap--.

praised at $14,100. Mr. Townley was closely
questioned as to whether that personal

was a part of the capital stock.IToperty commissioners had some diff-
iculty arriving at an understanding and it
took a ttcoro of question and answers to
get at the information desired. Whether
this was tho fault of Mr. Townley or of the
board is an open question.

Concerning the Citizens' Gas and Fuel
Company Mr. Townley explained that it
was a company organized to make fuel gas
out of crude oil when the day comes that
natural gai gives out. He said that they
had raised $33,000, and wasted $15,000 of
that amount experimenting. They had
about three hundred consumers April 1,
and were charging S3 cents a thousand.
Until the gas could be made at a cheaper
figure it must necessarily bo considered an
experiment. Tho board concluded to let
the assessment of S1G,C00, made by the local
board, remain at that ligure.

Judge Jump, of Terre Haute, informed
the board that ho was present as the repre-
sentative of the First National Bank, of
that place, the Terre Haute water-work- s,

Hsute Distilling Company. When he was
asked if he wanted also to talk for the
Terro Haute Street-ca- r Company, he re-
plied in the negative, remarking that a few
corporations got away from him. The First
National Bank, he said, was not pleading
poverty. J t had a capital stock of 8200,000.
surplnss of $200,000, undivided profits of
Srjo.tiOO. real estate valued at 524,400, part
of which was outside the State. The bank
had met with heavy losses recently. Tho
assessment was $C20,0U. and, according to
his figures, it could not be higher than
gSTS.UU. He believed that $50,000 would
be a fair valuation.

been waiting for the showing of this bank
and he sailed into the arena with all sails
set and a still breezo blowing when the
matter of deducting real-estat- e outside the
State was broached. This he declared could
not be done. The law was explicit and
would not permit it. Commissioner Mat-
thews said that a business viiw of it would
allow a bauk to deduct tho real-estat- e

ownetl by it outside the State from its
am-t- s for purposes of taxation. This
stirred up Mr. Smith, who remarked in a
reproving tone that he would not ask any-
one to take his opinion who did not want
to do so. Ho reiterated the statement that
the law would not permit the board to
make Mich deduction, and slapped the table
to emphasize his declaration as if to invito
a discussion with the Terre Haute attor-
ney. In this he was quite readily accom-
modated.
