The stock market was not so active to-
day, especialiy in the afternoon, and dis-
played in tle main areactionary temper
under heavy realizations, and prices ruled
almost throughout the day at aslightly
lower level than those of last evening. The
efforts for a reaction were made with more
confidence this morning, as London was
sgain a seller of stocks, everything excent
Union Pacific, among the favorites of that

center, being among the stocks disposed of,
and reports of frost in the far Northwest
came in to belp the bearish sentiment
among the traders. Prices were higher at
the openiug, but the pressure brought to
bear was at last successful in forcing prices
below the opening. The bullish sentiment
in the street, however, remains unim-
pvaired, and the extremely stubborn resiat-
snce shown Y prices to react, even
under the most discouraging circum-
stances. shows that the present movement
is based on & firmer foundation than any
upward movement within .the last two
years, Commission people reporta steadily
growing interest in the market, and the in-
creased 1mmquiry 18 seen in the widening of
the market and the extension of the trans-
actions to a large number of stuocks which
have lain dormant for months. The busi-
ness of to-day and yesterday was more
widely distributed than that of any day
for the last year, the number of stocks
dealt in reaching about 125, Ancther en-
couraging sign for the market is the com-
parative insignificance of the dealings in
the unlisted department. The incubus of
the manipulation of those properties being
removed from the market gives legiti-
mate securities a chance to reach
their proper level, The effects of the
frost 1n the West were not of ma-
terial consequence, and the declines
n prices went no further than fractions, al-
though a few stocks here and there yielded
becanse of special pressure of other circum-
stances. The industrials were more active
and all were helped by special circum-
lun!:o; Sugar being strong on the reported
dealing with opposition refineries; Lead be-
sause of the lack of opposition to the re-
prganization scheme at the meeting, and
Cordage continued its reaction from its
late depression. Thers were frequent
changes of temper during the day. The
market finally closed only fairly active
and heavy to weak. The trading reached
248,950 shares. |

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Wheat Opens Higher, but Closes at a Loss—
Another Flurry in Corn.

CHICAGO, Aug. 27.—The weather map
started the wheat market with an addi-
tional crop scare, and December wheat was
uppurchasable in any quantity until it was
1%e¢ higher than it closed yesterday. There
was transactions at the same moment at
the opening ranging all the way from $1.056
to £1.06%. After a sale or two at 81.06'¢ the
buying orders at untimed prices appeared
to bhave been exhausted, and at the same
time as the call price had been reached sell-
ing again came into play and very soon
knocked l¢ off the early bulge. The price
was very irregular all forenoon, declining
and recovering again very rapidly and with-
in the range of £1.05'4 and §1.057%, but about
an hoar bofore the close there was a very
weak feeling, induced by New York reports

of low e¢nbles and foreigners reselling
there, and a drop to£1.04's was the resalt.
The clearances from the 'tlantic sea-board
were again very heav:, but the foreign
markets were reported in the private dis-
patches easier and prices likely to decline
with any improvement in their weather.
The closiug cables to the Board of Trade
showed an advaunce at Liverpool, but con-
tinental marksts were lower and even
Liverpool was quoted lower in some of the
private messages, and the firat effect of the
frost scare bad by tuat time been recovered
from. TLke dropin prices above referred to
was rather sudden and resembled im its
consequences to the “longs” what has more
frequently of late bLeen the experience of
sbort sellers. Upon the attempt of the
former party to unload their earlier pur-
chases no buyers could be found between
$1.05'% and $1.05, and it was not nntil it was
being offered at $1.04': and $£1.04% that
any quantity could be disposed of. The
closing price was S1.04%,,

The corn market weas kept on the broil
during the greater part of the session. The
frost in the Northwest, it was feared, would
reach down iunto the corn belt to-night.
and. in fact, the veather burean made that
prediction. The working of the wire-pull-
ers at New York and the aforesaid frost
talk, together with the inereasing average
of the daily receipts, were influences upon
the price filnctuations. At the close of the
session Oectober corn, after selling 1l
higher and another break to 'se lower than
it lost yesterday, rested with the compara-
tively moderate gain of "se. Angust and
September were Joss bullishly afiected by
the day's news, closing at an advance of
only “seon vesterday’'s latest guotations:
the year gained ‘sc and May 3%zc. The
opening of to-day’s market was quite as
wild in the matter of the wide range of
prices in the first transactions as was the
caso at the same moment in the wheat pit.
September corn was started at from 65¢ to
tde, the latter being the highest price paid
to-day, and 1t closed at €5¢. October sold
at the opening anywhere from 5dc to 59%c:
sold as high as t0'ze, as low as 58%¢, and
closed at507%c, as against H9¢ at the close
yesterday,

here was nothing of interest in the oats
market, which was very dull. Prices
fluctusted with wheat aud corn and were a
Little stronger thau yesterday withont be-
jog mueh higher. The market opened
steady, advanced %@ '¢c, declined e, ad-

One Csnu' for Lame Hofses.
American Agriculturist.

A curious mistake, common among black-
smiths, was pointed out to me recently b
a practicing veterinary surgecn to whom
took a horse that had ome lame gradun.
ally. with considerabls heat in the feet.
He drew attention to the fact that most
farriers, being right-handed. unintention-
ally lower the left side of the foot more
than the right side. As a result the pas-
tern does not set quite evenly on the coffin
bone, or the bone suspended inside the wall
of the hoof, and in time the con-
cussion of the foot on the street pro-
auces soreness in the joint which could not
exist if the foot were level. A trifle out of
joint, so to speak, the foot at night cannot
repair the injury received or the fatigue of
the day. 1t gradually gets feverish and
then tender, and the horse is suddenly seen
to limp. 1 havenoticed this in hundreds of
cascs, The lameness disappearsin a few
days if the cause be removed by leveling
up the foot camfulg. A person will ex-

erience the same difliculty 1n his ankle if
Ea woar for a few days a boot that is run
over at the heel. The soreness will not be
so pronounced for two reasons: The boot is
not worn or stood upon nights, and leather
furnishes more of a cushion than iron when
brought in contact with the pavement.

Neither man nor horsc is permanently in-
jnred unliess the faulty conditions con-
tinne, How such an error, almost unno-
ticeable, should besofrequently committed
is easily understood when it js seen how
much faster the knife removes the horn
while being drawn than pushed. The
shoer lifts the foot and draws the knife to-
ward himself on the bottom of what is
then the right side, but which is
’“ni the lJleft of the bhoof, as
his back is toward the horse’'s head.
To pare the left (right) eide of the hoof 1s
more difficult or unhandy, and itis, as a
consequence, left thicker. The horse’s fore-
feet are so constructed that i1f they must
turn over to vurn out is less hurtful than to
turn in; bhence the first indication of lame-
uess from this cause is usually noticeable
in the right foot, the left side of that foot
being the lower, thus inclining it to roll in.

The lesson is, hire competent farriers and l
be sure to keep the horse's feet level from

side to side as well as front and rear.
