Ina Fit of Anger Count Gustave Berger Shoots
His Wife and Kills Himself.

Torexa, Sept, 8.—This morning, at 7:50
o'clock, a German named Gustave Berger
and his wife Johanna were seated at their
breakfast-table with their three children.
The husband and wife had been quarrel-
mmg since Saturday over some rent money
paid to them. The wife wished a dollar to
buy some clothing for one of the boys. The
husband did not wish her tospend the
money for that purpose and threatened to
kill bhis wife, who, in fear, ran from the

dining-room out upon the porch. The hus-
band rushed for his revolver, followed his
wife out doors and shot her through the
back, killing her instantly. He then
turned the pistol upon himself and blew
out hia brains. The couple had been di-
vorced and were remarried in Topeka about
a year ago. Berger had not been 1n any
regular employwent for a year past, but
formerly was a book-keeper.

Berger was a German count, forty-six
years of age. His wife was twenty-six and
was remarkably pretty. 8he came to thia
country ten ycars ago to marry the man
who murdered her this morning. Berger
was in good circumstances. He came to
this country from Germany about twelve
years ago. He was highly complimented
in the old country, and had frequently ex-
bibitea letters to his friends and neighbeors
which proved him to be a count. It is
known that hereceived regular remittances
of money and was expscting a large inher-
itance, Two years ago he beat his wife un-
mercifully because of alleged extravagance,
and she obtained a divorce. Six months

“iater she was taken sick, and the attending

her to remarry Berger
and rear their thildren. To one of her
neighbors she said at that time: *'I will
marry him again and live for my children,
though he kills me.” The neighbors say
that Mrs. UBerger was economical, but
wanted her children to dress as well as
those of her neighbors. Her husband had
no.bad habits, but his temnper was ungov-
ernable.

His Modest Appeals to Erring Sinners Have
Brought 1,000 Terre Hauters to the Fold.

Bpecial to the Indianapolis Journal,

Terre HavTte, Ind., Sept. 8,—Terre Haute
is having & new experience. The city has
had a reputation for being revival-proof
and beyond the reach of the evangelist.
1t isn’t because the city is sn very wicked,
but the people are not emotional, and avoid
extremes. For a year or more the city
clergymen and those laymen who takea
prominent part in church work have been
trying to arouse a religious feeling in the
community. The Rev. B, Fay Mills is now
here and doing mueh good, chiefly because
his manner of conducting & revival is not
of the highly emotional character, but har-
monizes with Terre Haute conservatism.
Mr. Milis has a plan of work of kis

own based on practical means of reaching
the class of persons whodo notgo to church
and who have a feeling of revuision for the
shouting display of religious fervor. He is
accompanied by Mr. Lawrence B. Green-
wood, a tenor singer, who contributes much
to the success of the meetings held three
times a day on week days in one of the
churches and on Sunday in the opera-house.
All the pastors in the city bave united in
the movement, and, in compliance with Mr.
Mills's strict requirement, are under his or-
d It is understood that neither Mr. Mills
not Mr. Greenwood will cocsent to receive
anything except free-will offerings from -
dividuals, and it was required that all the
money necessary for the incidental ex-
penses should be raised before the evan-
gelist came to the eity, so there is no tak-
ing up of collections. ; ' _
glr. Mills is & believer in printers’ ink.
He advertises the meetings with all the in-
genuity of a Barnum. Not with loud
claims, perhaps, but with novelty and
prominence. Banners on the street cars,
fresh bilis on the bill-boards daily, and
small bills on the street. Saturday last
tickets, in 1mitation cf theater tickets,
were distributed, and Sunday morning the
male boarders in the boarding-bouses found
them on their plates. On the coupon were
these words in black letters, *To men
only.” The tickets were for the evening
services at the opera-house, where 1,700
men crowded the house. Mr. Mills talkea
plainly and foreibly, minﬁ but little ex-
hortation. He does not ask for toe public
a manitestationon the part of therepentent
sinners, but depends mostly on the use of
cards, blank lines for the name and resi-
dence of any one who mwmay ‘“de-
sire henceforth to Jlead a Christian
life.” There is a blank -« line
also for the name of the churck or pastor
preferred, and these cards, when siguned,
are gathered up and distributed to the re-
spective pastors, who are expected to go
after the sinnera. At Sunday night’s meet-
ing 150 penitents were heard from, and
while there has been no great amount of
enthusiasin or excitement in the eight
days Mr, Mills bas been hege it is esti-
mated that one thousand persons have been
brought under chureh influences. Mr.
Mills will leave here mnext week for St
Joseph, Mich., and from there he goes to
Chicago. It was by acecident Terre Haute
secured him, as his dates are taken up un-
til the spring of 1803, e came here from
Pawtuxet, . 1., his home, where he had
spent his short summer vacation. His
father was a noted clergyman of the Con-
gregationsl Church, as is a brother now.
He, himself, 1s supposed to belong to the
denomiuation, but he says so little gbout
it that even those intimately comnnected
with him in the work here do not know.
This afternoon nearly every store window
on Main street was decorated with a card
announcing that the store will be ciosed
one hour in the morning and two hours in
the afternovon and in the evening to enable
the clerks vo attend the Mills meetings at
the opera-house, which bhas been sur-
rendered by the Eunice Goodrich compauy
playing there this week. It must be said
that the merchants are not doing their part
of this with any too good grace. They feel
that it is policy to do 1t, although they did
pot ciose on Labor day. It simply shows
how eftective Mr. Mills is in putting the lo-
cal workers to doing things they would not
otherwise undertake.
