The
attitude of Mr, Gould and his following
seems at present to be the one uncertain
quantity in the market, and this wore than
anything else causes the hesitancy which

buying. The government crop report was
so encouraging that i1t stimulated an effort
to cover "shorts” by the local operators
ana the eflect was to open the market gen-
erally at large fractions above last night’s
figures, while Kock Isiand wasup 1%, Bur-
Imgton %, and C., C, C. & Bt
l.. 1%. The  |hesitancy in buying
for the “long” account at the advanced
prices, however, gave the *“bears” courage
te neutralize the improvement, and after
slight farther ga:ns in some stocks the up-
ward movement was ciecked and a reac-
tion began, notwithstandimg that Lake
Shore rose to 119, again passing the best
price niade in years, and Distillers shot up
2% per cenj. Under realizing sales each
lost nearly all of the advauce, while the
rest of the liat was pressed down to some-
thing below last night'sprices. Many of the
Jeading shares, such as Union Pacltic, Bar-
lington, Rock Island, Missouri Pacitic and
others dropped away from their highest
points over ] per cent. The hammering op-
sratious, however, as usual of late, induced
dullness, and the rest of the day the trad-
ing was of a hand-to-mouth character,
with insignificant fluctuations, but a gen-
eral downward tendency. ‘The decline
was helped in great measure by predictions
of frost in the Northwest and
yumors that more of the Union Pa-
cific loans had been called, though
no depmils were to be had in any direction
of these loans, and the revival of the oid
rumors in regard to the financial standing
of the Richmwond & West Point company.
Prices, as a rule, were carned down below
thosa of last evening, despite the sharp
opening advance, and no recovery was seen
until the last hour, when a feeble mllﬁ' oc-
curred on covering of “shorts” by the lead-
ing element., The market finally closed
quiet and barély steady at close to the low-
est figures of theday. The tinal changes,

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Rumored Report of European War Qulekly
Offsets Bearish Noewa.

CHICAGO, Sept. 11.—Wheat opened weak
this morning on the bearish tenor of the
government crop report, which it was esti-
mated presaged, according to the averages,
a total of about 550,000,000 bushels, while
the remarks in connection therewith, to

the effect that the yields from the threshers
were greater than had been anticipated
gave a loop-hole for figuring even a larger
yield. Then the cable told of lower mar-
kets at Loundon and Liverpool, probably
the result of our government report, with
brilliant weather there and but little trad-

ing. Paris was also lower. In addition to
this the receipis here and in the Northwest

were large. As the result of all this bear-
ish news, December wheat, which closed at
97%e yesterday, opened weak this morning
at W% a%e, and at once sold down to
¥2'.¢, which proved to be the bottom
figure of the day. The points received
later 1n the dJday favored the buying side,
and were taken full advantage of. The
price advanced to ¥'ic, and reacted to
Be. Following that, there was a sucoes-
swon of bulges which ecarried the price to
#8%¢, with an hour of the session still to
come. Orders to buy came from all points
of the compass. Locally, for a time, some
opposition was offered to the rising vrices,
Pardridge. who bought 150,000 bushels at
#%e¢, near the beginning of the session,
sold twice as much when the price reached
9ec. Later %5':c was the ruling price. Pard-
ridge took in the 500,000 bushels at ¥0e, and
much more besides. A little earlier, when
fremi around %'t the price advanced to
97°2¢, Hutchison’s brokers were the most
conspicuous buyvers, and still later, when
the market was advancing from %i'¢c to
8% e, the entire crowd of local sports were
contesting with Pardridge for the meager
otterings, The causes for the advance were
the export clearances from the four prinei-
g‘l Atlantic ports, which were over 610,000

ushels, and from New Orleans, 117,000
bushels. New York bouses with foreign
conuections were beavy buyers in New
York, and through agents here. St. Louis
was taking all the offerings of cash wheat
there early in the day. and cable offerssent
fromr New York yesterday bad been ac-
cepted io the extent of thirteen and a half
boat-loads. In the middle of the excite-
ment attending the advance to ¥8%¢, a Eu-
ropean war rumor was promulgated., Late

DUN & CO.'S WEEEKLY REVIEW.

Trade Showing Steady Improvement and
Money Growing Flenty.

NEW YORK, Sept. 11.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says: All returns
of the condition of business are encourag-
ing. There is no room for doubt about the
improvement in trade, From nearly every
city reporting there comes the same cheer-
ing information that business is better and
prospects brighter. At Boston business s
increasing. At Philadelphia the tone of
the iron market has much improved. Busi-
ness is encouraging at Buffalo, decidedly
improving at Cincinnati and Cleveland,

and it may be noted that at Eastern points
fenqrally some improvement 18 seen in col-
ections. KHeceipts of wheat at Chicago
are five times those of last year, of
corn  double, of e seven times
and of oats an? dressed  beef
about a third larger, with some increase in
wool. A decrease of a third appearsin
barley and cured meats. Dry-goods sales
in August were the largest ever known, the
clothing trade is very large with fair col-
lections anda the shoe trade excellent.
Money is plentiful for legitimate trade. At
Milwaunkee business is satisfactory; at Min-
neapolis sales of lumber are large with

rices stiff, and receipts of wheat 1,400,000

ushels against 800,000 last year. At St
Paul improvement is seen and reports are
brighter; at St. Louis shipments of money
to the cotton States are increasiug, but the
market is comparatively easy: at Denver
trade improves, and also at Kausas City.
