New York Democrats Sit Down on the "Coun-
ties" and Arraign the Republican Party.
Saratoga, Sept. 16, With the decisions

made on all contests, with the slate solidly
settled, with the platform all nailed down
to its bed nieces, the delegates to the New
York Democratio State convention retired
last night with a purpose to sleep to tho
latest moment before convention time this
morning. .The result was that matters
about town, which means about the nest of
hotels, was slow and slngeish this morning.
There seemed to be no burrs. of contention
to irritato tho throngs. There was little
anticipation of pyrotechnic scenes in tho
convention to quicken tbo political pulse.
Breakfast was indolently discussed; and
duos, trios and squads of delegates saunt-
ered complacently down the hill to the rink
barracks from 0 o'clock on to 10, when the
convention was to be called to order. At
the time approached the gulf-lik- e rink
tilled more rapidly. The policing of tho
ball was better than yesterday, and
promptly at 10 a. m. the convention was
called to order. The committee on creden-

tials first made its report, giving Tammany
full representation in New York. It also
declared the right of Tammany Hall to
nominate all tbo inspectors of election,
poll clerks and ballot clerks to which tho
Democratio party may bo entitled in tho
city of New York, thus leaving out in tho
cold the County Democracy.

Tbo committee on resolutions then re-

ported the following platform, which was
adopted without dissent:

Massachusetts Itepublicans Nominate a
Ticket Speech br Hon. Cabot Lodge '

Boston, Sept. 16. --When Chairman Bur-dett- e.

of tho State central committee, called
the Republican Stato convention to otder
iu Tremont Temple, this morning, ho spoke
to one of the largest gatherings that has
ever attended the deliberations of the
party's delegates, Tho temporary organ-
ization was efieoted by the choico of Jos.
O. Burdett as chairman, and tbo usual com-

mittees were appointed. When tho com-

mittees had retired Hon. Elijah Morse, of
Canton, presented a resolution npon the
death of Hon. George B. Loring, expressing
tho lo3s sustained by the party in bis
dath and extending sympathy to the fam-
ily of the deceased.

The committee ou permanent organiza-
tion then reported, . naming Hon. Henry
Cabot Lodge as permanent president. Mr.
Lodge was escorted to tho platform and on
taking the chair reviewed at great length
the history and traditions of the Repub-
lican party, its principles and its record in
Congress. He said: "The Republican
party stands as a bulwark against the
movement for tho free coinage of silver
without previous international agreement.
Free coinage is to-da-y a prinoiple of the
Democratic party; you find it set forth in
their Ohio platform, and they believe that
on that issue they can win. It is useless to
say that tho Democrats of Now England
are as sound on the money question as the
Republicans. The Democrats of Now Eng-
land will be governed by their party while
they stay in it The amiable young men
whom they elected to Congress last fall
talk as if they could control their
party in this matter.

Important Offices the President May Fill
Tills Week Miller for Circuit Judge.

Washington, Sept. 1G. President Harri-o- n

had a busy day of it with those who
merely called to welcome him back to
Washington and to congratulate him npon
his rugged appearance or speak of appoint-
ments. Thero were a number of delega-
tions to request his presence at expositions,
celebrations or other public events. The
President does not intend to leave his post
of duty for the present. Ho has much work
before him with his annual message to Con-
gress and a largo number of important ap-

pointments. It is understood that
the vacancies on the Court of
Claims, Interstate-commerc- e Commis-
sion, a number of postmasters possibly,
a collector of customs for the port of New
York to succeed J, SSloat Fassett, tho Re-
publican nominee for Governor of Now
York, and several other prominent places
will bo tilled within n very few days, pos-
sibly this week. The Court of Claims
vacancy will likely go to a point beyond
the Buokc3e State, instead of falling to

Thompson, of Portsmouth, 0.
Tho vacancy ou the Interstate-commerc- e

Commission, mado hy the death of Bragg,
of Alabama, will go South again and proo-abl- y

fall to Colonel Glenn, a well-know- n

Democratic lawyer of Atlanta, Ga. The
other vacancy on the commission, created
by the resignation of Judgo Cooley, of
Michigan, is claimed by that State, and
tho name of Hon, Alfred Russell, of Detroit.
is being urged by Michigan Republicans,
but no conclusion has a yet been reached,
and it is not all impossible that some other
Wolverine Republican mar be called.

The suggestion that Attorney-genera- l
Miller is t bo appointed on tho new circuit
covering his native State, when the Su-
preme Court appointments are made, about
December, has taken deep root in otlicial
and Iloosier circles, and is accepted now as
a foregone conclusion. It is also thought
that the predetermination to place him on
the United States Circuit Court will have
a strong bearing upon some other appoint-
ments. Neither the President nor the
Attorney-gener- al has spoken for publica-
tion on this subject, nor has either made
an intimation to their friends, nor has any
one been anthorized to speak for either,
but conclusions andacts in other directions
have led to the conviction here that Mr.

TREASURY 'OT ISAXKKCPT.

Secretary Poster Replies to Charges Con-
cerning: Ills Method and Policy.

Srcclal to tho Indianapolis Journal.
Washington, Sept. 1G. Secretary Foster

assumed charge at the Treasury Depart-
ment to-da- y, and found his time fully oc-

cupied by matters that had accumulated in
bis absence. Discussing tho general finan-
cial outlook with your correspondent this
afternoon he said: "There seems to be a
determination on the part of certain par-
ties to insist upon the bankruptcy of the
treasury. It has been recently charged
that at a meeting of the Cabinet an agree-
ment was reached to hinder, delay and
postpone the payment of money for all
public purposes where such a policy was
possible; that the Secretary of the Treas-
ury had adopted a piau of pinching econ-
omy in tho matter of reducing the amount
of cash placed to tho credit of disbursing
otlicers: in short, that tho Secretary had
found it necessary to resort to unusual ex-
pedients in all direction to pay the non-ex-tcud- ed

four-and-a-ha- lf per cents. In many
quarters the Secretary is given much credit
for tho means employed to maintain a
bankrupt treasury."

Commenting on theso charges. Secretary
Foster naid that no such Cabinet meeting as
that alluded to had been held, and no in
Btructious had been git en to delay the pay-
ment of appropriations for any purpose.
No claim of any sort bad been delayed for
this reason, nor. indeed, was there occasion
to do so. It is true, the Secretary added,
that he had felt that it would be good
policy to restrictdisbursinir oliicers to thtir
actual needs, nnd he had directed a closer
study of each case with this end in view.
Four months since he found more than

O.OOO.OCO in the hands of disbursing off-
icers, when probably twenty to twenty-liv- e

millions would have been an
ample supply. Less than $33,000,000
was now held by them, and ho
hoped in due time to redncc this sum to a
minimum. Secretary Foster insisted that
the treasury bad all the money required to
maintain a position of perfect ease without
adopting a policy of delay or resorting to
any action that is not based on perfectly
sound principles, but be admitted that
there is less money in the treasury now than
there has been for many years heretofore.
Tho tariff legislation of the last Congress
will, he said, probably etfect a reduction of
the revenue to the extent of fifty to sixty
millions, while tho liberal appropriations
will about consume tho revenues. The
money paid into the treasury, the Secretary
declared, will tlow out dally, as it ought to,
thus leaving all money not actually needed
in the treasury in, the hands of the people,
where it belongs.

Secretary Foster issued a circular this
afternoon giving notice that no more bonds
of the four-and-a-ha- lf per ceut. loan would
be received for continuance at 2 per cent,
after the SOth. Bonds not then continued
will be redeemed on presentation. The
circular also revokes the notice given Aug.
21 to the-- effect that tho Assistant Treas-
urer at New York will redeem four-and-a-ha- lf

per cent, coupon bonds on presentation
at that place. At the close of hnsiness to-
day $.?.v-."0-0 fonr-and-a-ha- lf per cent,
bonds had been presented to the Treasury
Department for extension at 2 percent.,
and SHJ.fiS4.000 had been redeemed.

A draft for $l.ltt),C00 on account of pen-
sions was to-da- y signed by Secretary Fos-
ter, making the total pension draft so far
this month $5,Jm5.000.

The department to-da- y completed tho
puichase of silver for tho current month,
and no further purchases will be made un-
til Oct. 2 next. Tho amount of silver
otlercd to-da-y for sale was fcOO.OOO ounces,
and the amount purchased 400,000 ounces,

1 should not bo
surprised if he got fifteen or twenty thou-
sand majority. Yet, certain thiues may
happen to cause his defeat- - The Repub-
licans are trying to overshadow the tar ill"
question by the discussion of silver, but I
do not think that will help them any. The
tarill reformers will not be diverted by it
and, on the other band, there are many free
coinage Republicans whose votes will be
lost toMcKiuley."

Altogether. Mr. Yoder was hopeful, but it
was so far short of the certainty usually
expressed that politicians are declaring
that Mr. Mills and his companions started
on their mission with an admission that
the battle was going against them.

YOUNG IIAINS'S ACQUITTAL.

Senator Voorhees Pronounces the Verdict a
Gross Miscarriage of Justice.

Special to the IcrtiaraiJis Journal.
Washington, Sept. 16. Senator Voor-

hees and Mr. Hanncgan, tho father of Ned
Hannegan, the Terre Haute boy who was
recently killed by Tony Hains, of this city,
in Hampton Roads while boating, arrived
this morning from Fortress Monroe, where
they havo been attending the trial, which
ended, last evening, in' an acquittal of
Hains on the ground of self-defens- e. Sen-

ator Voorhees and the father of the dead
boy make no concealment of their 1isgust
at the verdict; in fact, no one here at-
tempts to justify tho verdict, for it seemed
to he the general belief that tho jury would
tind Hains guilty of murder. Tho verdict,
however, is but another illustration of the
farce of-tria- l by jury iu Virginia, as has so
often been shown in election-frau- d causes.

Thero was a great suprise and not a little
indignation hero at the result of the llnins
trial. Senator Voorhees says of it: "The
trial of Hains for the murder of Hannegan
was a mere farce, so far ns arriving at
justico was concerned. Since tho cele-
brated trial of Matt Ward in Kentucky,
for tho killing of Butler, the teacher, in
Louisville, I do not believe a jury has ever
been more carefully selected with a view
to its verdict than the one at Hampton. It
was bnt a little while after they were
sworn until I was informed that one of the
urors had been in the habit of visiting the
msoner in the jail and playing cards with

him. lie bad answered, however, that ho
had not formed an opinion and as tho com
monwealth had no peremptory chal-
lenge ho ' tcok his seat. I
constantly learned other thingsof a similar
tendency, but not quite bo gross in charac-
ter, until I had not the slightest idea, when
I left Fortress Monroe last evening, that
there would bo a verdict of guilty. All ar--

fument was thrown away upon the jury,
as well havo spoken tho two hours

I occupied to twelve craven images. I
beard not a single human being wbiledown
there ay that ho believed young Hains in-
nocent, and yet the very persons entertain-
ing this opinion confidently pronounced his
acquittal, and Rome were willing to bet two
to one that such would be tho result. I
have not tho slightest sense of disappoint-
ment and defeat at the result, but 1 have
great regret that such e miscarriage of
justice should tako place in an American
court." ....

MINOR MATTERS.

World's Pair Porelgn Commissioners Ask
Modification of Customs Regulation.

Washington, Sept. 1C A conference be-

tween the world's fair foreign commission-
ers and tho piincipal officers of the Treas-
ury Department respecting the modifica-
tion of certain features of tho customs regu-
lations so as to facilitate tho free entry of
foreign exhibits at the fair was held at the
Treasury Department this morning. At
the request of Secretary Foster the com-
missioners agreed to formulate in tech-
nical shape the exact regulations they
souaht to havo put in force. They ex-
pressed satisfaction with the construction
of the law already given by the department
officials, and suggested some further modi-
fication of practice. Secretary Foster as-
sured tho commissioners that he would do
everything m his power to meet the needs
of tho foreign exhibitors, nnd where modi-
fication of existing statutes were required
he would cheerfully recommend that Con-
gress enact tho necessary amendments. The
commissioners made it plain that tho sug-
gestions they had brought forward em-
braced the wishes of the intended exhibit-
ors in every European nation visited by
them. At the oonclnsion ot the hearing the
commissioners proceeded to the White
House, where they wero received by the
President.

ANTI-SUB-TREASU- FARMERS.

Committee Appointed to Attend the Indian-
apolis Sleeting Next November.

St. Louis, Sept. 16. The anti-sub-treas-n- ry

and anti-lan- d loan convention reas-
sembled this morning at 10 o'clock. .The
first order of business was the question on
the resolutions which were up yesterday,
and they were carried by a good majority.
An etlort to make the vote unanimous re-

vealed two negative voters, who did not
relish the resolution censuring Macune.

The committee on permauent organiza-
tion then presented their report, as follows:

We. a large number of the Farmers Alliance
and Industrial Union, representing our constitu-
encies, in convention assemuied, being desirous
ot settling the differences existing in our order,
agree to the appotntmet.t ot a oommitteo ot
teveu members who are authorised to go before
the 8upremo Council of the Farmers Alliance
and Iiidustri&l Union of America, which con-
venes at Indianapolis in November next, and
submit to said council onr objections t that part
of the demands of tho order (sub-treasu- ry and
government land-loa- u schemes) which were
adopted by the supreme Council at its meeting
at Ocala, Fla. tfaid committee are authorized
and empowered to use their own dis-- v

cretion in the premises. Tending theso
negotiations for au amicable settlement
of our dinerences. the committee here provided
for 6hall constitute a bureau of information and
shall use all legitimate means for informing the
subordinate Unions and the people in regard to
the true views and principles now engaging tbo
attention of tbo industrial classes cf America,
bald committee is authorized to secure com-
petent speakers and suitable literature and de-

vise ways and means for paying all expenses of
an educational campaign. 8aid committee Is
authorized to call a convention of all anti-sub-treasu- ry

brcthem throughout the couutrv to
consider the report of the committee as to tho
result of the conference with the Supreme Coun-
cil, and may fix the time and placo of meeting
and make 6uch arrangements as may be deemed
necessary.

We further recommend that each State select
a committee, such committee to constitute a
Stato bureau of Information, which shall be em-

powered to make all necessary arrangements to
obtain speakers and conduct a campaign or edu-
cation against the sub-treasu-ry and land-loa- n

schemes iu their respective States, and shall co-
operate with the national committee.

This did not satisfy R. W.Nicolds,of Mis-
souri, and he oiiered the following amend"
mcnt, which was unanimously adopted:

That said committee be anthorized to file tho
convention's unalterable and unending objection
to the passage of any resolution whatever bind- -
log the Individual members of the Farmers' Alli-
ance to any political course of action whatever,
and we hereby pi o:est against tho action of any
previous meeting infringing upon the individual
political rights of any member of tho order.

Another amendment, offered by J. L.
Goodman, of Texas, was also adopted, as
follows:

We further recommend that each State com-
mittee organize a bureau or information in each
county in'their respective 8:ate, who shall co-
operate with the btate and national committees.

Tho report as a wholo was then adopted
by a unanimous vote. The committeo of
seven is as follows: R. W. Nicolds, of Mis-
souri; J. M. Crews, of Tennessee; T. J.
Patillo. of Texas; B. F. Passmoro, of Mis-
sissippi; at large, U. S. Hall, W. d. McA-
llister and W. Pope Yeamans.

and land-loa- n enactments, nnd to lu&tituto an
educational movement in that direction, thereby
bringing the organization back to those prlnci- -

fles of wisdom, justice and fraternity on which
originally based.

After a recess the committee on perma-
nent organization asked for a further hear-
ing, and the following was presented:

believing that the future policies and prosper-
ity of the govcrnmeiit and of the Farmers' Alli-
ance nnd Industrial Uul n depend in a large
measure upon the action oi this body in setting
forth plans for work Iu the future, and fully re-
alizing the fact that wo need the hearty

This report was adopted without debate.
The committee on resolutions then re-

ported a resolution indorsing tho Dallas
(Tex.) Farmers World, which paper is a
steadfast opponent of the sub-treasu- ry and
land-loa- n scheme, and advocates a dis-
tinctive platform of its own. In this plat-
form are the following, which were unani-
mously adopted by the convention:

First A reduction of the tariff to a revenue
basis and a tart AT for rsveuue only.

Second The free and unlimited eolnace of gold
ana silver the money of the Constitution and
such currency as may be founded thereon, as tho
surest, sarest and most permauent settlement of
the money question.

Tho Journal of Agriculture, of St Louis,
was also indorsed as voicing tho sentiments
of theantis. This closed the work of tbo
convention.

In an interview to-nig- ht Mr. U. S. Hall,
the leader of the anti-sub-treasu- ry move-
ment, said the officers of the National Al-

liance were doing their utmost to lead the
organization into partisan politics, and in
support of his charge produced correspond-
ence between himself and President Polk.

SAMUEL WOOD'S SLATEK ON TRIAL.

Judge Bo tkin Determined that No Murders
Will Ba Committed In His Court

Hcgoton Kan.. Kept 1C The case of
the State against James Brennan, charged
with the murder of the noted Sam Wood,
last June, was commenced to day in tho
District Conrt. The feud which led to the
murder, the crime itself and tho events
following it were of tho most exciting and
sensational, and such, it was supposed.
Jvould the trial be. Judge Botkin. how-
ever, before whom the trial is being bad,
determined that it should not be.
To enforce this determination ho
has issncd peremptory ordera to the
court bailiffs to maintain order in and
about the court. He warned them that
they would be held accountable for any
disturbance that might arise, and told
them that it was their duty to see that no
man entered the court-roo- m with weapons
on his person. Not only wero they to at-
tend to that, but they were especially
charged to see that no person carrying tire-ar- ms

of any description was allowed to ap-
proach the building, especially the win-
dows. Should anyone attempt to do this
after they were warned, the bailiffs were
strictly enjoined to placo such parties on
der arrest for contempt of court. The time
of tho court was occupied to-da- y in exam-
ining jurors. A jury had not been selected
when court adjourned for the day.

The killing of Samuel Wood was one of
tho most notable crimes in the later history
of Kansas. Its remoto cause was the
enmity which arose between the citizens
of llugoton, led by Judge Botkin, and
those of Wood sd ale, led hy Samuel Wood,
over the location of the county-sea- t, which
afterwards resulted in a battle between
the people of the two towns, in which four
men wero killed and several wounded.
Following that, nnd as a result
of it, occurred the noted murder
of Sheriff Cross and several of his
deputies. The enmity between tho two
factions continued and each went
armed, alwaya expecting attack. Just
alter the close of the last legislative ses-
sion, at which Sam Wood had caused im-
prisonment proceedings to be begun against
Judge Botkin, Wood went to Hugoton to
attend court. He had been in court, and
was leaving the building when James
Brennan. an acknowledged friend of Judge
Botkin. shot and killed Wood. A peculiar
circumstance of the trial is that Judge
Botkin presides. The friends of Sam Wood
have sworn that justico must bo dono in
this case. They say Brennan must suffer
the death penalty if not by judicial sen-
tence, then by the sentence of J udgo Lynch.

DARING DEEDS OF ROBBERY.

Train llsld Up In Indian Territory and 82,500
Taken from the Express-Ca- r Safe.

Muskogee, Ind. T., Sept. m The Mis-
souri, Kansas & Texas south-boun- d pas-

senger tram was held up and the express
car robbed at 0:30 o'clock last night, at
Leliaetta, four miles north of Wagoner.
The robbers covered the train officials with
their pistols, and two of their number
entered the express car. They ordered the
expressman to open the largo steel safe,
which he was unable to do, and it took
considerable arguing before he could con-
vince the robbers of his utter inability to
comply. They thereupon dumped the small
iron cbest, which contained $2,500. out of
the express-ca- r door, and, breaking it open,
took the entire amount. They made no
attempt to rob the passengers, and there
waa but one shot tired. The robbers wore
masks of red ilanncl, and. after completing
the job. took to the woods with their hooey.
Officers havo left Muskogee in pursuit of
the robbers. By many hero it is thought
the robbery was committed by the notori-
ous Daiton gang.

84,000 Taken from Steeping Passengers.

Jones, who has arrived here from San
Francisco to-da-y, gavo the first informa-
tion obtained of the robbery of the passen-
gers in the Pullman sleeping cars San Juan
and Uintah some time last Sunday night.
The robbery is supposed to have occurred
between Sacramento and Winne'mucca.
Nev. When the train stopped at one of
the lonely watering stations the robbers
entered the cara and found conductors and
porters asleep. They did not take tho
trouble to go through tho pockets of the
occupants of the cars, but took their cloth-lu- g

and everything: but their pocliet knives
and pistols. The aggregate loss in the two
coaches was over 34.000.
