MADE TOO MUCH RAIN.
Melbourne’'s Experiments at Cheyonne

Brought More Moisture than Was Wanted.
Cnicaco, Sept. 19.—Lester Kebris, a
wealthy cattleman of Cheyenne, Wyo.,
now in this city, talked to a reporter of the
receat rain-making experiments of Frank
Melbourne, at that place. *l was present
during Melbonrne's experiments recently
at Cheyenne,” said he, “and the results
were certasinly starthnog. Ex-Governor
Daxter, of Wyoming, Perry Oregon, a large
ranch-owner, and Pres:dent Malchrist, of

the Melrose National Bank, were also pres’

ent during the performance of the Ohio
man. They were skeptical when they camo
on the ground in the Chetenne suburbs
from where the rain-producer was to cariy
on his communication with the clonds.
The experiments were made from the loft
of a barn out on a open spaee, four hundred
yards from a farm-nouse. There waa a
hearty langh from the people wnen Mel-
bourne came out of the barn, attired in
nothing bat a pair of trousers and a tlannel
shirt, and said: ‘Ladies and gentlemen, we
will have & shower at 12" Tbhis wasat $
o'clock, and he added, "You will not laugh
8o hard at noon. You mll be wishing for
umbrellas about that time.’

“Melbourne then disappeared inside the
barn and opened a little trap door he had
temporarily arranged in the roof. The
crowd looked at the clear sky and pro-
nounced Melbourne a fraund. At 10:45 there
was not a cloud visible, and the indications
for rain were as far off as ever. The
weather burean for that district had pre-
dicted continned fair weather. Slowly,
about 11 o'clock, the clounds began to crrug
up over the hotizon; they came from bot
the east and the west, and met directly
above us. At 12:05it began to drizzle. nnd
at 12:40 the rain was coming down steadily.
The rain was general around Cheyenne.
At 2 o'clock, or tifteen minutes before that
hour, the rain had ceased, the clouds had
disappeared and the sun was shining as
brightly as it was at 9 o’clock.

“Melbourne came out, his face was
flushed and the clothing on bim was
wringing wet with perspiration. He said
to ex-Governor Baxter: ‘Governorl will
Five vou another shower at 3 o’clock.” Mel-

ourne put in an appearance and svon after
3 o’clock the clonds put in an appearance
the same as before. The rain began to fall,
It camo down quite hard, and at 4 o'clock,
when it ceased, there was thud and little
poois of water in every direetion. At 4:50
the sky was again as clear as ever, and for
the second time Melbourne put in anap-
pearance and said: ‘The next shower will
be at 6 o'clock.’ i

“For heaven’s sake call him off or he will
drown us out,” said aman who had wit-
nessod the remarkable perfomances of the
Uhlu nan.

“Governor Baxter did ‘call him off.” He
informed Mr. Melbourne that he and his
associates were thoroulhly satisfied with
the experiments.”

CRASHED INTO EACH OTHER.

Union Pacific Passenger Trains Collide, and
Five Persons Are Killed.

As No. 2 neared
that point it wus discovered that No. 1
west-bound had the right of way and was
just stopping. When within less than half
a miie of No. 1 the enginver of No. 2 exam-
ined las air-brake and discovered that he
had no control over the train. He imme-
diately whistled down brakes, but before
the Lrakemen could respond the trains
were within a few feeot of cach other, and

in another second No, 2 erashed into
the other train, then at »n staud-still.
No. 2 was rumnning at a high rate
of speed, and the concussion was

territic, Before the collision  the

engineers and firemen of both trains
jumped. All escaped uninjured vxcv;ut
Hoyt. A scene of confusion followed,

Engines and mail ears were piled in heaps,
and the groans of the injured tilled the air.
The dead and wonnsed were taken from
the debris and given the best possibie care.
The coroner's jury held an inquest last
evening on the body of Werdemmyer and at-
taches no blame to the railroad ecompany
as the air-brakes were working well when
the train left Poecatello. Lyons, though
fearfully injured, may survive.
