STARVING RUSSIANS,

Bread Made from Earth and Sand Sold to
Them by Unscrupulous Merchants,

ST1. PETERSBURG, Sept. 22.—An analysis
of bread sold in many places by unscrupu-
lons merchants reveals the fact that abso-
lutely poisonous mixtures are sold. Several

merchants have been arrested at Mor-
shausk, and will be summarily tried. Many
specimens of such bread consists of 70 per
cent. of earth and sand, and 30 per cent. of
refuse farinaceous producta,

Among the many conjectures regarding
the caunses of the failure of the crops, 1tis
suggested that the declinage of hundreds
of versts on the vast swamp of Pinsk re-

sulted in flooding the Dnieperin the spring,
and lowness of water late in the summer,
thus cansing & dimination in the rain-fall
in the eastern provinces. Almost all of the
government ofticials have voluntarily con-
tributed a portion of their salaries to the
famine fund. 7The public talk of bringing
bread from America and Egypt.

Reports here from Tamboff and its adja-
cent provinces announce that the Zemstvos
have provided for theresowing of the land,
and to farnish supplies of grain until Janu-
ary next. After that date it will be the
greatest dificulty to secure food for the
people. As the collection of taxes isim-
possible, the salaries of the lo-
cal administrative bodies have mneces-
sarily been suspended. Even if the funds
to supoly grain are obtained the distribu-
tion, wnich will be over wide famine
tracts, will be diflicult, and the mainte-
pnance of hespitals, schools and asylums is
doubtful. The ecarcity of oats and hay is
compelling the farmers to sell their live
stock at a sacridice. For instance, a horse
for 2 roubles, a cow for 5 roubles, and colts
for from 20 to 50 copecks. After a recent
county fair in a district, the skeletons of
forty horses had been found by the road-

na.

Destitution is also staring in the face a
large number of people who have been em-

loyed on public works, as work upon the

atter must stop when the frosts set in. The
masses of the people rely entirely unpon the
government to help them.

GENERAL FORELIGN NEWS.

The Standard 01l Company Denies that It
Is Establishing a Monopoly in Germany.
BeErLIN, Sept. 22.—As cabled from this

city on Sept. 19, there hasbeen so muoh talk

recently concerning the efforts of the Stand-
ard Oil Company to establish a German
monopoly that the United States minister,

Hon. William Walter Phelps, believing

that injustice was being done to American

interests, requested the European agent
of the company, Mr. Libby, to present him

a report on the position of the Standard Oil

Company in Germany, with the view of
communicating the truth in the matter to
Baron Von Berlepsch, head of the Depart-
ment of Commerce in Germany. This re-
port has just been furnished to the United
States minister. In it Mr. Libby declarcs
that the Standard Oil Company’s policy is
simply that of competitive commerce, and
thatitisdictated and stimulated by adesire
to sustain the consumption of American
petroleum in Europe, in face ot active com-
petition with other countries, especially
that of Russia. Continuing, the report
says: ““We seek to discopurage all specula-
tions in our producte. The company has no
agreement of any nature with the Koth-
schilds, or any Russian interest or any com-
bination to exact an artificial price. That
would be in conflict with the history and
pvolicy of thecompany at home and abroad.”

This Does Not Louvk Like Peace,

LoxpoN, Sept. 22.—At a conference of the
Austriau Cabinet, Emperor Fraacis Joseph

presiding, it has been decided to increase
the military budget 6,000,000 florins and to

strengthen the peace effective force of the
Aunstrian empire. Count Von Taafe, Presi-

dent of the Council of Ministers, was ab-
sent, owing to an attack of infuenza.

The Duteh Minister of War, Colonel
Bergaunsius, proposes a period of enforced
military service similar to that 1n use in
other continental countries.

The insurgents bave
captured Hodeida and great alarm pre-
vails here, it being feared that the iusur-

gents will advance to Mececa and proclaim
an Arab Caliph.

HARRISON TO COLORED MEN,
———————

Letter Read at an Emancipation Day Cele-
bration, at Which Hon. B. K. Bruce Spoke,
Waeering, W. Va.,, Sept. 22.—To-day
Hon. B. K. Bruce, ex-United States Sen.
ator, addressed several thousand of his
race at the State fair grounds. It was the
occasion of the tri-State celebration
of emancipation, and the city was
crowded with colored vpeople from
West Virginia, Pennsylvania and Ohio,

‘Mr. Bruce eschewed politics entirely and

addressed himself to a review of the prog-
ress of the colored people since their re-
lease from bondage and predicting that
they would make such advances in civili-
zation that at no distant day the race
question would cease to be a serious prob-

lem. Heridiculed all colonization schemes
as impracticable. . .

A letter was read from President Harri-
son addressed to the chairman of the com-
mittee on arrangements. After acknowl-
edzing the receipt of the invitation and
expraasing regret at his inability to be
present, the President closes:

I know no publie occasion which shonld ina
higher degree attract the interest and sy path
of all our people than the celebration of emanci-
pation in the United States. While this event
had a special interest to the colored race. it was
an event that attracted the plaudits of all lovers
of liberty throughout the world and placed a
halo of immortality upon the fame of Abraham
Lincoin. I hope your plan of uniting the three
great States—Ohio, Pennsylvania and West Vir-
ginia—at the city of Wheeling may result in a
very great gathering, and be a source of instrue-
tion and inspiration to all who may have the
privilege ot attending.

COn‘mnmm::'o Advlive,

Cuicaco, Sept. 22.—Emancipation day
was celebrated to-day by the colored peo-
plej with a mass-meeting and picnic
at Osgood Grove. Congressman Thomas
E., Miller, of Beaufort county,
South Carolina, was the orator
of the day. He enlogized Abraham Lin-

coln, and speaking of the South, said:
“I'he new Sonth is a fact. The child, how-
ever, is ill-formed; its blood i1s tainted; it
is strong but Iiacks endurance. It is
as much your duty to-day to aseist
the Nation in training and developing
this partly spoiled youth as 1t was your
duty, late in the fitties, to educate, through
your patron szint, the Nation np to the
point of the emancipation of the slave
and the preservation of the 'nion.
