Albert P. Morehounse, of Missouri, Cats His
Throat With a Peck#t-Knife at Marysville.

MARYSVILLE, Mo., Sept. 28.—Ex-Gov,. Al- .

bert P. Morehonse, committed suicide at
his residence at 9 o'clork this morning.
Saveral weeks ago the Governor was vio-
lently overbeated while driving cattle,
and has been 1n a very nervous condition
since. At times be has been delirions and
very much depressed. Heo was taken out
foradnive by a friend last night, but be-
came so much excited that he was brought
home, avd a physician was called. He be-
came quiet during the cight, and this
morning was slesping guietly. The
two watchers were 1n sanother room.

They bheard a gurgling nowse in the
Governor's roow and on entering
found him lying on the floor, hlood spurt-
ing from his throat. He had cnt a gash In
the left side of Lis throat abont four inches
long. ‘The weapon was & common pocket-
kmite, which he still held in bis right hand.
He had folded up his coat and vest and
placed them nnder his head, i
Governor Moreuouse was born in Dela-
ware county, Onhio, July 10, 1835, and enme
to Missouri in 18556, He was a Igwyer by
profession and has always taked a promi-
nent part in Missouri politice. He was
elected Lieutenant-goveruor on the Demo-
cratic ticket 1n 1884, with John S Marma-
duke as Governor, and upon the death of
the latrer snceeeded him and took the oath
as Governor of the State Dee, 20, 1857, His
wife and two of his children are in St Jo-
seph aud bave not yet been informed of his

death.

PLATFORIM OF CATHOLICS.

Germun-Amer nana Lxpress Their Views on
Temporal Power for the Pope,
Borrawo, N, Y., Sept. 25.—To-night ended
all connection of laymen with the tifth
congress of Geripan-American Catholics,
The final meeting of the congress, taking
place to-morrow, oxclusively for priests
and to be held iu private, will, ivis thought,
be the most important of the series, as
the one at which the question will be set-
tled whether the widely commented-npou
“clerieal union” will coniinue under the
Jeaders that have given it fame, or will se-
lect néw chieftains, The principal work in
which tbe laymen participated was in
voting unanimous aiproval of the platform
of the congress, the framing of which was
gnided largely, if not altogether, by the
clergy, wiao were weil represented on the
committee having the task iu band, Let-
ters of regret for anbwsence from the congress
were read to-night from a loug list of
names, Repiies to invitations to be pres-
ent at the congress wero read from a long
list of prelates, including Archbishop Cor-
rigan, of New York; Ryan, of Philadelphia,
and Riordan, of San Francisco, and Dishop
McQuade, of Rochester. Archbishop Corri-
gan’s stated reason for absence was *‘ignor-
ance of the German langnage.” -
Almost Lreathless attention was given by
the congress and spectators to Cardinal
Gibbong’s reply to an invitation to him,
He wrote:.**While prevented by important
engagoments from being present, I beg to
gssure you of my deep interest in your pro-
ceedings. 1regard the German element as
a most important factor in the develop-
ment of our country. As citizens and as
Catholica they have gained an enviable
reputation. I have no doult that your de-
liberations wiil be marked by allegiance to
the Holy Father and by that sense of moder-
ation for which your countrymen are

noted.”

Interesting papers on general topics were
read during the evenming by C. Jaegle, of
Pittsbarg; Mr. Wallrotho, of Leogausport,
Ind., and Rev. Goggenberger, of Bulialo,

The wildest cheering broke forth in the
¢onvention when, just before the adjourn-
ment, Archbishop Katzer., of Milwankee,
camie abrupily to the front of the stage,
Speaking in German he said: “Yon have
beard several letters of archbishops and

bishops. regretting that they were not able

to attend. 1 myself was engaged, but
I Jeft my Dbusivess Dbehind and
I came to this convention to pub-
lwely disavow what bhas Dbeen wsuid

against these conventions. The first thing
I wish to protest, by my presence, against
is that we are not loval e¢itizens,. We are
as loyal as those speaking the langnage
of this country., We have shown it n
vears gone by, and we are ready any
time to show it again, Secundly, the press
prineipally speed the news and many have
believed it that we camno together Lo create
dissension, Brethren, before 1 am a Ger-
maun, befora | am an American, I am a
Catholie, and if anything hke dissension
were intended bere 1 would not have
come,”
A TRANSLATION OF THE PLATFORM,

The platiorm, as presented to-night by
Father Faerber, of 8t. Louis, like all other
portions of the proceedings, was in Ger-
man. The following is an authoritative
translation specially prepared by three of
the most prominent priests in the congress:

“First, we, Catholic Germans from all
parts of the United States, assembled in the
fifth Catholic conuress, in Bufialo, hasten
first to ofter vur most devoted atfection to
the supreme head of our holy church, We
express our gratitude for the Holy Father's
blessing, anud promise anew and for all
times, in our name and in the name of the
congregations and societies represented by
us, our filial devotion and unfriling fealty.

“Second, with dehight the German-Amer-
1cau congress embraces also, in this year,
the opportanity of pointing out pabiicly
and distinctly i1ts position on the so-called
Roman guestion—namely, the temporal

ower of the Pope, Besides thogxtreme re-
igious imvortance of the question its:lf,
wuo, as faithiul children of the chureh, deem
1t our sacred duty to make this public
decluration for the reason that the Holy
Father, himself the most competent, and, 1n.
deed, the only competent, judge in the mat-
ter, has pever ceased both to proclaim sol-
ewnly and foreibly his nviolable rights to
the territorial independence of the holy
see and to enciurage the Cstholics
to fearlessly delend these rights.
Aa free American citizens we will not
tolerate any mterference with the free ex-
pression of vor views on this extremely im-
portant church matter. The objection or
false supposition that it is indeed inoppor-
tune to discuss oponly the Homan question
in our country can only be explained by
tracing it to a pitiable deception, or to the
want of conrage in showing feariessly our
truly Catholic convictions. No national
or international principle in. law, no sov-
ereignty of a prople can ever indorse or
sanction a usurpation conflicting with the
freedom and independence guaranteed to
the head of the charch by the divine
founder and injuring severely and em-
phatically the sacred interests of 200,000,000
Catholica, The entirely free exercise of
the highest spostolie power according to
God’s ordinauce is intimately connected
as well with the welfare of the euntire
church as with the territorial independ-
dence of the holy see, willed by divine
Providence, It s the nocessary means in
our presept politioal and social sitaation to
sevure and anecord that fresdom in ite {ull
meaning of the word.

ROME BELONGS TO THE POPES,
“Rome, as the natural seal of the papacy,
as the centrum of the charch, as the me-
tropolis of the Catbolic world, belongs to
the popes |letter of Leo XIII to Cardinal

Rampalal, who, moreover, used the rights of
sovereignty scquired in justice and sealed
by selemn cootracts for the welfare of
Italy. and Eunrope, and the whole world as
true benefactors of mankind, Recent

events, especially the selection of our

“Sizxth— Hersby we state ngain that our
hopes for the fnture are based on the cen-
tral union of the German young men’s so-
cieties, ®o successfully again happily
brought about in Pitisbarg, and that our
congress has atteined a psrmanent charac-
ter.  Althongh the congress will not, in the
beginning, be prodacuive of great and us-
tonishing results, vot we are pleased with
whitever the good it has done.

themselves, and requiring little if

anything io the way of docnmenta or rec-
ords, To-day’s session, after Father Zurch-
er's chilling experience of yesterday, was
vot invaded by any outsider, and the se-
creta of the conclave, if any, were held
back from inquirers and remsained safely
concealed.

The township levy for this
(Cicero) township last year was 57 ocents,
and for township purposes thers was col-
lected $26,713.79. The rate thisyear 1w 29
cents, making $23,350.34, a decrease of §3,-
363.45. This is a total decrease of $12,735.45
