CHAMBER'S KOCKI SITE.

One of Oklahoma's New County-Seat- s Located

in a Rough Place Several Boomers Killed.

GuTHKiK. O. T.. Sept. 24. No other
town in the world is like Chandler to-da-y,

for which all other towns may truly bo
glad. The government site for the town of
Chandler is still inhabited only by a few
soldiers and tho surveyors, but the
other half of the quarter sec-

tion just east of Chandler has been
mapped oat into a town site, the popula-

tion of which changes every minute. The
location of Chandler is on a high bluff.
The land which tho surveyors have been
trying to shape into streets and alleys is'
rougher than the high seas in a storm.
Great rocks as large as a small house are
scattered about all over thtown site, and
deep gullies cut it iuto pieces. Witb miles
of level land all around, it is diff-
icult to understand why such a
rough piece of land was selected for
the town. The rival town on the adjoining
half of the quarter section is on level
ground. On Tuesday men rushed into it
and drove their stakes as anxious to secure
a fifty-fo- ot piece of ground as though it was
worth 31,000, but when they got it they
were not delighted. After sleeping out all
night Tuesday, tortured with hunger, thirst
and a most ravenous species of mos-
quitoes, hundreds realized that they had
bad enouah and bean to leave. One
man yesterday offered two lots in tbo
Chandler annex for a ham sandwich with-
out finding a purchaser. The town is over-
run with gamblers of every description.
There has been no trouble in keeping the
people oil the site. All day yesterday tbo
people kept coming, and at noon there were
probably four thousand people here. The
country in this vicinity is very poor, aud
no account for agriculture. Much of the
Sa and Fox country is good farming land.

This town, which has for several days
been deserted. Is now filling witb boomers
coming to file on their claims, and withdis-guKe- d

ueople from Chandler, Some of
them killed their horses, being unable to
got water for them, and returned in the
wagons. Those who went for claims are
generally delighted over their adventures.
Many say that they have located claims
worth from 52.000 to $S,000. These are most-
ly situated along Bear creek, in the Iowa
lands. At noon to-da- y there were at least
three hundred men and women in line at
the land office. The work of riling is slow
work, and many of those in line will not
get into the office to-da- y.

Last night, when the survey of Tecumseh
was completed, five thousand people made
a rush into the town, and three on horse-
back were throwu under the feet of a hun-
dred rushing horses. One man was killed
instantly and two have since died.
Four or five others were badly hurt
in the rush. The race to Chandler
will take place to-morr- and more wll
probably be killed. Rev. James Brooks, of
Stillwater. O. T., raced for a claim near
Perkins, and was thrown from his hcrso
and fatally injured. In the Sao and Fox
country two men quarreled over a claim
yesterday, and one was shot.

PANIC IN A OUORCII.

The Lights Went Oat and All Rushed for the'
Exit One Dead and a Dozen IlnrL

Jacksonville, Fla., Sept. 24. Just be-

fore 12 o'clock last night a panio occurred
m the Harmony Baptist Church (colored),
during which one woman was killed, three
others received fatal injuries and about
twenty peoplo were seriously crushed and
bruised. The church 6tauds near the out-
skirts of the city and an all-nig- ht revival
meeting was being hold there. Suddenly
tho gas lights began to flicker badly, owing
to some defect in the pipes. The audience
was made up of nearly b ve hundred negroes
all under more or less religious excitement,
and the weird flicker of the liurhts at once
appealed to the superstitionsof the worship,
ere as a supernatural visitation. The whole
audienco raised to their feet and the light
went out entirely. One frenzied worshiper
shouted "Judgment! judgment!" at which
the crowd became wild with excitement.
A grand rush was made for the narrow
doors. Men, women and children were
packed together like sardines in a small
entry. The stronger ones tramped on the
weak, and rushed out over their prostrate
bodies. Many jumped from windows and
were injured in the fall and by broken
glass. The panio lasted fifteen or twenty
minutes, and when the building was light-
ed up again over a dozen people lay brnised
ana bleeding on the floor. One girl, Mag-
gie Clark, aged sixteen, was dead. Medi-
cal aid was summoned, and the injured
soon bad their wounds dressed. At least
three were fatally injured. The accident
attracted nearly two thousand people to
the neighborhood, and quiet was not re-
stored till mornins.

port of Commissioner Haum, of the Pen-

sion Bureau, submitted to the Secretary of .

the Interior to-da-y, shows that on J one 00,

1891. there were 070,100 pensioners borne on.
the rolls of the bureau, being 129,216 more
than were earried on the rolls at the
close of tho last fiscal year. They ara
classified as follows: Widows and daugh-
ters of revolutionary soldiers, tZ; army
invalid pensioners, 4131597: army widows,
minor children, etc., 1W.5J7; navy, invalid. ,

pensioners. 5.440; navy widows, minor chil-
dren, etc, 2.5CS; survivors of the war of
1812, 7,590; survivors of the Mexican war,
10,372; widows of soldiers of the Mexican,
war, C.97G, Following aro the number of
pensions of the several classes granted
under the act of June 27, 1S00: Army invalid
pensioners. 07, ISO; army widows, minor
children, etc., 12,209; navy invalid pension
ers. S.97C; navy widows, minor children
etc, 1,43a

During the last fiscal year first payments
were paid upon 181,160 original claims, re
quiring $31.S91,&S for their payment This
is an increase in tho number of original
pa) tnents over the year tb'JO of C4.&2. Tho
aggregate cost, huwever, was Sl.0ii7.Uti less.
'1 here were i.521 first payrnrnts of every
description, requiring $38,552,274, being &9,-59- 2

less than was required for the 1U0.514
first payments during the last fiscal year.
The average value of first pay-
ments made during the year was
$US3 and the average value
of first payments on claims allowed
under the act of June 27. 1S90, was !.:&
'ihe average value of first payrnrnts for
the preceding year was &4b5.?i, being a re-
duction in the averaue first payments of
Initios. The aggregate annual value ot tho
070,150 pensions on the roll Juue 0, 1S91.
was $S9,247,2ti and the average aunual
valno of each pension was ltfJ.99, while
the average annual value of each pension
under tho act of June 27. IfJO, was $121.51.

At the close of the fiscal year there were
23,574 pensioners on the roll who remained
unpaid for the want of time and who were
entitled to receive S4.8S3.S42. which will be
paid out of the appropriation for tho cur-
rent fiscal year, and thero remained
at the close of the fiscal year ia
tho bands of the several' pension
agents the sum of S),71S,S52L84, which has
fiuco been covered into the ths treasury.
This amount aaded to $C,C07,lSa.2 vt tho
pension account nut drawn from the treas
ury aggregates c9.32a03a00 of the appropria-
tion which was not expended. There will
be a deficiency in the appropriation for
the payment of fees and expenses of exam-
ining surgeons of abont $00,000.

The total amouut disbursed on account
of pensions, expeuses. etc.. during the fis-
cal year was $11S,54S,959.71, as compared
with $10a493.S90. 19 disbursed during tho
preceding fiscal year. So that it appears
that 1C3.21G .pensions were added to tho
rolls during the fiscal year just closed, at
an increased cost to the Nation of 112,03,009,
as compared with the expenditures of the
previous fiscal year, and said expenditure
includes U57,o4? paid npon vouchers re-
maining unpaid at the close of the year.

The lamest number ot certificates issued
to any class was 4,003. to men who served
thirty-si- x months. The age of the greatest
number of pensioners under both the old
and new rate was forty-seve- n years. Dur-
ing the last year 20,523 pensioners wero
dropped from the rolls for various causes,
and of this number 13,229 were dropped by
reason of death. The loss to the pension-roll- s

by the decease of widows and de-
pendent mothers and fathers was at tho
ate of 35 per 1.000 in 191.

It is estimated that of the soldiers who
served tbe country during the late war
1.001.G5S were killed in battle or died during
and since the war. On June 0 last, 124.750
of these deceased soldiers were represented
on tbe pension rolls by their widows or
other dependents. There are about 1.208,707
soldiers of the Union now living, and of tbo
survivors 520.153 are now on the pension
rolls. There are, therefore. C68.54U-survivor- s

who are not pensioned and b79,00S
deceased soldiers not reprented on the pen-
sion rolls.

Explosion in a Burning Elevator Plays
Havoc Among Minneapolis Laddies.

Score of Them Precipitated to the Ground
from an Annex While Fighting the Flames,

and Nearly All Badly Hart or Burned.

Factory, Elevator and Other Buildings
Destroyed, Valued at $197,500.

Nine Uvea Lost by Prairia and Forest Fires in
tbfi XcrthTe&t,ad Many Ileuses, Earns and

Much Valuable Timber Laid in Ashes.

X ANY FIltEAICri HURT.

Disastrous Result of an Kxploslon in a
llurnlng Minneapolis Kltvator.

Minneapolis, Sept. 124. Eighteen bravo
firemen were injured here to-da- y, several
of whom may die. A Lrisk and blustering
breeze was blowing this afternoon, and
when, at 2:20 o'clock, the alarm bell called
the department to tho coiner of Ninth
avenue, south, and Third street it was evi-

dent there wna work ahead, and work of
the hardest kind. Tho tire was in tho tive-Bto- ry

brick building of the JJooro Wood-carvin- g

Machine Cotnpauy, aud tho iniiam-- m

ftbio nature of tho goods and stock
caused a rapid spread of the flames,
which quickly burst through the windows
and rolled rapidly up through the building.
Within five miuutes the tiro burst through
the roof and tho building was doomed.
'I ho firemen had to turn their attention to
adjoining property to prevent the spread
of the flames. Elevator C stood close be-

hind tho now blazing building, and tbo
flames seized hold of it. in spite of the
many streums of water. Soon the roof of
tho elevator waa on tire, and, although but
fifteen minutes from the start of the fire,
the Moore building was gutted and tho fire-

men bad barely escaped from it when the
walls collapsed.

Tho hotter to tight the fire in elevator C

a score of firemen wero on the roof of the
annex, unconscious ' of danger beneath
thorn. There was a sadden explosion, and
a great stream of fire burst from the end.
quickly followed by one to the left of tbo
men, aud through the roof, and then on the
right. The great crowd was appalled as
the dozen firemen' were shnt from view bv
the columns of flame and smoke that rolled
up. A momentary break showed that the
men wcreugnting forlifoina desperate
attempt to get on the three lad-ne- ar

ders which stood together. The
break assisted them, but a groan escaped
from the multitude as four fell or jumped
from their narrow footing. Again tho
smoko arose and cleared, and thero, on the
very ledge, etood & fireman, apparently
dazed and not knowing what to do.

"ijlido on the hose,", yelled tho crowd.
The man heard, and. jiabb;a the big hoso
at his feet be stid down through tho shoot-
ing flames and reached the ground without
dropping. Tho work of rescuing the fire-
men was prompt from necessity. For a
time it was thought the men had been
dropped into the flames, but all havo since
been accounted for.

The names of the Injured are as follows:
Assistant Chief Canterbury, leg broken,
badly burned and internally injured; Capt.
Lont, badly burned: Charles Mitchell,
probably fatally injured; Lieut, John
Uuiso, badly burned, leg broken; William
Cole, badly burned; Captain Foster, badly
burned, insensible, and biD fractured:
Capt. William Malone, badly burned;
Capt. Sandy Hamilton, leg broken
and face burned; M. Lock- -
hart, pipeman. hack badly injured;
Lieutenant Kelly, burned; Kohert Vance,
face burned and head gashed; J. O. Uearn,
burned badly; William Mitchell, burned;
Peter Coleman, head and legs iujnred;
William O'Neil. badly burned; James HolT-stad- t,

head burned; C. II. Miner, left arm
broken and head gashed; Edward Wilcox,
back bnrt. Two or three of the injured are
in a precarious condition, but were 'still
alive at last reports.

Elevator C was owned and oporated by
Fratt & Porter, under the name of tbo Em-
pire Elevator Company. The capacity of
the elevator ffas 140,000 bushtds, and the
stock of wheat on hand when the fire broke
out was about 75,000 bushels. There are
two large annexes to the elevator, whose
combined capacity is fS.000 bushels. These
were leased by tho Milwaukee road. The
loss 011 the elevator and contents aagregates
5100,000, on which there was $78,000 insur-
ance. The Moorewood Carving Machine
Company lost much valuablo machinery,
their loss reaching $30. 000, with an insurance
of only $8,010. The Kansas City Grain and
Feed Company's store-hous- e was consumed.
Loss, 2,500; insurance. 81,000. The block
of frame and brick stores on Washington
avenue, the yards of the Millwood com-
pany and a few smaller structures were de-
stroyed or badly damaged before the flames
were under control. The loss on these will
foot up about $2000, with f20,000 insur-
ance. The total loss is placed at $197,500,
and the total insurance $107,000. A message
for help hnd been sent to St. Panl, and
three companies from that city arrived in
time to be of good service in quenching the
flames, which were under control before 5
o'clock.

VICTIMS OP OTHER FIRES.

Nine Lives Lost iu Burning Prairies and
Forests and Much Froperty Destroyed.

St. Paul, Minn., Sept. 4. It has been
bard work to check the fires in forest and
fields, and they are still burning in many
places furiously. Fires in North Dakota
are pretty well undor control except around
Oakes, where several miles of wheat-field- s

are reported burned ever. Otto Fredericks,
engaged in plowing a tiro-brea- k, was over-
taken and burned to death, with his team.
All day long yesterday tho fire company
and citizens battled with the tierce fires
that threatened to destroy Hinckley, Minn.
A party of six men started from one of the
Brennan Lumber Company camps to go to
another about two miles away. Daniel
Sullivan, his brother, of Moroa, and
Thomas Johnson, of Eau Claire, Wis., were
of this party. After going a short wny
they got in front of the lire, and Daniel
Sullivan, missing his brother, went back
witb Johnson to look for him. That was
tho last seen of them alive. Their remains
were found by John Brodieand their camp-mate- s.

The bodies were badly burned.
Forest tires have been raging throughout

Barron, Polk, Washburn and Burnett conn-tie- s,

Wisconsin, for several days, endanger-ini- t
all kinds of property, and in several in-

stances endangering life. The villages of
Pcrley and ConiBtock, In Barron county,
have been partially burned, also the saw-
mill, boarding-bouse- s, shops, barns, lumber.
etc., of 0. A. Kitan & Co., in Burnett
county. Numerous farm-house- s, barns,
etc., havo also been burned, along with
several hundred thousand feet of standing
pine in Bnrnett county. Tho villages of
liarronet, tohell Lake and Haywaru are iu
great danger. The emoke is ulmost suffo-
cating in Cumberland, and tire is still rag-in- s

Y0ULD NOT LET HIM TALK

An Envoy of HerrCahensly Barred for
the Meetings of tho Priester-Verei- n.

He Came Prepared to Open the Congress with
a Speech, but Was Not Permitted to De-

liver It-- What He Would II&T9 Said.

Buffalo, N. Y Sept 2h The greatest
surprise connected with the meeting of the
German-America- n Clerical Union in this
city came out to-nig- ht. The sensation was
caused by the leaking out of the faet that
Ilerr Cahensly's personal representative
has been present in the city throughout the
week's deliberations, from start to finish,
and was only prevented at the last
moment from making tho opening ad-

dress of the congress. Dr. lloelsher
and Father Ileiter, the leading priests on
tho committee on arrangements, were the
ones who, it is understood, at the confer-
ence in the Genesee Hotel on Monday,
made plain to Ilerr Cahensly's envoy tbo
intolerable position in which tbo clerical
union and the congress would be placed by
him in the event of such a connection be-

tween them beiug publicly established,
Paul Marie Baumgarten is the full name

of the envoy, and the Cahensly plan, as far
as known publicly, has beau to secure what
would amount to a German-America- n

hierarchy in America independent of
the present Catholic bishops, whose
authority would thus be relegated
to the affairs of the non-Germa- n

speakiug Catholio population. Failing in
this the vacancies occurring in the hier-
archy of the United States were to be filled
to the greatest extent possible by German
ecclesiastics. Several priests admitted the
presence of Banmgarten in the city, but
said be did not attend the meetings. He
was seen by a reporter to-nig- ht. The Ca-
hensly envoy is a man of about thirty years
with a clean shaven, pale, tbin
face, dark gray eyes and light
hair. He is about five feet ten inches tall,
wears a black suit of rich material. Prince
Albert coat, high silk hat aud the priestly
collar and black silk scarf. He was smok-
ing a cigarette when interrupted by the re--
sorter with the question: "A dispatch pun-
ishedf in the papers in this country about

a month atro accuses you of ng

with Cahensly in his plans for the United
States, is there any truth in it!"

"Pshaw, no, " said Dr. Baumgarten with,
a slight abrug of his shoulders, "it is the'
merest bosh."

"Tho same dispatch says that when
Cahensly was in Home last spring to push
his plan, yon acted as his pilot and gave
him all the aid you could."

"Yes, 1 know that article by heart. It
was sent from Berlin, but was doubtless
concocted in Rome. 1 laughed heartily
when 1 first read ir It is false, all bosh,
and you may say that the rest of that dis-
patch is bosh also. It is true that 1 am an
LL. D. 1 am privy chamberlain of His
Holiness, and am in training in the Acade-
my of Noble Ecclesiastics at Home."

"Then you did not pilot Cahensly. about
when he was in Komef"

"Not at all. I did not see him but once
at a dinner-tabl- e. He had then been in
liome for more than a week. If I was act-
ing witb him ho would havo sought me out
at once."

"Are you not in sympathy with him or
his idea?"

"Not in the least. Why, it is nonsense to
think of such a thing. You may say that 1
deny it absolutely."

THE SUPPRESSED SPEECII.
Baumgarten'a suppressed speech was evi-

dently written under the impression that
he was to address a large number of the
higher clergy. The reporter secured a cony
of it. The speech bogins: "Most reverend
archbishops and bishops, highly-respecte-d

president and this distinguished audi-
ence." It goes on to tell that
Uerr Lieber, the chief of tho German
Catholics in the Eeicbstag. had twice
already crossed the ocean with brotherly
greeting to the German Catholics of Amor-lc- a,

and he IBaumgarten bogged the con-
gress not to consider him as filling thatgreat man's place, etill he dared to ask
that they leud a friendly ear to the pupil
of the master. The speech warmly eulo-
gizes Windthorst.

After describing the Windtborst memo-
rial services in Rome, the address says:
"Whoever, in the din of the tight, has the.
courage to announce a new fight must win
the first ficht aud s bound in conscience to
light the second tight. And as Windtborst,
with his war programme against the godless
schools, brought into expression the inner-
most heart wish of Leo XIII, he can meas-
ure the best who has heard
the Holy Father complaining bit-
terly against the Italian state
schools completely spoiling tho young
and transforming them into enemies of the
church. You German Catholics of the
United States, in celebrating Windtborst,
have acknowledged that his principles are
also yours; and tho Holy Father, by honor-
ing Windtborst in such an extraordinarv
manner, has given to Wiudthorst'a princi-
ples a new sanction and a consecration
which must raise our courage in the the
fight for trnth and for freedom
and right. Whero Peter is there is
also the church, and if wo German
Catholics in tbo old and the new fatherland
stand now one fight, which the representa-
tive of Christ Himself fights with all His
might, then we need not be afraid that we
march astray. Across Windthorst'a grave
let us clasp bauds and promise tho great
dead that wo will neither sleep nor rest
until we shall succeed through Christian
education in freeing our youth from im-
morality and unbelief."

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C1USHED INTO AWOKKTfiAiN

Nino Persons Killed and Twenty Injured
by a Collision in Pennsylvania.

Blunder of a TIe irraph Operator Resnlta in the
Death of Fifteen Pascnsrftrs and injury

to Thirtjron a Kranish Kailway.

New Castle. Fa., 8cpt 21.A terrible
rrock occurred on the Pittsburg Western

road at McKira Siding, a station a bort
distance on the other side of Zelonop!e,
Jiatler county. At this point a work train
with a forco of fifty men was engaged in
putting doTTU a new trade. About 80'clock
this morning the work train got oat of the
way of a freicht train going west, but the
crow did not know that n second section of
the same number tvaa following tive min-
utes later. Tno wotk train neain pulled
out on tho main track and the men were
engaged in throwinu oil dirt when tho sec-
ond section struck the work train with
f;reat force. Cars were piled up in a

mass. The engiues were a mass of
broken iron and wood, and the hot steam
ami boiliug water poured ovrthe unfortu-
nate ones caught in the jam. For a moment
after the collision there was a silence.
Then the air waa broken by the shrieks of
thedyiug, making thescenoho terri bl that
ouo of the trainmen who had escaped injury
tainted with horror. The trniumen and
laborers who were not injured began at
once to assist those imprisoned in the
debris. Several arms nnd legs were found
in di tierent places, and the head of an Ital-
ian was picked up twenty let away from
tho body. The engineer, John Houghton,
who had bravely douo his best to stop his
enj;ino attached to the freight tram, was
found wedged in between broken and
shapeless iron.

i)y 11 o'clock the bod.'ea of eight Italian
laborers had been takon from the wreck,
and with the killing of Engineer Houghton
this swells the number to nine. There
were at least twenty men injured, several
of whom cannot recover. All of the bod.
ies were terribly mangled and distiirured.
Assistance was telegraphed for to Zeliono-pi- e

and in a short time physicians and
citizens were nt the scene rendering all tho
assistance in their power. Tho exact cause
of the disaster cannot bo learned, but it is
said that a mistake was made by tho train-
men, who did not correctly interpret the
signaL

Fifteen Killed and Thirty Hurt.
Madrid, Sept, 24. An express train run-

ning between Burgos and San Sabastien
camo into collision with a combined goods
and passenger train. FiUtcen people wero
killed and thirty injured.

Among the killed was an Englishman.
Ttie rest of the dead are Spaniards, and
they included among their number several
notables of this city. Among tho iniured
are tho artists Lucas and Long. The col.
lision was due to the blunder of a telegraph
operator in signaling that tho line was
clear. The station-maste- r at Burgos ban
attempted to commit suicide. The express
contained a number of wealthy persons
who had been spending the summer at San
Sebastian. The mixed passenger and goods
train was shunted on the main line by mis-
take and a curve in the line prevented the
approaching train from being seen nnd
made it impossible to avert a disaster. Tne
shock of the collision was fearful. Seven,
carriages were smashed and the permauent
way waa torn up for several yards. Piteous
ones for help showed that many pereons
were buried m the debris. The slow train
was little damaged and the occupants were
able to lend active assistance in extricat-
ing the vrctims. The work of rescue waa
difficult, tbre being no proper lifting ap-
pliances at band, and the rescuers were
unnrved by the sight of many ladies who
had puttered terrible injuries. It is feared
that ten of the injured will die.

The Cabinet at its meeting to-da- y de-
cided to institute an inquiry into the acci-
dent. Premier Cannvas del Castillo de-
clared that ho would hold the company re-
sponsible if ueeligence was proved. The
company was ordered to abolish the obso-
lete breguet system of telegraphs still
used on its lino, and to increaso the num-
ber of signalmen.it having been found
that many of the latter have been em-
ployed sixteen hours daily.

A later dispatch 6avsitisnow reported
that Seymour Lucas and Morris Long, tho
latter British vice-cons- ul at Malaga, were
killed. Several entire families perished,
including the judge of Victoria,
with his wife and daughter. Some
Englishmen, with tourist tickets, were
also killed. Most of the passengers were
asleep at the time of the collision. Twenty
were killed and twenty-thre- e injured, four
of whom have died since they were taken
from the debris. Many children wero
killed. When the Queen received news of
the disaster she stopped the fetes in honor
of her daughter's birthday, aud requested
the Minister of Justice to send all tho de-
tails.

Italians Slancled Whilo Celebrating.
Newark, N. J.. Sept. 24. Three Italians were

killed and twenty lnjurled to-nig- ht by tho ex-
plosion of an improvised cannon. Tho Italian
quarter was decorated with Italian tines andstreamers, and the nouses of the neighborhood
wrre brilliantly lighted with Chinese lanterns. In
honor of t. Iiocas day. A number of
tire-wor-ks were nln exploded. Among the
latier was a r'ece of pas-pip- e filled
with dynainito which was fired about 10:30
o'clock, and before the detonation bad died away
tie nir was tilled with shrieks. Cries and cronns
of p tin came from nearly thirty people who hdbeen injured by the esplo.'onl of the gas-pip- e.

Four patrol wagons were sent ti the scene, and
the injured vere taken to hospital It Is impos-
sible to learn et this hour tho condition of the
injured. .

Three Klllt d by an Explosion.

saw-mil- l, at Bear Creek, twelve miles from this
place, exploded this moraine, demolishing the

lural'erairn. The ladies of Grove nnd Fterlinwere horribly nianeltd, while that of Censer, al- -
thongh llown tv.o hundred feet, was hut little
lruit!. A careful examination of the pieces of
tho boiler demonstrates the theory that a stidden
intlus or cold water turned by Croro Into tho
holler caurtd tho exploslen.

Farmer Kills Uis Wife. Uer Sist-- r and Him-

self, and Cots His Uother-in-La- w.

Louisville, Ky., Sept 24. Near Quincy,
a hundred miles east of Cincinnati, to-da- y,

Thomas Carr, a farmer, thirty years old.
killed bis wife, her sister and himself.
They lived witb his wife's parents, James
Evans aud wife. Mrs. Evans received
soveral Bevere cuts, one of which,
three inches long, laid Dare the
brain. She was . able to testify
at the coroner's inquest, however, and told
tho story of tbo killing. She said the trouble
arose from jealousy on tho part of Carr.
Carr had quarreled with his wife last night.
This morning be went out to cut some
corn and his wife followed bim to gather
beans. When Mrs. Carr returned she said
her husband waa going away. A few mo-
ments later Carr came up with the knife
and attacked them. lie first struck
Mrs. Evans on the head, felling her to the
ground, and backed her once or twice,
cutting oil her ear. His wif ecrearned and
attempted to interfere. Ho struck her
across the back of the neck, almost cutting
oil' her head, and also struck her several
blows after 6he had fallen. Then seeing
Mrs. Koss Burrow, the sister, fleeing to-
ward a neighbor's, ho ran and killed her.
Carr tnen cut his own throat with the
knife. His wife is only seventeen years
old, and cannot recover.
