Henry Mcllv&ine Shot in tbe Abdomen by
John Tentrees Last Night. I THE BIG BUSINESS i 1
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RET. J. 31. TOVYNSEND.

An Alleged Interview Repudiated He Says 03

Per Cent of Indiana Negroes Are Loral.

A reporter of tbe Journal yesterday after-
noon saw Rev. J. M. Townsend, recorder
of deeds of tbe District of Columbia, and
called bis attention to a purported inter
view with bim in Wednesday evening's
News, and asked him if be bad been cor-
rectly quoted.

'No, sir; I have not been correctly ro- -

ported," said Mrs. Townsend, as bo finished
reading the clipping. "However. I never
protest against anything tbat appears in a
Democratic paper," continued be. "for tbe
reason tbat it is better to rest under one
misrepresentation than to incnr the others
that are likely to find place in an alleged
correction."

"What about tbe account that appeared
in the News of the meeting tbat was held
bere some time ago?" was asked.

Tbat account was in many respects in-
correct and misleading. It. with many
other accounts and rumors tbat were and
are in circulation, represented tbe colored
voters of -- Indiana and other Northern
StMtes where they bold the balance of
power, as being in a state of revolt. Noth-
ing could be further from the truth. That
acconnt reported that 1 bad read or had iu
my possession, letteis from the Presi-
dent, - promising to accede to our
demands. This was not trne. I
stated in tbat meeting tbat 1 had
conferred with the President in relation to
tbe wishes of the colored people; that 1 bad
bad one letter from bim on that subject,
and that I was firmly convinced that the
President was entirely friendly toward ns
and that be was willing to do what was
right and proper."

"What complaint bavo the colored Re-
publicans to make on the score of official
recognition!"

Dr. Townsend replied that this whole
matter bad been trreatiy exaggerated, but
said tbat whatever dissatisfaction there is
exists by reason of tho alleged in-
terference in appointments by men
outside of the States directly interested.
"As 1 have stated to you," be continued,
"1 have conferred with the President on
this subject on soveral occasions. I told
bim tbat a way to entirely satisfy the
colored people of these States was to ap-
point tbe men whom they mightagreeupon
for the positions that it was Indicated they
might have. 1 told bim that if outsiders
dictated appointments in Indiana without
reference to the wishes of the colored peo-
ple of Indiana it could not be fairly held
tbat tbe colored people of Indiana. were
represented. I believe tbat tbe President
thoroughly understands this thing now.
He did not understand it before, aud the
fact that he was guided by men not author-
ized to speak for my race accounts for
whatever apathy and dissatisfaction
there is."

"The fact is," continuod Dr. Townsend,
"that the situation has changed mightily
since these men came up out of bondage in-
to prominence. At tbat time tbe negroes
were in densest ignorance, and any negro
in tbe South who conld read and write was
considered qualified to run for sherift
or for Congress. These men were shrewd,
?uick to grasp an advantage, and they

to the front and nave held their
vantage position ever since. In the twenty-l-

ive years tbat have elapsed since tbat
time our schools and colleges have grad-
uated 'hundreds of men who have more
learning, brains, and qualities of
leadership than either they or my-
self ever had. To these young men
should be given a voice in tbe management
of the aflairs tbat pertain to their own
States and localities. These young men
are by instinct and tradition Republicans.
It is impossible for them to be Democrats.
So if they conolude to emphasize their dis-
satisfaction witb the existing order of
throws, the only way open is to remain
awav from the polls."

"What is tbe extent of this dissatisfac-
tion!"

"It is small as yet, bnt it may grow. As
the case now stands it is safe to say tbat
fully 65 per cent, of the colored voters of
Indiana and other Northern States are per-
fectly loyal to tbe Republican party. As
for myself, 1 want to be quoted as being in
favor of the renomination and election of
President Harrison for a second term, and

John Benson, a minister of good
standing in the conference and communi-
ties where he has officiated, yesterday pre-

sented a case to the Indiana A. 31. E. Con-Teren- ce

that excited a Tast amount cf in-

terest and much sympathy. Jason Bund?,
presiding elder of the Indianapolis district,
moyed mat Elder Benson be superannuat-
ed, because he is unable to accomplish any
good on account of the physical infirmity
of talking in his sleep, and the rising of
language unbecoming a Christian minister.
Elder Benson said he was nnconscioas of
anything of the kind; tnat iu the daytime,
and in his life and conversation, be defied
any one to aay anything about bis conduct
or bis character in any respect; that
be never used any improper language
and challenged any ono to bring
anything against him when be was awake.
Tnere was much sympathy expressed for
Elder Be nson because of iis twenty years
of service and his unblemished record, ex-
cept Lis conversation in his Bleep. The
affliction was regarded as n misfortune
rather than a fault, for which he was not
responsible. It was thought that if Elder
Benson was situated in bis own house while
doing pastoral work, instead of lodging in
tho house of others, the people would not
bn brought in contact with an experience
tbat tends to mar his inlluence in the com-
munities where he is called to officiate.
The motion to superannuate him was unan-
imously voted down, which was an expres-
sion of confidence in bis character as a
Christian minister.

Some articles were read from the Indian-
apolis World, written by Dr. Wm. Chavis,
reliecting upon the ministry becauso they
enjoyed the confidence of the poorer class
of people, and upon Bishop Brown for mat-
ters oi administration. The members of
the conference were considerebly stirred
np about tho unjust retlcctions: and after
indulging themselves in expressions of un-
favorable opinions, and in moving for a
committee to make a suitable response.
Bishop Brown advised against giving any
undue prominence to snch acts and persons
by noticing their aspersions. Tbe matter
was therefore dropped.
