The announcement in regard to the Mis-

The
whole market felt the depressing etivet. It
was surprising how stubborn the resistance
to the bad Lreak was. Many stocks re-
covered when given s chance to show the
strength of the present upward movement
in prices. The opening was irregular and
excited, and the weakness in Missouri Pa-
cific was most prononnced at the outset
and 4 per cent. was knocked oft its price
within the first hour. The rest of the mar-
ket dragged down, and while the decline
was steady under the pressure to sell
from the frightoned holders and the
triomphant “bears,” the resistance in
view of the nature of the depressing force
was remarkable. Over 400,000 shares
changed bandsin the forenoou, snd after
that time there was comparative quiet in
the market, with some slight recoveries, al-
though the market remained feverish
tbroughbout. In the Iast hour, however,
there was a renewal of the depressing in-
flurnce, and the transactions again assumed
enormous proportions. while prices melited
away rapidly. Missoun Pacifio took an-
other dip and touched 65, against 742 last
evening, while Union Pacific dropped to 40,
and many others, including Lackawanna.
showed marked weakness. Stocks which
bad throughbout tlhe forencvon resisted
the decline now gave way, and Canada
Southern fell away 3 per cent, from 1ts best
figuare. The market under the continued
pressure closed very active and weak at
about the bottom figures of the day. The
losses were very material and significant
smong the leading shares, Missouri Pacific
showing a declin® to-night of 9% per cent.;
Union Pacitic, 3%: Wabash preferred, 27%;
Cordage, 2%; North American, Reading and
Lackawanna, 2%; Capada Southern, 2%;
Atchison and Baurlington, 2's, and the
others smaller amounts, but generally be-
tween 1 and 2 per cent.
