CHINA OFFERS COMPENSATION

Willing to Pay Foreignersfor Loss of Life
and Property During Recent Riots,

And Also Promises Protection Against a Re-
carrence of the Outrages—Her Ability to
Do So Doubted by British Officials

HastyAction bythe PowersWould Throw
the Country Into a State of Anarchy,

For Already Are the Secret Societies Buying
Arms and Watching for an Opportunity to

OFFERS REPARATION,

China Makes Prowises to Foreigoers, Which
Are Recelved with Distrast.
{Copyright, 1841, by the New York Associated Presa.)

Loxpox, Sept. 25.—The communications
from the Pekin government offering com-

pensation to foreigners who have suffered
in the recent riots in China, with the

strongest assurances of future protection,
are received with distrust in the Foreign
Oflice here. Hsu Ching Chang, the Chinese
ambassador to the European courts, has
recently been in St. Petersburg, where he

succeeded in inducing the Russian govern-
ment to withdraw from the joint action
projected by the powers. He artived in
Berlin g9-day with the view of trying to
influenge Chancellor Von Caprivi, but it is
certain that be will not alter the detor-
mination of the German government to co-
operate with the British in taking decisive
measures. The Pekin note, as given to the

papers, fails to 1ndieate the real
character of the appeal made by

Hesu Ching Chang to the Euaropesn

governments. He has urged that the m-
perial government was entirely hopest in

desiring tosuppress the disorders and seek-
ing time to deal with the anti foreign

movement, and that precipitate action on
the part of the powers would defeat their
object and Lring Chiva into adarchy. His
communications distinctly saggest the
probability of such & potent political up-
heaval in China as might overthrow the
Mancbua dynasty.

The panicky feeling existing in Pekin is
made known here by urgent telegrams sent
through the Cbinese embassy, imploring
Lord Salisbury to instruet Sir Jobn
Walsham, the British minister to China,
to adopt & more friendly attitade.

Minister Walsham sadvises the Fereign

Oflice that persistent diplomatio preesure,
combined with a mnaval demonstration

at certain of the treaty ports will be the
only effective means to prevent a recur-

rence of the outrages. He complains that
the promulgation of the Emperor's edict
against the attacks on foreiguers has been
annpecessarily delayed. He asked the

officials to use the telegraph in publishing
the edict, bot the officials refused, sayiug
that there was no precedent for doing so
and that the edict must be distributed by
the ordinary couriers. The minister also
complains of the uncertainty of the
puniebment of the real leadenw of theout-
ragen. I Lord Salisbary supports Miniater
Walsbaw's policy the powers will actively
intervene in order to protect Earopeans,
leaving the Tartar duvasty to take care of
iteclf. Ip spite of the chsotic state of the
present troubles the Foreign Office here
bopes that the ultimate resunlt will be an
extension of trade to important centres on
the Yanutse Kiang, which is now closed,
but where the government hopes to estab-
lish consulates.

CHINA'S OFFER TO THE POWERS,
Following is a summary of the official

cablegram received from Pekin on Monday
and banded to the Foreign Office on Tues-
day: Specific sums of money are offered to
the treaty powers to compensate for the

loss of life aud property at Wuhu, Wusuch,
Tanyang, Wooseih and other places where
the niots occurred. Four leaders of the
riots have been exeocuted and tweunty-one
banisbed, and five mandarins bave been ad-
judged culpably remiss in having failed to
deal eflectively with the riotersand to take
sdequate measnres to preserve order. They
have beon reported to the throne for puau-
mwhment., |Le imperial governmeut, recog-
nizing its entire responsibility for the pres-
ervation of order atthe treaty vorts, and
for the protection of missionaries in the in-
terior, has ordered fhe viceroys of Chibili
and Nunkin to dispateh the northern and
sonthern aq‘undrons of the Chinese lleet to
patrol the Yangtse and affora protection
wherever the life ana property of Europe-
ans are 3uill apparently threatened. Al-
thongh the rumors of further troubles still
excite uneasiness in certain places, the im-
perial government has no doubt of its
ability to cope eflectively with any at-
tempts at fresh ULreaches of the peace,
whether from the operations of the secret
societies or the result of local or accidental
circumsatances, The examination held last
month at Nankin, Woeochang, Nanchang,
Haog Chow and Foo Chow ended without
the disorders often attendant upon the
assembling of so many thousands of stu-
dents, the nsual number at Nankin alone
being twanty thousand, and searcely fewer
at the other capitals mentioned Nothing
is known respecting the reports cabled to
Europe of &an attempt to seize the
Foo Cbow, but undoubred
evidence of the activity of secret
societies has bLeen obtained in other
quarters, Thirty-five cases of toreign rifles,
conusigned to a liritish subject employed in
the Chinese imperial costoms service at
Chin Keang, have hwen seized by customs
oftieers at Shanghai. The consignee was
arrested and sent to Shanghair 10 be dealt
with by the Britisb anthorities. The same
man was found to be 1n possession of a
quantity of dynamite, which he confessed
was intended for nse by a secret soviety at
Chin Keang. The arms came from Hong
Kong. Two other British subjects and six
other foreigoners, of doubtfnl nationality,
residents of shanghai, were fouand to be
immplicated in this trapsaction, which Hart,
the inspector-general of the Chinese im-
perial customs, and the British consnlate
at Shanghai and Chin Keang areinvestigat-
ing. The imperial government repeats
that it bhas po doubt of its entire com-
petency to preserve order.

PREPARING FOR WAR.

Chinese Secret Societies Trring to Buy Arms
and Hire Drill Instructors,

LoxDpox, Sept, 25, —Advices from Shang-
hai to the London and China Telegraph of
this city state that the highest officials at
Pekin and at Nankin expect ths European
governments 1o combine in & demand for
redress for the outrages perpetrated upon
foroigners in China, The same paper adds
that tne secret society men are also ex
pecting suech action upon the part of the

powers, and that they are preparing to act
when the right moment arrives. The paper
says it s certain that a very prominent
person has heen asked to supply war mate-
rial and drill nstructors for use in the
lower Yanutse Kiangdistricts. Many young
men of the best Chinese families are con-
nected with those secret socjeties. A prom-
inent foreign resident of Shanghai, the same
paper states, has been asked to send esti-
mates to Nankin for organizing a brigade
of troops 1o be disciplived and armed ac-
cording to the English system, and to be
commanded by forvign otficers, The same
resident, it is also said, has been asked to
state the terms upon which ﬂo can supply
three fast steam cruisers, f equipped

| for war, and to bo delivered within three

monthe’ time.

The office of the Missions Catbkoliques, at
Lyons, [rance, bas received advices from
China to the efiect that the natives
had attacked three monks at north-
ern Chansi, and that nothing had been
heard trom the vicar apostolie. Fears are
entertained for the safety of the monks
andninety inmatesof the Chansi orphanage.

The Times Paris correspondent says: It
bhas become known here that the officials of
the Chinese provinces in which the riots
ocecurred have distinctly aecclined to be
beld responsible therefore, and have de-
clared it immpossible to pay indemunity. The
inference to be drawn is that China's circu-
lar to the powers aius simply at delay in
order to shirk indemnity, and therefore not
be beld to account by Europe.

STRANGE STORY OF A TRAMP.

Confesesd to s Murder in Illinois for Which
Another Is Serving a Life Sentence.
- — —

MiNNEAPOLIS, Sept. 25.—Conscience has
finally forcea Jacob Brown to confess a
murder committed eight years ago. Since
1883 Brown has been fleeing from his crime,
but it has pursued him the length and
breadth of the continent. At last, in Min-

neapolis, he has confessed to Superintend-
ent of Police Henderson. There is one man

whose heart will give a bound of joy when
he hears of the confession. He is convict

Gray, a “lifer” in the penitentiary at Ches-
ter, Ill. Gray bas been thought the mur-
derer instead of Brown, He wae convicted

at Salem, I1l. Brown’s confession will set
him free both from prison and from dis-
grace. Brown’s story waa so strange a tale
that the Chief at firet set him down asa
crank. The man was so earnest. however,
that the Chief ordered bim locked up and
sent a telegram to Centralia, 1il., where the
murder was committed. This morning the
answer came from the sheriff, **Hold the
man, letter coming. Will send for him.”
The story of the murder is a strange one.
Brown, who was tramping, went into a box
oar to sleep, He stumbled over & man in
the dark, and a fight ensued. Brown bhit
his assailant a death blow with a coupling-
pin and fled. Not long after Gray, another
tramp, cam+ along, and went to_ sleep in
the same car, not inomng that he bad a
dead man fnr a companion. The next
morning when he arvse he found that his
arm had rested in a pool of blood. He tore
ofl the bloody sleeve and fled. That sleeve
cansed his arrest, conviction and sentence,
He does noteven know who the real mur-
derer was. Hrown claime to come from a
well-to-do Seouthern family, but will not

give his real name.

ELEVYEN DEAD AND THIRTY HURT.

Fearful Havoc of a Bomb and Mortar that Ex-
ploded in & Crowd of ltalians.

———

Newarg, N. J., Sept. 25.—~The explosion
last night at the italian celebration has re-
sulted in eleven deaths, while thirty per-
sons are sufferning from wounds of a moreor
lean gericus pature. A big copper casing
mortar was used for the bombs. These
were filled with colored fire and shot in the
air, where they burst, throwing ont a
shower of vari-colored sparke. It was this

mortar that exploded and cansed all the
harm. The bLomb casing is about five
inches in diameter and thirty tnches long.
About 11 P. M, a large bomub was put in the
mortar and lighted. It issupposed that the
bomb exploded in it. There were hundreds
of men, women and children
arouna watching with great expectancy.
When 1t exploded the air was filled with
the shrieks of the injured sud dying. In-
tense confusion followed. A platoon of
police were on the sceue, and they had
great difticnlty in preventing the fright-
ened mnlc‘ti_ude friom zrn_m-ﬁling the injanred
to death, ®1he expisaion ié suppesed to be
dae to an overcharge of powder. Rumeors
were abroad that there bad been dynamite
in the bomb, but this is aenied. Thero is a
city ordinance forbidding the dieviay of
fire-works, except ou legal bolidays and at
military reviews, The superintendent of
fire department granted the permit for the
fatal exhibition,

PULPIT PROBATIONERS

Listen to an Instructive and Businesslike
Sermon from the Bishop.

AURORA, Ind., Sept. 25.—Bishop Foster's
address to the class for admission into full

connection in the Indiana Conference was
in every way worthy of himself. He called
their attention to the factthat the doctrine
of the divine call to the ministry bas al-
ways been fundamental ip Methodism.
“No man,” he said, “has a nght to invade
the pulpit unless he isso called by definite
conviction io hisown mind, wrougbt, as
Methodists believe, by the Holy Ghost
Methodlsm fixes a probation for members
tosave the church from the intrusion of
improper persons, aund, in like manner,
fixes a probativn for ministers, that the
conferences may besaved from the intrusion
of mmproper men in the boly ministry.
No harm whatsoever 18 wronght bLy this

metbhod to those who are worthy of mem-
bership 1n the church or in the body of the
ministry., The initiative steps i1n the mak-

ing of the preacher are taken by the lay-
men in the quarterly conferences of the

churches. Mr. Wesley, at the start, be-

lieved that no one should enter the minis-
try but a trained person. Baut, under the
influence of his mother’s wise connsel, he
decided to admit men who bad gifts, and
grace, and influence, even though they
were not trained in the schools. But Mr,

Wesley always exercised the most thor-
ough aud honest oversight of all his preach-

ers, 8o that he might be clear in the con.
viction that his preachers actually bad
gifts, and grace, and usefuloess.”

The Bishop insisted that an annual con-
ference could not be too careful in its ex-
amivation of wen coming up for adwission
into the traveling counection. Even
though & man bas passed all the tirst stages
of examinatior, yet the final examination
should be mosi searcbing and thorough,

“I'he people 47 our charches,” said he,
“expect honest work on the part of an an-
nusl conference 1n the consideration of the
men who are admitied into the body of the
mipistry. In the last avalysis it is ¢clear
that the ministers themselves are to blame
if men enter the miniutry who are unwor-
thy in morals or nusuitable in intellectual
endowments, or in social gualities, or in
spiritual force. The lirst voint of all in
considering the quest102 of a man’'s call to
the ministry is character. Unless a man
has a spotless characuwr be is not fit to be
thought of as & minister. Not even the
guestion of a man’s conversion is to be con-
sidered firet. Grace comes to many men
who are full of conspiracy. Bo that men
bad at heartmay have some religiovs marks
about thewm, So character comies fivet in
every case. Bnt then a man mast have
also & thorough Christian experience. If
he be without any clear saving acquaint-
ance with Jesus ClLrist, manifestly that
mwan 18 not cailed of God to the minsiry.

“Intellectual qualifications are of urst
consequence. The time was when it would
bave besn counted heterodox to claim that
any intellectual gualification was uneces-
urr. It was supoos-d that men whom God
called wounid have supernatural quaiifica-
tions, so that one should not Lother his
head aboat such things. In point of fact,
that theory wrought infinite herm to the
men who beld it and to the church. Men
gave thewmselves up to a life of indolence
stretcbing from their adwission to the mn-
istry on to its culmination, The theory
that God fills mouths that are open is true,
but He fills them with wind only.

*It is absolutely vecessary to have the
highest intelloctualadvantages. While we
dare not say thata high cultare is indis-
pensable to every one, yet we mustsay that
it is indispensable to the body of the minis-
iry. A few men may not need a high cault-
us, but the great majority of ministers
absolotely must have it. It will be a
sad day for Methodism when we fail
to empbasize the divine call and the neces-
sity of a gepunine Christian experience,
but the time is now here in which we must
demand the spotiess moral e and the most
{horqngh possible training of the intel-
ect.

CHARGING THE CLASS,

At tbhis poiut the Bishop hesitated as if
be might stop, but he was urged to go on.
Sometimes he speaks for two bours 1n these

charges to the classes and conferencea.
Resuming he said: *“Noman with & mind
can avoid being affected by the troubled
conditions of life existing to-day. No man

of sense would think of brushing aside with
bis hand these perplexities and donbts of
the age. He must study all questions pro-
foundly until be finds bimself reaching
conclusions. No man dare believe any-
thing because his father believed
it. He must astudy to find truth
for himself. What truth he finds, that
he must preach. Ho must not preach his
doubts and bis perplexities. Faith is be-
lief of the truth, and trath 1s found by
study and brain-sweat.”

The Bishop then contrasted the supposed
saving of men by emotional excitement,
which is partly physical and partly nervous,
with the real saving of men by the contact
with divine ideas. “Empty charches are
found every where,” he went on, “becaunse
ministers have nothing to give the people,
Men rush to the church if the minister has
anything tor them, but if he bas nothing at
all they rush away again. The mimstry is
a unigue 1nstitution. God calls the min-
lster and puts a mark on him e
tbhat he ought always to be a minister,
He should bave the life of a man set apart
to the holy work by God. He onght even
iu his dress to appear among men a8 & min-
ister.” Following this the Bishop said in
the most solemn manuer that he was some-
times tempted to say that no man bad any
right in the pulpit in these times unless he
was o great man—great in character, and
great in his power to illuminate the truth,
so that the prople find in hima mighty
stimulus to righteounsness. “It isa retinec-
tion on God.” said he, “to claim that He
would call imbeciles to the ministry, and

et it 18 too trne that many miunisters have

en unfaitbful and that they are utterly
incompetent,”

This most extraordinary address was
closed by remarks on pastoral
visiting and Ly furtber describ-
mmg this =as an age of stupen-
dous and nnprecedented spiritual hunger.
Bishop Foster has advised the conference
against the admission of young men unless
they bhave taken time to prepare themn-
selves thoroughiv for the difiieult and re-
sponsible duties of the minisu?. About
ten men had been recommended for admis-
eion om trial. It now seems quite probable
that no one of them will Le adwmitted, for
the reason that they are pot up to the
standard whieh common sense would die-
tate as urcessary in these times.

A remark o the report of Dr, E, H. Wood,
presiding elder of the Moore's Hill diatrict,
illustrates the growth of a cnus-
tomm in the churches that * lLas
found fierce opposition by men who
ought to have lived in some age earlier
than thisone. It is known that the ofticers
in Trinity Church, st Louisville, have in-
vited a gifted Methodist, Rev. J. W. Tur-
m.otﬁadhn. to traoafer to the Ken-

tucky Conference and take their pnipit.
Mr. Tarner haa accepted, as he and the
officers of the Louisville church are the
chiet parties interested, So Dr. Wood, the
presiding elder, 10 his report to the conler-
ence, stated that "all the arrangements 1o
the transfer of Brothér Turner have been
made, and we only await the sanction of
the bishop.” That Bishop Foster will
“sanction” the arrangemenis made by the
Trimity Church, at Louisville, and Brother
Tuaruer goes without saying.

WOMEN ARE ELIGIBLY,

The vote on the question of the eligibil-
ity of women to memberehip in the elec-
toral and general conferences resuited, as
was anticipated, in a wmajority in favor

of the measure. The total vote cast was 94,
The vote for theadnnssion of women was
G4, against 30, The conierencereceived Dr.
John, president of DePuuw University,
with much enthusiasm as he came forward
to represent the work of the university.
Dr. Marti president of Moore's Hill Col-
lege, was also given hearty reception.
esolutions of appreciation of the work
of Dr. Gilbert were passed by the confer-
ence, |be lirst bullot for ministerial dele-
ntes 20 the next General Conlerence, to be
eld in Omaba in May of 1842 resnited
in the chowee of Dr. J. P. D. John,
This choice was generally expected, as Dr.
John is held in most loving regard by these
ministers with whom he has passed his life,
Three ministerial delegates are to be chosen,
On the third baliot Dr. J. A. Sargent, of
C"onners_ﬂll& and on the tourth bLaliot Dr.
E. H. Wood, the retiring presiding elder,
were chosen as ministerial delegntes,

A tine body of laymen came up from the

REVISING THE CREED.

Rochester Presbytery Goea Over the Work of
the General Assembly Commitiee.

ROCHESTER, N. Y,, Sept. 25.—Tbhe Presby-
tery of Rochester has held its stated fall
meeting at Nunday, N, Y. The matter of

chief interest and importance that came up
for consideration was the Confession of

Faith, as revised by the committee of the
General Assembly. In Chapter 3 the

clause, ““God has predestinated some of

mankind unto life,” was chan ged to “pre-

destinated a muititude whom no man can
nuomber.” The last sentence in the sixth
section of the same chapter was struck
out, to-wit: *“Neither are any other re-
deemed by Cbrisi effectually called. justi-
fied, adooted, sanctitied and saved but the
elect only.”

The most remnarkable thing done was to
vote that the seveuth section of the chap-
ter, both in the original form, which de-
clares that *‘the rest of mankind God wae
gleued to pass by and to ordain to dis-

onor and wrath.” and the revised form
should be omitted altogether and the fol-
lowing adopted as a substitote for it:

The decrees of God oconcerning all mankind
are to be so construed as to be in harmony with
these declarations of 8cripture, viz.: That Christ

is the propitiation for the sins of the whole
world, and tbat God is not wjlling that any

stionld perish, 1ut that all shodld come to ro-
peuntance and live.

This change baving been made, it was
decided to be necessary to strike out the
last section of the chapier, which relates to
the high myst« just expunged. Osher
changes were made, such as the following,
in Chapter 6, Section 2, the statement *‘de-
tiled in all the faculsies and parts of sonl
and body,"” was modified. In the third sec-
tion of the same chapter the clause “The

uilt of this sin was imputed” wus dropped

ause to say “we all sinned in Adam.)”
is to say what is utterly uniotelligible
and incunceivable, and the whole 1des is
contrary to nataral justice and to the ex-
press declaration of Scripture, “The son
shall not bear the imiquity of the father”
In Chapter 7 the clause “promising His
holy spirit to all that are ordained into
life,”” was changed to “all that ask Him.”
A similar change was made in Chapter 10,
dection 4, where it 18 said the non-eleet
“may have #0me commoun operations of the
spirit,” should read "ma'v havethe gracious
operations of the spirit.’

GUNNING FOR MR, VINCENT.

Indiana Laymen le-:vidonce Against
:a Follower of the Alleged Heretic Briggs
New York, Sept. 25.—The little chapel
of Union Tbheovlogical Seminary, unsually
sacred to quiet devotion, ravg with ap-
planse yesterday while the Rev. Dr. Mar-
vin R. Vincent delivered to the studeunts
and friends of the institution the acnual
address, opening the scholastic year. In
the same place, seven months ago, Dr.
Charles A, Briges read the famous inangu-
ral which has since promised to disrupt the

Presbyterinn Churcb. In every way as
vigorous i1n tone and as advanced in
thought, Dr. Vincent's address was almost
equally remarkable, and may be followed
by results as mmportant, President Hast-
ings and other leaders of the seminary
smilingly admitted that what Dr. Vincent
had said was exactly in the line of Dr,
Brigge's eftort, and if the one waw heretical
the other was not orthodox; but this did
not seem to worry them. Most of those
who crowded the chapel were the sup-
porters of Union, but five or six gentlemen
were there who are noted oppounents of Dir,
Briggs. Among them was a layvman from
Indiana who. at the Detroit General Assem-
biyv, was a foremost anti-Briggs lobuyist.
The friends of Dr, Driggs said these grntle-
men attended yesterday for the purpose of
“getting ammunition,” from whieh it
appears likely that there is trouble abead
for Dr. Vincent.

REPORTER ON TRIAL.
Charged with Libeling Prince George of

Wales During His Montreal Visit.
MoONTREAL, Sept. 25, —After having been

postponed from term to term during the past
year, the trial of R. N, O'Brien, accused

of Lbeling Prince George of Wales was
begun this afternoon before Judge Croes,

in the Court of Queen's Bench. There was
quite an array of legal and journalistio

talent in the court when the case was called.
When the ocourt was notified that
it was a case of libeling Prince George,
his Honor asked if it was taken in the
form of libeling & member of the royal
family. To this counsel for the prosecu-
tion replied in the negative, adding that it
was simply taken by Prinoce George as an
ordinary citizen. The court then allowed
the case to proceed.

After the jury had been sworn, counssl
for the prosecution explained that about
one year age Prince George of Wales,
grandson of the Queen, visited Montreal,

and was entertained in & manoer befitting
his rank ana position in society. Unfortu.

nately, be added, this visit was notallowed

to pass without comment, but the onl
regrettable comment was that circula

in New York papers and telegraphed
from Montreal stating that the Prinoe
after & reception given bim in the Academy
of Music on the evening of Sept
forgetting his rank and the good opinion
the citizens, returned to the Windsor Ho.
tel, where be changed bis clothing and
started out with the lieutenant of H. M. 8,
Thrush and a prominent Montreal gentle-
man to engage, as the article puts it, in
debauch. At a late bour, while prosecuting
this debauch, or “doing the town,” as the
article reads, the Prince and bis companions
found themeelves at the corner of St. Cone
stant snd La Gaucitiere streets, where
they were accosted by six ronghs, who de-
wanded money. Io ashors time :iw Pince
and bis friends were engagrd, it was re.
ported, in & rough-and-tumble fight with
their assaillapts. with the result that the
latter were knocked down. Then three of
Montrewl's most stuprd botibies, as the ar-
ticle put it, came upon the scene and ar-
rested the Prinece, the lientenant of the
Thrusb and their Montreal friends. At the
police station they attempted to axplain
matters, but withount snccess, and were pus
in a cell, where they were saubseguently
found Ly Chief Hugbes, who had Leen tele-
phoned for. The illustrivus prisoner was
at once hberated, and mutoal apologies
followed, The counsel explained that at
the end of the dispateb appeard the words,
over R. N, O'Brien’ssignature, “This is true
and strictly exclusive.” i

(’Brien, that be left 1t in the bands of the
Canadian Paciie Telegraph Cowpany, and
that it was_ transmitted to several papers
in the United States,

Little Boy Deliberately Drowned by Two
Other Boys, Eight and Nine Years 014,

LoNpoXN, Sept. 25.—The story of the twe
Liverpool boy murderers, as detailed at
the inquest on the body of their littles vie-
tim, surpasses in peculiar horror that of
any deod in the sonals of English erime.
The boy Shearon, nine years of age, having
been deprived of his ciothes as a punish-
meet for truancy, got hold of a piece of
sacking, with which he covered his naked-
ness, and then left his home. laving met
Crawford, an equally vicious youth of
eight years, the two decided to entice away
the first decently-dressed iad they could

find and rob him of Lis clothes. They met

the lad Eccles, eight years of age, and in-
duced him to go with them to play on some
rafts floating on the surface of a body of
water contained in an excavation. Shearon
and Crawford delayed their murderous
work until other lads playing on the water
bad left the ecene. Tuen they pushed Ee-
cles 1nto she water, the depth of which was
twelve feet. Finding it awkward to get at
his clothes tbhey hel bim out, stripped
him and then pushed bhim in again., As the
victim struggled a great deal he was helped
out again and was taken toa higher part of
the adjacent masonry and tHung over a
third time., The murderers afterward
stamped upon his body and watched two
hours to see if he moved. They then di-
vided the spoils, They confessed with ab-
solute callousness,
