There were probably from 12,000 to 15,000
people at the fair yesterday, and the re-
ceipts were £4000. Friday of last year's
fair week was the big day, because it was
about the only one during whicli the peo-
ple could see the show without getting
rained on. The receipts last year
were $7.083, and yesterday, while a
little below the average for Friday,
were quite satisfactory. In 1855 they
amounted to $7,081; 1586, §5,350; 1557, $3,508;
1888, $4,381; 1580, $4.291; 1800, 87,083, and 1891,
$:,900. The average for these years s §5,320.
T%e total receipts of the present fair up to
last evening were $£28000. Everything
moved along smoothly at the grounds yes-
terday. The committees were busy
closing up the preminm awards and
the stock exbibitors were at
work getting the animals ready for ship-
ment home or to other fairs. The amphi-
theater was again packed all the afternoon,
theraces, as isever the case, attracting more
attention than any other feature of the

fair. The unfinished 2:50 pace waa the first
on the card, and its result was something
of a sarprise.
