New York, Sept 20. Mr. Gould said,
yesterday: "Missouri Pacific has passed
through three pretty lean years and paid
its dividends. I see nothing in the futnre
of that, or other properties in which I am
interested, to justify me in parting with
my holdings. lint I have waited and hoped
for increased net earnings which have not
come and I am not disappointed. I am re-

sponsible to the stockholders for good man-
agement and they have a right to dividends
when earned, but I am not responsible to
them or to anybody else for unearned divi-
dends. I have no secret device for creatmsc
a dividend surplus which docs not result
from a careful and economical manage-
ment of a property. I give the most
of my time, more energy and vitality than
I have to spare for such purpose, to the
management of the Missouri Pacific, the
Union Pacific and other properties, and
never received one dollar as compensation.
I accept no salary from any corporation
with which I am connected. Besides this,
I am always advancing them large bums of
money. I have had as high as 3,000,000
loaned to properties at C per
cent, when 25 to 50 per cent was
bid for money on Wall street. Take
Union Fact he as an example; I undertook
its management last fall to keep it from go-
ing into a receiver's hands. 1 have ever
since loaned it large amounts of money, in-
dorsed its paper for its loans and worked
o hard and incessantly to extricate it Irom

its bankrupt condition that it pretty near-
ly finished mo. iMr. Gould here refers to
the eilect on bis health) and yet I am ac-
cused of wishing to defeat the very object
for which I have been laboring."

Mr. Gould further said that he did not
think a dividend would bo declared this
quarter. In accounting for the decreased,
earnings of tho Union Facilio he said:
"Owing to poor crops last year some of our
branch lines have hardly earned their
interest charges; but the reat trouble now
is that six roads have formed a combina-
tion, or poo), Fast of St. Louis and we aro
losiug our grain traffic It does not come
via st. Louis, but goes direct to Chicago
from Kansas City."

"Is there no help for that stato of affairs,
Mr. Gould?"

"Oh, yes! We will overcome it in a few
weeks. We are poshing to completion a
connecting link that will enable us to de-
liver wheat and other grain at New Orleans
for export over the Missouri Facitio and
Iron Mountain, at the same price that the
other roads can lay it down at Chicago. We
also have a connection with and an outlet
at Memphis."

This is regarded as the most important
part of the interview. Perhaps later in the
season people will understand why Mr.
Gould wishes to defer the Missouri Pacific
dividend. Tho "combination" of six roads
and tho new outlet for Missouri Pacific
grain traffic may be interesting questions
later on.

How to Stain a Floor.
New York Commercial Advertiser.

Perhaps you have a hardwood floor, or ts
floor which you wish to stain eo that it will
have the resemblance of natural wood. A
very serviceable, dark, reddish brown
stain if made by dissolving one and one-ha- lf

ounces of permanganate of potash in
a gallon of boiling wat r. Stir the solution
thoroughly with a stick, und put it down
with a painter's Hat brush, working rapid-
ly and with the grain of the wood. If tho
stain is not dark enonsh apply another
when the lirst is dry. Afterwards "set" the
stain by rubbing in three coats of linseed
oil. Kub the oil in along the grain of the
wood nnd let each coat become thoroughly
dry. Finally, polish with beeswax and tur-
pentine. Apply with ilanuel and polish
with brush. The polishing should be re-
peated once a week. The lioor ehould be
dusted daily.

Driven from early
dawn to late at night with work, forced to
bear a double burden, tho hearing and euro
of children and the household work, she
has no show. Not a holiday is allowed her,
and her selfish master does not demand for
her any release from labor, any cessation
from the toil that has made the American
woman at forty older, than the American
man at sixty.

The most novel idea for a social gather- -
itigisu "library patty," where evervyoung
lady dresses in some co&tume that subtests
tho title of come book. There is a librarian
to wait upon the readers. Each gentleman
comes to the librarian and obtains a "read-
er's card." which has his name written
across the top.

BIG STRIKE THREATENED.

Southern Paclfie Conductors, Rrakemen and
Switchmen Refused Higher Wages.

San Antonio, Tex., Sent. 25. The gen-

eral grievance committee of the orders
of railway conductors, brakemen and
switchmen, to-da- y presented each of the
six division superintendents of the Atlantic
system of the Southern Pacific road with a
printed request for an increase of wages. It
is a very elaborate schedule proposed, and
would increase the conductors wages on
mileage, about $5 a month, brakemen
$10 and switchmen $15. The division super-
intendents denied the request, as the ac-
ceptance would moan an increase of ex-
penses of 340,000 a month. The grievance
committee will now refer the matter to the
highest general otlicer of their orders, who
will make the demand upon General Super-
intendent Van Vlieck and General Manager
Krutchnitt If they refuse the breeches
on the Atlantic system of the road wtll be
granted the privilege of striking if they de-
sire. It would be a tremendous strike, cov-
ering 1,500 miles of road.

Cotton --Pickers Engage In a Riot.
Littlk Rock, Ark., Sept 2a Late re-

ports received from Morianna say the
tronble between cotton-picker- s near there
culminated in a riot, resulting in
several negroes being killed and
& number wounded. The sheriff of
the county quelled tho disturbance
and has the leaders nnder arrest. The riot
grew out ox a strike inaugurated by a num-
ber of pickers, who demanded 75 cents per
hundred pounds, an increase of 25
cents. The planters refused their demands.
The dissatisfied negroes at once struck,
and their places were tilled by
others. The strikers became angered at
these proceedings, and tried to persuade the
working negroes to quit. Being refused, a
general tight ensued. Women, men and
children participated, armed with hoes,
sticks, knives and revolvers. It is re-
ported that two men were killed outright.

The Well-Know- n Lafayette Attorney, CoL
William C. Wijson.

Lafayette, Ind.. Sept 26. Col. William
C. Wilson, tho well-know- n attorney, died
here yesterday morning from nervous pros-
tration and softening of the brain.

Colonel Wilson was horn in Crawfords-vill- e,

Nov. 22, 1827. He graduated from
Wabash College in 1S47 and in 1673 was
given the degree of master of arts. In 1849

he graduated from the Indiana University
law school, and in 18c0 began the praotice
of law here. In 1854 he formed a partner-
ship with the late Judge George Garton, of
Chios go, which continued until the latter
removed to Chicago. Mr. Wilson entered
the army in April, in 18G1. ns a private in
tho Tenth Indiana Regiment, but was made
captain a few days later and then promoted
to major. He participated in the West
Virginia campaign, and was wounded at
tho battle of Rich Mountain. Later he
was made colonel of the Fortieth Indiana,
and still later he waa colonel of tho

Regiment. He
was mustered out in September, lt&i. In
167--U he was postmaster of this city. Ho
was defeated for State Seuator, on the
Greenback ticket, in 1S7S, and for Attorney-gener- al

of the State, ou the Republican
ticket, in 18t2. He was a member of the
Grand Army of tho Republic, the Loyal
Legion and the Society of the Army of tho
Cumberland, lie delivered tbo annual ad-
dress of this society at Philadelphia in
lbia

Dr. W. II. Von Swartwout who claims

to be the possessor of the earth. His reason
for this extraordinary claim is that never
having voted, held oilice under, or ever ac-
knowledged tho validity of any govern-
ment save that of the New Columbia
United Mato of the World, or "Olombia,"
of which he is president, he is the rightful
inheritor of the land. At a drawing-roo- m

meeting hold nt 7.1 New llond street tho
other evening Dr. Von Swartwout lectured
to an audience, which included many
members of the nobility, on "The (ior-dio- n

Knot." and expounded some most
extraordinary views. Not only did he
claim that all the laud upon the planet was
bis, but be made the astounding ntate-meu- t

that he had a recollection of having
always lived, never had a begiuning or an
en!; than he bad erected pernonally the
great pyramids of Kgypt. and that every
one in the room was there helping him.
Thin was too much for one old geutlrtnan
present, who stoutly denied ever having
assisted in the building of the aforesaid

lint, bin denial whh of no nse.tyramidrt. insisted that the gen-
tleman was present. "You inunt have been."
he said, "you came out from God."

The Doctor has a complete remedy for all
the evils of the day. ami it is nothing more
nor less than the abolition of money and of
ail the governments of the world. Money
he declared to be the root of all evil.''
Therefore, why not make it valueless? a
mutter which, he asserts, could be accom-
plished by merely changing the names of
the goveruuionts. This, he says, would ren-
der null and void all charters ami bonds,
and causo the lands, railways, telegraphs,
etc, to legally becomo the property of the
commonwealth of which he is president.
Dr. W. H. Von Swartwout has issued a
proclamation, in which he declares all
money governments dissolved, and pro-
claims Oloinbia" whatever that might
be established on earth. He claims that his
"no money system' will get rid of all misun-
derstandings, contention, crimes, injustice,
strikes, panics, taxes, rents mid other dis-
agreeable things. To "anticipate aud meet
every possible question and objection." he
establishes the "universal commonwealth'
before referred to.

So far an appears in bis proclamation.
President Von Swartwout has not yet ar-
ranged nil th details 01 his new universal
nation, but he has settled some, things, and
among these that no poverty or riches will
bo tolerated therein; that "fur the present"

six hours will constitute a day's work, five
days a week's work, twenty days a month's
work and ten months a year's work, and that
people shall begin to work when they are
twenty-on- e and at the age of fifty shall go
npon the retired list, and do nothing but
practice Oloinbia citizenship. It is also
determined that this change shall take
place "without confusion or paralysis."

This extraordinary document Dr. Von
Swartwout calmly read to a fashionable
and well-educat- ed audience in u London
drawing-roo- m the other evening. And the
fashionable and woll-educate- d audience
not only stayed to listen to it, but many
ladies and gentlemen present expressed
themselves in favor of tho scheme during
the discussion which followed the lecture,
and apparently believed the ludicrous as-
sertion made by tho lecturer that he had
1ivmI forever and had built tbo pyramids
of Egypt.
