Our statement, therefore, of Sept,
It, was made upon evidence then uncontro-verte- d.

Subsequently, for the purpose of assur-
ing public confidence in tho bank and in full
faith that the accuracy of our former statement
would be demonstrated, we requested the super-
intendent of ban kin? to rend his experts to
make a thorough investigation of all tho
allairs of the bank. These gentlemen
commenced work on Tuesday morning last, and
after laborious work, they imr.iveled a scheme
for the falsification of tho books heretofoie un-
known in the history of the hanking department,
and which for a ecrios of yeirahaa battled the
skilled examiners of several successive superin-
tendents and deceived the employes la
tho bank and tbe treasurer and
assistant treasurer. Late last night, at the re-
quest of the superintendent the board of trustees
met, and he6tated that as far as tho examina-
tion had progressed it had been found that
$1;0,UOO Lad been taken, no member of the
board knowing of the defalcation excepting the
amount as stated, until informed of tho discov-
ery of the amount by the examiners. To meet
this we had our surplus of about $2SO,OOt, as
heretofore stated, tho bonds of our defaulting
oMicers and larce equities in real emte. But
these were not docmed fcurSclent to runko pood
the los, and in the interest of all depositors it
was determined to turn over the bank and its
assets to tho fctato department at once.

It was stated on the street to-da- y .that
after its affairs are wound un the bank will
pay depositors 73 cents on the dollar.

The Ulster County Savings Institution
was incorporated by an act of tho Legisla-
ture April 12, 1851. James E. Ostrander
was appointed treasurer in 18G7, and held
the oliice from then until the defalcation
became known, about two weeksago, when
he was dismissed. Matthew T. Trumphour,
son of the tirst treasurer of tho bank, was
made assistant treasurer about the time Mr.
Ostrander was made treasurer. He con-tinn- ed

in that position until his arrest last
mcht.

The trustees of the Kingston Savings
Hank, whoso banking-hous- e is on Wall
street almost opposite the closed bank, heid
a meeting, early this morning, and took pre-
cautionary measures to meet anv run which
might be made upon them. The run was
quito heavy all day. there being a longlino
of depositors, who were paid as fast as pos-
sible. Should the run continue on Monday
the bank truseees will probably compel
tho giving of the sixty days' notice by de-
positors. The trustees of this institution
claim the bank can pay its depositors in
full.

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Bulgaria's Premier Charged with Try-

ing to Create a Corrupt Oligarchy.

His Enemies Imprisoned Without Trial, the
Police Made Subservient to His Interests,

and the Right of Free Speech Denied.

Gendarmes Necessary to Control the
Mob at Suicide Boulanger's Funeral.

"Le Brav General Laid Alongside His De-

voted Marcuerite German Agressions la
Africa Meeting With Strong Resistance,

DESPOTISM IN BULGARIA.

Premier Stamboulofl Courting Assassination
by His Harsh and Unjust Methods.
Copyrighted. lWt. 6y tho United Press. ,

London. Oct, 3. Considerable uneasi-
ness has been created in diplomatic circles
by a dispatch this evening from Philippop
olis stating that grave fears areentertained
there at the prospects of tho outbreak of
formidable insurrection. An English Lib-
eral member of Parliament at present in
Thilippopolis telegraphs that the trouble is
due to Stambouloff, the Bulgarian Premier,
who, ho alleges, is trying to create a cor-

rupt oligarchy devoted to his interests.
Continuing, the correspondent says: "In
this endeavor M. Stambouloff is supported
by the moral inlluence of Austria and Eng-
land, eager to iind in him a tool against
Russia and, to some extent, by the army.
When the Russians withdrew all their of-

ficers from the country at tho time of the
cowardly attack led by King Milan, the
subalterns and sergeants were promoted to
replace them, and succeeded to the enor-
mous pay which tho liberators of Bulgaria
had been in the habit of drawing. The
army therefore has generally supported M.
Stambouloff, fearing that tho scandalous
luxury they are now able to live in would
be curtailed by an honest liberal govern-
ment. Nevertheless patriotism is stronger
than self-interes- t, and a large proportion of
the officers are secretly working for the
Constitutional party.

"The severity of the police system at
in force is unparalleled even inItresent Within twelve hours after my

arrival in Philippopolis my passport had
been demanded three times, and on the
last of these occasions I had to turn out of
bed at an unusual hour to interview a per-
emptory gendarme. Tbe correspondence of
strangers is opened and often destroyed;
letters are frequently delivered open. There
is not a single opposition paper in the
whole country. In lSStf some twenty-fiv- e

editors were imprisoned, and since that
there has been no free expression of public
opinion. The right to public meeting has
been suspended, and not a single promi-
nent citizen known to be out of sympathy
with the government has escaped impris-
onment or expulsion.

"On the 15th of March last an attempt
was made to kill M. Stambouloff, and M.
UcltchetY lost his life. Political assassina-
tions find no apologists among the Consti-
tutional party; the act xnnst have been
the work of irresponsible men
goaded into madness and crime by personal
motives or perverted patriotism' Instead
of searching for the perpetrators of the out
rage, M. Stambouloffseized the opportunity
of destroying at one blow all those whom
he looked upon as his rivals or enemies, and
especially those former colleagues who had
remained true to the constitutional princi-
ples of which be himself was once a cham-
pion. Nearly three hundred persons were
taken from their beds at night and removed
to prison. About half of them have since
been liberated. Among those stilldetamed
tho chief aro MM. Karaveloff. Tsanoff,
Oreskoff. Vutcheff, Kasatoff, and Doctors
Mo loll and Tsacheff. These people belong
to four dillerent political parties, and have
nothing in common but the fact that they
nre opposed to tho government. Tne treat-
ment to which they have been subjected
can only be paralleled in tho annals of
Oriental despotism. The case of M. Karave-lol- l,

the most distinguished scholar in
Bulgaria, will suffice as an example.
Upon his arrest M. Karaveloff was
placed first , of all in a damn
underground dungeon, where he slept on
the bare lloor; he was then removed to a
dark room, with not a single aperture for
the admission of light, and kept there for
nearly two months. During tbe six months
which has elapsed he has not been allowed
to see a single visitor, not even his wife,
and no lawyer has been admitted to give
him advice. An appeal for books, writing
material and wine was rejected by M.
Stambouloff. Such brutality has bad its
natural effect upon a highly-culture- d

and abnormally active mind. Tho
prisoner was recently taken to
the prison hospital, where he now
lies very ill. The state of terror
at present prevailing in Sofia is so great
that none of Mine. Karavelotl's friends dare
to visit her or receive her. Dr. Moloff lost
bis liberty merely because he was seen at
M. Karavelotl's house. MM. Karagulef,
lijeff, Lepartseff, Vladigeroff and others
have been so tortured in prison that two of
them have gone mad in consequeuce.

"Tho result of these outrages is that Bul-
garia is just now honey-combe- d with in-
trigues with which Russia has no part, and
it needs but little to shatter the power of
M. Stambouloff. M. Tonichetl, Minister of
Justice, has jest resigned his portfolio be-

cause he insisted that M. Karaveloil and
his fellow prisoners should have a fair aud
impartial trial."

SUBJECTING AFRICANS.

Germany Meeting with Rebuffs in Stealing
Territory In the Dark Continent.

London. Oct. U. German methods of col-
onizing in East Africa have reached a some-

what serious commentary in the news tele-
graphed to-da- y from Zanzibar, continuing
the recent report regarding tho de-

feat of tho punitive expedition sent
against the Wahehes, with the
killing of nine Germans and a large
number of natives. This news, tho authen-
ticity of which there is now no room to
doubt, means that another and much more
formidable expedition will have to be sent
by tbe Germans to reduce tho Wahehes to
a proper state of subjection. This will,
however, bo no easy task. They are a war-
like and independent people, occupying tbe
Uhaho country some distance to the eonth
of Zanzibar. Their country is an elevated
ilateau several thousand feet high, watered
y the upper courses of the Kntigi, known

in that part of the world as the Riihna.
It is more dillicnlt to localize the trouble

with tbe Malitis whom Lieutenant Schmidt
was sent to punish. The Malitis are a wan-
dering race of Zulu stock, and as they livo
mainly by robberv and have few perma-
nent possessions it will not be easy for the
Germans to do more than carry a sort of
cuerrilla warfaro with those nomads
of tbo African continent. Neither
of these expeditions touch British in-
terest very nearly, but it is ditlerent
with tbe threatened project of Dr. Peters,
w'10 is apparently bent on treating the
dreaded Masai with a high hand. if his
published intention of attacking the Masai
tribes in German East Africa near Kiliuia--
jaro should prove well founded it would bo
serious news for tho British East Africa
Company, as tho tribes attacked would al-
most inevitably make lor the British terri-
tory to tho north, whero thero are already
inoro that enough of their kith and kin.

SAVINGS HANK WRECKED.

Nearly Half a Million Stolen from an Insti-
tution nt Kingston, N. Y.

Kingston, N. Y Oct. 3. The Ulster
County Savings Institution Las closed its
doors and is in charge of Dank Superin-
tendent Charles M. Preston. Expert ex-

aminers have been at work since Tuesday,
anil have found already that tho enormous
sum of $463,000 has been stolen by Treasurer
Ostrander and Matthew T. Trumphour,
assistant treasurer, and it is feared the
stealings will reach over that amount. At
midnight Superintendent Preston sworo to
a complaint charging Trumphour with per-ju- rj

in swearing to false statements con-

tained in the July report or the
bank to tho banking department, and
Trumphour was arrested at his house
by Chief of Police Hood. He had
his clothes all packed up and was prepar-
ing to llee from town. Ho was locked up
injaiJ. Ostrander was arrested about two
weeks ago for embezzling $75,000, and was
under bonds for &.UO00, and his bondsmen
last night turned him over to Sheriff Dill,
and he was also locked up in jail. When
Ostrander was arrested there was a great
run on the bank for three days, hut the
other banks came to the rescue of the Ul-

ster County Savings Institution, and the
trustees made a statement, showing that
there was a surplus of $217,000. ,The
statement, being signed by such well-know- n

men as Judge Alton 13.

Parker, Geu. George H. Sharpe,
Judge William S. Kenyon. Postmaster
Noah Wclyen, John W. Searing, of tho
Kingston Leader, and other reputable citi-
zens, had a reassuring e licet and the depos-

itors who drew out their money brought it
back. Tho system adopted by Ostrander
and Matthew Trumphour, the latter being
fully cognizant of the steal and assisting
m concealing it for the purpose of swin-
dling the depositors and hiding the theft,
which grew by degrees, was most ingenious,
and for twenty years has battled the skill
of expert examiners, in the employ of the
State. In carrying it out deceit and per-

jury have been frequently and effectively
employed.

The statement which was given out on
Sept. 19, after thanking the other banks
for the assistance rendered, said to the de-

positors:
We know thit wo cannot deceive you. Our

assets are intact and .open to your Inspection.
We Have to-nig- ht at tl s, close of business, re-
sources, including bondamoctgages, real estate,
loana ou collateral mid caali. to the amount of
$2,134,1)S5.0,. lhere is due depositors $1.$?.-731.2- 0,

leaving a surplu of
Every dollar by which our liabilities have been
diminished han bctn paid from our
own funds, without borrowing ono dol-
lar, and represents rass-book- s, paid and ac-
crued a'tvamares to the bank in interest from
which it ii now released. If there i any
safer place iu the county to deposit money at
n moderate but puro rate of interest, ami with
undoubted security, we do not know It. Wo aro
Indemnified aualust a good part of our loss and
we hope to terure. tho remainder, and the loss
can in no way affect our depositors. In times
past we have been able to assist you in giving
accommodations to conservative business men,
and we hope that restored contidenco will en-
able us to pursue this course, so important to the
Industrial interests of the country, without im-
periling our depositor?, which, t,o far, has never
been the case.

DEPOSITORS WERE TOOK TEOrLE.
It is impossible to tell or even conjecture

tho eiiect that the closing of the bank will
have on the people of Ulster county. The
majority of the depositors are poor people,
many of the old men and women depend-
ent on the interest of the few thousands of
dollars they had in tho bank, and such men
and women, with tears in their eyes, can
be seen everywhere about the city, they
fearing the loss of their savings. Tho feel-

ing against the trustees who signed tho
statemont is bitter in the extreme,
and Parkers, Sharpe and others are
characterized as thieves for making
tho depositors believe the bank was
solvent when they should have known its
condition. That thoy were guilty of crim-
inal negligence there is not question. First
Vice-preside- nt N. E. Uroadhead, who was
in executive charge of the bank, also conies
in for his share of censure in signing the
statement and in allowing the people to re-depo- sit

their money, liroadhead was one
of the most popular young men in tho
county, being elected county treasurer last
fall, which position ho now holds, and
every one in th county hadthe most im-
plicit laith in bis trustworthiness;but this
is now shattered by the unfortunate turn
in the affairs of the bank.

The people) had great confidence in the
institution, and the deposits, from $540,-87,1.1- 4,

in li7. ran np to $MfJ6.070.33( in
1S73. Mo matter what tho state of the
money market might be, it was always
conceded by everyone that the Ulster
County Savings Institution was sound. It
is said a number of tbe bonds which the
trustees mentioned in their statement were
hypothecated in Mew York by Ostrander
and Trumpbonr. Another method men-
tioned was that deposits, in many cases,
were entered on the banks registered for
only half and one-thir- d tbe amount re-
ceived, while the entries in depositors'
books were for the full amount, tho differ-
ence being taken by tho thieves.

The streets of Kingston aro filled with
people, anl depositors are arriving on every
train and by all manner of devices. Men
and women wander aimlessly about, and
occasionally some of the excited farmers
threaten to break in to tho bank building
to get their money, while others suggest
that a lynching party be iormed to hang
Ostrander and Trumphour. llusinens is
virtually suspended and nothing else is
talked about, as the uencral opinion for
years was that the bunk wan
as solid as tho rock of
Gibraltar, and especially so after
tho statement of the trustees of three
weeks auo, which showed a surplus of a
quarter of a million dollars. A man named
McAndrews. who has $7,000 on deposit, has
developed symptoms of insanity, and it is
feared that it will be necessary to take him
to an asylum.
