1M30J.UT1OXSOF THE LAY" CONVENTION.
A committee from the lay convention

now appeared on the floor, and was given
an opportunity to submit a report from
that body to General Conference. Mr.
Grote, of Elgin, 111., and chairman of the
lay conventiou, presented the report to
conference. He prefaced it with a very
neat little speech. He stated that there
were sixteen aunual conference's represent-
ed in the lay convention, aud that this con-

vention had not been held in tho interests
of tho laity to much as in tho interest of
tho church. His remarks were well re-
ceived by the conference. The following
is the report:

Wherea, We are convinced that the welfare
of our church requires lay representation; there-
fore,

lteoolved. That the General Conference be re-
spectfully requested to make the necessary pro-
visions in our laws and discipline whereby liy
representation may be Introduced in our annual
and general conferences.

Kcsolved, That upou every field of labor there
shall bo two months piior to the annual and g n-er- al

conferences a delegate elected to a district
conventiou which shall meet four weeks prior to
tho annual conference.

Kesolved, That every such district convention
shall elect its delegates to the General Confer-
ence.

Kesolved, That every annual conference shall
be entitled to one lay delegate for every 3,000
members therelu aud surplus of 1,500 or more,
but every conference shall be entitled to at least
one delegate.

Kesolved, That the lay members of the Gen-
eral Conference shall eU el one-hal- f of tbe mem-
bers of tho several board; namely, board of pub-
lication, board of trustees of orphan asylum and
other general boards;

Kev. Linse then offered the following:
Kesolved, That we greet tbe general lay con-

vention that has been in reiou with great joy.
Kesolved, That we aro deeply ntl'eeted with,

and highly gratitied nt the faithfulness und firm
loyalty of our lay brethren. Wo thank God that
wo have a laity that stands so valiantly by our
Eide, loving their church more than their life.

Kesolved, That wo have heard their resolutions
offered to this conference, with much pleasure
and interest aud that we Fhall give the bamo due
consideration at this mtmhIou.

Kesolved, That tbeso resolutions bo incorpo-
rated into our minutes and that they be referred
to the committee on revision for consideration.

As Mr. Groto had spoken in German, the
chairman asked Sir. P. G. Boas, of Bead-
ing. Fa., to addre&s tho conference in En-
glish. Mr. Boas spoke at considerable
length, and after he got warmed up with
his subject with a good deal of animation.
He reviewed the church trouble as ho and
others had passed through it in Heading,
l'a. lie told the conference how four
trustees, who, together had paid only
about --5 towards their 20,000 church had
locked out the three trustees who bad paid
over &5.&0. Speaking of the compromise,
he exclaimed: "Compromise! Compromise!
With what? With wrong, with evil doing!
No! no! no! Never! never! never! Some
men' continued Mr. Boas, 'ay you ought
to read both sides. 1 read both sides.
That's tho way to get at the truth. I
wonder whether those men when they read
tho Bible ulao read Tom Fa i no's 'Age ot Rea-
son' to see whether tho Bible is triu T"

Bishop Bowman then responded to the
nddrcHses by the laymen. lie expressed
himself in full sympathy with the lay move
ment in the church, and his willingness to
grant the laymen all that could be granted
them at tho present time.

Referring to Sir. Boaa's remarks Bishop
Esher, without inviting discussion, sud-
denly put tho mit-.stioi- i. "All in favor of a
compromise please ariso to their feet."
But no ono arose. "All who are opposed
to a compromise arise,'' whereupon every
man, woman and child in the audience
aroxc. and in an outburst of enthusiasm
tbev made-- the very welkin rink with

Ksberand Other Prominent Men.

Lines of Thoceht Followed In Their Sermons
Saturday's rrccejdinkT& of the Evangel-

ical Conference No ComcroinUe.

Sermons by IHshop Eaher and Other DIs-tinuinh- ea

Men.
The honored gentlemen appointed by

JCvangelical General Conference to preach
in various churches had comparatively
small congregations to preach to yester-
day oa account of the utormy weather,
llishop Efiher preached at 10 a, m. in the
church in which the conference convenes.
Notwithstanding tho r.nn ho had a full
house, lie seemed in his bet mood, and
preached a very able and eloquent sermon
based upon Kev. ssi, 1-- C His therao was
"The New Testament Church." Tho city,
he said, is a figurative representation of
the Christian Churoh. In n city we have
law, order, fellowship house built to
house. All the best things of earth intel-
ligence, refinement and wealth are found
In the city. the church has her govern-men- t,

her members have fellowship one
with another, and all the best things of
earth are found in the church. The Chris
tian church is a heavenly city. Everything
ho hr.n ehe has received from heaven.

Christ, tho Holy Spirit, the Word, pardon,
purity, eternal lifo all theso are from
heaven. The promises are: 1. That God
will dwell in her nud will be their God.
2. That God will wipe away all tears from
their eyes. & There shall be no more
death. He who lives in Christ shall live
forover. 4. He will give unto tho thirsty
to drink of tho living waters. After the
sermon Ibshop Uowman conducted the
communion services. These were very sol
emn and impressive, and participated in
by nearly three hundred.

In the evening J. C. Hornberger, editor
of the English Sundayschool literature,
preached in the same church a special ser-

mon to the young people. The sermon,
based on 1 Chronicles xxviii, fJz "And
thou, Solomon, my son, know thou the God
of thy father, and serve Him with a per-
fect heart and with a willing mind," was
well delivered and made a tine impression.
His lino of thousht was thin: David was
much concerned for the well-bein- g of his
hou, first, because he was his son, und, aeo-on-d,

becanse he was to be his successor as
king of Israel. This feeliua of David is
shared by all godly parents toward their
children, nud may be taken as an illustra-
tion of the concern of tho church for the
well-bein- g of the children and young peo-
ple under her charge. Tho words of the
text are applicable to us at the present
time, lor the same laws by which men and
women achieve access or sutler .defeat
upon the battle-hel- d aro in all ages and
in all countries essentially tho tame. We
have in our text: 1. an exhortation to a
practical recognition of God. The worst
thing that young people can do is when in
their plans and pnrpoees for life they
leave God out of tho reckoning, buch are
like one going forth to decisive combat
without suitable weapons. 2. An exhorta-
tion to the only proper way of serving
(jod. This includes-th- e necessary eti'orts
to secure the salvation of our own souL
and also the working for the souls of
others. Wo must serve God with a per-
fect heart and a willing mind. 8. A
gracious promise: "If thou seek Him He
will bo found of thee.1' We are to seek
Him as a sin-pardoni- ng God; as our
counselor and protector. 4. The terrible
effects of fnroaking God. To him who for-
sakes his God, God becomes a consuming
fire.

llev. Kiekhcefer. president of Northwest-
ern College, preached at Kh'M a. m., in the
Evangelical Z ion's Church. His text was
JSt. Matt., xii, 43-5- 3: "He that doeth the
will of my Father in heaven, the same is
my brother, my sister and my mother."
He suoke, 1, of tho relation between Christ
and His disciples. Earthly relationship is
often only apparent. Thero is a lack of
harmony and unity of sentiment between
members of tho same family. Often the
one that tries to servo God in his own ap-
pointed way is opposed by the rest of the
family. In the church this divine-huma- n

relationship is not always found, among
thoso whose names are found ou any one
particular church record, but only among
thoso whose hearts are riicht beforo God.
2. The condition upon which this rela-
tionship is established doing the will of
God. His will is that man should repent
and believe in Christ. Upon this condi-
tion man is adopted into the divine family.
To sustain this relation man must do the
will of God daily, at ail times and under
all circumstances. Not only in the mis-
sionary Held and on tho pulpit, but also in
tho family, iu tho counting-roo- m an in
tho work-sho- y. 2. The advantages of this
relationship. Many would recruit a great
honor to bo tho brother of
distinguished general, or tho Presi-
dent, or a king. but the child of
God, though only a poor Lazarus. Is a
a brother of tho Lord of glory. Whatever
our troubles and carea our older brother
sympathizes with us. He is our advocate
in the court of heaven. Ho has great in-
fluence thero. He is rich in possessions
and grace, aud alwaya willing to help his
brethren.

Uev. J. G. Haller, of Bay City, Mich.,
preached a very able sermon in the same
church in the evening from fct. Matthew
vi. 2f, Aro ye not much better than they!"
Theme: Tho Worth of Man." It is im-
portant for man to know his own real
value. It is possible for him to know it,
but there nro many false standardsof meas-
urement. Such are his money value, his
education, dregs and physical appearance.
We are olt times deceived in tho valno of
men because wo employ these false stand-
ards of nleafturemeut. His value is two-
fold. First intrinsic. This is based upon

. his divine origiu, and next upon the atone-
ment of ChrUt. Man's value is not known
till estimated in the light of tho cross.
Second Uelatlve. This depends upon the
development of mind and soul, end this,
again depends upon the diligence with
which ho applies himself to the work of
6elMmprovement.

Talk with Commissioner O'tfryan About
Researches Among Trust Estates.

Twelve ITcndred Delinquent Reports of Goard-lan-s

The Law's Care for the Ward The
Official's Duties A Widow Protected.

Tbe office of probate commissioner was
created by tho Jnst Legislature in order to
relieve the Circ.i't Court of Marion county
from the stress business. "The business
of this court." yi Jterday said Gus O'Bryan,
who received the appointment, and whose
extenfcivo knowledge and experience in
probato matters mad it a "lit one, "has
been constantly increasing at an acceler-
ating rate. The Circuit Court is the only
court with probate jurisdiction, and as
population increases the probate business
increases accordingly. Tuo rule does
not hold good in the civil courts.
There aro only two courts in which this is
true, the Circuit Court and the Criminal
Court In the several years past of rapid
growth, the circnit judge has been able to
pay only superllciil attention to probate
business, and I suppose there are now from
2,G0u to 2.50O trust estates needing some de-

gree of attention from the bench. These in-

clude icuarrtiauships, administratorship,
and other offices of trust. 1 have fouud in my
recent examination of tho records that
there are about 1.00 cases in which the
trustees, guardiaus. administrators and ex-

ecutors are delinquent in making reports
or in settling up their trusts. In some cases
tho bond is not sufficient, in others the
sureties are dead; in some others the sure-
ties have become insolvent, and there are
instances in which both the guardian
and bondsmen have died. Of course
a great many of these) involve only techni-
cal delinquencies, and the result of the in-
vestigation will be to clear them oil the
record. Where I am convinced the surety
is insufficient, my intention is to cite the
parties to appear and file a new bond, or
show cause why they ahoula not do so. If
in any of these cases there is any liability,
it is bich time tho fact be known, and the
responsibility located."

CARELESS GUARDIAN'S.

"In what is there the chief delinquency!"
asked the reporter.

"Tbe main trouble is in the guardian
ships. Those should bo more olosely scru-
tinized than any other kind of trusts, be-

cause the ward has no ono but the court to
watch his interests. For this re&son the
law requires the utmost care iu th e
matter of security, the making of
reports, etc A guardian is required
to report to the court every two years, and
to neglect to do so is grounds for the court
to refuse compensation to the guardian lor
his services. The records show a number
of cases where tho guardian has to my
knowledge become insolvent. There
is hut one duty in the matter and
that is to cito the parties in in-
terest to appear and show that
the trait fundi in their bands are not im- -

it Is of tlie utmost importance and
nlly contemplated in tho law that the re-

ports of guardians and administrators be
examined with closest care in the interests
of tho ward or guardian. It is my duty also
to hear petitions for the sale of real estate,
to examine into the reasons for the
sale, to learn whether it would
bo right and profitable to the
estate, aud to report to the court
tho findings with any recommendations
that will assist the court to dispose of tho
matter rightly. The law authorizes me.
for this purpose, to hear evidence, and iu
six or seven c iea it has occurred that trials
lasting several days have demanded my
time. Tho trials and hearings would,
under the old state of things, have been
beard by the circuit judge, aud must nec-
essarily have been accompanied by delay.
Tho circuit docket now has forty
or fifty cases pending which must
be tried by a jury, which always means a
longer trial than if before the judge alone.
The Circuit Court is popular, because when
an appeal is likely to. follow a trial it is
possible to send it direct to the Supreme
Court, whereas in tho Superior courts the
appeal lies first to the three judges iu gen
eral term."

"There is another way continued Mr.
O'Bryan, "in which the office has been of
service to the county. I have found that
many estates have been settled without pro-
vision for the payment of the faxes due.
Here is the report of nu administrator'
and Mr. O'Bryan picked up a package of
papers as he spoke, "who has forgotten all
about the taxes charged against tbe estate.
Bolore that report is approved it will
have to bo corrected and the
taxes paid. If approved before-
hand the county has no recourse
to secure the sum due. Jteports sometimes
como iu showing that the estate has been
distributed, but tho administrator must
still secure tho taxes duo before his work
ends. By watching this matter fully Jf'-o-

has been'coverod into tho county treasury
iu a few weeks past. The need of
n special commissioner, who shall
give his wholo time to tho work, was agAln
shown the nttier day. in a ratuer peculiar
case, lhe law provides that widows may
receive without delay or administrator-
ship, tho estate of her husband, when
valued ntSoUO or less. A woman applied
not longsinco for permission to sell real
estat". which belonged to her deceased
husband. Its total value was about $(00, and
yet some lawyer had advised her that
sho must go through a lezal formality
which would cont her fully $73. When it
was explained to her that the property was
already vested iu her absolutely, she needed
on I3' to get n. certificate of tho facts nt a
cost of one dollar to be able to do with tho
realty as sho wished. It would have been
quito probable, but for the information
given her, she would have pursued her
original und costly process. Tho court
would not have had time to advise her in
the matter, for there was only time for
euperlicial attention to the multitude of
cases. In this way the office has proved a
beneiit to several small estates."

nilOUOlIT OUT BY INVESTIGATION".
"Have you discovered any culpability in

your investigations!" asked the reporter.
"Not of a serious nature. The errors I

bavo discovered, were such as showed no
criminal intent, but were due. generally, to
carelessness. They were sometimes in fa-

vor of tho trustee and sometimes against
him. All who bavo been cited to appear
have done so. To refuse makes one liable
for contempt, but there has been a great
deal of this kind ot liability beforo because
the pressure of business left no time to in-
sist upon obedience."

"Have your researches discovered any
incidents of iuteresll"

"Not as yet. unless you call this of inter-
est: IL I. Powell recently died, and Lu-ctt- a

HOW A PLAY WAS WRITTEN.

August Thomas, Author of Alabama" Tells
an Interesting Story of Drama-Writin- g:.

Al llayman, whois one of tbe owners of
Augustus Thomas's success, "Alabama,"
which opens at the Grand to-nig- ht, with a
party of friends, gave Mr. Thomas a dinner
in New York recently. In speaking of tho
piece, Mr. Thomas told the following
interesting story of tho conception aud
writing of the play. "Alabama," Mr.
Thomas said, "was a growth. Thesoed was
an old gateway 1 Haw some six years ago
near Talladega. . It was an old stone gate-
way from which the gate had gone, and but
one post of which was standing. The other
post was in ruin, and on either side a bit of
crumbling wall marked tbe limit of the
fstate to which tbe gateway bad once been
the entrance. Both posts and the bits of
wall that llanked them were beautifully
covered with creepers. At the time it im-
pressed mo particularly because it was like
a stouo marking tho grave of some former
pride and plenty.

"1 don't know that I thought of the old
gate again until last January, one night
while lying in my room at the Lamhs'
Club, New York. Down stairs Burr Mcin-
tosh was playiug the piano, and xny Ideas
were largely following his tunes. At last
he began with great feeling the ballad,
"Down on the Farm' ro popular at that
time. In an instant 1 could eee in tho
darkness of niy room that old gateway
that 1 had seen in Alabama. Burr stopped
playing and went home; the club-bous-e

closed for tho night, hut I couldn't sleep;
that gateway was before me like a iim-ja-

atient'srat: it vanished only when I wouldfmht the gas. but it returned tho moment
the room again was dark.

"I thought it nothing strange, because at
periods through my lifo always had
such insistent visions, sometimes a face,
sometimes n Held. All of you liavo at
times had a tuue sing iu your head through
every pastime and duty of two or three
days. It is the same with me. except that
my visitor is a picture, not a turn, nud on
that night there was tho picture of the old
gateway precisely as we set it now in the
third act of 'Alabama.' As I looked at it
after a while I saw a white-haire- d old man
come through tbe gateway and pause,
dreamily looking oil. A moment later a girl
of sixteen or seventeenyeora came at ter him
and blipped her arm through the old man's
with a caressing tenderness. Ud to this
time I had invented nuthing. had invited
nothing. I simply saw that picture. I
lighted the gas; too ptctnre disappeared.
In the dark, however, tho gateway came
again; tho old man walked through it and
stood still: the little lady joined him.

"1 be next day the picture of tho night
seemed u reality to me. 1 felt 1 had been
with two people who had a history. I felt
thero was about them a romance. And so 1
fell to thinking. By even-tim- e 1 knew
them. I knew their story, their poverty,
tho memories that made the old man sad,
the recollections that made the little girl
dear to him. 1 knew the hope that gave
the radiance to her face. I knew her lover.
1 wrote the story as a one-se-t piece, but it
was not complete. Each day I asked Burr
Mcintosh to drum that tune on tho piano.
It invoked that picture as certainly as a
magician's wand calls boiled eggs from a
plug hat, and every time 1 got to thinking
of it a new complication arose and a new
character joined my little group.

"After a week of wakefulness and wretch-
edness 1 had my story. There were a dozen
people in it, and all nico fellows. 1 told it
to Mr. Palmer, aud he said it was 'bully,'
or, rather, the Madiscn-squar- o correlation
for 'bully and told mo to go ahead on it.
From the start my old man at the gate
looked like old man Bangs, and. with very
little coaxing, he looked exactly like him.
The other parts in my stoy bad. in some
manner I cau never cxplaiu, looked lilto
tho respective members of the Madison-sqtiar- o

company, and, as I wrote them'. I
wrote each with the peculiarity of the
actor I bad in mind that is, all but one. I
had a fat old justice of tho peace that
didn't look like anybody I knew but Odell
Williams. I told Mr. Palmer about that,
andheeaid: 'AH right; we'll get Williams
if "Alabama" needs him o Williams be-
came a member of the company, and the
original cast was just as we lirst planned
it'
