To-morrow even-
fog and Wednesday matinee “The Queen’s
Mate,” a speetacular comic opera in three
acts, by Lecocq. will be given, with Miss
Bertram as “'Anita,” the Queen’s DMate,
and on Tuesday and Wednesday evenings
“Paocls, or The First of the Vendettas”

by the authors of “Ermine,” will be given.
These operas met with much favor when

previously presented here, possessing as
they do the combined elements of a comic

opera plot, lively and in some in-
stances brilliant musiec, and altogether
placed in & most attractive setting as to
picturesque scenery and costumes, The
cast, which has been selected with great
care, ombraces Helen Bertram, Bettina

Girard, Minnie DeRue, Alice Caneron,
Gussie Coogan, Helen Hughes, J. J. Rafisel,
Melviile Staart, Joseph C. Fay, J. E. Stelle,
Carl Hartburg. William Schutser, Henry
Stanley and other popualar artists. The
chorus, which consists of forty voices, is
attractive and numerous, a8 rare combina-
tion for which (the Duft companies have
always been somewhat remarkable, par-
ticularly when the further qualitication of

1 voices is added. Much intereat is felt
n the engagement and there in already s
large advance sale of seats.

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AN ITALIAN WITCH STORY

Disgusting Susceptibility of Ignorant
Milanese to Witcherait Folly.

Tragic Scene in the Via Ticinesa of Milan
After the Boiling of a Sick Child's Cloth-
ing to Discover a Supoosed Sorceress.

Few Eunglish people are aware of the ex-
traordinary extent to which a belief 1n
witcheraft is carnied in Italy. Asan illus.
tration we give the following vivid sketch
from the Secolo, of Milan, of some little
time ago:

“Weseemtodream. DButyesterday morn-
ing, bere in Milan, something occurred
which is true in every detail, even the most
startling and terrible.

“In Via Ripa Porta Ticinese, No. €1, ina

modest room on the fourth story, dwells)

the family of & jonrneyman var-
nisher named Malaterra Franciosi, with

his wife Virginia, aged twenty-five,
glove-maker, and two e¢hildren, one
of whom bas been ill for & month with
some obstinate and strange disorder. A

female neighbor who pretended to some
knowledge of medicine declared that the
child was bewitched; that 1t was needless
to have recourse to physicians or priests;
the only menns of cure would be to dis-
cover the witch who had done the mischiel;
and that this done the cure would be im-
mediate, The woman, a8 & great secret
after much entreaty, taught themm how to
do it, It was to take the clothes of the
child, put them 1n'a vot of water and heat
it. The instant it would begin to boil tho
witech would be forced by an irresistable
power to appear, and thus be compelled to
make herself xnown., This was done and
th?tl"ranciouu awaited in aoxiety the re-
sult.

“By chance, just as the rot began to boil,
a certain Angela Micheletti, aged thirty-
four, living in the Via Tortona, No. 1],
wife of a workman, enciente for seven
months, who was on the way with a pair of
wooden shoes to have themn mended, came
in. Shewas a friend of the Franciosis, and
called to inguire as to the health of the
child, Seeing her, Mrs. Franciosi cried
out, ‘Give itto the witeh!” Mrs. Miche-
letti, thinking ber friend was mad, tried to
calin her, but the other, ragiog, roared
loudly, *Help! The witeh!” And i1n an in-
stant all the meighborhood was outin a
crowd, and attacked Mrs. Micheletti, seek-
ing to tear her to pieces.

PURSUED BY THE CROWD.

“The poor woman fled, pursued by the
raging crowd, which cried: ‘Dalli alla
strega!’ (Give it to the witch!) Mrs. Mich-
eletti, more dead than alive, took refuge in
the church of Santa Mana del Naviglio,
and the crowd rushed in, erying out and
seeking a equarciagola(to tear her to pieces.)
The wretched woman, kneeling at thegrand

altar, raised her hands in supolication, sob-
bing, trembling, begging for mercy. In
vain. The wildest of the Megaefae pulled
out her hair, treated her disgracefully, and
beat her without mercy. The priest (par-
roco) ran at the cry and tried to shield ber,
but in vain, and was near being trampled
on himself by the impetuous crowd.

“With every abuse, the victim was
dragged to the house of the Franciosis and
burried upstairs, In vain the wretched
woman, weeping, protested her innocence.
She only received curses and Dblows,
Finally the delegate, Owodei, with aid of
guardie, succeeded in dispersing the crowd,
when Mrs. Franciosi, perceiving too late
her unpardonable folly, threw herself at
the knees of her friend, begging her for-
giveness, declaring that another woman
had counseled her, and that what she had
done was for love of her child. In the aft-
ernoon the poor woman, accompanied by
her husband and Sig. Omodei, was taken to
her home in & brougham and pat to bed.
She was better mext morning, but still
trembling from her sufiering. The sad mem-
ory of this savage medieval scene will long
be remembered i1n the suburb of Porta
Ticinese, The women who had torn the
hair from the head of Mrs. Micheletti
burned it, uttering incautations, and then
ran to ths house of the Francinosis to tind if
the child bad recovered. And asit was,
according to them, much better they cried,
‘See if it 18 not bewitched.””

It may interest the reader to know the
details of the mystic ceremony of boiling
the clothes, The writer, who has made a
very large collection of such ourrent sor-
ceries, obtained the following in 1888 from
s woman who had been regularly educated
as & “witeh.”

HOW TO FIND THE WITCH.

“Quando s1 ha uno bambino stregato”
(when a baby 18 bewitched), *“‘take the

clothes of the child and put them in a pot
to boil just at midnight. All the garments
must go in, with the shoes and stockings.

Then take a new and very large knife and
sharpen it at the table and say: *Non infilo

questo coltelle,” eto.:
I do not sharpen this knife,
I whet the accursed with,

That she canuot resist coming
Until unto my child
She agaln restores Lealth,

“Then the witch will probably appear
at the window, orit may be at the door,
in the form of acat, or dog, or specter. But
be in no fear, for these are but shifting
forms (forme combiate.) And do not
take the knife from the table, nor let the
clothes cease to boil till 8 A. M. Aund be-
ing by this charm compelled to appear and
obey, the witch, beingordered, will remove
the illness of the ctuld.”

There are several incantations to be pro-
nounced on burning the hair of any per-
son whom we may wish to injure, the
following being probably the one used by
the women referred to. When hairs are
found, they should be burned while these
lines are repeated:

Se =¢f anima buona,
Vain pace,
He s¢l una strega, ete.

If thon art a good soul
Go in peace!

1f thou art a witeh,

Burst so that the sound
May be heard afar,

8o that the devil

Hiwselt may bearit

And bursting Lis chains
Many comwe and take thee!

These ceremonies, and eapecially the in-
cantations, are jealously guarded as great
secrets among the adepti, and even while
practicing them they murmur the latter
and conceal a portion of the former,

The Bichloride of Gold Club,
Johm G. Epied, In Harper's Weekly.

There has Leen established in Dwight a
bichloride of gold e¢lub, and in August there
were more than one thousand members, of
course, not all of these are in Dwight, as a

man does not usually hnger there alter |
concludingthe purpose of hisvisit. Theelub |
is a very democratic organization, and its |

members remain on the hst for lite, or nn-
til they can no longer report they abstain
from drinking ligunor. Sinee the organiza-
tion of the club only 1 per ceut. of those
joining it bave had tbeir names re-
moved on account of a lapse into intemper-

ate habits. One purpose of the elub is to
keep track of thuse who have been at
Dwight, so that some statistics may be
gathered as to the lasting value o1 the
treatment. The members all wear the club
badge—a bluoe and gold buttun-—quite us
conspicuoas as the batton of the Loyal
Legion, and mueh more so than that of the
Grand Army of the Republic.

THE BRIGGS TRIAL.

His Opponents Antagonize the Beliefs of
Many Scholars and Christians.
Christisn Union.

The accusers of Dr. Briggs have shown
the courage of their convictions. They ex-
plicitly confine themselves to Dr. Briegs's
inasugural. They in terms disavow putting
him oo trial for the infelicity of his utter-
ances on 8 dogmatie and pugilistie spirit.
They specify as errors convictions enter-
tained by a great and growing body in the
Christian Chiarch, and they condemn these
utterances, and demand that the resby-
terian Church condewnn them, not
merely as opposed to Presbyte-
rian standards—which at this very
moment the P'resbyterian Church 18 revis-
ing, aud which therelore for the time con-
stitute a very unsatisfactory standard for
such a trial—but also as opposed to the
Bible, the recognized standard of all
Protestant ebhurches for all time. Thus
they have framed an ipdictment which
presents for heresy « large proportion of
the ablest biblical scholars of Germany
and England, not to say of this country,
and a large and influential minority of the
Christian ministers and laymen of all com-
munities.

In condemning the declaration that the
church and the reason are fountains of Di-
vine authority, they condemn aliks the an-
cient fathers who appealed to the church,
and the Puritan divines who constantly
appealed to reason; in condemning the dec-
laration that James Martineau and Cardi-
nal Newman found God and walked with
him, they brand as heresy an opinion en-
tertained, we should suppose, by all who
are familiar with the lives and the writings
of those men of God; in condemning the
doetrine that religious experience I8
largely determined by temperament and
environment, they repudiate a proposition
accepted as axiomatie by all students of
psychology; in demanding the deposition
from the Christian ministry of an eminent
scholar for teaching that Moses did not
write the Pentateuch, nor Isaiah the latter
half of the book which bears his name,
they demand the deposition of so conserva-
tive and evangelical a scholar as Delitzsch,
who in the last editions of his Genesis and
lsainh maintainse the probability of
both opinions, and of such students and in-
terpreters of the word as Cheyne, Driver,
Sanday and s host of others in England.
Indeed, it wonld be diflicult to name a man
eminent as a biblical scholar in either Ger-
many or England who holds a difierent
opinion, .

The issue is fairly joined. The right of
the Christian ministry to appropriate for
the benefit of the enurch the fruits of
Christian scholarship is distinctly denied.
We are greatly mistaken if the Fresbyter-
rian Church shall fail to farnish men of
courage and wisdom able and determined
to defend that right.

GOOD-BYE EQUINOCTIAL,

Observer Dunn Dispels an Illusion Concern-
ing Our Alleged Perlodical Storms.

Ieonoclastie historians have derid ed the
story of William Tell and the tvrant Gess-
ler, ungallant carpers have maintained
that the Virgin Quecn . was noted more for
her ill-temper than for her beauty, and

THE METHODIST DIVISIONS.

Separations and Differences Have Never Re-
sulted from Doctrinal Disputes.

It is a prime fact in the history of
Methodism that tbere has never been a
secession on grounda of doctrine. ‘Ihe
diterences between Wesley ana Whitefield,
which resulted in the association of the
adherents of the latter in what now seems
an alsolute anomaly—a Calvinistic Method-
ism—were too early in the movement and
too impermanent in effect to form an ex-
ception to the general statement., In some
cases the delimitation isstrictly territorial,
in others racial—as in the colored
churches--or moral, as in the separation of
the two great branches of American Meth-
odism upon the question of slavery. For
the most part the minor groups have re-
sulted from personal or factional protests
upon matteis of form or administration.
The “New Connection” wasa reaction from
the majority decision concerning that burn-
ing question of early Wesleyanism which
involved the relation of the movement to
the English establishment—namely, the
administration of the sacraments. The
“Primitive Methodists” went out on
& conviction that camp - meetings
should not Le condemned. The Meth-
odist Protestants bear their testimony
against Episcopacy. ““The United Metho-
dist Free Church” was antagonistic to
theological schools.
