In
this connection, it is pertinent
to remark that Anton took
an oath wben his license was issued to
obey the laws of the State. Who would
blame the voters of his ward if. before they
cast their ballots to-morro- they stop to
ponder whether, if elected, he wouldobserve
his oath of oilice more faithiully?

Nearly half of
the counties have tiled applications for
dates, and are actively preparing for the
work. The remaining counties should fall
into line at once. Tbe superintendent cau
more easily arrange dates to the satisfac-
tion of those associations which apply early.
The otticial rendering of tbe Attorney-genera- l

that the institute act of intends an
annual appropriation of 5,000 for institutes
has tbe approval of tbe Auditor of State,
ana the fuuds therefor will be forthcoming.

The authorities of Purdue University,
acting through their committee on insti-
tutes, have planned for a double series of
institutes. This will make it possible for
every count in tbe State to have an insti-
tute the coming season.

The local institute associations, wherever
they exist or may be formed, will have
full charge of tho work in their respective
counties, under the general supervision of
the superintendent of institutets. Each
comity that holds an institute in accord-
ance with the provisions of the institute act
will receive $45, or 6o much thereof as may
be needed to meet the expenses of tbo in-stitu- te.

Each county association that re-
quests it will be permitted to divide its
fuud between two institutes. As a rule,
however, the associations are advised to
expend their apportionment on one insti-
tute. The superintendent will soon pub-
lish a full list of uvailahlo institute work-
ers. He confidently counts on the con-
tinued assistance of all who have hitherto
rendered valuable services. And these ex-
perienced wotkersaro respectfully urged to
greatly extend the list by sending to the
superintendent names and postotlit--e ad-
dresses of others who have been successful
in any branch of agriculture, giving their
particular specialties in each case.

Tho superintendent will arrange, when-
ever it is at all consistent with choice of
dates, to have counties uear each other
bold institutes tbe same week. This will
enable programme committees to unite
upon the same speakers to soma extent, a
a means of reducing traveling expenses,
and thus save money with which to secure
the nest talent available. Counties which
have no institute or farmers' club may hold
the institute under the auspices of the
county fair association or some other coun-
ty farmers' organization; or the prominent
larmeip and business men may eilect a tem-
porary organization, choose chairman, ap-
point committees, notify the superintend-
ent, and thus get the work started. It is
very important that all preliminary ar-
rangements be completed before Nov. 1,
and those who read this are requested to
see to it that the proper steps are
taken to prepare for aud awaken au inter-
est in the institute in their respective coun-
ties.

"Is there any faro dealt in Indianapolis
n owl"

"No, I don't know that there is, unless it
is at Kisstl's pbice. However, arrange-
ments are being made for opening up a
game. Joe Littler, who is now dealing
faro at Teire Haute, has secured the Rich-
elieu, and has paid rent to bold it until
the result of the election is determined. If
Sullivan is elected he will go ahead and tit
the place up, and business will commence
as Bonn as the paraphernalia can be put iu."

"What are the merits of faro an compared
with other devices for gambling!"

MYSTEkTKS OK FAltO AND STUD.
'Faro, when it is fairly dealt, is tbo fair-

est game played in a gambling-house- . That
is to say, it comes nearest giving a player
a chance to win. I was amused at an apol-

ogetic articlo written by tho sporting ex-

pert of the News tho other day, in which
ho described faro as the deadliest species of
gambling, in faro the only percentage in
favor of the bank is the splits. This counts
in the long run, but it does not constitute a
laru per cent. You often hear of a faro
bank going broke by an adverse run of
luck, but you never heard of a stud-poke- r
game making an assignment."

"What is the percentage in a stud pokerf"
"There is no system of mathematics suf-

ficiently rapid to count it. It is what you
might term a 'lead-pip- e cinch that re-
peats itself every deal. Considering the
skill and capital invested, I know
of nothing that yields a revenue
equal to a stud-poke- r table. The
stack of checks yon buy are worth
. cents each. The bank takes down one
check as the deal commences. For every
pair tbat shows up another check goes into
the drawer. If thero are six, eight or ten
players at a table and a pair shows up be-
fore every player a check goes downvfor
every pair. Threes, a straight, lIushor
full haud call for live checks, and then
there is a check additional lor tbe
last card. If the dealer coniines himself
to the take-oi- l prescribed by the rules a
stud-poke- r table will earn $6 an hour, but
players pay no attention to this part of the
performance, and tbe way the game is
played here a stud-poke- r table yields $10
an hour. 1 ran a stud-pok- er game myself
once and ono time the rake-ot- f amounted to
$1,100 in eighteen days. Bill Iron's stud
game will yield him $1,000 a month during
the dullest months. During tho winter
months the net earnings of bis tables is
from $2..ryjo.to 3,000 a month. What do
Iron's pool-room- s yield did yon ask? 1,000
dollars a week during the raciug season.
Y es. there is money in the business, but the
clearest and most proiitable little business
in the gambling line tbat I know of isTobe
Howe's joint in tho Hotel English. During
last December and January the rake-oi- l' of
Howe's tables amounted to S4.10J each
month. Why it's a gold mine. I should
hay it is. Talk about Bill Tron contribut-
ing $.;00 to tho Democratic campaign fund.
Why he contributed $1,500 if he contributed
a cent, and To bo Howe gave as much
more."

IT ROUS THE TOOREU CLASS.
"What class of people patronize these

games?''
'The bloods play draw-poke- r. Tho fel-

lows with small incomes play stud. They
buy a dollar's worth of chips and dole them
in. For every two checks they pull in they
shove three out. They get into the hole,
play the harder and plunge the deeper.
Not one man in six that Bits down to a
stud-pok- er game gets up winner. Why,
with the table eating up ten dollars an
bouf how can they? Aud yet the crop of
suckers every day appears larger and more
luxuriant. There at Tron's place
there is never any trouble in getting
up a game. If two parties wish
to sit in Tron has cappers around and he
will stake three or four fellows to play tbe
two. If the two victims lose until other
patrons arrive, the stool-pigeon- s givo
wa3", one by one. turning their checks over
to the bank. Yes, 1 suppose tbe deal is
square. There would be no object in mak-
ing it crooked. The rake-oi- l sets it all in
time anyhow. Talk about faro being the
deadliest game; why, it is honorable and
legitimate business compared with stud,
which, to my notion, is the rankest robbery
perpetrated under the name of gaming.
Whv. it is as bad as three-car- d monte."

"Where is the biggest game in the city!"
"The highest play is at Harry Walker's.

His rooms are the most gorgeously fur-
nished in the city. Thero is wheie tbe
high-rolle- rs congregate. The ceiling is the
limit and the stakes are as high as you
want to bet them. Nice fellows go there.
You'd be surprised to step in there some
time and see the army of business men,
professional men and occasionally an
otticial dignitary. No they usually don't
play 'em as high at Howe's as they do at
Walker's, but by special arrangement you
can have tbe limit taken oft."

"What do you know about the police
having prevented Miles from starting a
pool-roo- m in there; next to Tron!"

Caste Among GamblersMore of Gaming in
Indiunapolls Working for Sullivan.

- Yesterday afternoon a reporter for the
Journal spent an hour with a sport who
has seen tcood luck and bad luck and faced
the varied vicissitudes and fortunes of a
gambler through several city administra-
tions. Although at first inclined to be ret-
icent, the kuigbt of the green cloth grad-- ,
ually thawed out, and upon promise that
bis identity should be screened conversed
fully and without reserve.

"What are the relations between the
gambling fraternity and tbo administra-
tion of Mayor Sullivan! was asked.

"They are eminently friendly," was the
reply. "In fact, too friendly to suit the
higher-tone- d class of sports. It may ap-

pear odd that any gambler should object to
too much freedom in plying bis trade, but
let me explain. Until the millennium rolls
around there is bound to be a certain
amount of gambling. Men will gamble be-cau- se

they are built that way. A man may
have a legitimate trade or profession, but
still the majority have the gambling in-atin- ct,

and periodically the thirst or the
fascinatiou for the excitement or the ex-
hilaration of tbe card-tabl- e asserts itself
and must be satisfied. That being the
fact of tho business, there is an-
other class of men who regard
it as perfectly legitimate to furnish the
facilities for gratifying this demaud. just
as any other mau or men furnish any other
class of amusement. Your true sport, how-
ever, recognizes the odium that attaches to
the business, that it is under a ban. and
hence he sees the desirability and the ne-
cessity of privacy ond secrecy. The better
class 'of men who run gambling-house- s,

therefore, would prefer to see the business
kept under restrictions mon or less severe.
They preler to work behind closed doors,
and don't object to beiug lined
once or twice a year. A moder-
ate enforcement of the laws against
gambling keeps out this curbstone and
shoe-strin- g element, divests tbe business of
tbo objectionable features that attend a
wide-ope-u policy, nnd atlords such quiet
and secrecy that the class of men who do
not crave that species of excitement need
not know that there is a single gambling-bous- e

m tbe town.
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"Hut you know," be continued, "and
everybody knows, how it is here in Indiau-anoli- s.

Everything goes. There are no
double-door- s, no sentry, no secrecy. The
doors stand wide open. Tbe game runs day
and night and on Sundays. Anybody
can play. Absolutely no ono is
barred. The card shark aud the
skin-gam- e men Hock here. Their
operations are open, public and notorious,
aud if this thing keeps up you may look
