Traffic on Indianapolis Lines Not Up
to the Expectations of Officials,

The train records show that fifty-five
more Joaded cars were received and for-

warded at Indianapolis 1n the week ending
Qet. 10 than in the preceding week, yet the
volame of wraflic is disappointing to freight
men, falling below thas of the correspond-
week in 1800, and but a few loaded carsin
excess of the movement of the second week
in October, 1550, This is not as it should
De, they say, with the immense quantities
of wheat and oats raised the past season
crowding elevators, store-houses and farm-
ers’ grain bina. It is noticeable, in exam-

ining the train sheets, that in the
latter part of the week ending Oct.
10 ithere was a marked increase in
shipments of grain, and an impression
prevails that this is thebegining of heavier
shipments of grain to the sea-board and
Eastern markets, as the farmers will be
obliged to dispose of their oats, if not
their wheat, to make room for a very large
corn crop yet to be harvested. Then State
snd county fairs are now over and the

farmers will naturally want to sell their
m and see how they stand. Export
is still beavy. Shipments via
Baltimore the last ten days have been the
.I..vl:n. and, in fact have been limited to
the cars which eould be commanded. and it
has been a harvest time with the Central
States Disvatch and the Continental
fast-freight lines, Shipments via
Ne News are of importance.
The growtl of business over the Chesapeake
& Oh1o, not only east but west-bound, since
e road was cpeuned, Las been unprece-
ted, and, what is the more singular, is
that the Baltimore & Ohio, its moat direct
competitor, has felt this competition less
than have the Vanderbiit aud Pennsyl-
vania lives. The Erie roaq, seewingly, has
not felt this new competition, its busineass
for months past being the heaviest in the
history of the voad. West-bound traflic
with all linss is heavy, largely made up of
first-class freights, as merchants over the
West and Southw and on the Pacitic
coast are now stocking up. There is now
s heavy tonnage of anthracite coal West,
utilizing the empty cars sent West, in ear-
rying this elass of freight. Loecal business
with all roads isexcellent. Probably there
is not an Indianapolis ine that is not doing
25 per cent. more local busineas than at
the ecorresponding period of 1580, while
some are doing 50 per cent, more, The out-
look is favorable for a heavy business ror
weeks to come, as there will be a heavy
movement of Indiana and Ohio coals, and
in & few days the hog crop, should the
weather continue cool. will begin to move.

Injahs” came from all parts of the congre-
gation, and tears towed freely. At the
close of the services the pastor publicly
thanked the Bishop for the unctous and
inspiring sermon he had given them.

Hev. J. Umbnch, of the Canada Cenfer-
ence, preached in the German Reformed
Chnreh, le had selected for his text, St
John xiii., 1: “Having loved His own which
were in the wotld He loved them unto the
end.” His theme was Christ's love for His
own., *“Allfire s property,” he said, “by
creation and preservation; all are liis by

urchase., Christ purchased them with

lis blood. Delievars are His own, {or He
has warhed them of their sins and renewed
them hy llis holy spirit.  They are partak-
ers of His nature and temples of the [oly
Spirit. They are Fils owy, beeanse they
have given themselves to Him by a person-
al consecration, ilis love is aivine, un-
changeable, impartial and oconstant, and
man’s duty is to love Him in return.”

Bishop Bowman went to Cumberiand,
about ten miles from Indianapolis, to dedi-
ecate the new chureh there, He preached
in the morning and afternoon, periormed
the dedieatory services, and by eveuing re-
turned to Indianapolis again.

Saturday's Session of Conference,

The ninth day's sesslon of General Confersnce
was opened by Bishop J. J. Esher. Rev. B, J,
Maurer, of the Germany Conference, led in
praver. The roll of the couference wae again
c¢alled for the purpose of recelving petitions and
recommendations, Rev, K. Yeakel stated that
he had recelved a letter from an aged an‘l prom-
inent winister of eastern Pennsyivania on the

much-mooted subject of arbitration. The letter
was referred to the eommittes on the state of the
church, Rev. k.., slhuitz, of the lowa Confer-
ence, petitioned conference to e=tablish a young
people’s paper, to ts published in both the Ger-
man and English languages. C, W, 8vdow, of
the Minnesota Conference, would ask all the can-
didates for the ministry whether they use tobae-
co; presumably that if they should answer af-
firmatively they should not be received,

Rev. W. Yost, trearurer of the Ebenezer Or-
phan Home, presenied his report to the coufer-
ence for ihe pust quadrenniom. The report,
which I8 very minute, shows tiat the receipts
were $49.%07.27, and the expenditures $i2.-
$17.558, leaving a balance of ¥7,040.69 in the
treasury. [he assets of the homne are $114.-
200,69, Liabilities, none. Besldas this, it has
an endowment fand of $33,854.50, sm{ an an-
pulty fund of $14,269. lu conneetion with the
report Hev, Yoststated that he had written wore
than nrty wills jor diiterent pariles in varous
}ram of the ehurel, in which morethan $100.000
% bequeathed to the various benavolent institu-
tions of the church,

Bishop Lsher lanl a letter botore the confer-
ence frow the executive committee of the Uni-
veranl Peace Unlon, Vera Cruz, Ind,, asking this
Lonorabloe hody to give sxpression to the neces
sity of an International eourt of appeals among
civilized nations, to whieh all national dlgputes
may be referred. ‘The letter was referred to the
comittee on sabbath and tewperance.

Kev, F. Kurtz, of the Atlantie Coulerence, pre-
sented a vetition from the Zion's Evangelical
cougregation, Brooklyn, N, Y., that they might
be suthorized to give a worteage on their prop-
erty. Their reguest was granted by resolution.

The report of the conmmittes on the publishing-
house was next taken up again where it had
been left at the close of Frilay's scsasiou. After
a brief digeussion of the guestton whether but
one or two pablishers shoulid be eleated, Bishop
Bowman moved an amendwent that one pub-
leber be elected, and that he shall select au as.
sistant with the approval of the executive coin-
mittee of the board of publication, After the
noon receas the quostion was taken np aguln,
Conference declded that one editor should be
elected for the Christiiche Botschafter and one
for the Evaugelical Mesaenger, and that both
these editors shall be privileged to select an as-
slstant, with the approval of the executive com-
w:ittees of the board of publication. The editors
of the Sunday-#chool departments, both English
and German, have heretofore also had assistants,
But Geperal Gonference, mainly for economical
reasons, decided not to give them any assistants
but to raise thelr appropriation so that they ma
have the means to pay more liberally for contri-
butions. Aeccordingly the editor of the Evangel-
ienl Magazine and Gernman Sundav-gehool liter-
atare is to have 8750 and the editor of the Liv-
ing Epistle and English Ssunday-school Hternture
$300, as acontributers’ fund. Conference also
decided that tie editor of the Christiiche Bot-
schafter should also Le the editor of all the Ger-
man books to be published, except the Sunday-
school books, which shiall be edited by the editor
of that department: and that the editor of the
Evangelica. Messenger shonld edit the bocks to
be published in the knglish language, excepting
Eunglish Sunday-school books, which shall be
ediied by the mfltur of the English Sunday-school
department. These editors are also allowed $350
to inerease and improve their office library, and

250 ench per year as a contributors’ fund.

Another item in the report of the committee
on the publishing-house was that the church his-
torian be instructed to gather material for a
wissionary history of the Evangelical Associa-
tion, but that the publication of the same be re-
ferred to the board of publication.

R. Yoakel, the church historian, said the his-
tory ot the missionary operations of the charch
was given at considerable length in the forth-
coming second volame of the Church history,
and that it would, therefore, be hardly worth
while 10 pnblish a separate volume. Rev. W.
Haw replied that there could be no harm in in-
structing the historian to gather whatever ma-
terial he could for suoh a work, and Bishop
Bowman added thet there was very little dan-
ger that the board of publication would under-
take to publish such a work befcrs the second
volume of the Chureh history had been published,

In order that the ectire ehureh might be rep-
resented in the board of publication, the various
coufercness were divided into the following
eight distriets, cach distriet to elect one mewmber:
First district, Bast Pennsyivania, Central Penn-
sylvania and Plttsburg conferences; second (1%
