Ill nfsteriil Term cf Service Not Lengthened
(ifr.era! Cnt Made in Salaries

IToatino Conference Work.

General Conference yesterday made rapid
progress in its work, and adopted some im-

portant measures, principal among which
was the creation of a court of appeals, but
it voted against the lengthening of the
ministerial term of service.

A good omen tor tbe tenth day's session
was that when the roll was called every
mau not previouslj excused by conference'
answered to his name. Tbe morning ses-

sion was opened by Hibhop Uowman. Ac-

cording to previous arrangement, Kev. II.
Kiekhn?fer, president of Northwestern Col-

lege, Napervillc, 111., addressed conference
in the interest of tbat institution. He
dwelt upon the good work that is being
done, and spoke of the importance of keep-
ing the moral and spiritual culture of the
students in view in the work, so that the
men sent out from the college may be mor-
ally and spiritually as well as intellectu-
ally qualified for life's work. Ho urged
conference to labor for an increase of
the endowment fuud and to unite their ef-
forts to convert tho college into a univer-
sity and make it one of the lirst institu-
tions ot learning of tho country. Upon the
conclusion of Professor Kiekhcrfer's ad-
dress, liev. J. G. llaller, of tbe Michigan
Conference, offered a resolution to theefiect
that conference heard tho address with in-
terest and pleasure, and that it be Teferred
to tho committee on high-school- s, fur care-
ful consideration.

Again tho roll of conference was called, to
receive petitions and recommendations.
Key. W. Horn asked the committee on the
Orphans' Home to consider the advisabil-
ity of erecting a homo for old folks on the
property of the Orphans' Home. Key. L.
F. Emmert, of the Wisconsin Conference,
recommended a changein the Discipline, re-
lating to the basis of representation in Gen-
eral Conference, so that there should be one
delegate foroverytwothousand members of
the church. Kav. M. L. Y ing, of the Can-
ada Conlerence, presented a request from
the board of trustees of Northwestern Col-
lege that the agents of tho publishing-hous- e

be permitted to grant a certain num-
ber of books to tho college library.

SAI1DAT1I AND SALOON'S.

The committee ou Sabbath and temper-anc- o

presented a very strong report. On
the observance of the Sabbath the report
insists on abstinence from all unneoesary
care and labor, and, in obedience to the
Discipline, abstineuco from all worldly re-

flections on the Lord's day. on the proper
observance of the day in attending upon
the services of Cod's house, reading God's
word, spiritual meditation aud religious
instruction. Another item condemns the
selling and distributing of Sunday papers
and all sensational reading of any Kind.
Tho fourth item deplores the ehort put
forth to keep open the world's fair on Sun-da- ',

and earnestly protests against any
and nil such movements. That part of the
report referring to the cause of temperance
was referred back to the committee for cor-
rection and changes.

reported several items of interest. The
lirst item was a recommendation that each
of tho eight districts into which the vari-
ous conferences have been divided for the
purpose of electing the eight members of
the board of publication, shall nominate
two men, one of whom shall then bo elect-
ed by the conference to represent said dis-
trict In tho board of publication. The
second item fixed the salary of the pub-
lishing agent and of the editors at f1,100,
aud that of the assistant editors at Si, 100
per year. An amendment to make it 31,800
and $1,000, respectively, was voted down,
item third recommended for favorable con-
sideration the publishing, by the board of
publication, of the biographies of Bishop J.
Long and of fathers W. V. Orwig and C.
Hammer. At the suggestion and recom-
mendation of liibhop Ether and
Key. M. Lauer these biographies
are to be published in the English
language lirst. The fourth item recom-
mended that tbe salaries of bishops be
tixed at $1.G00 per annum. This is a reduc-
tion of $200 p'.r annum as compared with
their salary during the past quadronnium.
Kev. V, Zimmerman moved an amendment
to make it f 1,400. A lively discussion en-
sued on this motion. Rev. Guehlicb thought
tho bishops ought to be placed on an equal
footing with tbe editors. Kev. J. C. Horn-berg- er

eaid that there was no church in
America, not oven among the colored peo-
ple, that paid its bishops or general super-
intendents so small a salary as did the
Kvangwlical Association. Finally Kev. Sny-
der, of the Wisconsin Conference, offered
a compromise amendment making it $!,5C0;
but directly, on motion of Kev. W. H.
llucks, of the Ohio Conference, all the
amendments were tabled, after which the
report of the committee making the salary
$1,000 was adopted. The morning session
was then closed with prayer by Kev. J.
Tobias, of the Kansas Conference.

The afternoon tension was again presided
over by Bishop Bowman. Kev. A. Vander-sal- l.

of the Ohio Conference, offered the
opening prayer. The committee on worship
reported, appointing liev. J. J. Kipphardt.
of tho Kansas Conference, to preach that
evening, and Kev. J. Knapp, of the Ger-
many Conference, to present the work of
deaconesses- - in his conference on Tuesday
evening. Both appointments were made
for the church in which conference con-
venes.

COURT OF APPEALS.
The committee on revision now presented

a partial report. The first and most im-

portant item was the following, regarding
the creation of an appollate conference:

1. General Conference, shall elect quadren-
nially fifteen riders to constitute a court of ap-
peal. In addition to the riftcen it shall elect
live alternates.

2. Noouowbo baa not been nn elder lu the
church io good standing for twelve consecutive
years shall he elected to tlds court, nor fhsll
more than two members be chosen from any oue
annum conference.

This court shall have Jurisdiction In allees of nppeal from annual conferences. It may
confirm or revoke sentences of fusjwnsion from
otllce, expel the guilty lrom the church and In
cakes of suspension it in a' aid expulsion, or it
may remand I eo'i for new til.il. Jn nil such
cases its Jurisdiction shall Ik; complete aud tlual,
excepting when new trial are ordered.

4. This com t shall also be a court of trial: a
snch It shall tie its lutv nml fhall have power to
try a bilbo" when placed under c'lartres, accord-
ing to oar Difolpltno durimrtho interval between
lieneral 1'oufertr.oe session; nnd It shall also try
ollicers of General Conference, viz.: the editor,
Keneral hook aeonta, eorrespomliiii? secretary
oral treasurer, of the mhslonnry society, and the
superintendent of the Otphan Home, when
placed under eharre of o'licial misconduct.

5. A llhop shall preside at all sesMons of this
court, bathe shall luw no vote; hut if no bishop
be present then the court ahnil elect a president
from anionic Its membera, who. however, shall
not thereby be deprived of his vote.

!. This eourt shall be called Into session at
Cleveland. .. or if neeeasary elsewhere, by the
bishops wherever there U anv business on hand.
Its expenses hall be paid by tho publishing-hous- e.

7. Vacancies shall te tilled by tbe body itself,
eleven members shall constitute a quorum, and
all nVcUions shall 1 iualo by a. two thiiimajority of votes of those present,

8. All laws In the Discipline not in harmony
with tlil provision shall be brought into har-
mony vith the fauie.

The second .importaut item recommends
that the ministerial term of service be
lengthened from three to four yeais.
Hishop Eshcr said that after taking part in
the work of stationing preachers upwards
of two hundred timeshe was convinced that
it would be better to let well cuough alone
liev.
