Inferesting Tests at Brightwood Before
a Party of Railway Officials,

None of Them Proves s Complete Bar to the
Passage of Hungry Live Stock—Western
Traffic Association’s Rate Kulings.

Saperintendent Welle, of the Indianapoits di-

nished a special train for o party of seventy-five

raliread men, comprising superintendents, engl-

neers of maintenance of way, supervisors and |

roadmasters, to witness a test ai Brightwood of
surface cattle-guards. The only sarface guards
now eon the market, namely, the National, the
Kalamazoo, the Seymour, the Short Hill and the
Brush, were_placed side by side, together with
the standard pit-gnard. Twenty cows whioh had
been: colleeted were placed on one side and very
inviting plles of green cornstalks on the other,
to tempt the cattle to croas these guards. For
five minuies the cattle gavo the several guards a
good lookizg over. When one ventured to cross
the Seymour guard caught its foot, and was two
or three minutes In releasing 1lseif; the animal

then crossed over to the side on which was the
green corn. Two others then crossed the Brualh
, after which gates were put up at both
the Seymour snd Brush guards, Two cows then
crossed, with but little trouble, the Kaia-
mazoo gussd. A gate Was then pat up.
For severnl minutes the cattie hesitated
about crossing either of the ;emaining guards.
Finally one crossed the Shor: Hill guard. The
futerest amoug the rallroad men then became
intense, there being only the National guard,
the pet guard of engineers of malntenance of
way, and the standard pit-guard left to cross
The eattlsa which had crossed the other guarda
were driven sround to the inclosure with the
other cattle. Fresh corn-stalks were placed on
the other side of both guards, and soon a cow
Ve n !um over the pit-guard, struggled In 1t
&\ aud sprung over to the side on
which the eorn lay. Shortly, to even up things,
seomiDgly. & cow made a break and crossed the
National gnard. A second then orossed the pit-
and also another over the National guard.
L ads of the latter seemed satistied with
the tesc, 85 the National guard was the last one
croaied. But the test demonstrated that the
f\lr.'lvhu'h would prevent tramp eattie cross
ngdaa 7ot to be invented, and that of the sur
face guards so far tested, the National eame the
nearest accomplishing this object, While there
was a division of opmion as to which of the
guards—the pit or the surface --was the best pre-
vantive of catile crossing, it was conecedsd by
all that yesterdny the National guird was the
most effective of the surfaee gaands. There
is & great desire among trackmen to get 4 8ur-
face-guard which will be so eflective us to colue
nto general use on the grouigls of cconomy, if
nothing wore. The ]ut-gnnn\ Is clumsy, rots
quick, 1s apt to hold eattle which get into it and
wreek trajus, and {8 also & tewptation to mali-
cious persons to r:l-- eross-ties in it to wreck
trainsg—all of which would be done away with in
the use of surface-guarda. Of the guird which
was the most ellective—the Natlonal—several
thousand are in u=2 on somme of the leadlng roads
of the gountry. The test veaterday, in somne re-
spects, was wmnde nnder nnfavorable conditions,
sich as are not likely to oveur on the main lines
of raflways., Among those who witnessed the
testa all were disponsed 10 give each o Inir
trial. " While some who witnessed the test were
disappointed that the eatile would eross either
ol the surlnce-guards, they admitted that a long
stride had been made towar | adesirable surface-
guard. The Nationpal guard consists of parallel
steel sints, four inches= apart, saw-teeth on top of
siat, short steel harbs thrown out from sides of
slats te inflict sautligient paunidhient to turn
stock. The depth of the pit-gnard was forty
inches, which would be n depth hardly practien-
ble on a majority of roads.

Rate Rulings,

Decislons in five cases appea’ed to the board
of commissioners of the Western Traflle Asso-
clation were given out yesterday by Chalrman
Walker. The first of these Is In reference to the
application of Mississippl river, Peoria and Chi-
cago rates. On traflic to and from the Missouri
river it provides that Mississippi rates shall ap-
piy on and west of a line commencing at
Dubuque, thence via the Buriington & Northern
road to Savaannah, thence via the Chicago, Bur-
lington & Quivcy to Fulton, Barstow, Alpha,
Denrock, South Gladstone, Carthage Junetion,
Dallas, Carthage, Quiney and East Louisiana;

"East St, Louls, Froria rates are to apply on

thence via the Chicago & Northwestern to Dixon,
thence via the Illinois Central. thencee via the
Vaudalia line 1o, not including, East St. Louis,
Ancona, rn the line of the Atebison, I8 also In-
chaded. Chicago rates are to app'y at pointa
east of the Peoria line, and oh and west of o line
extending from Chicago southward via the
Ilinoia Central to Effingham; thence via the
Vandalla road to but not inelading Vandalia,
and also taking in Hammond, East Chicago and
Whitings, in Indiana.
