C. & St. L. (Big Fouri,
Oct. iX M. II Ingalls is president of the
three companies.

Col. W. D. Ewing, of Kvansvllle. retnrns to
railroading again. He goes to New Eng-
land to take charge of the operating de-
partment of the Fitchbnrg road's Hoosac
Tunnel line. Mr. Kwing takes charge on
the tirst of nest month.

It is stated that the three fast-freig- ht
