The
cartridge did not get here in time, and
kerosene was used in ite stead. Lavelle
refused to rveceipt for the Dbox
when it came, claiming 1t was an in-

- fernal machine sent by personal and polit-

ical enemies intended for his destruction.

| How he knew it was an infernal machine

without examination is a mystery. He
claims he is the victim of a plot. The
man who shipped thedynamitecarsridge to
Lavello savs he sent it on Lavelle'srequest,

and the letter of request, dated Oct. 5, is
ex pected to reach here to-day.

NEW GRAVES FOR HEROES.

Reinterment of Those Who Fell in Battle
with the Indians a* Fort Recovery.

-—

Fort RecoverY, O., Oet. 16.—For the
third and last day of the celebration here
the sun rose in a cloudless sky. Promptly
at 10 o'clock the procession moved to

the grounds. General Shank, of Indians,
was introduced as the first speaker,
and his optimistic view of the battle fought
here was go widely divergent from all that

had gone before that his remarks were re-
ceived with marked approeval by the six
thousand people who were pres-
ent, Colonel Bandy, of Cincin-
nati, past colonel of the Sona of Veterans,
followed brietly pledging that, so far as he
conld gontrol, the optimistiec views should
become his. A half dozen others were n-
troduced, but merely recognized the compli-
meunt, and with & courtesy sat down.
History records that the dead of that bat.
tle were gathered up and buried in pits,
But one of those pits has ever
been discovered, and that was a
hole allout ten feet sgnare and located near
what was sapposed to be the fort limit, and
coutained as nearly as could be ascertained
the remains of 250 men. This pit waas dis-
covered by accident in 1851 by boys at
play. The remains were carefully gath-
ered from the dirt. being neither in sheet
nor in shroud, and all tlesh having joined
its neighbor dust, and every bone earefully
waahe(‘l and dried. Thirteen coffinsand abox
were made for their reception, and with
appropriate ceremonies they were buried
in the cemetery in the woods, sonth of
town. There they rested until two weeka
ago, when they were taken from their
sepulehre. At 12:30 the boxes were
closedd and placed on a funeral car
especially built for the purpose, The pro-
cession furmed and, headed by a company
of Indian militia, with reversed arms,
marched to the new burying-ground se-
cured by the people of this loecality and
dedicated to the sacrad purposes of
a resting - place. There they shali
rest in honor, and though the names of
those who sleep may not be recalled, their
deeds will ring down the ages so long as
the best traditions of the highest civiliza-
tion shall demand the consideration of men.
This virtuaily eompleted the three days’
celebration, and the visitors fast took their

departure.

that he had no doabt the preaching of their
doctrines was seditious. Foreiguers come
to this country veoluntanly, and the first
thing they did was to attack our institu-
tions., They were enemies of the Lhumnan
race. He wounld hold them all for trial.

It appeared from the evidence that a
party of Russian Jews calling themselves
“Knights of Labor” rented a hall at Third
and Gaskill streets in which to hold a
Socialist meeting. It is alleged that the
meeting was to be a seditious one, and the
matier was placed in the hands of the p
lice. “What was the subject of their dis-
course? asked the assistant district at-
torney of ane of the officers on the witness-
stand du: g the hearing.

“Don’t _sten to rabbis: don’t listen to
pricsts; Jon't believe in God; and don't
believe the police, They econdemned re-
heion by atheismn gml anarchy,” added the
ofticer. * I'ney said everything should be
free, They did not kunow any government
and they ridiculed the devont Jews. They
also condemned the President ot the United
States, said that his position was useless
and that e ought to be killed.”

TWICE HANGED.

Bungling Work at the Execution of William
Rose—Slowly Strangled to Death,

Rrowoop Farrs, Minn,, Oct. 16.—-A
dreadful scene was enacted this morning
at the execution of Williamm Rose. The
prisoner was awakened at 4 o'clock, ate a
hearty meal, heard thereading of the death
warrant with great cooiness and mounted
the gallows with a firm step. He madea
short speech in which he protested his in-
nocence and acensed a man named Storer

of the crime. The trap was sprung at 4:36
oclock. There was a dull ecrash and the
rope parted three feet from the neck.
Without a word being spoken by any one,
the limp body was picked up, earried on
the platform and Iaid down, face upwards,
upon the readjnsted trap. Thé second
noose, dangling from above, was pulled
down, adjusted guickly and the trap again
spruug withont any attempt to raise him to
hisfeet. Then ensued & slow process of
strangunlation. The trap waa sprang the
second time at exactly 5 o'clock,

The murder for which Rose died was a
sensational one, bebind which there was a
romance. Rose came to Redwood county
from Pike county, lllinois, where he was
born Jan. 31, 1861, Here he fell in love
with Miss Grace Lufkin, a pretty girl of
twenty years, the dsughter of Moses Luf-
kin. The girl reciproosted Rose's love, bat
on the advice of her father, refused to see
her lover. KRose was angered at this, and
one evening shot Lufkin dead through an
open window while the latter was convers-
ing with aneighbor. Miss Lufkin being
deeply despondent, went to Chicago,
where, at the home of a married sister, she
