The Victims Were William Banse and an Un-
identified Young Man, Supposed to

sonville, Madison & Indianapolis road was
the scene, Iast nichs, at 7 o'clock, of the
death of two men. ©One was William
Bazse, sixty years of age, who lives at No.
1688 South East street. le was a wagon-

maker by trade, and bhad afamily. The
‘other bas mnot been identilied, but

fs supposed to be one Charles
or George Miller. formerly em-
‘ploged ‘ by the 'street-car company,
but whe had latterly been employed mna
hruss foondry on South street. The men

were on their way héme, in company with

" third man, who escaped a similar fate by
jemiping. aod then, in adesperation of fright,
rap away, and couldn’t afterward be found.
His testimony is necded to show just how
the accident happened, and also to identify
the unkpown man,

The train which did the fatal work had
arrived some minutes before from the
South, and, having discnarged its load of
passengers in the station, was backing out
to take a side-track in the yards south of
Bouth street. Between the spproaching

train and the men who were Kkilled, stood a
frame-house on rollers, having been leit
west of the track by the house-movers.
t obseured the view, and, probably, being
accustomed to the sound of trains, the
doomed men paid little heed.
Two trainmen on the platform and two
ensaw their danger and tried toeall
their attention by vigorous cries and wara-
fogs, but only oue of the three heard in
e to jump ountof the way. Banse and
his cowpanion were dragged under the
wheels for tha Jength of a car, and when
search was made for them they were found
fearfully mangled. Three cars had passed
-qyer them before the engineerconld stop the
train in response to the signal from the bell
TO Banse was still alive, and was taken
ton Vincent Hospital, a square distant,
in Flanner & Buchanan's ambolance. le
Jlived two hours,and, while conacious until
he died, was not able to speak. When Dr.
Marsee asked him if be knew who his
companton was, be answered Do. After
his death his body was taken to Kregelo's
morgue for preparation for burial and then
to his home. The unidentitied body was
taken in charge by Krecelo & Whitsett,
and lies in their morgue waiting for friends
to claim 1t

—Important Questions of Discipline—
Orphans’ Home Report,

The Evaugelical General Conference ves-
terday devoted most of its time to the con-
sideration of the reports of various com-
mittees, priceipally to that of the Orphans’ |
Home and on revision. Important changes
in the Discipliue have Leen recommended,
which now go before the annaal confer-
ences for final adoption or rejection. The

eveuts of the past two years have made it
clear the Evangelical Association needed
to change its law relating to transgressing |
bishovs. Quite a while was spent yester-
day in discassing, amending and changing
the report of the committee on revision on
this point. Finally the following was

adopted:

If 1n the fnterval of the General Conference a
bishop be accused of fmmoral conduct or of
teuching false doetrine, the procedure shall be as
folluwe:

The accuser shall go to the bishop In person
(after due notice of his purpos¢ so to do) and
shall fully state the matter of complaint with a
view, If possible, of correcting any misapprehen-
sions, If, arter such interview, the accuser shall,
notwithstanding, remain convineed of the
bisbop's guilt then the acenser and the accused
slhinll each chovse one ¢lder in good standing and
these two shall seleet three more elders, and
sald tlve persons ghall form a comnittee of in-
quiry, who shall go to the bishop and examine
him upon the matters compisined of, If after
such examination a majority of said committee
shall adjwige that there I8  reasonable
ground for any of such accusations,
and that the same are of such 0
natore as to justify # tull trial, they shall =0
notity accused and aceuser, and thereupon the
latter shall formulate matters of complaint in
written charges and specifications, and =hall fur-
unish in due time beforehand a copy of sine to
the accused and one to the president of the trial
conference. The presiient of sala trial confer-
ence (being the tribunal for trial of General Con-
ference oficers In the interval of General Confer-
ence) shall thereupon convene the sawe, and cite
the bishop in due time beforehand to appear be-
fore it for trial. If the tiial conference shall
find the acoused gunilty of finmoral conduet, as
charged, by a two-thirds voteofall the inembers,
it may suspend or depose him from office as
hlnlmiand preacher, or expel him from the
chure

Iu cuse the accused fail, in ten days afternotice
from the accuser, to choose such elder upon the

commitiee of inquiry, then sueh elder shall be
chosen for him by one of the other bishops,

In all cases, however, the accused shall have
the right to appeal to the General Conferenoce,
but ke shall give notice of such appeal within
ten days after recelving notiee from the presi-
dent of sald trial conference of his sentence,

In case there be much evil report against a
bhishop, based merely npon rumor, and wo per-
BOD Appears as aceuser, then itshall be the d'uty
of the presiding elder in whose district the
bishop resides, to be the accuser and inform the
bisbop, and perform the part above prescribed
for an accuser.

If, however, the aforesaid eommittee of in-
quiry shall be of opinion that there is no good
cause for further action, they shall acquit the ao-
cused, which aequittal shall render uniawful
and invalid any subsequent proceedings npon
the same accusations until the ensuing General

Conference. Such acquittal, in case a necessity
thereiore shall arise, shall be published in the
oflicial papers of the church, wﬂlch publieation
shall constitute a sufMicient notice thereof to all
members and preachers.

The committee of Inquiry shall organize by
alecting a prestdent and secretary, and, in ease
a trial 18 ordered, shall submit & detailed report
of their proceedings to the president of the trial
coufereuce,

NO QUARTER FOR SECEDERS,
Another very important paper adopted
by General Conference yesterday was one
offered by Bishop Breyfogel in reference to
the seceders from the church, ascontained
in the following:

Whereas, Certain preachers of the Evangelical
Assoclation are now engaged in bolding an as-
sembly or convention at Philadeiphia, Pa., with

the avowed lpurpusc of performing the functions
of a General Conference of tue Evangelical Asso-
clation, aud claiming to be the General Confer-

ence of sald Evangelical Assoctation, thusro-
clalming themseives unwilling to a«d here to this,
the only lawful General Conference of the
church, and attempting to erect a rival body
usurping its oiice and title, and by necessary
consequence promoting dissensious, distracting
the church aud wasdng her energies aud re-
sources; and

Wlereas certaln other persons, preachers and
laymen are now supporting this schismatic
wovewent; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That such acta constitute a gross
violation of the letter and spirit of our laws and
usages, and a grave offense against the ehnrch;
aud that all persons who have heretoforeactively
supported and now are actively supporting or
}‘mrnctpnl.ing in such disorganizing movements,

ave thereby thrown off their aliegiance to our
chureh apd have disentitled themselves (o any
of the privileges of membership therein, until,
u;:lon reioriation, they have been daly readwit-
ted.

Resolved, That no preacher, so acting hereto-
fore, is qualitied to vote at any aunual confer-
ence or to ofliciate as a preachor, without being
received anew after reforination and accepted in
due formm by some lawiully constituted anunual
conference of the church.

Conference also made 1t the duty of
every presiding elder and preacher in
charge to ascertain concerning the terms
contained in the deeds upon his district or
tield of labor, and in case they have not
the disciplinary trust clause to have them
corrected and brought in harmony with the
Discipline,

CHANGES IN THE DISCIPLINE.

In the afterncon the committee on revis-
ionrecommended 8 change in the Discipline,
to the effect that charges against a presid-
ing elder must be signed by at least three
elders and presented to one of the bishops
or the presidipg elder of an adjacent dis-
trict. Bishopo Esher asked: * But, suppose
those elders have no charges? And Rev.

Wittenwy ler spoke against such a change
for the reason that such a law would make
it, :1n many instances, exceedingly difticult
to bring charges againsat a presnling elder,
as it would require a probationer or a lay-
man who might have charges against a pre-
siding elder to find three elders who would
be willing to sign them. The recommenda-
tion found httie favor with the conference,
as it was voted down by a practically unan-
1imous vote.

An important addition to the article in
the Disciphne on the duties of the bishops
was adopted by General Conference, giviug
the power to the board of bishops todecide,
Ly & maiority of votes, all disputed gues-
tious of church law, especially as to the
interpretation of the Discipline, and that
such interpretation shall be binding upon
all preachers and members of the charch in
the interval ol General Conference,

The board of publication was gumrized
to collect such rules and reculations of for-
mer generai conferences as have permanent
value, and publish them as an appendix to
the Discipline. "

While the members of General Confer-
ence are almost a nnit against the use of
tobacco, yet a proposition toso amend the
Discipline that every applicant to theymin-
istry should Lo sasked the question *“Are
yvon free from the use of tobacco?” failed to
receive the requisite three-fourth vote,
Even Bishop Esher said he could not vote
for it, as he did not like to ask the appli-
cant such a question, when he knew that
there was elaers and presiding eldersin the
conlerence gniliy of the same evil.

Thoe committee on revision presented an
important item to tho effect that the dele-
gates and alternates shounld hold their po-
sition for a term of four years or nutil their
sucoessors are e¢lected, and that in cases of
necessity theo board of bishops, wiuh the
consent of two-thirds of the wembers ol
the appellate court, be empowered to call
a nror.inl meeting of Goneral Conference,
This item was discassed at cousiderable
length. Rev. M. Wirttenwyler said that
sinee they now have an appeliate court to
pass upon and finally adinst manv of the
diticnlties which may arise throunghout
the chureh, it would hurdly bYe wneces-
sary to have any extra ssssions o
General Conference, HBishop Breyfogel |
thought some provision should be made
to call together an extra session, but
that it might be better to give the snnual

couferences authority to callan extra ses-
ston of General Conference and elect dele-
gates tothe same. Hishov Esher said he
oonld not vote 1n tavor of this measure un-
less he heard very clear and strong reasons
forit. ln order that the delegates might
give more thounght to this subject, further

marked present, and that it was “worth
something.” He said he refused to pay for
the favor at first, but afterward gave
Dawson £5. Captain Dawsop was nextin-
terrogated by the superifitendent and
denied all intention of wrong-domng. He
admitted that Brady was marked as pres-
ent, but, it not being enstomary to call the
name of the patroiman assigned to the
wagon, be hsa been regularly cred-
ited with being on daty without
thought of his absence. Captain Dawson
ulso :‘nnklﬁ admitted that he bad bor-
rowed 85 of Brady, and that he still owed
the debt. Superintendent Colbert sent
Dawson to Commissioner Catterson to be
dewlt with, and the latter put him un-
der suspension pending the hearing. The
aflair has caused widespread comment, as
both Captain Dawsen and patrolinan
Brady have served on the foree for many
years with creditable records, and
much respected among citizens as
well as n the force. The
trial will ocecur on Monday, and in the
meantime Sergeant John Lowe will act as
captain.

Pians Including Dizzy Dance-Halls and Cafes
That Will Be Located a Fifth of & Mile
Above the Surface of Mother Earth.

CHicaGo, Oct. 16.—The stars and stripes,
it was decided to-day, are to wave 1,120
feet above the ground—higher than ever
the tlag has waved before. It is to bedone

Over twenty-five thousand people
will be accommodated ia the tower at one
time, and two of the many elevators are to
start from the ground and run moere than
oune thousand feet up, without change or
stop, directly to the lookont landing.

After loug continued uvgotiatious the
Keystone I'ridge Company, of Pittsburg,
ove of Andrew Carnegie's concerns, has
made ofiers in writing that are satisfactory
to the promoters. A\ conference was hela
at the Union League Club to-day with Mr.
A. L. Grittin, of this compauy, and Mr.
Edward F. Cragin, representing the pro-
moters and several capitalists. Asaresult,
the Keystone company has agreed in writ-

ing to construct the metal portion of the
tower awmd have 1t completed Feb 1, 1583
The company will have to pay heavy for-
feits per day for any delay beyond that
time. Fresident Griflin expects that the
tower, however, will be built by Oct. 12,
1502, less than one year from date. In
that case a bonus is exacted for the
time saved. Options have been secured
oun ground imwediately adjoining the
world's fair site and arrangements made
with the worla’s fair ofiicials, if desired. so
that the tower grounds shall beincluded
within théir jurisdiction. After long and
careful stuay the designs have been com-
pleted by engineer George S, Morrison, of

this city. He estimatesthat theearning ca-’

acity will be nearly four times that of the
Jifiel tower. The actual cost will beabout
$1,500,000, The cost of the Eiffel tower was
a little less than £1,700,000. The difterence
is in the greater simplicity of design of the
Awmerican tower, and the use of standard
and merchantable si1zes of steel

In this
colonnade will be space in addition to the
space required for elevators and machinery
sufficient to build four hotels or restanranta
1o addition to the restanrants there will be
provided numcrous *‘kiosks” or booths,
constructed in accordance with the arch:-
tecture, styles and customs of wvarious
countries which will be used for the sale
of curios, ornaments, fabrics and other
articles produced and manufactured in all
lands. Withmn the restaurants six thou-
sand or eight thousand guests may be com-
fortably seated and rerved at one time.
Within and about the booths and sar-
roundiong platform three thousand more
peovle will have room to move about.
