tbe proper training of the children in har-
mony with the principles of the word of
God. It declares that-- the Christian family
roust atlord a home for the children in the
best sense of the term a place whic h the
children will prefer to any other place in
tho world. After the adoption of this re-
port Bishop Esher said he felt to thank
God that the General Conference of tne
Evangelical Association stood on such high
ground relating to the purity of tbe family
and the sanctity of the marriage relation,
lie felt sure that if the family was right the
chnrch would be right likewise.

The committee on temperance also pre-
sented its report, which ulludes to the inauy
and frightful evils resultiny from the use
of strontr diink. It condemns the moderate
use of intoxicants as the inevitable path to
drunkenness. It characterizes the saloon as
the destroyer of wealth and happiness, tbe
enemy of the home and the church. It de-
plores tbe liquor influence in politics and
in legislation. It insists that prayer alone
will not deliver men from its curse bnt
that they must work and vote for it. In
view of these facts the report makes the
following declaration:

1. As the represeut-itive- s of our chnrch, we
will, in walk ami conversation, set others a good
example in tern iterance, and under no pretext
whatever use intoxicants, either for ourselves or
in our families, excepting sickness should neces-
sitate 1L

. That we will dve a helping hand to any
and all effort of reform In educating and teach-
ing our people concerning the same.

3. Tbat we express our appreciation of the
work done by tbe W. C. T. V. all over tbe land,
and heartily indorse tbe efforts made to teach
our children in the public school as to the effects
of the use of intoxicating beverages.

4. That we will not support for public oftlce
any candidate tbat stands in any way in connec-
tion with the liquor t rat lie.

The report also condemns tbe use of
tobacco in the following terms:

1. We hold that the use of tobacco is an un-
necessary exptmo and a filthy habit, and in
many cases injurious to health, and therefore an
evil irom which every true Christian should be
delivered. -

'2. We believe that the nse of the same by
ministers of tbe gospel is hurtful to the cause
which they represent, and not in harmony with
tbe office to which they have been called, and
hence no one addicted to tbe uso of tabocco
should be received into the ministry.

Ker. M, Pfitzinger offered to amend the
report so as to condemn also the fashiona-
ble mustache among ministers. This pro-
voked considerable merriment and laughter,
but as it was not considered serious no vote
was taken on this amendment.

That Crowd Down East."
In the course of the afternoon's session

General W. Lilly, of Manch Chunk, and
one of the most prominent citizens of east-
ern Pennsylvania, called upon Bishop T,
Bowman and expressed his sympathy for
the Bishop personally, and for the loyal
part of the church represented in tho Gen-
eral Conference now assembled in this city.
The General said that "the bluster of that
crowd down East" made very little im-
pression upon the public.

He was introduced to the atnlienco by the

represented waaone of the great Methodist
family greeine with the Methodist Episco-

pal Church in theology and polity.
The Bishop took as his text j part of the

twenty-secon- d Terse of the eleventh chap-

ter of Mark: "Have faith in Jod."
"Faith," said the Bishop, "is a faculty of
the soul, for the element of helief and
trust are inherent in human nature. Tbe
child at your knee unhesitatingly believes

v every utterance unless it has already dis- -
- covered deception. It is taught in the

chool that the earth is round, and accepts
that, although contradicted by the evi-

dence of its own senses. This faculty,
this power of belief, is in constant use.
If wedid not have mutual confidence and
respectful trust all social relations would
cease. In a state of nature this faculty is
5n constant use, but in its application to
things spiritual and divine this power to

'-
- believe is dead, and needs to be energized

and awakened by the influences of divine
(trace and the power of tbe Holy Spirit.
Faith has been said to be the eye of the
aonl. If o it has two lids, an outer anil an
inner. Theouter lid is of ignorance and
the inner of a stubborn and depraved will,
and both these litis are closed. The outer
lid by a divine iutluence is lifted. Jf the
inner lid remain closed the soul within is
in the darkness of spiritual death, but if it
opens the soul is lighted up and warmed by
the power and Iory of Jesus Christ. No
roan can hay that Jesus is the law but
by the Holy Chost. ' Faith is the first step
toward God; first . faith, then repentance.
He that cometh unto God mutt believe
that He is and. tbst He Is the rewarder
of him who aeeka Him. Repentance would
be an impossibility without faith. Kepent- -

- ance becomes tbe soil in which faith jrenni- -
nates and grows up, and become a living
aitb. Without seuuine, heartfelt contri-io- n

for sin, without genuine repentance
for iniquity and transgression, true living
faith is an impossibility, .

"One reason for the many superficial con-
versions of which we hear, is that men
have not gone down to tbe genuine repent-
ance for sin, that repentance which
awakens to the error of sin and its pollu-
tion. Faith transcends all other faculties
of the souL We observe much through our
senses, but the entire reason stretches its

way far beyond the convictions andhmits
of the senses, ita exercise embraces all
other faculties of the soul and calls
them into action. Faith, to be saving
faith, must be intelligent; it1 must have
strong desire, and there must be in it a sur-
render of the will to the will of God. No
man can believe unto salvation unless he
believes with his whole soul. A cold, super-
ficial assent is not faith in the saving sense.
A man may think a great deal about re-
demption, maj' have a certain desire for it,
but until he surrenders himself unto Christ
be will not obtain it.

A SURRENDER TO GOD.

"Faith is a thoughtf til, affectionate, will-- :
- ing and therefore complete surrender of the

V Eoii to God. It must be. intelligent A
rnan must know the truth before the truth

- can set him free. It cometh by hearing
and by tbe word of God. If we would grow

" in tbe divine life there must be withiu us a
growth in tbe knowledge of the Lord Jesus
Christ. Faith muet have an affectionate
and living, loving desire in it. Tbe soul's1
affections must reach out after God. The
lloljr Spirit addresses itself to the con-- ;

.p:ieuce. and the gospel of Jesus Christ
storms the citadel cf tbe heart. The story

:-- of the cross not only asks our intellectual
assent, but it appeals to the affection 8. the

- desires of our nature. When the soul be
gins to melt at the feet of Christ then it is
that faith rises into a stronger and higher

- - laiih.
- "There are some people simply guided by

- emotion and nothing else, and who are led
bj- - every kind of doctrine. There is play
lor the emotions and sensibilities in living,
saving faith, but you know by your own
experience that when once your soul was
kindled it was then that faith plumed her
wings within you. Our faith must also be
a, willing one. Knowledge and desire

- are- - not sufficient. .We percleve the
truth, we accept tbe truth, we
long for deliverance through the truth, but

- it is necessary finally that the will , decide
whether we shall fully and nnreservedly
accept Jesus Christ as presented to us, and
therefore the Question, 'Wilt thou be made
bolyr ,

Vl think there ought to be more in onr
bearts of that rugrtred faith which says. lt
shall be done; I will not let thee go until
thou bless me.' To make an emotional plea
and then go our way is not sufficient.
There needs to be more of the spirit which

. says unto God, 1 take Thee at Thy word to
be saved and to be sanctified wholly
Faith born of these strands ties us safely
and securely to the throne of God. When
we are lashed to the throne of God by faith,
though - clonds come over us and
ocr vision be obscured, we know
we arc secure because the influences of tbe
Holy Ghost are about us in response to a
living faith lu God, for faith is not all of
the text, but 'faith in God.' If this faith
were to be exercised in man I confess I
could not have faith asl have attempted to
outline it.

A PERSONAL GOD.

My relatives are divided
among many creeds and denominations, so
I have to go pretty slow Jn my spiritualis-
tic advances, but I am with you heart and
soul." As the old gentleman took hiseeat,
tbe leader broke out in song, singing
"While tho Days Are Going I3y," very
sweetly.

Kftv. Sir. Milburn Thinks All the Totes
of Last Tuesday Were Thrown Away.

Impossible for Sobriety and Lore of Rome to
Win Where Party Lines Control tbe Vote

Discourse on biblical FcoU.

UPON FAKTT POLITICS.

Rev. Mr. Milburn Views the llecent Cam-
paign from a Pulpit Stand-Poin- t.

At the Second Presbyterian Chnrch, yes-
terday forenoon. Rev. Joseph A. Milburn
took as his text the clause from the fifth
verse of tho thirteenth chapter of Matthew
in the parable of the sower:

Bftcause they had no deepness of earth.
The words refer to the seed sown in stony

places. Tho plants swiftly grew aud swift-
ly withered because they had no deepness
of earth. In themselves the seeds were
doubtless all right, just as good as the seeds
tbat brought forth sixty and a hundred
fold, but they missed efficient life because
of shallowness of soil.

In his discourse ho said that in this age
of organized charities, when charity is far-eeei- ng

and discriminating, when she has
her agents out in the highways and tbe by-
ways, in the garrets' and in the gutters,
seeking for them whom she may rightly
and justly help, it is wrong, it is a crime
against humanity, it is to foster mendi-
cancy and indolence to give even to the ex-

tent of a crumb of bread or a five-ce- nt piece
at a venture. Tramps, beggars and gypsies
are not the creation of nature. Nature does
not make a beggar; nature does not feed
the tramp. - Nature does nothing for this
mighty host that goes about tbe land the
withered crop grown from virtues sowed in
the shallows where there is no deepness of
earth. -

Likewise this truth applies to party pol-
itics. Parties are indispensable to govern-
ment. They are indispensable to the or-
der, honesty, integrity and balance of gov-
ernment. " So long as wo difier as to the
relative values of the future and tho past,
then shall we bo Liberals and Conserva-
tives. So long as men differ as to the rela-
tive politieal values of centralization and
State rights aud protection and free trade
there must be American parties.
Republicans upon tho ono side.
Democrats upon tbo other. When these
questions nre settled other political
problems will come, about which wo shall
differ, and the parties shall continue still.
Hence, man must be partisan, must be on
one side or the other. This does not mean
that a man shall' always follow his party,
that be shall always vote with it. that he
shall always be obedient to its behests.
Let us rather aay to the party T shall be
loyal to you only while you are on high
ground, while you are faithful to the
ritfht." There are times when the pnnci- -

of a party are ignoble and contempti-le- ,
not as a whole, but iu a particular

member, in localities,, in special points.
Then it" should be that the partisan.no
matter whether he bo a Republican or a
Democrat, - should be so loyal to, his
party, should be so - jealous of
its great career, that he would for
the while remind it of its dereliction. How
we need this spirit in the political affairs
of this city must be manifest to alL W'e
are at a moral stand-stil- l in this com-
munity because of our rotten partisanship

because we vote for the Republicans aud
the Democrats rather than for law and
order and sobriety. Human happiness we
all long for. We want -- every home in this
city to be happy and joyous. We want
every roomer o rejoice iu uer uu. o
want the husband of every wife and the
sou of every mother to be a joy rather than
a curse to his home. Wo waut the city to
prosper. We want the streets paved and
ludianapoliS tor march forward ou her
victorious course. This we all want. This
we all had in mind when wo voted on last
Tuesday. . .

Yet, whether we voted for Republicans or
Democrats, our vote was in a measure void
and worthless, other than in a party way,
sowed in ground in which there was no
deepness of earth. We could not, if we
had wanted to, have voted for sobriety, for
law and order, for peace and good will on
earth.

There was something under the vote of
either ticket The Republicans wlm voted
promised to see the laws enforced, that the
saloons shall be closed according to the
statute; that ' they should prevent tho
Sabbath from being desecrated; tbat they
would revere this day tbat our fathers
loved - and did so much for America.
The Democrats had notice tbat all during
the past year the saloons have done very
largely as they wished. Why did not the
vote carry for the Sabbath and for law?
There was no issue of righteousness in the
campaign, but. issues such as asphalt pave-
ments, street improvements, taxes, and
abomniable personalities. All this because
the politics are-to- partisan, because we
make it an issue of party rather than an
issue of order.

THE "MEDDLING FOOL."

Dr. Haines Discourses Upon a Rather Wide-- t
ly Distributed Topic.

Rev. Dr. M. Li Haines concluded a series
of six sermons on fools last night, with a
discourse on "The Meddling Fool." His
text was Proverbs xx, 3:

It is an honor for a man to cease from
strife; but every fool will bo meddling'.

The minister .said that in the weakness
of human nature, and in the traditions of
the race, most men not only do not
agree with the truth of the text, but
hold to its contrary, that it is an honor to
engage in strife. Tho world rather chooses
a profane text, "Beware of entrance to a
quarrel, but being in it bear 't that the op-

posed may beware of thee. "
, Men are quick

to resent an insult or grievance, real or
supposed. This, said the preacher, is il-

lustrated in the spirit of dueling which
raged for three centuries previous to the
present. It was held that wounded honor
could only be healed in tho blood of
one of the parties in the controversy.
In eight years. --at tho beginning of the
sixteenth century in France, it is estimat-
ed two thousand persons of noble birth
were killed on tbe so-call- ed field of honor.
In the reign of Louis XIII dueling became
epidemic Men would light on the slight-
est pretext, sometimes purposely miscon-
strued. But dueling in this age has passed
away, aud yet the same spirit is manifest
in the readiness to avenge an insult. Men
have notyet learned that it is an honor to
cease from strife, and that in the same
way it is maintaining ono'a honor to avoid
strife.

It is again an honor, continued Dr.
Haines, to cease from strife, because in
showing forbearance under provocation
one exhibits oue of the highest qualities of
character, self-contro- l. 'Tie tbat ruleth
his own spirit is greater than he that
taketh a city." To cease from strife also
shows a ' spirit of magnanimity. The
speaker here illustrated bis point by a ref-
erence to the consecration ceremonies of
Philips Brooks last iweek. by Bishop Pot-
ter. In his sermou.tho Bishop adverted to
the uncomplaining patience and forbear-
ance with which Bishop Brooks had long
borne assault without resentment, or with-
out stooping to the level ot bis tradncers.
"This." said Bishop Potter, 'makes Philips
Brooks a bishop in fact." Again, through
magnanimity and forbearance, the end
sought for is more surely gaiued. " The ser-
mon closed with the point that no one
knows how far and to what end strife may
lead, and the Scripture truth. Behold how
great a matter a little tire kindletb." was
used in illustration.

be. This Good Shepherd knows the
nature, the character, the disposition,
of His sheep.

His
sheep follow Jlim. This implies not only
that they keep His commandments, lfut
that they pattern after Him and become
conformed to His image. He who enjoys
the love of Qod in his heart has no greater
desire than to belike his Divine Master.
Filial trust is also one of the results of this
love. The child that loves his parents has
confidence in them. In the Scriptures we
have thousands 'of exceeding great and
precious promises, and every one of them
is a check on Heaven's bank. All we need
to do is to present our check come in con-
fidence to God and rely upon His prom-
ises, and He will iive to us tbe desire of
our hearts. .

Saturday's Conference Proceeding.
The Saturday's sessions of General Con-

ference of the Evangelical Association were
devoted to the consideration of important
committee reports. The report on the fam-
ily lakes high ground in favor of good
family government, the sanctity of the
marriage relation and social purity. A
constitution for the Young People's Al-

liance was adopted, and two directors for
the Charitable Society elected.

Bishop Breyfogel opened the morning ses-

sion, but at his request Bishop Esher took
the chair and presided over the delibera-
tions of the day. A telegram was read from
C. K. Fehr. superintendent of the Orphan
Home, stating that his wife's health would
not permit him to accept the
position another term. A request has
been received from Troy, Kan., Conference,
where a litigation is now In progress in
the District Court concerning tho Bellevue
church, for an attested expression of Gen-
eral Conference concerning the standing
of such as have withdrawn from thechurch.
To this request General Conference an-
swered with a resolution declaring that the
rights of all those ' persons who received
certificates ceased with the reception of
the same, and were in no sense any longer
members of the Evangehoal Association,
and that those who withdrew without cer-
tificate, on account of dissatisfaction, for-
feited, by such withdrawal, all rights and
privileges of membership in the -- Evangelical

Association. General Conference also
declared that such a relation as member-ship-at-larg- e,

when not connected with
some local society, is utterly unknown both
to the laws and usages of the church.'

That item in the report of the committee
on revision, making provision for the call-
ing of an extra General Conference, which
had called forth such an animated discussion
on Friday and was made the order of the
day on Saturday morning for further con-
sideration, was rejected. While a majority
favored it, it failed of the requisite three-fourt- hs

vote.
The committee on the Charitable Society

reported that they have found the treasur-
er's report correct The assets of the so-
ciety are now $27,000.08. which is an in-
crease of S2.184.92 during tbe past quadren-niu- m.

All tbe funds are invested in first-mortga- ge

securities, bearing C per cent, in-
terest; The report not only indorses the
action of the board of trustees in not de-
claring a dividend for 1891, but commends
them for so doing. They are, however,. in-
structed to declare a dividend, based upon
the income of 1890 and 1891, to such only as
may be reported as proper claimants by the
secretaries of annual conferences recog-
nized by General Conference as the legal
annual conferences. - Messrs. F. G. Boas, of
Heading, Pa., and Bobert Sterner, of
Schuylkill Haven, were elected trustees of
the society. .'

CATECHETICAL INSTRUCTIONS.
Tho conference took advanced ground on

the subject of catechetical instruction by
making it tho duty of every preacher to
hold catechetical instructions in every so-

ciety in his field of labor, the course to be
so arranged as to embrace the whole of
the "Smaller Cathechism of the Evangel-
ical Association" in one year, excepting
where this may be impracticable. It sball
be the duty of the members to send their
children who have attained to the age of
ten years to catechetical instruction. At
the completion of the course of instruction
an examination of the chatechutnens shall
be held in the presence of the society. He
shall, however, not be allowed to require
the children to take upon themselves any
vows, neither, the laying on of hands,
neither sball this examination have any
connection with receiving persons as mem-
bers into the church. The public examina-
tion of the catechumens at tbe completion
of tbe course was strongly objected to by
some for tbe reason that such a regulatiou
would be abused and might bo made the
entering wedge to the confirmation, the
laying on of bands, and receiving
them into the church without hav-
ing experienced a change of heart.
Although the report of the committee
passed through General Conference it can
only become a law of the church after it
has received a two-thir- ds vote ofthe mem-
bers of all tbe annual conferences. The re-
port of the committee on Sabbath-school- s
and normal classes says the Sabbath-schoo- l
is one of tho most successful institutions of
the church. One of the principal needs of
tbe Sunday-schoo- l is self-sacrificin- g, faith-
ful and efficient teachers. Although a
goodly number of normal classes have
been formed in different partsof the church,
yet this important work should be carried
on with greater energy and efficiency.
Conference, therefore, calls upon all
preachers to form normal classes. This is a
new organization in the association, but is
meeting with great favor among tho young
Feople. The committee presented a

and conference resolved as fol-
lows:

1. That we call uron all our preachers to Iden-
tify theuioelve with thi movement, and to
espouse heartily tbl important caue, having
tbe coiiBciousm as that we can in no other way
cairy on tbe work more successfully than by
takimr tbe proper care of tbe j ounz people.

2. That we w ill establish a Young Teople'S Al-I'auce- ln

the Evangelical Association in accord-
ance with the conatitutiou prepared by- - the
Lin wood Turk committee, and already published
iu the church paier. -

3. That the tJenerul Conference adopt the
necessary measures and regulations tor the car-
rying out of said constitution.

Some of the Western delegates objected
to tbe name alliance, as that name had
come into disrepute through the Farmers'
Alliance. Sonle one suggested "league."
bnt that was found objectionable because
the liquor men have banded themselves to-
gether under that name. A motion, by
Kev. Halier to change "alliance" to "union"
was carried by a small majority, but when
this was found to be very objectionable to
the Eastern men Hew Klump, of the Michi
gan, kindly moved a reconsideration,
which carried, and then tbe amendment to
substitute "union" for "alliance" was

; voted down.
FAMILY AND TEMPERANCE.

The committee report on tbe family held
that tho Christian family is the foundation
of the well-bein- g of society and of the
State, tho paradise of happiness, the first
church of God. where Ho is worshiped in

1 spirit and in truth. It condemns tho efforts
of skeptical, und, in most cases, r.lso im
moral men, whose object is to dissolve the
marriage relation ami destroy tbe family
in order that they may indulge tho pas-
sions of their sitifnl hearts; also, the super-
ficial spirit with which tne marriage rela-
tion is entered into and afterward dis-
solved. It deprecates th fact that even in
the CnristiHii ehurcb tbe marriage and
family relation are not always viewed ns
sacredly as the word of God demands, and
asserts that such loose ideas on this impor-
tant matter are gnawing at the very vitals
of tbe Christian family, it insists uoo a J

of the seats in the new federal Court of Ap-
peals may possibly be given to ex-Gover-

James D. Porter, of Tennessee, Assistant
Secretary of Stato under Cleveland.

James D. Porter is a native of the State
in which he now resides. He was born
iifty-fou- r years ago, and was educated at
tho National College, at Nashville, an in-

stitution which no longer exists, and at
the Lebanon Law School. He was a Union
member of the Legislature of Tennessee at
the begining of the civil war. and intro--

duced into that body resolutions in favor of
the Union, when secsrion was under con-
sideration by it. When, afterward, his State
joiued the Confederacy, he acquiesced In
its decision, and received a commission in
the army. He served throughout the war
as Adjutant-genera- l on General Cheat-
ham's stall. . After the close of tbe war hepracticed law, and was elected Circuit
Court judge iu 1870. When on the bench,
in 1874, he was elected Governor of the
State, to succeed John C. Brown, He took
office in 1S75. In 1S7G he was re-eiect- ed.

He served as Governor until 18?J. Upon
retiring from the governorship ho gave his
principal attention to railway interests.

HIS A1T01XTMEXT CONFIRMED. .

W. K. Cottrell to Re Chief of the Live Stock
Department of the World's Fair.

Chicago, Oct. 18. The board of control
of the national world's fair commission
last night confirmed the nomination by
Director-genera- l Davis of W. E. Cottrell,
of Detroit, for chief of the department of
live stock, and now the name goes to the
directory. Mr. Cottrell is strongly indorsed,
not only by President Palmer and the rest
of Michigan, but also by the National Live
Stock Commission.

Two more commissions to visit other
lands ara being arranged. One of
them' will go to Spain, Italy. Turkey,
the Danubian and north African
states, and the other to Mexico.
This was one of the conclusions reached at
the joint meeting of tho boards of control
aud reference yesterday afternoon. The
boards were in session several hours, and
and during that time a number of subjects
were discussed. After the meeting ad-
journed it was announced that everything
was working smoothly, and that tbe two
boards were as peaceful as conld be de-
sired. The proposed reduction of expense
in the department of promotion and pub-
licity was referred to tbe executive com-
mittee of the Chicago directors, with
power to cut down expenses if thought de-
sirable.

The State of Jalisco's Display.
Washington, Oct. 18.-- The State of Ja-

lisco. Mexico, promises to be foremost in
Mexican exhibits at the World's Columbian
Exposition, and great efforts are being made
by State officials and citizens to that end.
Coffee, tobacco, rice, cocoa, medicinal
plants and precious woods, gold, silver,
copper, quicksilver and variegated marble
will enter largely into the display which
will be be made by tbe rich State, and the
justly celebrated pottery and clay figures
of Guadalajara, serapesand decorated felt
sombreros will add to the value and inter-
est of the exhibit. Jalisco will send twelve
Indians, who will work tbe clay, mold and
bake pottery, producing wonderfully beau-
tiful work without ever having had the
slightest artistic training. This work is
oue of the special industries of the handi-
work of tho Guadalajara.

Chinamen Coining in by Way of Texas.
San Antonio. Tex.. Oct. ia The influx

of Chinamen into Texas by-wa- y of the
Mexican border continues. Not a day
passes that one or two are not arrested by
deputy sheriffs. Some of them are aware
that they are breaking thelaw. others have
beeudecened by the Mexican emigration
agents and think they have a perfect right
to enter the United Stat. It ' this loiter
class which aro caught.

During the past week fifteen have been ar-
rested ou the Texas side of tbe Rio Grande.

Her Notorious Career Recalled by Her Mar-
riage In Loudou Last Week.

The friends of Kobert L. Reade. lawyer

and man about tow n, were astonished Sat-
urday to hear be had married the notorious
Josie Mansiheld. formerly mistress ot Col.
Jim Fisk, jr. Tbe marriage was celebrated
in St. George's Church. London, on Friday,
in the presence of a few friends and three
members of the bride's family. The honey-
moon will be spent at Brighton.

The marriage recalls the eventful history
of tbe woman whose personal beauty led to
the death of her benefactor. Josie Mans-
field was married in 1SG4 to Frank Lawler,
au actor of reputation in San Francisco,
where she lived with her parents, whose
name was Warren. They lived happily un-
til 1668. when Lawler separated from his
wife and she drifted to this city. In 1370
she met Fisk, who at ouce fell in love with
the beautiful woman. She was then al-
most destitute, but Fisk established her in
a house on in West Twenty-thir- d

street, and gave her carriages,
jewelry,- - servants and everything
else that she could desire. He was deeply
enamored of her, and his infatuation was
the talk of his friends.

Fisk introduced his friend and ex-partn- er,

Kdward S. Stokes, now proprietor of
the Hodman House and a power in Tam-
many Hall, to Josie. and from that mo-

ment. his peace of mind was destroyed.
Stokes also fell madly in . love with tho
woman, who seemed to return the passion.
When Fisk was convinced almost against
his will of the woman's duplicity there was
was a scene iu the handsomely-furnishe- d

house in West Twenty-thir- d street. To his
threats of vengeance the woman replied by
threatening to publish his letters to her.
whioh were said to contain a full account
of the operations of the Erie ring.
She claimed tbat Fisk owed her
g40.000, and offered to put the
letters in evidence. Fisk obtained
an injunction against the publication
of the letters, and charged the woman and
Stokes with trying to black-ma- il him. The
examination of Josie on the charge of sub-
ornation of perjury was an extremely sen-
sational one, and the woman's feelings
were not spared. After tbe adjournment
of the court Stokes drove to the house in
Twenty-thir- d street and thence to the
Grand Central Hotel, where he shot and
killed Fisk.
