IT COSTS TO VIOLATE THE LAW.,

Omaha’s Postinaster Likely to Be Heavily

Mulcted for Illegnlly Appointing Employes,
Special to the Indianapolis Journal,

Wasnixgrox, Nov. 16.—Some features of
the controversy involving the dismissal of
a number of clerks and mail-carriers at the
Omaha postoflice are of especial interest to
postmasters and postoflice emvloyes in
every part of the country. The Postmaster-

general ordered the dismissal of the clerks
and carriers upon a report from the Civil-

service Commission, which states that five
clerks and three carriers were appointed
from civil life whose names had never been
on the eligible list. Three of the clerks
were appointed from the list of special de-
livery messengers and two were taken from

without the postal service, while the three
carriers were an inheritance of the present
postmaster from his predecessor in 1888,

A rather unusual feature of the position
of the Civil-service Commission is that the
preseént postmaster must be held tinavcially
and 1n every other respect responsible for
not only the appointment of five clerks who
were not taken from the eligible liat, but
for retaining the three illegally appointed
carriers, who were npon the rolls when he
took charge of the otlice, The question of
financial responsibility, it is said, will rall
upon the Omaha postmaster with all its
weight, for there can be no sure way for
him to avoid reimbursement of the govern-
ment, The DPostoffice Departmens takes
the position that where a disbursing oflicer,
acting upon the presumption that the em-
ployes were regularly ana lega.ly employed,
pays ont money to illegally employed per-
sons the government must lose; but where
the disbursing eflicer and the appointing
power are vested 1n one person Le caunot
act unadvisedly, The appointment of the
Omaha clerks and carriers was regularly
reported tothe department here, contirmed,
and the names were placed upon the rolls
in & regular way; but itis now held that
the Omaha postmaster withhald from the
department the facts relating to the ap-
jointments, and, therefore, he is responsi-

le for the salaries paid the emploves,

THE LOTTERY CASES,

Beginning of the Argument Before the Su-
preme Court on Constitutionality,

Wasnixgron, Nov, 16, —Argument was
begun in the United States Supreme Court
to-day in the Lousiana lottery cases, in
which the constitutionality of the recent
and anti-lottery law is invoked. The suits
are those brought by the United States
againsi John Rapier, publisher of the Mo-
bile Register, and George W. Dupree, pub-
lisher of the New Orleans States, for vio-
lation of the law prohibiting the sending
through the matls of newspapers contain-
ing lottery advertisements. The counsel
bave already submitted DLriefs giving the
line of argument, and these bhave been pub-
lished in the press. ‘I'he first question

came up when Mr. Carter, a well-known
New York lawver, nsked the pleasure of
the court as to the time to be allowed for
argument. The court suggested three
hours for the lottery people and two for
the government. This was not mtis(utor{
to Mr. Carter, who wanted tive hours, and

| not have more time than the other, though
he probably would not demand more than
two hours. The court, on consultation, di-
rected argument to proceed, and 1t would,
if necessary, extend the time.

INDORSED BY ALL PATRIOTS,

The President's Address to the Chilian Min-

ister Commended by Everybody.
Fypecial 10 the Tedianapoins Journl

WASHINGTON, Nov. 16—Much favorable
comment has been heard in congressional
circles upon President Harrison’s brief ad-
dress on last Saturday in receiving the new
minister from Chili. It was to the very
points at issne. Such oceasions are gen-
ernlly fraught with a surfeit of gush
and not a little inconsisteney. They are

usually adressparade where complimentary
platitudes and form only are beard
or  seen. Knowing that President
Harrison mnever encouragea eoirther of
these the reception of the Chilian
minister was anticipated with a great
deal of interest here, and President
Harrison’s words have veen carefully read
and digested by tbose who may yet be
called upon to review the incident with
Chili upon tne tloors of Coungress, The
manner in which the President empha-
sized the determination of the United
States to let no tewpting commercial
opportunities interefere with our position
for redress for wrongs perpetrated upon our
citizens, nnd in protecting them and the
property of our citizens every where elicits
the admiration of every patriotic individu-
al, and 18 indorsed by some of the most
partisan Democerats. The President’s terse
remninder of how we refused to permit
the shipment from our shores of
gold to assist Dalmaceda or arms to help
the Congressionalists, and the perfect neu-
trality this government has maintained in
all of Chili's tronbles are especially pointed
ont as the strong elements of his address.
Chili bas learned from the words of Presi-
deunt Harrison that this ecountry is not
built upon the English plan, and that, al-
thoueh patient, it isfirm, and will have
justice at any cost.

FOLITICAL ASSESSMENTS,

Decision That Throws Another Bar In the
Way of Raising Compaign Funds,
Wasnixgron, Nov. 16,—Chief-justice

Bingham, of the Distriet Court, in general
term to-day annouunced the opinion of the
court overruling the demurrer made tothe
indictment against C. A. Newton, president
of the old Dominion Kepublican Club, for
alleged violation of one of the sections of

the civil-service law, prohibiting the solie-
itation of politieal coutributions in a
government oflice, Newton's counsel gave
notice that he would appeal the case to the
United States Supreme Court,

Commissioner Thompsan, of she Civil
Service Commission, was seen by a reporter
and questioned as to his views upon the de-
cision. He said $hat the Supreme Court of
the United Stawes, in the case of Newton
M. Curtis, held that the law torbidding
government cmployes to solicit or re-
ceive from each other money for po-
litical  purposes was constitutional,
but the decision rendered to-day goes
much farther, and holds that all solicita-
tions for pélitical purposes within govern-
ment buildings are unlawfnl. The gilect,
be thought, will be to practically stop po-
litical assessments and to leave all govern-
ment employes free to contribute or not, as
they see fit. This decision is a complete
vindication of theconrse of the commission,
which has endeavored to enforce the luw
avd protect government employes from
forced assessments.

any of the coins of the United States, or of
foreign governments, not even the iuscrip-
tion thereon.”

Secretary Foster, after quoting the law
in question, and a letter from KRepresenta-
tive Wright, who introduced the measure,
adds: "It would appear from this letter,
and also from the wording of the section,
that it was not the intention of Congress
that any person should be privileged to
publish representations of any of the coins
mentioned 1n the law,”

CUMMESKY GAINS A POINT,

Secures Permll-cion for the Men to Accept

the Conditional Advance,
Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal.

Terre Havre, Ind., Nov. 16.—The situa-
tion in the minery’ strike in the State can
be best understood by the statement that
each side asserts that a stampede is 1mmi-
nent in the ranks of the other. The opera-
tors, especially those of the bituminous
mines, make reports of lively meetings of
miners at the different places in the Suate.
There are said to have been angry discus-
siors on the advisabnlity of the strike, and
a preponderance of sentiment was at one
time against 1t on the part of the miners
There is no doubt that this was true before
the strike was ordered, but the miners'
officials, who have been in almost
constant session here, declare that the
miners were uunaunimously in favor
of the strike when the situation bhad been
properly explained to them. They, there-
fore, cast their votes accordingly. Friday
and Saturday John Nugent, of Ohio, a
member of the national executive
board of United Mine-workers, and
Vice-president Penna were in consultation
with the officials and leading men of the
State organization, It had been well un-
derstood that Vresident Ilea and perhaps
others at the national headquarters at Co-
lumbus, O., were opposed to the strike in
bituminous mines, as baving been ordered,
it is said, without an efiort first being
made to reach an agreement with the oper-

ators. They are also said to hLave
opposed it on the ground that many
of the mines were Leing worked
under regularly signed contracts for a year
from May 1, 1591

Whatever may have been the advice of
Nugent and Penna it is known to-day
that the State oMcials have changed their
position in one important respect. When
the strike was inangurated it was the

agreement that no miners should return to °

work at the inereased scale unless ail the
miners were taken back at the same scale
of wages. This evening President Cum-
mesky said that permission had heen
granted for all miners who could get work
at 75 cents for bituminons and 85 cents for
block coal mining to return to work. Ten
bituminous operators had oftered the 5
cents, and 1t was Mr, Cummesky’s informa-
tion that between three and four hundred
miners went to work to-day, and he thinks
nearly as mauy more will be at work to-
Worrow.

The mines where work was resumned to-
day are located at Secleyville, east of here;
at Hancock, in Sullivan county, on the L.
& 1. road, sonth of Washington, Ind., and
at Ayreshire, in Dane Ingles's mine, on the
Air-line road. These latter mines supply
but little conl for the Chicago market,
however. Some of the smaller block-coal
operators are willing to pay the 5
cents, but the action of the Chicago
& Eastern lllinois and the Chicago &

Indiana coal roads in raising the freight -

rate at this time deters them. ‘The miners
say these roads are nnder one manpagement;
that the syndicate which holds the stock
of the Prazil Block-coal Company, and also
controls nearly all the output of the block-
coal regions confined to Clay county, is
composed of men who coutrol the raiiroads.
The raise in freight rates was made for the
purpose of intimidating small operators
who might be inclined to yield to the de-
mands of the men,

The bLituminous operators say they are
not alarmed by the resumption of work at
afew mines at ‘the scale asked for by the
miners, and assert that nopeof the operators
who signed the agreement not to pay 1t has
shown any indieation of weakness.

POWDERLY SLAPS BACK.

The Knights of Labor Scandal Aired—A Ke-
ply to Ex-Secretary Taraer.
Torepo, 0., Nov. 16.—General Master
Workman Powderly this afternoon gave
the following statement conocrming the
charges made by ex-Seeretary Turner in an
interview printed in the Pittsbhurg, Cin-
cinnati and other papers yvesterday:

“I bave no knowledge of what letters Mr.
Tuorper may have published in the Phila-
delphia papers, and cannot be expected to
reply to them, In an ollicial interconrse of
several years many letters of a personal
and private character were necessarily ex-
changed, and while 1 bave no ecomment to
make on the publication of private letiers,
1 know that there was nothing in these
letters that [ am ashamed of. ‘L'he means
resorted to to inecrease my salary and
build my hLouse were not as stated
m Mr., Turper's publizhed statements.
The money that paid for myv house was due
mwe; it wasmine, and I am not, and never
was under any obligations to the order for
one centof it. Thecancelled checks Mr. Tur-
ner holds may be just as he says, but these
ehecks should be in the possession of the
General Assembly of the Knights of Labor.
If they were for money of the order they
belong to the order, and in retaining themn
Mr. Tarver gives coloring to the charge
that he 8 dishonest, while 1
never accunsed him of anything worse
than incompetency. All the money
1 have ever drawn from the order was
drawn on checks and should be in eharge
of the preseut treasurer., Mr, Turner bad
the opportunity to explain these checks
and everything else in his possession to the
special committee, He retained the bank
books he used as secretary-treasurer, and
we had no means of knowing what the de-
posits were, for the system of our offica
was not then as it 18 now, The special
committee should not do ntherwise than
make its reportas it did when Mr, Turner
refused to appear before it,

“SincelS8Sthe general secretary-treasurer
is obliged to bring his books te each session
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of the General Assembly so that every dele-
Rate may have access to them, and a con-
tinuance of Mr. Turner's system of book-
keeping is impossible. The motion to ap-
point that special committee was made by
one friendly to Mr. Turner in order that
he might vindicate himself, but he re-
fused to go before the committee on the
ground, that I never appointed an honest
committee., Our records show that in 1880,
1851, 1852 and 1855 Mr. Tarner was & memn-
ber of the finance committee on my ap-
pointment. Since then and until 1855 be
was 4 member of the committes on secret
work on my appointment, and it does not
come with a good grace for Mr. Turner to
now sasy that | never appointed a commit-
tee that did its duty; in faet, itisa self-
condemnatory statement. Any way, all the
papers should be turned over to his sucees-
sor. He could very easily make a tabulated
statement of his accounts, could have made
2 list by name snd number, of all stub,
check and bank-books, and could have
taken his successor’s receipt for the same.
That would have shielded him, and a fail-
ure to produce any of these books would re-
flect ou his successor and not on him. As
it is we cannot acconnt for £17,000 and he
refases to do so. Our only plan wounild be
to go into the courts, but that 1s a matter
for the General Assembly to decide. So far
as I amn concerned, 1 court the fullest in-
vestigation into my every act. 1 have
nothing to conceal and nothing to be
ashamed of.”

At the Knights of Labor assembly to-day
the first business was the resolutions pre-
seuted by the World W, C. T, U, and the
National W, C. T. U. The first and second
resolutions were at once agreed to, the first
being a demand for equal pay for equal
work to women, and for woman suffrage,
the second declaring 1in favor of the same
standard of purity for men and women,
The third, demanding the closing of the
world’s fair on Sundays, was dis-
agreed to, the Knights declaring them-
selves 1n favor of having the fair open
on Sundays for the education of the masses,
provided that no one employed at the fair
shall work more than six days per week,
The fourth resolution wns for the preven-
tion of the sale of liquor on the world’s fair
grounds, and the Knights declined to in-
aorse this. The last resolution asked the
indorsement of a petition to prohibit the
sale of alecohol, and opium, and other
narcoties, and to raise the standaxd of law
everywhere to that of Christian morals,
I'his was referred to a committee to prepare
an answer in consonance with the wishes of
the General Assembly.

At the afternoon session Mr. Powderly
made a statement to the assembly with re-
gard to ex-Secretary Tuarner's charges,
which was practically the same as the jn-
terview above.

It was deciaed to raise a mileage fund by
an assessment of five cents on every mem-
ber each July to pay mileage of delegates
to the General Assemuly. The assen.bly
decided to snpport the demands of miners
in the Indiau Territory, that the mining
laws of Missouri should govern in that Ter-
ritory.

Trouble on a Western Railroad.

Kaxsas Ciry, Nov. 16.—There is trouble
brewing among the freight condnctors and
brakemen of the Kansas City, I'ort Scott &
Memphis railroad, which threatens to de-
velop into a strike. The conductors and
brakemen have several grievances against
the road, and among other things demand
an inerease of their wages and a reduction
of the number of hours. Superintendent
Fagan said this morning that the company

wounld positively refuse to grant the de-
mands of the men. A meeting will be held

next Wednesday, at which it is procbable a
general strike may bo ordered.

Not in Favor of Closing the Breach,

BostoN, Nov. 16—The Central Labor
Union chose their delegates yesterday to
the conventionof the Federation of Labor
at Birmimngham Ala.. but by alargomajority
refused to instruct them to vote for the
aceeptance of the propostion of the Knights

ABOUT POLITICAL ACTION,

Conference of the Third-Party Committed
Held in the Morniug.

The third-party conference yesterday was
entirely informal, owing to the non-arrivel
of a quorum of either the national commit~
tee of the People’s party or of the commit~
tee of confederated unions, in whose handa
are the arrangements for the convention of
Feb., 22 1602, There was a conference of
such members of the national committee as
bhad arrived with others sympathizing in
the movement, beld at Hotel English in
the morning and another session in the aft-
ernoon. Hoth sessions were private, and
nothing was given out to the press about
the proceedings.

It was learned, however, from various
gentlemen who were present, that the whole
guestion of independent political action
was freely discussed, and eertain pretty
definite conclusions arrived at. Chairman
Taubeneck, of the national executive com-
mittee of the People’s party, presided ab
the morning conference, and there were
about thirty gentlemen present. . Chairman

Taubenegk asked for instructions or suge
gestions which should govern him in repre-
senting the People’s party at the
meeting of the committee of econfed-
erated organizations which should be held
in the afternoon. He got plenty of them
and of all descriptions. The question firss
arose on recommeanding a change of the
place of holding the conference of Feb. 22,
1502, Washington had been designated by
Chairman Ben Terrell, of the committee of

confederated organizations, but so much
opposition to this selection had sprung up
all over the country that Mr. Terrell and
the members of the committee had signitied
their willingness to make a change. Every-
body present at the Hotel English confer-
ence was in favor of selecting a more
centrally-located city. There was great
difticulty in arriving st a decisicn in the
matter because most of those present
seemed to be in doubt as to whether the
February conference was to be for consal-
tation merely or for the purpose of actusll
making nominations for FPresident .J
Viece-president.

Capt. C, A. Power was very sure that no
nominations would be or sould be made in
February, and that a nominating conven-
tion would be held in May following. With
this understanding of the situnation he waa
anxions that the Febroary ecounference
should be held in St. Louis, Cincinnati or
some other centrally-located city, reserv-
ing for Indianapolis the honor of having
the more importsant nominating convention
which should follow,

Two or three gentiemen thought the Febe-
ruary conference should do the whole busi-
ness, nclading the platform-making and
nominating. in order to avoid expense
other difficuities attending the holdingofa
second convention. They were 1n & very
small minerity. E. G. Brown, of Massachu-
setts, made guite a speech, in which
he {favored postponing the nominating
convention until after both the old parties
bad pominated their candidates. He did
this, he emd, because he credited
with thorough honesty and sincerity the
gentlemen in the Farmers’' Alliance and
other reform organizations who professed
to believe that the reforms asked in the
Ocala demunds and other reform platforms
could beobtained through oneorthe otherof
theold parties. He believed thesemen should
be given the opportunity to do all in their
power to secure such recognition from the
old parties, with the understanding, of
course, that after they bhad been kicked
out, as they surely would be, they
would then come in heartily to the
People's party and unite in nominating and
supporting & ticket after the Democratio
n.nﬁI Republican candidates were 1 the
field.
