Loxpox, Nov. 16.—-The town of Wey-
mounth has a sensation, which 15 & matter
of general discussion among the large num-
ber of persous who, owing to the salubrity
of its climate, spend the sutumn snd win-
terthere. The excitement was caused by
the arrest, on a charge of murder, of ayouth
pamed Wise, who is seventeen years of age,
aud an apprentice of her Majesty's steamn
training ship Boscawen. The Boscawen re-
cently visited Weymouth, and is at present
scchored off the port. Yesterday, being Sun-
day.aunumberof boysasked for and obtained

liberty to visit the shore. Among them
were {\’iu and another youth, who, when
they reached the shore, started for a etroll
ou the clitfis. They proceeded, laughing
asnd chatting and enjoying themselves in
the manner of boys ashore for a lark. Fi-
nally they reached s point where the chiffs
stand uvent{ feet above the streteh of
shore beuneat Here the two boys stood
looking seaward, when suddenly, without
rovocation or warning, Wise placed his
ds against his companion, and exerting

all his strength, shoved him over the
edge of the vrecipide. With a shriek
of terror the doomed lad fell
with frightful velocity uvon the rocks
below. ptirely usconcerned at the terri-
ble crime he had committed, Wise retarned
to the town, and subsequently retarned to
his duties on board ship. When Wise's
companion did hot return at the expiration
of the time allowed to him the eflicers of
the ship made inquiries and when they
aestioned Wise the latter told them that
had pushed him over the eliif. An
investigation was immediately made and
on reaching & spot on the shore beneath
the pomnt indicated by Wise in his con-
fession the ofticers found the body of the
boy. His skull had been fractured by
striking on the jagged rocks and he bhad
received other terrible injuries. He was
alive when found but died in a short time.

CAUSED A FPANIU ON THE BOURSE,

An Emperor's Indiscrcet Utterancee on the
Euaropean Political Sitaation.

Viexxa, Nov. 16 —Notwithstanding the
denials made by high officials of the state-
ment published in the Tageblatt on Satar-
day that the Emperor had declared that
the European situation was critical, that
paper to-day insisted that its report was
strietly correct. It was this report that
was at the bettom of the pamie which
prevailed on the Bourse Saturday. The
holders of stocks and bonds, fearing that
the Emperor’s words as reported in the
Tageblatt presaged war, made wild rushes
to eell and the result was &

deeline in prices that has not been equaled
in many years. The Abend Post Laving
received instructions from the Prime Minis-
ter, issued a statement declsriu; that there
was no truth whatever in the Tagoblatt's
story, and this denial had the eflect ot giv-
ing vbackbone to the market, not, however,
nutil many of those who had thrown their
holdings on a rapidly falling market at any
price they could get, had lost large sums
of money. Some of the more cool-headed
and less credulous members of the Boarse
took no part in the selling movement.

The I'ageblstt in its article to.day insists
upon the accuracy of its report as pub-
lished Saturday. It saysthatthe Janguage
of the Emperor was drawn forth vpon the
occasion of au sudience granted bLy his
Majesty to the president of a Polish elub,
1t reiterates that 1n the conversation thas
then took place the Emperor used the
words attributed to him by the Tagebiatt
on Saturday, which in substance were
that “the famine which now prevailsin
FRassia has greatly increased the chances
of war.” So confident is the Tageblatt in
the reliability and trathfuloess of the per-
son who furnished the information which
had such serious financial resalts, that it
has asked the publie prosecntor to make a
close and searching investigation as to the
truth of the article published on Saturday
and as to the paper’'s good faith i print-
ing the statement.

At s meeting of the budget committee to-
day, Count Kainoky assured the committee
that the Emperor's speech, referred to by
the Tageblati, ought to cause no uneasi-
ness: that, although the Emperor drew at-
tention to the ntradiction between
the preparation for war and the
talk of peace, the government hoped
that the problem presented by
the estrained  sitoation wounld find
a peaceful splution. Referring to Satur-
day’s panic on the Vienna Bourse Count
Kalnoky smd the publie did not under-
stand bow to take a reasonable view of the
sitnation: that one serions word, exagger-
ated to serve private ends, was suflicient to
evoke an unwarranted panie. Count Kal-
noky announced that the new commercial
:mtlu would go into operation on Feb. 1,

CAPTURE OF TEHWEL

Attacked by 15,000 Chinese Rebels—Fears
of Further Outrages on Foreigners,

Loxpox, Nov, 16.—~The Chronicle’s cor-
respondent at S8hanghaisays: *“T'he capnture
of Tehwei, near Foo Chow, on Tuesday by
15,000 rebels was a well organized up rising.
The rebels were armed with redeaters, and
led by capable men. The outbreak was
directed mainly againss the authorities,
though soti-foreign cries were heard. The
oflicials were powerless, European resi-
dents are appreleusive of a spread of the
Tevolt,

Bhe British consul here, in an interview,
said he belioved that the révent quietude
was only temporary, spring and summer
being the faverite periods for outrages in
China. Light draft gun-boats are an
avsvinte npecessity to protect the lives of
Europeans 1n the interior and at river
treaty ports, where massacres will inevita-
bly feliow anti~foreign demonsirations
unless special preventive measures be
sdopted.

The situation 'n San
Paulo is daily becoming more and more
grave.

Conflicting Reports.

Loxpox, Nov, 16.—News {rom Brazil con-
tinues of the most contlicting character.
Official dispatches from Rio de Janeiro as-
sert with uneguivocal positiveness that
the country is absolutely tranquil,
while telegrams from DBuoenos Ayres
and Santiago report Brazil torn
with dissensions and secession. Actual
facts will probably not be known uatil
mail adviees are received, as official cen-
sorship prevents dispatches not approved
by the government reaching Furope direct.

It 18 not known how such dispatches reach
Buenos Ayres and Chili. The latest official
advice from Brazil states the tronble in
Rio Grande do Sul purely local and that
the government of that State is now in the
hauds of a provisional junta. It is inferred
from this that the authorities at Rio de
Janeiro regard the junta in sympathy with
the central governmen®, but this story is
contradicted by dispatches from Sauntiago
to the Times, These declare that the pro-
visional junta has taken absolnte control
and asserts that it has an army of thirty
thonsand men armed with ritles, It 18
short of artillery and has but one war ves-
se!, & niver monitor lightly armed.

SUFFERING FOR FOOD.

Stricken Districts of Ruassia Growing Worse
as Winter Approaches,

81. PETERSBURG, Nov. 16,—Reports from
the famine-stricken districts of the empire
continue to show the despair and suffering
eutailed upon the poorer classes by the
scarcity of food. The governmens is fully
alive to the exigencies of the situation,
and is doing everything in its power to
belp the sufferers. As has already been
stated, the Czar bas made a very large
donation for the benetit of the sufferers from
his private purse, in addition to turning
over to the famine committee the

sums of money which were pre-
sented to himr upon the occasion of
his silver wedding. The Czarina, too, has
given freely, and other members of the im-
perial famnrly bave helped to swell the fond
for the relief of the poor. Large as thesub-
scriptions are they are but a dropin the
oceans of money thag will be required to
cearry the thousands upon thounsands of
peasants, small furmers and others through
the long Russian winter.

At present the money, elothing and pro-
visions given to aid the snfierers are under
the control of different organizatious,
which work independent of each other,
The government velieves that the end
sought will be better and more quickly at-
tained,. ana with less waste and friction,
1If all the work of distribation
be in the hands of one committee., With
this object in view, the government will ap-
point & central committee, of which the
Czarewitch will be the president, to super-
vise the entire machinery for the relief of
tbhe famine safterers. The separate relief
organizations will not be disbanded mnor
curtailed in theiroperations,but all of themn
will be subject to the coutrol of the central
cominittee.

GENEEAL FORFIGN NEWS,

Microscopic Examination of Pork Will Em-
barrass the French Trade.

Panris, Nov.16,—Apropos of the legislation
affecting thoe American pork, M. Gruet, a
member of the Legislature of the Depart-
ment of theGironde and a noted member of
the Bordeanx ’roduce Exchange, says that
the 25-frane duty will permit importation
of pork in the event of ascarcity in France,
A delegation from the Havre Chamber of
Commerce will wairt upon M. Roche, Minis-
to protest against the

duty fixed by the Senate. The Havre
Produece Exchange has met and declared
that the eontinnance of the prohibition of
American pork is preferable to the annnl-
ment of that deeree, if a aystem of micro-
scopic inspection is to be substituted, as
that system will render comwerce in pork
quite 1mpossible. The Havre Deputies, M,
Siegfried and M. Faure, who have been in
constant communication with Mr. Reid,
the American minister, daring the pork
struggle, are the principal movers in the
eitort to influence members of the Chamber
of Deputies against the decision of the
Senate.

Trial of a Notorious Woman.

Paris, Nov., 16.—The trial opened at
Batignollies to.day of Mme. Thomas and
fitty-three women who had submitted to
crimnal operation at her hands. Mme.
Thomas had carried on her nefarious busi-
pess for twenty-three years, but its real
character was not discovered by the police
until a year and a half ago, when she took
to one of the hospitals a patient who was
dying from the effects of a eriminal

operation. Mme. Thomas at first stated
that she fouand the dying woman m the
street, but she was ulterwards forced to
confess that the woman was a patient who
had been under her care. During the time
aince the arrest of Mme, Thomas the police
have succeeded in tracing many of ber
former clients, chiofly amon« the working
classes, including shopwomen and do-
mestics. Several deaths have also Lisen
traced to bher work. The prisoners filled
three bencheain the court, During the readd-
ing of the “acte d’accusation” many wept,
and most of them appeared to feel their
position acutely. The trial will last two
weeks.,

The agent
hastened to comply with the demand and
soon had 5167 in bills and small change
piled on the table, The robber coolly
pocketed the money, aud after telling
Jackson to remain guiet for five
minutes he backed out of the
oflice and disappeared, The police were
immediately notitied, but no clew to the
identity of the robber has yet been found,
though he was evidently thoroughly fa-
miliar with the devot and the surround-
mgs. The man was six feet 1n height,
weighed about 19 pounds, and had on a
stifl bat and closely-buttoned dark over-
coat.
