Pipe-Line t‘ompany Forever Enjoined
from Crossing the Old Canal-Bed,

Judge McConnell Delivers His Decision in the

Famous Case That Has Attracted the At-
tention of Indiana Natural-Gas Men.

e

Special to the Indianapolis Journai,
LoGgaxsrorr, Ind., Nov. 17.—A decision
was rendered to-day by Judge McConnell,
in the injunction proceedings against the
Chicago Pipe-line Company, in which he
makes perpetual the injunction estopping
them from erossing the bed of the old Wa-
bash & Erie canal. The case is known
technically as Elbiert W, Shirk versus The
Indiana Natural-gas Company. Judge Mc-
Connell held that the plaintiii’s title is suf-
ficient; that the defendants shounld be re-
stramned, because they had instituted pro-
ceedings to condemn the land after the re-
straining order had been granted, which
was no ground for dissolving the in-
junction, as the plaintiff was entitled
to the injametion for the purpose of pro-
tecting the possession, and that the injunc-
tion was proper as an auxiliary proceeding
in aia of an action at law, MHe held, fur-
ther, that under the laws of this State a
property-owner is always entitled to an in-
junction when his property is unlawfully
invaded for the purpose of appropriating,
without regard to the amount ¢f damages,

which are inadequate to an unlawful ap-
propriation., He also held that the facts
snowed the Indiana Natural-gas Company’s
purpose was practically to pipe gas
to Chicago, and not to supply its
patrons in Indiana, and that the
power to condemn lands by the laws
of Indiana only existed for the purpose of
supplying patrons 1n this State. and that
the contract between the Columbus Con-
struction Company and the Indiana com-
pany was such as to preclude all power and
right of condemning property for the enter-
prise. The court held, furthermore, that
under the evidence tbe taking of gas to
Chicago could ouly be done in violation of
the panmping laws of the State of Indiana,
and the court would not be a party tuv an
act in violation of law,

He further held that under the law the
#as company is not allowed to have a cap-
ital ste Ik of wore ﬁun—&m’&h a8
the evidence showed that it wonld require
?0.000.000 to pipe gas to Chicago, and there-

ore the nominal capital stock was insufli-
cient. The conrt said that under the cir-
cumstances it was doubtful if the company
had any right to exercise the power of em-
inent domain in Indiana. The court
further held that six bundred pounds pres-
sure wounld be required to foree gas to Chi-
cago, when the law declared that three
hundred poundas, or the natural pressure at
the wells, could only be wused. The
law prohibits any pressure in excess
of three hundred pounds to the
square inch, and the court ruled that the
power of eminent domamn cannot be exer-
cised to take the property of another for an
unlawful porpose. It is believed by com-
petent attorneys that the decision of Judge
McConnell knocks the Chicago scheme
colder than a linen coat 1n winter, and, as
may be imagined, it gives universal satis-
faction in the gas belt of the State. “Indi-
ana gas for Indiana” is the ery here, and is
being echoed all over the State,

Flames Wipe Out Three of the Largest
Retail Stores in the West at St, Louis,

BIG BLAZE AT ST. LOUIS.

Several Large Retatl Houses Burned, Causing
& Total Losas of §1,500,000,

81. Louis, Nov.17.—The cold wave which
reached this city last evening was the cause
of one of the most disastrous fires which
bas visited St. Lonis inmany years. At an
varly bour this morning one person was
probably killed, two badly hart, and
£1,000,000 of property went up in smoke,

At about 4:50 o’clock fire was discovered
in the furnace-room of the large dry-goods
establisbment of 'enny & Gentles, on the
corner of Fravklin avenue and Broad-
way. The watchman quickly turned in
an alarm, and, seeing the terrible velooity
with whichh the lames greedily devoured
the inflammable material in the basement,
gent in a sccond, and, within ten minutes
nfter the discovery of the fire, a general
clarm was sounded, which bronght the
whole fire department to the scene. DBut
notwithstandivg the heroie work of the
firemen the flames quickly ate their
way to the top of the building,
and, within an ineredibly short space of
time, the entire store was a mass of
seething flames, the roar of the fire being
heard two or three blocks away. A cold,
high, westerly wind was blowing at the
time, rendering the work of the liremen
almost useless, s the water poured on the
burning building seeming to have the effect
more of o1l than water.

The flames spread to Sonnenfeld’s milli-
nery store, south of Peuny & Gentles, on
Broadway. This is the largeat establish-
ment of 1ts kind in 8t. Louis, occupying
four floors of the north end of the Famous
Building. The most strenunoas efforts
of the tiremen to quench the flames seemed
like those of lliputians, and, notwith-
standing ther noble work, the fire swept on
toward the south, eating 1its way through
thick fire-proof walls into the mammoth
shoe and clothing-house of the Famous
company. This is the largest house of the
kind in the West. and here is where the
most destruction was wrought by the
seemingly unquenchable fire fiend. The
Famous company oeccupy the builaing on
Morgan street and Broadway, about 125
feet front and seventy-five feet deep, four
stories bigh. $

As soon as the tire attacked the Fanrous
establishment the flames here found ready
foel, and the firemen’s efforts were futile
to stay the spreadof the devouring element.
They, therefore, turned their attention to
saving adjoining property on Broadway,
Fracklin avenue nn&_ Morgan street. The

"fife was so hot, Lowever, that no one

could remain on the street facing the
burning buildings, and D, Crawford & Co.’s
immense dry-goods store on the southwast
corner of Brondway aund Franklin avenue
was greatly damaged by the terrible heas,
which broke the thick window glass and
started a fire 1n that building, the whole
front part of the store at one time being
on fire, but the firemen by almost super-
human efforts managed finally to sulidne
the flames. By this timeo the heat from the
otherside of the street had subsided some-
what, enabling the firemen to go on Broad-
way and fight the flames from a better
vantage ground,

NARROW ESCAPE OF FIREMEN,
At 5:45 the walls on the west side of the

Famous and Sonnenfeld’s building fell into
the west alley with a loud crash, and a mo-
ment later the walls of the Famous fell. A
sjuad of firemen at work in the alley nar-
rowly escaped being caught under the fall-

ing walls. Shortly after 8 o'clock a flame
appeared at the cornice of the Weinman

House, which is directly opposite the
Famous on tho east sido of DBroadway.
In a fow moments the roof and upper story
of the large four-story building were a
mass of flames. The dense smoke from the
fire on the other side of the street made it
impossible for the firemen to work at this
point for some time, but a lall in the wind,
or rather a change in the direction, swopt
the smoke away and gave the fire laddies a
chance to combat the flamea.

Before the departiaen® could obtain the
mastery, however, the ro » of retail stores
fromw the mnortheast curner of Franklin
avenne and Broadway to the middle of 1he
block were badly damagad. These were as
follows: Square-deal Clothing Company,
E. B. Btowe & Co., groceries; Mra. M. Tobin
millinery; the top floors of this building
were occupied by the Welnman louse,
the guests of which made their es-
cape in sdfety; G. Thal & Co., clothiers;
New York Miilinery Company and the
Koppetman Furniture Company. The row
of stores on Franklin avenune were

also badly scorched. These build-
ings were occupied by the following

firms: O, W. Heyer, drugs; Ed. F. Bohl,

hats: Grierson & Co., hats; E. H, Kortkamp
& Co., jewelers; St. Louis Tailoring Com-
pany. Noxt to the’Penny & Gentile's
store, on Franklin avenue, was the dry
gouoas emporium of Thomas Hodson.

The firmw occnpying the Famous build-
ing. outside of the Famous Shoe and Cloth-
ing Comnany and the Sonnenfeld Mil-
hmery Company, were: MeDonald Brothers,
baws: G. H. Clements, shoes: Charles Stix,
gents’ farnishings and cloaks, and Spacht
& Ritter, glothing. These wers destroyed,
nothing but & ml%of ashes marking the
place where stood three of the largest dry-
goods and elothing houses in the West,,

The tire throws abont lifteen hundred pee-
ple out of employment, a majority of them
being in the service of the amous com-
pany. One hife was probably lost, and four
persons were ipjured by the fire, The
whereabouts of night watchman Jasper,
employed by the Sonnenfeld Millinery
Company, have mot Dbeen  discov-
ered, and it is thought that he
was killed, Firemen John Linch sud
Alonzo Smon were hit on the hLead
by falling brieks and badly hurt—the for-
wer so sertously that 1t was necessary to
remove him to %kio home, Mike Connpers, a
roomer at the Weinman House, corner of
Broadway aud Morgan street, jnmped from
a thira-story window, and his life was
saved by the fall being brokeu by electrie
wires. However, his leg was broken. A,
& Taylor, a newspaper man, received a
severe shock frog an electric wire and was
hit by falling debris,

The losses and insurance are as follaws:

SAVED BY BRAVE FIREMEN,

Three FPeople, Overcome by Smoke, Rescued
from a Brookiyn Conflagration.
New YoORk, Nov. 17.—Fire broke out at2

o’clock this morning in a row of wooden
tenement houses, beginning at No. 120 Nos-

trand avenue, Brooklyn. The flames were
discovered by officer John Stewart, who

first alarmed the inmates and then turned
in an alarm at the nearest box. His prompt

action doubtless saved many lives, as eight
buildings were soon ablaze, all bnt one of
which were occuplied. Fireman Smith made
a heroic rescue of Mrs. Anne Bowen,
twenty-seven vears old, and Jobn and Ea-

ward Ashworth, sons of Thomas Ashworth.
They were found in their beds unconscious
from smoke, aud were carried by the fire-
men from the fourth story of No. 120 to
the grpm}d. They were removed to St.

It extends from Nos. 242 to
252 East Third street, and is right
in the bleart of the wholesale dis-
triet. The building cannot be saved and the
firemen are devoting their attention to vre-
venting the spread of the flames, with the
chances slightly against them, the mercury
being at zero and the fire well started.

HIRED TO COMMIT ARSON.,

Confession of a Book- !{c;;;r Who Set Fire to
a Lumber-Yard,
PiTTrsBURG, Pa., Nov. 17.—In the United

States Circutt Court the case of the Peo-

ple’s Fire Insurance Company against D.
W. Holt was placed on tnal to-day. The
case invalves about §120,000, There are
sixteen similar cases against Holt, which

will probably be decided by this one: The
present suit is to recover 3,500 paid to
Holt on a fire insnrance policy. llolt was
a lumber merchant in Phillipsburg, Pa.,
and had a large lumber-yard. Some time
ago it was destroyed by fire, and Holt re-

covered $120,000 insurance. He had been
insured for $125,000, apportioned among a
namber of compaunies. Itis now claimed
by the plaintitf that Holt set fire to, or
caused to be set on fire, the lumber to get
the insurance; also, that by fraud he made
his books show that he had on hand about
twice as much lumber as he actually had
at the time of the fire,

A. B. Carpenter, a former employe of
Holt, was placed on the stand, and his tes-
timony was of a highly sensational char-
acter, He testified that Holt had in-
structed bim that when he was mak:og his
daily returns to the book-keeper of the
nuomber of feet of lumber be was to in-
crease the amounteach day until the en-
tire ammount given made the total about
twice that on hand. This done, he said
that Holt had made a proposition to him
that if be would fire the lumber he
[Holt| would give him a guarter interest in
the business and 10 per cent. of the in-
surance, which proposition he admtted he
agreed to, Wituess then explained how he
prepared boxes saturated with oil to fire
the yard, concluding as follows: *“On the
night of Aug. 21, 1882, Holt came to me
about 7 o’clock and told me it was time to
finish the work up. Holt then left,” said
the witness, *and 1 tired the lLoxes.” Car-
penter then told bow the crime Lhad preyed
upon his mind, and he cculd get no rest
day or night from a gnilty conscience. It
had transformed him into an old man, his
suiterings tinally becoming so great that he
sent to the sheriff aud confessed all,

KNIGHTS FINISH THEIR WORK.

Executive Board Instructed to Continue the
War on the New York Central Railroad.
——e—ee
Torepo, 0., Nov. 17,—After a prolonged
session, extending late into the evening,
the delegates to the Knights of Labor Gen-
eral Assembly were able to complete their
work. The majority of the delegates will
leave for their homes to-morrow morning,

but the members of the executive board
and general officers will remain here for at
least three days to finish up the business of
the assembly.

At the morning session of the assembl
the committee on legislation recommend-
ed that the general executive board should
use every eftort in the agitation in favor of
the enforcement of the laws, under whieh,
if carried out, the charter of the New York
Central railroad would be forfeited,

The attention of the General Assembly
was called to the movement of the morocco
manufacturers, a protected 1npdustry that
had combined to destroy the organization of
the workingmen in their em-
ploy and thus preveut them
from obtauining their fair share of
the benelits of protection. It was resolved
that the General Assembly petition Con-
gress to put finished morocco on the free
list, and the general executive board was
instructed to press for legislation in this
direction,

The following resolutions were adopted
at the meeting this afternoon: To press &
boycott against the goods of Armstron
Bros, Co,, of Pittshurg, cor
manufactnrers; condemning the convict
labor system, and one condemning the
Hewe Scale Company, of Rutland, Vi
The executive board wasinstructed to take
immediate action in the matter. The ex-
ecutive board was also 1nstructed to print
the constitution and secret work of she or-

der in the following languages: English,
ﬂl“oniei‘_“l!ohoml;n. Polfah. Houngarian,
Italian, peh. German and Hebrew,

The General Assembly selected the fol-
lowing places for the next meetin
ing the three highest: Rochester, N, Y.,
Hot Springs, Ark., and St. Lonis, Mo.

MUNCIE IS ON A BOOM.

Parchase of 1,200 Acres by a Syndicate for the
Accommodation of New Industries,

Bpsacial to the Indianapolis Journal
Muxcig, 1lnd,, Nov. 17.—0One of the largest
land sales ever made in eastern Indiana

was closed to-day in the transfer of about
1,200 acres adjoining the city of Muncie on
the south., The purchase was made by the
Muncie Land Company, incorporated, with
£250,000 capital stock. The directors of the
company are Col, A.«.. Conger, F. M. At-
terholt, K. B. Conger of Akron, O,, Mon-
roe Beiberling of Kokomo, and A. L.
Kerwood, of Muncie. 7The oflficers are:
President, A. L. Conger; vice-president, A.
L. Kerwood; treasurer, K. B. Conger; secre-

tary, Newton Ford, of Elwood; general
manager, A, J. Williams, of Akron.
The company will locate 1mportant
iron and steel 1ndustries on the
land. Among the industries located
by the company on their iand 1s the Toledo
bolt and nunt-works, employing five hun-
dred men: the Toledo iron rolling-mill, em-
ploying four hundred men; a new steel-
mill and a rolling-mill, backed by Pitts-
burg and Chicago men, with £300,000 capi-
tal stock, emplu,vjng eight hundred work-
men, A large rolling-mill, opperated by St.
Louis men and a duplicate of the Akron,
0., rolling-mill will also be removed here.
The new concerns already secured by the
company represent over $1.000.000 capital,
and in all will employ between 1,900 and

CLOUDS RENT BY EXPLOSIVES.

Heavy Fall of Rain Produced by Artificial
Means and 8 Water Famine Averted.

CroroN Laxping, N, Y., Nov. 17.—Sev-
eral men employed by a fire-works manu-
facturing concern arrived here thismorning
for the purpose of “making rain.” They
brought an outlit of explosives which
were to be fired 1nto the clouds. The first
was with 200 pounds of explosive. Almost
immediately after entering the clouds there
wae a great rift, and a perfect deluge of
water began falling, such an outpouriug as
would fill every stream to overtlowing in a
few hours.

The explosion was made directly over the
dam, and the torrents of water that fell in-
sures a great increase in the quantity of
water thereabouts. Reports from adjacent
territory are to the efiect that the rain-fall
extended over an area of about a square
mile, the down-pour being reported as be-

ing tremendous. The supply of water for
New York city is derived from Croton lake,
and this fall will greatly allay the fears of
a water famine, whieh have prevailed for
several days past,

CHARGES OF CORRUITION,

The Fight by the Reform Editors Against the
National Union Company Growing Warm.
About the most troublesome thing that
the Alhance will bave to geal withis a
quebtion of business. The connection of the
Natiopal Union Company with the State
business agents has already been mentipned
somewhat extensively in these columns,
At the meecting of the State business
agents yesterday moraing a resolution
was reported on by a committes of seven
appointed the day before. This resolution
was an indorsement of the National Union
Company. The committee reported in

favor of the plan proposed, but failed to
indorse the company itself. The chief rea-
son for this action 1s the strong opposition
of the Reform Press Association to the
company. Itsopwonents charge that this
company is the Union Cordage Company
under a new name, and that the Union
Cordage Company was itself a resurrec-
tion of the Jute Trust. The reason that
the cordage company changed ite name to
“The National Union Company.,” it is said,
is because a certain ciroular, which it sent
out to all the State agencies of the Alli-
ance, was exposed some months ago, This
circular opens as follows:

Napoleon was the greatest general the world
ever saw because he was a goverument in hime-
self, a law unto himself. If you wil sgree te
obey implicitly our instructions and directions
whether you bolieve them right or wrong, an

ask no questigns, we promise you emoluments,
wealth and honor beyond your wildest dreams,

The National Union Company,as one of its
managers, who is also a State agent of the
Farmer's Alliance, last mnight explained,
bas a capital stock of £21,000,000. This
stock is owned by manufacturers, each

manufacturing concern taking §l100.-
000  stock. Its ncorporators are
said to be men interested in
the Union Cordage Comrnny. As the
manufacturers are stockholders they will
naturally bave control of the organization,
yet this organization has already obtained
control of the Alliance co-operative stores
in many States. In faet, it is, in its con-
ception, one of the most gigantic trust
schemes that even this era ot trusts has
yet known.,

The cause of the opposition of the reform
press to this scheme lies not so much in the
fact that they are opposed to trusts—in
fact, at a conlerence held last night one of
the reform grm editors remarked that
“this trust business depended altogether
upon which end of 1t you are at”
The reason of their opposition is
that the logical result of fthis trust
organization will be no advertising patron-
nge from manufacturers for the editors of
reform papers. If the Naticnal Union Truss
can reach all of the Allldnce people through
Alliance stores, it wi ave no use for Al-
liance mewspapers. The opposition has
taken tangible form in a movemcnt to or-
ganize another association, ostensibly “‘for
the benefit of the small manufacturers who
cannot get into the wrast controlled by the
Jute Cordage outfit.” The prime movers in
this are some of the reform editors.

Atameeting of some of these edim
last night, some correspondence was
showing why the Kelly Ax Company. of
Lounisville, had been boomed in the Alli-
ance press at the expense of the
American Ax Compauny. Some of
this correspondence was very sen-
sational in its nature, and showed a
plain effort of one of the Niate Alliance
agents, now here, to black-mail the Ameri
can company. It issard that theres 18 other
correspondence of a sensational nature in
existence connecting some of the highest
officers of the Alliance with the dealings
of this National Union Company. :

It is not imaprobable that the fight will
result in an efiort to carry out the same
plan of business upon whiclh the Union
company was orgamized by the Siate
Agents’ Association. The friends of the
co-operative plan insist that there will be
as much diflerence between the Na-
tional Union Company and the Husiness
Agents’ Uniow as there is between
the DBaltimore & Ohio and the
Pennsylvania railroads. They mean thus
to emphasize their statement that there 18
no necessary connection, unless the Na-
tional Umon shail be selected, and shall
undertake to furnish the business uts
with such supplies as they wunt at as low s
price uas can Le any where secured.

The report of the commitiee indorsing
the movement will not roceive nnagimous
suppori, and the oYpoling members scem
mutuallydistrostfal of each other'smotives,
Themysterysurrounding the Nationat! ' nion
Company, which, if the plan s approved,
will no doubt be given the coutract under
the arrangement made, has execited distruss
of 1t, There are many sly winks and mean-
ing glances among tbe shrewder delegates
whenever the subject 1s mentioned.

“It may be all mght,” said a business
agent from the far West to a Journal re-
porter, “but 1 don't like the absence of
specific information abont it. 1 like 1o
know what | am dealing with, and whither
I am directiug the people’'s mouney for
the supplies needed. 1 dou't wans
them unknowingly to contribute to a trust
when with every breath they are ready to
condeiun that trust. I do not koow that
the National Union isin such company, but
my delegation proposes to find out bLefore
we determivne how we will vote,”

The plan of the National Union Comnlnﬂ
is to combine the manufactarers of a
st pplies which farmers buy. for the pur-
pose of selling more directly thau is now
possible. It is intended to supplant sll of
the middlgmen, whose prolity now help
to swell the cost to the consumer,
by the State business agents, whose serv.
ices sthall be paid for by a small comuis-
sion or by direct warrant upon the State

*“auce treasuries in the form of
salnates, Jt 15 included, also,
make contraects with ecertain exiutl:g
stores n each community, th
shall bny goods of the Naticnal Uniomn
Company at such prices as will yield the
dealers a fair protit, and yet redues the
cost to the farmer.

The movement meets with the approval
of such manufactarers as will got 1v on the
gronnd floor, There are many manufagt-
urers of farm implements in the eity care-
tully watching the outcowe,

“HHow do I stand?” said one of this class
to a Jonirunal reporter yesterday, “why I
am in favor of it, The fact is, it costs too
much to sell goods. Lhere are two many
middlemen, whose profits leave nothing
to the manafacturer. The whole move-
ment, as I look at it, 1s simply 1o ry to
reach the consumer direot, and
I am most certainly willing The
trouble is, bowever, the Alliances have no
money with which to operate. Teunossee
is the only State in coundition to carry oug
the plan. It reached the position Ly rais-
ing the money and baving it ready to
do business, The plan means » large sav-
ing to the farmers without any possibility
of losa.
