rniLAPKi.rtiiA, "Soy. 19. William J.
Florence, tho actor, died at tho Continen-
tal Hotel, this city, at 8:S0 o'clock this
evening. Death came as a startling but-pii6- e

to thos:j in attendance upon the sick
man, for tho reason that his condition bad
been considered as improving during tho
afternoon and early evening. Only Mr.
Florence's sister-in-la- Mrs. J'arney Will-
iams, of I'rooklyn, his sister, Mrs. Norman
Wiard, of Washington, and Dr. Patrick
Donnellau were with him when he passed
away. Ho had been apparently getting
better, and tho physicians had no idea that
the end was so near. Mr. Florence was very
weak dnriug the day from exhaustion, and
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in tho afternoon was somewhat flighty.
Toward evening ho elept most of tho time,
however, and his deatli camo so peacefully
that it may bo said that ho slept away.
He made no utterance whatever, and tho
first intimation the watchers had of bis
death was that ho ceased to breathe. Mrs.
Williams and Mrs. Wiard were very much
prostrated by the death of their brother.
Mrs. Florence will leave Kngland for New
York on Saturday. Until she can be heard
from no definite funeral arrangements will
be made. The general belief is that tho
dead actor will bo interred in Prooklyn. as
most of his relatives live there. Interment
will probably not tako place until Mrs.
Florence's arrival on Friday or Saturday of
next week.

Mr. Florence's fatal illness began last
Saturday night. Ho bad been complaining
during tho week but hod performed regn-latl- y.

On Saturday evening, after having
played hia part of Ezekiol Homespun, in
the "Heir at Law," with tho Jellerson-Florrnc- o

combination at the Arch-stre- et

Theater, he r.ave a Hiipper at the Conti-
nental Hotel .n honor of Mr. and Mrs. Ken-
dall. Socn after tho close of festivities bo
was taken ill. and J)r. Pancoast, who was
called in. announced that he was snil'eriug
from a severe attack of pneumonia, both
lungs being atVeeted. Dr. Dacosta, tbo em-
inent physician, assisted by Dr. Pancodst,
and i" addition Dr. Patrick Donnellan, an
old friend of Mr. Florence, was called in.
Tho latter waj with the sick man almost
constantly. The progress of tho disease
has been closely followed in tbeso dis-
patches. The bulletin issued by the physi-
cians thi morning said that 3! r. Florence
was better. At 1 o'clock Another bulletin
Announced that he was slightly improved.
Tho last bul'eutin they gave out reads:
"Mr. Florenco passed away peacefully at
S:0 this evening."

William .Icrmyn Florence was born in
Albany, N. Y., .Inly 2fi, lbiSl. He became a
member of tho Murdock Dramatio Associa-
tion in New York city, and made his tirst
public appearanco Dec. o. in Richmond.
Tho role was Peter in "The Stranger." Ho
soon acquired distinction as a versatilecom-i- e

actor. He afterward uoneared in Provi-
dence, playing Macdull to llooth's Macbeth.
Ha then returned to Now York, playing
Irish characters at I'roujham's Lyceum.
It wai in this year, 1"3, that he found a
wife in Mrs. Malvina Pray Littell, a dan-sou- se

attached to Wallack's Theater. In
Jnne following the wedding tho two ap-
peared at the National Theater, New York,
as the Irish boy and the Yankee girl. Iu
1SiC they went to Kngland, appearing in
Drury-lan- e Theater, London, titty nights in
succession to crowded houses. Afterward
they performed in various theaters
throughout tho United Kingdom, biaeo
that timo "Hilly" Florence bad been one of
tho foremost actors on tho American
stage. His Lest-know- n parts were Hard- -

well Slote in "Tho Miahty Dollar," and
Captain Cuttle in "Dombey and Son,"
whilo Mrs. Florence was always a favorito
as Mrs. ticneral Oilllory. Since FJorenco
united with Joseph Jetlerson tne company
has made some famous tours.

Mr. Florence's name originally was Con-li- n.

but as he had adopted the'etage narno
of Florence he localized his right to the lat-
ter by act of Assembly passed by tho Now
York Legislature.

Joseph Jefferson Shocked.

"One fact, but little known." said he, "is
that Mr. Florence was the founder of the Order
of tho Mystic Mirine. In relicton lie was. a
true Catholic and member 'of The Knights of tt.
Patrick. When bid liug me farewell Mr. Flor-
ence said: Good-bye- , old boy: I'll soon catch
uji with you. From all reports a surely
thought he would iu so, and his death is n cr at
bock to us. You may say that our engagement
