FOUND DEAD IN THEIR ROOM.

Donble Tragedy in a Massachusetts Hotel—

Proprietor Shoots His Wife and Himself.

SrrINGFIELD, Masa., Dec. 1.— A horrible
double tragedy was enacted at the Hotel
Warwick either last evening or early this
morning. George E. Barr, proprietor of the
Hotel Warwick, lics dead on the floor of
the mtting-room on the secoud floor of the
hotel which he oocupied with his wife, and
in a chair close beside him lies the dead
body of his wife, Both were shot and the
weapon with which the deed was accom-
plished lies under a chair near Barr’s right
side. The supposition is that Mr. Barr
shot and killed his wife and then killed
himself, Both appear to have died in-

stantly., The scene in the room is a terri-
ble one, Mrs. Barr 18 sitting, almost re-

clinming, ina large easy chair. She is fully
dressed in a handsome costume. Her hat
is on ber head and she wears her street
coat. Her gloves, tightly held between
the tingers, are in bher hand. Fhe looksas
thongh she had just come from an evening's
entertainment and had dropped into a
chair before remeving her wraps. The
bullet entered the face nwear the month.
Everything indieates that Mr, Barr shot
his wite as she sat in the chair and then,
realizing what he had done, took his own
life. When they were married the wife
had counsiderable money and as he was sup-
vosed not to be doing very wellin the hotel
business and as they were reported to have
had frequent rows because she refused to
furnish him mouey, it i1s supposed that the
murder was caused by her refusing to
comply with his request for more funds.
Barr bas had the reputation of being a fast
man.

1.—It has just been dis-
covered by the Concordia Publishing Com-
pany, printers of religious books, that Mar-
tin C. Bartbel and Martin H. R. Barthel,
father and son, two of its most trusted em-
ployes, are short in their accounnta. Martin
H. R. received an oraer for certain publica-
eations which he {illed, but neglected to
turn over the casn. This broughtabout an
imvestigation, revealing the faet that the
peculations of both were very large. The
falsification of the books bas been going

on for a number of years. Martin C. has
been manager of the concern for twenty-
five years, and while the investigation into
his sou’s atlairs was progressing, was absent
on a vacation, On hisreturn he at first de-
nied the charges, but afterwaras broke
down and admitted his guilt, tarning over
£50.000 in real eatate to cover the shortage.
The sun has disappeared, and no trace of
him can be found. The officers of the com-
pany say the property turned over more
than secures the present defalcation.

NEGRO MINEKS ATTACKED.

Their Cabins Perforated with Bullets from the
Winchestersof Drunken Tennessee Whites,

———— e

NasavirLre, Tenn.,, Deo. I.—Information
reached Knoxville late last night of more
trouble in the mining region at Oliver
Sporings. This is one of the vlaces where
the atockade and other property was
burned and the convicts released. There
has been another reign of terror there dur-
ing the last three or fonr days. 1t started
Friday night, when the free miners got on
a big drunk, ehoaldered their Winchesters
and marched on the houses where the negro
miners were employed. 1t will be remem-
bered that when the convicts were turned
loose, the Cumberiand Mining Company,
through its president, Captain Renfro, of

[ Atlanta, announced it would employ free

labor immediately, and every miner, white
or colored, who could be had was put to
work. Things moved peaceably until Fri-
day, when the¢ white miners determined
to run off the negeoes. They attacked
their houses, firing hundreds of shots,

and gave the wuegroes notice' that
if they did not leave within twenty-four
hours all wonld be killed. A number of
negroes fled, but others, more bold, called
on the president of the company for protee-
tion. He secured the nnraes of ten of the
leaders of the mob and took out warrants
for their arrest, The men fled to themount-
ains, though the officers succeeded in capt-
uring two. They postponed their trials,
and Satarday the white miners struck be-
cause their demand that the warrants
agammst the ten men be dismissed was re-
fused. There are no men at work. Mon-
day evening the president of the company
said that there was more than envugh work
for both colored and white. He said the
men were kept separate, and there was no
occasion for the attack on the colored min-
ers. Further, he said he had work for at
least one hundred men more than he could
get. His company is much chagrined at
the act of the men after it bhad announced
its intention to have nothing more to do
with convicts, Itis now probable that the
conviets will be tnken back., I'he men who
were engaged in vhe riot will be prosecuted
to the bitterend. The negroes bad a mar-
velous escape, many of the bullets going
entirely thiough their cabins,

There was a meeting to-day in the Gov-
ernor’s office regarding the gonvict trouble,
Besides the Governor and the three prison
inspectors, the 'I'reasurer, Secretary of
State, Controller, SBuperintendent of Pris-
ons and warden were present. ‘I'he statas
of aflairs was discussed and the superin-
tendent anthorized to employ one hundred
men at Briceville and one hundred men at
Coal Creek for guard duty, shounld that
many be required. Nothing was done in
regard to Oliver Springs, but the same
pumber will probably Le allowed there. It
is pretty certain that it is the Governor's
intention to create a mihitia guard of at
least seventy-five men at each stockade, As
soon as the stockades are finished the re-
oaptured conviets will be marched into
them, against whatever opposition may be
offered. Their capture has already cost
the State £0,600.11.

SKIN-GRAFTING PROJECT.

Charitable Young Women Will Donate Their
Cuticle in the Interest of Humanity.
e

LaPorTE, Ind,, Dec, 1.—There hasexisted
in this city for several years an organiza-
tion known as the Young Women’'s Charity

Circle, which is composed of twenty-three
of the leading society, musical and

dramatie young women of the city., The
object of the society is the rulief of the
destitute and afllicted ,whoare hunted up by
house to house visits of the members of. the
society. Funds are raised by giving, from
time to time, literary, musical and dramatio
entertaiuments and a yearly charity fair

and ball. In this way hundreds of dollars
are raised and distributed annusally.
Nothing duunts the young women in their
efiorts to relieve, as illustratea by the fol-
lowing: On the 8th of last August Ernest
Scumitz, a poor lad, was horribly burned
by a gasoline explosion, since which time
he bas been under the care of the county
physician. whose eflorts to heal some of the
wounds® have been upavalling. At a
counecil of physicians 1t was decided
that the only way to make the
wounds heal over was to introduce the
process of skin-grafung, but what puzzied
the doctors was where to get the large
amouut of cuticle necessary, Hearing of
the necessity the young women of the
cirele promptly came forward and volun-
teered to furnish the required amount in
the interest of humanity. T'he operation
will be begun in a day or two, a portion of
cuticle being taken from the arm of eaeh
fair damsel. One of the young women Le-
came s0 enthusiastic over the case that she
insisted that all the necessary skin be
taken off her.

1.—The light rain-fall of
the past four seasons has caused an unusn-
ally low stage of water 1o all of the great
lakes.

This was due to the
low stage of water. primarily, and sec-
ondarily to the fact that there was a strong
wind from the sonth, which drove the wa-
ter away from this end of the lake. The
water wans g0 low for a short time that the
city’s water supply was serionsly threat-
ened. It exposed the in-takes at the cribs,
so the crib conld only get about half of

HOLMAN IN THE RING.

He Would Like to Be a Compromise Candl-
date for the Speakership— Leaders’ Clalms,
Bpecial to the JTndianapolis Journal.

Wasmingron, Dec. 1.—"0ld Holman is
scheming some dirty business, and don’t
you forget it,” said a well-known Demo-
eratic member of Congress to-day. This
remark wae brought out by the fact that
Judge Holman bad not only not reported
here up to date by letter or otherwise, but
bhad kept his ecolieagues in ignoranee of bis
postoftice address. It is believed that the
old gentleman has gotten 1t into bis head
that he may yet be selected as a compro-
mise candidate for the speakership of the
House. Such athing is not at all probable;
indeed it is almost impossible, for he has
80 weak & voice that he can scarcely be
heard in aroom at adistance bhalf that
across the great hall of the House of Rep-
resentatives. He is playing’possum and
beliaves that by staying away Le may be
chosen as a compromise, Judge Holman 1s
the most unpopular Democrat in the House
and the least fitted for Speaker.,

“You might as well withdraw from the
race, Springer, for you are hoodooed,” de-
clared Representative Owen, of Ohio, as he
glanced around the Illinois headquarters
to-day.

Mr. Bpringer did not nunderstand how he
was hoodoed, so Mr. Owen went on and ex-
plained. *This room is the very one
in which John C. Calhoun died. Ile wrote
his famous nullification message hers, and

lived here up to the time of his death.
Then, 1n that room, continued Mr. Owen,
pointing to the ante-room in whiel Spring-
er holds his private eounsultations, “Henry
Clay died, so you have two ghosts keeping
you company, and that 1s enough to hoo-
doo any candidate.”

What Mr. Owen said was historically
true, foriti1s well knowu that the Springer
bheadquarters are made up of the rooms in
which Calhoun and Clay died. But the
Illinois man was not to e disconcerted by
Mr. Owen’s funeral humor.

“That’s just what we want,” replied Mr,
Springer. “We want to get nsed to corpses,
80 as to know how to handle Crisp and
Mills after their funeral ceremonies have
geen” Leld at the caucus on next Satur-

ay.

The Crisp crowd appear to be confident
yet, though they refuse to deny that their
candidate is from local nec: asity a pro-
tectionist and the Democratic party isa
free-trade party., How Crisp can win un-
der the circumstances overy other candi-
date declares he cannes see, The fight ap-
pears to yot be between Millgand Springer,
with Crisp shead of thoe latter as a tirst
choice, At Mills's headquarters to-day auv
amount of money was otlered 1 favor of
the Texan ;Ealnnt the field, and no takere.
That tells the story, eo far as public opin-
won goes, There is considerable figuring,
bhowever, being done by outsiders. The
grestest numbeor of these estimates appear
to place Mr. Crisp in the lead, thongh none,
probably, give Lim what his triends ciaim
for him as sure, and they vary considerbly.
New York estiiuates put Mr. Mills and Mr.
Springer close together, some giving
Springer the lead, but more giving Mr,
Mills & slight advantage, The claims of
Mr. Mills's friends, bowever, put Mr. Mills
and Mr Crisp closer together, with Mills
in the lead, while the claims of the friends
of Mr. Crisp put the Georgian far in ad-
vance of any one, :

One of Mr. Springer's workera said to-
day: “Weare not at ' is timemaking any
ciaims except the vo « from lilinois, but
we know wherein lies car feeling of con-
fidence, You ma figure out Mr.
Springer’'s strength, bat we will not lay
claim to anything, though we have a right
to., Mr. Springer is agrowing candidate,
He does not expect the nomination on the
first or on the second bsllot, We are mak-
ing no professions of great strength on the
first ballot. 1 will say, bowever, that there
will be a difference of bntla few votes be-
tween Mr. Springer and Mr. Mills, and 1
will not predict which will be in the lead.
Mr. Springer knows his own strength, and
whatever weakness there niay be, he is not
kept elated with good news and deceived
a8 to the bad.” Mr. Springer's headquar-
ters were crowded all day.

There was a growing activity abont Mr.
MeMillin’s headquarters, though the report
is persiatently cirenlated that he is losing
some of his strength to Mr. Mills. One of
the geuntlemen at his headquarters told
your correspondent to-day that there was
nothing in the situation to discourage Mr.
MeMillin, but that the canvass was work-
ing out about as he had calenlated. What
he was calenlating on was to make merely
a respectable showing at first, knowing
that he had among the supporters of all
the other candidates many friends who
wanted to vote for him, but who, for one
reason or another, feit obliged to cast their
votes for some one of the other candidates
first. When the balioting had gone on for
awhile. Mr. MeMillin's lieutenant said, their
votes wonld all come over to Mr. MeMillin.

The Crisp folks say that they feel abso-
lutely sure of Crisp's election, and that
what they are fighting for is nomination on
the first baliot. Estimates giving the
names place his voteat over one hundred on
the first bailot. 1t is understood from New
England sources that Mr. Milis will have
six of the New lipg]aml votes apd that the
rest will be divided between Crisp and
Sprigger.

TREASURY STATEMENTS,

FPubliec Debt Redaced Over Two Millions Last
Mouth—Receipts and Expenditures.
Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal
WasnixgroN, Dec. 1.—~The monthly
public debt etatement issued from the
Treasury Department to-day shows a re-

duction in the aggregate of the debtduring
the last month of §2,024,086.92. There was

a reduction during November of $1,640,079
in the non-interest-bearing debt and §929,-
40 in the debt on which interest has
ceased since maturity, and an increase of
$150 in the interest-bearing debt and a de-
crease of $545,002.08 in the surplus cash in
the treasury.

The aggregate of interest and non-inter-
est-bearing debt to-day, less §39,126,917.96
net cash balance or surplos and the $100,-
000,000 gold reserve, 1s $838,613,088.65, Of
this amount $555,026,870 is interest-bearing
debt, made up of $550,573,650 four per cents.,

$25,504,500 two per cents, and $55,520 four
per cent. refunding certificates.

The cash in the treasury to-day naggre-
gates $748,356,750, made up of 8271,848,-
193 in gold coin and bullion, §412,808,840 1n
silver coin and bullion, 343,108,505 in paper
monay, and £20,506,911 deposited in national
bauks. Against this aggregate amount
there are liabilities to meet gold and sil-
ver and currency certificates in ocircula-
tion amounting to $500,221,709, and current
liabilitiss amounting to $40.008,123, The gold
coin and bulhion fund i1n the treasury to-
day aggregates 2271,843,193, an iuncrease of
nearly $8,000,000 during Novewmber, and the
silver fund, amonnting to $412,5808,340, 18
about §3,000,000 more than it was a month
ago.

Government receipts from all sources
during November aggregated 826917162,
against £28 986,124 in November, 1800, Cus-
stoms receipts last month were $12,606.059,
or about two and a balf millions less than
in November, 1500. Internal revenue re-
ceipts were £12 420,326, fully a million more
than in November a year ago, and receipts
from miscellaneous sources were §1,603,522,
or half a million less than in November, 1890
Government receiptsduring the five months
of the carrent fiscal yvear, or up to Dec. 1,
aggregate $147.812,301 against §187,276,503
during the corresponding wmonths of the
]Jreoeding fiscal year—a falling off of near-
y forty millions. On the other hand ex-
penditures during the five months of the
current fiscal year were 144,196,502, . against
S180,085,658 during the tirst five months of
i.he preceding year—or about $45,000,000
ees.

The pension charge for the five months of
the current fiscal vear amounts to $4%5,200,-
438, against $66,345,454 duning the first tive
months of the preceding fiscal year.

The interest charge during last month
amounted to but &£59.245, and for the past
five months was $£9,2350,245 againet £3,537,-
462 during November, 1800, and §293563,016
during the five months of the preceding

fiscal year. s

TARIFF ACT UNDER FIRE.

Supreme Justices Ask Many Questions of an
Attorney Who Declares the Law Invalid,

WASHINGTON, Dee, 1.—The United States
Supreme Court to-day continued th ar-
ing of the three suits brought by New York
aund Chicago importers, to test the consti-
tutionality of the McKinley tarifi act. John
P. Wilson, representing Marshall Field &
Co., closed the opening argument for the
importers, maintaining that the whole act
was vitiated by the omission of the tobacco
rebate section. He illustrated his position
by supposing that the free sugar clause had
been omitted, and asking if the sugar
bounty clause would in such an event have

been held to be legal. He also contended
that the rate of duties bad been aflected by
the sugar bounty provision,

Justice Harlan asked how he ascertained
such to be the fact.

Mr. Wilson responded that he ascertained
it from the aet itself, which was passed for
the purpose of reducing the revenues of the
government, l'ree sugar had caut off $60,-
000,000, and the bounties to be paid from
customs duaties had been paid asa protec-
tion to the prodncers who had to compete
against free sugar.

Justice Gray inquired where was the dif-
ference between the constitutionality of
the protective tarifi and of a bounty?

Mr. Wilson found the difference in the
fact that a protective tariff came under the
clause of the Constitution giving Congress
the right to regulate commerce with for-
eign wnations, while the only authority
wgich could be claimed for the bounty
system was the general welfare clanse.

There was quite a cross-fire of questions
and answera between the justices and
counsel as respects the general welfare
clause. Justice Field wished to know if
weight shonld not be attached to the prac-
tice of acentury.

Mr. Wilson thought the question had
never been passed on.

Justice Bradley asked if attempts had
been mude to destroy legislation based on
the general welfare clanse. He inquired if
the codiish act passed for the benefit of
New England fishermen, to put them on an
even basis with the French and English,
had not been passed nnder the genersrm:l-
fare clause of the Constitution, and Justice
Harlan cited the recent fortification ap-
propriation act, passed for the purpose of
encouraging gun-steel manufactare in the
United States, and asked if Congress could
give bounties to gunn manufacturers why
not to sugar producers?

Mr. Wilson, however, did not admit that
these cases were analogous to that oi a
direct paymeut for asimple production of
an article.

sSolicitor-general Taft then followed in
bebalf of the United States. He directed
his attention to the omission of the tobacco
rebate clanse, and his line of argument was
that it wonld not do for the court to go be-
hind the enrolled act. When they ex-
amined the journal they wonld find no
record of the act itself and the court woula
have to supplement the record by parol
evidence, which was conflicting.

OLD AND NEW WAR SBHIPS,

Becomm.ndatlon:_of Chief of the Bureau of
Construction—Copper Sheathing Necessary.
Wasningron, Dee, 1.—Commodore Theo-
dore Wilson, chief of the Burean of Con-
struction, in his ancual report to the Sec-
retary of the Navy, recommends that the
Galena be sold as useless to the govern-
ment and a source of expense, The single-
turret monitors now in the Jamesriver, the
report says, should Dbe repaired or sold.
For a comparatively moderate sum they
can be made useful adjuncts to whatever
other means the country may possess of re-
pelling an enemy, their shallow draft ren-
dering them eap-eeullg adaptable for serv-
ico in the smallest barbors of our own
coasts, which sea-going armored vessels of
modern design cannot enter on account of
their great draft, and where consequently
tbey would only be exposed to the attacks
of unarmored cruisers. Touching the old
wooden gavy, the report says: *“I'hesc ves-
sels are rapidly disappearing from sactive
pervice, Only twelve are now available for
cruising purposes and they, within tive or
pix years, will be mustered out.”
Concerning the vessels of new constrno-
tion, the report speaks of the usefulness of

It says: The im-
portance of the preservation of the bot-
toms of steam vessels from corrosion and
fouling can bhardly be overestimated, and
is coutinually emphasized by the reports
of loss of speed and increased consumption
of coal received from our new nnsheathed
steel vessels now in commission. Unless
we are willing to adwmit that the role of our
cruisers in time of war sball be entirely
confined to eruises of short duration In
the neighborhood of our own ports, 1t
would avpear that they are de-
ficient in & most important qual-
ity, namely, the ability to maintamn
high speed at sea for loug periods of time,
Reference is made by the valuable data
bearing on this subject collected by naval
constructor Philip Hirchborn, and an earn-
est recommendation is made that Congress
adopt his counclusions, summarized as fol-
lows: 1. All cruising vessels intended for
general service in foreign waters should be
sheathed, it above 1,000 tons displacement;
2. Vessels of leas than 1,000 tons displace-
ment, intended for general service as cruis-
ing guu-boats, ete,, shonld be of composite
construction, viz: withsteel framing, wood
inside, planking and copper sheathing.
Figures are given to show tbat Great Brit-
ain has adopted these ideas 1n new con-
struction; that 7S per cent. of it is now
sheathed, and that all of the gun-boats
built siuce 1556 are ot composite construc-
tior_l. enabling them to keep at sea for loug
periods without doeking.

Large Increase in the Number of Presidential
Postoffices and in Business Done.
WasminGgrox, Deo. 1.—The annual report
of First Assistant Postmaster- generai
Smith A. Whitfield on the subject of
salaries and allowances, will show that the
adjustment of presidential postmasters’
salaries in effect July 1, 1891, resulted in 128
offices being assigned to the first class, 602
to the second olass ana %24 to the third
class, making a total of 2,084 presidential
oflices July 1,1801. This was a net in-
orease of 12 first-class, 52 second-class and
188 third-class offices, the lﬁg_rogatro amount
of presidential salaries being 25,047,700,
or an increase of $434,200, or 9.4 per cent, as
compared with the same item for 1500, The
total grose receipts which acerved at
presidential offices for the four quarters
ended March 31, 1801, amounted to £50,305,-
057, being an increase of §4.575,006, or 10.7
er cent. as compared with the same item
or the previous year. The aggregate ox-
penditures for compensation to postmasters
for the fiscal year ended June 80, 1801,
amounted to £14,526,904,

Another Scandal in English Aristocratio

AN ENGLISH DIVORCE SCANDAL,

Sensational Charges by the Countess Russell
Against Her Husband Ventilated in Court.

Loxpox, Deeo, 1.—In the divorce division
ot her Majasty’s High Court of Justice, be«
fore Mr. Justice Butt, there was commenoced
to-day a case which has excited much com.
ment, particularly in the higber walks of
English life. This case is the application
of Countess Russell for a judicial separation
from her husband, Earl Russeli, the grand.
son of the great Lord John Russell, on the
ground of cruelty. John Frauncis Stanley
Russell, Earl Russell and Viscount Amber-
ley was born Aug. 12, 1865, and 15 twentye-
six years old. He succeeded to the earldom
on the death of his grandfather, John, the
first Earl KHassell, On Feb. 6, 180,
the Earl warried Mabel, daughter
of the late sir Claude Soots,
and a very short time afterward the wife
left her husband, alleging that he was
cruel te her. While the Earl was at collegs
at Oxford bhe was noted for his ecoentrie
theological and political views, and after
his marriago his actions were suoh that the
Countess believed bhim to be insane. It is
alleged that he compelied her to submit to
indignities of a peculiar nature, and for
which, napon convietion in a eriminal court,
the minimum punishmeut is seven years
imprisonment. The evidence for the peti-

tioner was said to be of such a character
that it was believed the case would be
heard in camera, but the proceedings to-day
were in open court. The Earl denies each

and every one of the allegations made Ly
his wife, and claims that the whols trounble
is dae to bis mother-in-law, Sir Charles
Russell appeared for the Earl and Sir
Edward Clark, the Solicitor-geseral, repre-
sented the Countess,

The petition of the Countess states that
from the time she was married until she
left him, Earl Rassell habitually treated
ber with great harshoess and cruelty, ter-
ritying her and injuring ber health. The
LEarl compelled her to remain until 2or3
o'clock in the morning doing his acconnts.
When she was unable to complete them he
called ber a useless, uneducated woman
and an ungrateful devil. Healso threatened
her with a revolver. Not content with
abusing and 1nsulting her in the privacy of
their apartments he acted towards her n
such & way that she was humilisted before
bisservanta,

The court-room was crowded with »
large number of persons whe li '
close attention to ¥ proceedings. The
Conntess, accompanied by her mother and
sister, was present, She and her relatives
occupied seats in the baeck part of the
court-room seeming to desire to
escape from the observation of the crowd,
Lut they listened eagerly to Sir Edward
Clarke as he eloguently set forth to the
court the wrongsof his client. Sir Edward
Clarke, 1n opening the case, said that the
parties tethesuitbad lived together foronly
four months, owing to the conduct of the
Earl., Afterward the Countess was in-
duced to roturn to her husband, and they
resumed their tormer marital relations,
This continued but a short time, however,
when the Countess found the Earl's actions
intolerable, and they agzain separated.
After this last separation the Eari wrote
affectionately to the Countess, and im-
plored bher to return to him. The Countess
was persuaded, against her better judg-
ment, and returned to her husband. Bug
his afiectionate treatment of her was of
short duration. He again used personal
violence agsinst her, and made her life
miserable.

Once he drove her from bed. and she
fainted upon the tioor. W hen she czine to
she dragged herself te the room of her
nurse and spent the remainder of the night
there. The Earl sought her i1n this room,
but ahe threatened to throw herself from
the window if he entered, and by this
threat sbe was epsabled to avoid him. The
Countess lostall hopeof living hapmly with
her husbaud, and she again left him. Prior
to the separation the matter of the
Countess's support was talked over,and the
Earl agreed to ailow her £50 a month for
her exvenses. This agreement the Earl
violated. e paid the hirst monthly allow-
gce, but atter that the Countess received
nothing from him except chacks for the
amount promised, which ehecks when pre-
sented at the bank were returned dis-
honured. As an evidenee of the estimation
in which the Earl held his wife, Sir Edward
stated that he oftensaid be would hike to see
her carried out of the bhouse in a coflin,

lI'o show the bratal nature of the Ear
Sir Edward cited instances of how he n
to drag cats abont with strings around
their necks., Morethan once he had amused
himself by throwing a catat the ceiling
unutil he had pearly killed the voor beas
The Conntess remonstrated with the Ear
agaipst this eruelty, wherenpon the latter
said it was necessary to “‘lick the cat inte
shape,” adding: 1 will lick you into shape
if you don’t mind.”

l?.‘.arly in May the Earl and Conntess pro.
posed to attend a levee. The Countess
came to Londou and stayed at the Albe-
marle Hotel. She laid out the eclothes
which the Earl was to wear, When the
Earl arrived he refused to allow a servant
to dress him, and insisted that the Count-
ess should leave the dinner-table and come
to their room and sot a8 Lhis
valet. When they returned from the
levee he also compelled her to attend
to bim. The Countess was naturally an-
noyed that her husbaud should foree her to
perform menial service, and told him she
was sorry she had ever married bhim. The
Earl at onece rang the bell and told the
servant who answered to summon Lady
Scott, the Conntess’s mother. When Lad
Scott entered the room the LEarl said:
“Here is your sacred daughter; take her
away assoon as you like, and you can go
to the devil.” It was on her return, at her
husband’s request, after their temporary
separation, that the Couutess was found
