Serious Charges by a Catholic Missionary
Against Employes of a Cannery.

Sjecfal to tbe Indiana; olia Journal.
Washington, Dec 10. The Interior De-

partment is m receipt of a rather bulky
correspondence from the Governor of Alas-
ka. A priest and missionary in that coun-
try in a letter to the Governor of Alaska
dated Kcnsi, Cook's inlet, Aug. HH, lbOl,
states that near that place there is a can-
nery belonsing to the Northern Packing
Com pan j' which employs quite a number
of Americans, who have committed out-
rages upon the natives. At night, under
the influence of liquor, it is stated that
they break into the houses of the natives
and drive the male members of
the families out or beat them
near uuto death nad then force
the women to yield to their lechery. One
of the natives who was beaten has since
died. The letter further says that to avoid
these outrages the natives have left their
houses and have secluded themselves. Tho
priest, in his letter, soys that one night last
spring two drunken Americans employed
at the cannery, broke into tho hous. and
one, Andrews, attempted to Kill an elder of
tho church, who lived with him. because
he would not open the door to admit him.
The ruffian, in conversation, told tho elder
not to interfere under pain of death. The
statement is certified to by George Kerorn-isnoi- i.

Attorney-Gener- al Miller Submits Ills
Annual Keporl to Congress.

Many recommendations Concerning Needed

Chances in Laws The Court of Claim?.
Chinese Exclneion and Corporations.

Washington, Dec. 30. The annual re-

port of Attorney-gener- al Miller Was sub-

mitted to Congress to-da- y. It reviews the
business' of the United States Supreme
Court, aud devotes a chapter to tho Circuit
Court of Appeals, which, he says, has been
organized in each circuit and is ready
for business, although the additional cir-

cuit judge in each circuit has not yet been
appoiutcd. It was found that the court
could be organized and such business as
might be offered could be transacted with
out such judges, and their appointment
was, therefore, delayed until such appoint-
ments could be acted upon by the Senate.
It is necessary, he says, that some provis-
ion bo made for the care of the business of
the government in the Circuit Court of Ap-

peals. In each circuit there are several
districts, and, of course, government cases
will bo carried by writ of error or appeal
from each of 6uch districts uito the Cir-

cuit Court of Appeals. The law, as it
stands, authorizes aud requires no one to
appear for the government in such court,
lie suggests that-dac- district attorney be
required to follow aud care for the cases
from his district in the Court ot Appeals.
He also favors the appointment of deputy
clerks in these courts.

In regard to the business of tho Court of
Claims tho Attorney-gener- al says tho busi-
ness has increasod twenty-fol- d since 1860,
and vet tbe force has not increased at all,
and he therefore advices that the working
capacity of the court be largely increased.
He says it is al?o necessary that some pro-
vision shall be made for the representation
cf the interests of tho government before
tbe l!ourd of Appraisers in customs cases
appealed from the collector to the Board of
Appraisers. Ho adds, however, that in the
absence of any provision for attorneys be-io- re

the Board of Appraisers the Attorney-gener- al

has taken the responsibility of di-
recting such service to be performed by the
most convenient district attorney. Mr.MllIer
invites attention to a special report on the
subject of Indian depredation claims, and
shows the importance of assistance in tho
conduct of that business. These claims ag-
gregate $J0.k;ii734.

On the subject of United States prisons
the Attorney-genera- l says: "In pursuance
of recommondiitions in the annual report
of the department for tho years lbb9 and
1810. a bill was passod by the last Congress
authorizing tho construction of the three
United States prisons to be located, ono
north and anothersouth of the thirty-nint- h

degree of north latitude and east of the
Kocky mountains, and the third west of
the Kocky mountains, but. by an evident
inadvertence, failed to make any appropria-
tion for the purchase of such sites and tho
election of such buildings. I recommend
that tho appropriations evidently contem-
plated by that act bo made, 60 that this
work may go forward." '

THE CHINESE EXCLUSION ACT.
After speaking of. the well-know- n diff-

iculties in the enforcement of tho Chinese
exclusion act he says: 'If it is desired that
these laws shall bo made effective they
should be 60 changed as that they cannot
be misunderstood. To arrest and try such
persons and, as tho result, simply send them
back across the British line, is shown to be
an idle expenditure of time, labor and
money, by the fact that, as might well be
expected, the eanio persons have to be ar-
rested and tried over and over again.
Moreover, it is quite uncertain whether an
order requiring Chinese prisoners to bo
sent back into the British dominions cau
be made effective. In a recent case, origi-
nating at Fargo, tho authorities of British
Columbia refused to permit two Chinamen
to be returned across tho border unless
upon the payment of the 50 head tax for
each, which, of course, the marshal refused
to pay. These persons we now have on our
hands and have no way of disposing of
them according to law. This bubject de-
mands prompt consideration."

From information, official and unofficial,
in regard to the administration of the laws
of Alaska, the Attorney-gener- al is im-
pressed that such administration is not sat-
isfactory, and that it can only be made sat-
isfactory by new legislation. The Attorney--

general again calls attention to tho
"evils of the fee system," and advises the
substitution of stipulated salaries in all
cases.

The Attorney-genera- l reviews the legal
proceedings in the case of the Chilian
steamer ltata, and bums up as follows:
"Upon a trial of this indictment, commenc-
ing on the 2Jth of October last, it was held
by the District Court that these proceedings
were not in violation of the neutrality
laws of the United States, first, because the
enterprise was a legitimate commercial
transaction, 'and. second, because the
Congressional party of Chili, not having
at.the time received recognition from the
government of the United States, either as
a government de jure or as a belligerent,
tho acts done hy the representatives of and
in the interest of that p;rty in the way of
hostilities against tho Chilian government
were not in violation of any statute of the
United States in short, that it is only in
the interest of a government recognized as
such de jure or ns a belligerent that the
neutrality statutes of the United Statws
can be violated. Experience shows that it
is by unrecognized insurgents and revolu-
tionists having everything to gain and lit-
tle to lose, and often, therefore, desperate,
that neutrality obligations aro most fru-quena-

Jy

violated. Without discussing the
proposition that such a transaction is legit-
imate commerce, I venture the suggestion
that in case of serious injury to tho com-
mercial or other interests of a nation with
which we are at peace-b- y "hips fitted out in
our harbors, a plea of such non-recocniti- ou

would be a very insufficient answer beforo
a board of arbitration or the tribunal of a
just public opinion. If the construction
given to thes6, statutes by the trial court
chall be sustained on appeal the statute
sLould, I think? bo amended."

SUITS AGAINST COUPOILATIONP.
Mr. Miller reports that five suits have

been commenced ucuer the act of Aug. 7,
1S8S, requiring all telegraph lines subsi-
dized by the government, by and through
their own respective corporate officers and
employes, to maintain and operate for rail-
road, governmental, commercial and all
other purposes such telegraph lines, and
requiring the Attorney-genera- l by proper
proceedings to prevent any unlawlul inter-
ference with the rights and equities of the
I lined States in relation to such telegraph
line?. On this subject the Attorney.gen-era- l

says: "In tho suits of the United
States Against the Missouri Pacific Kail-roa- d

Company and the Western Union Tel-
egraph Company, against the Southern
l'ueitie Kailrnad Company and tho Western
Union Telegraph Company, both pending
in the northern district of California, are
pending npon demurrers and motions to
dismiss for want of jurisdiction, it be-
ing claimed on behalf of tho Western
Union Telegraph Company and other
corporations, necessary, parties defend-
ant, having charters from other
States than California, that they
cannot bo 6ued in the United States Circuit
Court in any district in a State other than
that from which they derive their re-
spective charters. In other words, that
they are not 'inhabitants' of any district
except a district in the State by which
they were created. Touching the question
of jurisdiction raised by these corporations,
non-residen- ts of California, tbe result of
such contention is that a corporation liko
the Western Union Telegraph Company, a
New iork corporation, which is doing
business in every State and district in tho
Union, which has the right to sue in the
federal conrts of the various districts, and
if sued in the State courts to remove such
suits for litigation in tho federal courts,
cannot be sued in the federal courts in any
State outside ot New York. It is not be-
lieved that such is the law. at least where
the govci nment is plaintiff Certainly it
was not the intention of Congress in mart-iiii- r

the judiciary law of lsvs to thus make
corporations a privileged class. Under
th construction au alien corportion that
is. a corporation of (ireat Britain or auy
foreiun nation could riot be sued in the
federal tourta in this country at all.

Atnerican-Ilui- U Ships the Ilett.
Washington, Dec. 10. Mr. Bates, Com-

missioner of Navigation, who has supervis-
ion of the laws relating to vessels and
seamen, has submitted his annual report to
the Secretary of the Treasury. He gives
a short history of our shipping policy, and
then goes on to investigate the comparative
durability of American and British-buil- t
vessels of all kinds, with the result of
proving that, on almost all points, tbe
American ship-yar- d excels the British in its
productions. The Commissioner recom-
mends the enactment of the bill for a
marine board in tho Treasury Department,
composed of the heads of bureaus. He
says he opposes government inspection of
sail vessels, maintaining that if the free-
board bill is passed it will be uncalled lor
and do more harm than good. Ho also rec-
ommends the passage of a bill to protect
seamen's wages from garnishment. Several
other measures are suggested, the most im-
portant being cue to enlarge tbe ship-roo- m

and increase the comfort of immigrants.
The Commissioner recommends the abroga-
tion of the treaty with (ireat Britain which
prevents tho building of armed vessels on
the lakes, and the repeal of the act of lb52
authorizing the nationalization of foreign
vessels.

Every Indication that the Health of the Ex-Preside-

Wife Is Shattered.

Lakewood, Dec 10. It is learned that
Mrs. Cleveland has not, as was hoped, de-

rived real beneiit from her stay here. Sho
is, in fact, hardlj' so wellas when sho ar-

rived, ten days ago. A trained nurse is
btill on duty.

Mrs. Cleveland takes massage daily, and
lives almost exclusively on milk and wine.
When she and her distinguished husband
drive out Mrs. Cleveland is mullled in furs,
cloth leggings aud wraps, and her husband's
strong right arm is at her back for support.
She looks like a ghost; colorless, blue-lippe- d,

hollow-eye- d and with sunken
cheeks.

Not a soul is admitted to the cottage.
Mr. Cleveland sits in the window all day
long, except when he and Mrs. Cleveland
are away for their brief outing. The baby,
wrapped to the chin, and in her little car-
riage, is taken out each day by her nurse.
She seems very well, fresh and cheerful.

The temporary and other residents of
this quiet little hamlet have come to the
conclusion that Baby Knth Cleveland is as
secure lrom prying eyes in the hands of her
nurse as she would be in the care of her ac-
complished mother. In. conlirmation of
this belief this interesting story is going
the rounds of the village.

The other day tho nurso was pushing the
perambulator about the sunny corners of
tho North Woods drive, near the Cleveland
cottage, when a zealous reporter of a Now
York newspaper, who had been lying in.
wait several days, appeared with his kodak
charged, lie was anxious for just such an
opportunity to get a picture of the baby.
The reporter hastened along the drive,
carefully concealing his camera nnder his
overcoat. He took aroundabont way. and,
as he faced tho perambulator, snapped the
kodak. i

Baby Ruth's nurse was, however, on the
alert, and saw the reporter advancing.
Sho also detected tho unnatural size of his
coat on one side, and was suspicious.

JURISTS AT A BANQUET.

Senator Msndereon Eulogizes the President
and Justice Gray Responds to "The Bench."

Washington, Dec. 10. A banquet was
giveh at the Arlington Hotel to-nia- ht in
honor of tho delegates to tho annual meet-
ing of the National Bar Association of the
United States. Among the prominent peo-
ple present were Attorney-genera- l Miller,
Mr. Justice Blatchford, Mr. J ustice Brewer,
Mr. Justice Gray, Mr. Justice Harlan, Mr.
Justice Lamar and ex-Justi- co Strong, of
the United States Supreme Court. The
first toast, "The President," was responded
to by Senator Manderson, of Nebraska,
who paid a pleasing compliment to Presi-
dent Harrison and ex-Presid- Cleveland,
and eulogized Iho memory of President
Lincoln. Referring to nt Cleve-
land, Senator Manderson spoke of hii as
having gone from the President's office to
the lawyer's office, where, in pursuing his
profession, he had won for himself new
and additional laurels, although he had
been President. The Senator praised tho
state papers of President Harrison, and
said that all who listened to the reading of
his recent message had felt convinced that
an earnest, honest, painstaking lawyer had
given the beneiit of his professional experi-
ence and greut lawyer-lik- e skill to the mat-
ters t rested upon. He referred to the Pres-
ident's office as the greatest of the offices
on tbe earth, and the President in his office

;as tho chiof executive of tho greatest Na-
tion on earth.

To the toast, "The Bench," Associate Jus-
tice Cray, of the Supreme Court, responded.
In a few remarks he told of the feelings
and relations that existed between the
bench and the bar, of the immovable pur-
pose of both to see that justice was done,
and of the confidence of the public in the
members of the profession.

The next toast, "The Conaress." was re-
sponded to by Senator Gray, of Delaware,
and the last toast, "The Bar." was respond-
ed to by Mr. James C. Carter, of New York.
Daring tho evening a letter was read from
President Harrison regretting his inability
to bo present, and saying that ho would be

leased to see the delegates at the Whiteflouse. Letters of regret were also read
from Chief-justic- e Fuller, Justice Bradley,
Senator Kdmunds, Speaker Crisp and oth-
ers,

A BEAUTIFUL WOliLb'S FAJK.

New York Awakening to the Fact that the
Ixpcbitiou Is Going on Without Its Aid.

New York Evening Post.
Every visitor to Chicago rbo examines

the plans which are being carried out there
for the World's Columbian Exposition, iu
193, comes away enthusiastic upon two
points. Ono of them is the natural beauty
of the site, and tho other is tbe architect-uralinagmficence- of

the proposed buildings.
No one can examine these two aspects
of tho exposition without reaching the con-

clusion that the country is not only des-

tined to have a fair which will be worthy
of its four hundred years' development,
and worthy of the close of tbe nineteenth
century, Aut a fair which will have a moro
superb setting than was ever given to any

'similar exhibitiop, and which will houseits
exhibits in a series of buildings in every
way worthy of the site.

The space devoted to the exposition will
be much greater than has ever been em-

ployed for such a purpose. It comprises G00

acres, with a lrontage of a mile and a half
upon Lake Michigan. Tho grounds in
Philadelphia comprised only 230 acres, and
those in Paris only 173. Tho buildings aro
to be grouped along the waterfront, mrows
two or three deep, and llowing between them
will be u rysteni of waterways cr canals
from ouo hundred to three hundred feet in
width. These canals will inako
a circuit of three miles in
length. The great buildings will be
situated upon elevations near their shores,
with grassy slopes and terraces leading
down to the water's edge. At frequent in-
tervals bridges will be thrown across to
heighten the picturesque ollect. In the
center of the site is a large, heavily-woode- d

island, and upon this wo believe it is pro-
posed to place the hall or halls devoted to
the musical part of the exposition, lloats
of all descriptions, with gondolas especial-
ly designed for tho purpose, will throng
these waterways, furnishing transporta-
tion from one part of the exposition to tho
other, which will be as delightful as it will
be novel.

Of the buildings themselves, too great
praiso can scarcely be given. Architectur-
ally they have hail no superiors and very
few equals in any like exposition that the
world has even seen. Tho commissioners
have wisely called to their aid all the most
eminent architects of the country, and
each of the twelvo great buildings has been
designed by men who aro recognized
masters of their calling. The cost of these
buildings, which are to cover an aggregate
area of more than 140 acres, will bo as fol-
lows:

In addition to these there will be minor
strnctures, tho various State buildings and
foreign government buildings. It is esti-
mated that tbe expenditures by the com-miKvi- on

npon the buildings nnd grounds
will reach about $14,600,000. and that tho
total expense of constructing, organizing
and running the exposition will be at least
8l8.OtO.000. It is estimated also that the
nations of tbe old world, nearly all of
which have made appropriations, will
expend a grand total of 10,000.-00- 0

upon their displays; tbat
the Central nnd South American
republics aud colonies, which me going to
take part in an unbroken lody, will, with
Canada, expend several millions; that tho
various States and Territories of the Union
will expend at least f.5,(00,000; nnd that the
grand total expended upon the fair at the
time of its opening will bo in tbe neighbor-
hood of $10,( 00,000. This will bo moro than
donblo the outlay for the same purpose iu
Vs"i and moro than three times that at
Paris in 1880.

The methods of access are going to bo
ample in every way and far moro comfort
able than is usual in such cases. At the
southern end of the site a pier 1,2(X) teet in
length will be built out into Lake Michi-
gan, at which passenger-steamer- s can land,
and at a point directly back of this, on tho
inland siae of the site, railway tracks will
terminate, bringing visitors over all the
great railway lines of the country. All
the planning of buildings, grounds and
transportation gives cvidenco of having
been in the hands of men with generous
ideas. Everything is arranged on a basis
at once spacious and intelligent, and bears
the marks of expert talent in the working
out of details. If all the plans shall bo
carried forward to completion in the same
spirit as that in which they have been ar-
ranged, the exposition will bo a marvel of
successful management.

The commission report in all parts of tho
country not only a growing interest in tho
fair, but a steadily rUinix enthusiasm for
it. They aro contident that Now York isalready catching this enthusiasm, and is
prepsring to fall iu with the rest of thocountry in Kivintt the heartiest support
in its poorer, both through its rotate
appropriation and through its Hepresi-nta-tive- s

in Congress. This certainly ought
to be the cast?. The fair is going to be no
mere Western or oven mere national exhi-
bition, but an international exposition in
the widest sense of tho term; and, ns the
internationational interests of New York
are second to thoso of no other State in tho
land, it follows that she ought to be the
lirst to recocnize the advantages which
such a fair will bring to her.
