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The Dipper and the North Star,
Mechanical News

Most people, in a clear day, can, withount
a watch or other timepiece, form a closely
approximate idea of the time of day by the
position of the sun, bnt fow, perhaps, have
guessed at any similar method of comput-
ing the time during the night withont any
other means than the “‘starry skies.” Not-
withstanding, a fairly reliable time-in-
dicator can be found in the northern skies
on every clondless night. Asis generally
known, the group of fixed starscalled the
“dipper” makes an apparent revolation
toward the North star in every twenty-four
hours, with the two stars forming the outer
elevation of the bowiof thedipper pointing
nearly directly to the Polarstarcontinuons-
ly. 1f the position of the “poiuters” is taken
at any given hour, say 0 o'clock in the even-
Ing in winter time, and as soon as it is dark
in the summer, the hour can thereafter be
pretty accurately measured by the eye dur-
ing the aight. Frequent observations of
}mslliu!ls will have to be made at the given

iour, as, owing to the constant changing

' of the earth’s position in space, the position

of the “pointers” in relation to our point of
observation and the star also change. Ob-
servations taken daring a vear and jw-
pressed on the mind will make a very good
time indicator of that part of celestial
spnce.
