From Wilton, N. Y.t where the Norcross
family formerly resided, comes the positive
statement that young Norcross's grand-
father was insane for a long time before
bis death. President Woodan. of the Wil-
ton Savings Bank, in whose house the Nor-
cross family lived much of the time they
wero in Wilton, said there was no doubt
that Dr. Norcross. the grandfather, was in-
sane. There was but ono opinion expressed
by the Wilton people who were seen, which
was that, pressed terribly and suddenly for
money, young Norcross threw tho bomb
when he knew not his actions.

It was ascertained o-night that during
the visit of Norcross's father to his son's
office to-da- y, a letter was found in his desk
addressed to his mother, which is believed
to have furnished the convincing proof to.
bis parents that he was the bomb-throwe- r.

Mrs. Norcross knew the full
contents of the letter as also a few
firm friends of the family, but all refuse to
divulgoits contents. It is said, however,
that in the letter young Norcross informed
his mother that he was going away on
.Thursday upon important business; that if
successful he should return Saturday night,
but if unsuccessful be might never return.

Positively Identified Kleven Times.

His Treaties of Commerce to fie Passed

by tho Reichstag Without Delay.

Bismarck's Reasons for Kmainini: Away Dur-

ing- theDbate HannlessTrichinoi Found

in American Pork by aGerman Doctor.

Merlin, Dec. 12. The treaties of com-

merce ara: low practiolly passed in prin-
ciple and" detail by the almost unanimous
voice of the Keichstag. The iniuority
drawn from the ultra Conservatives and
members of the Reich's Parti, who opposed
the proposed measures, found themselves
too feeble either to divide on the first read-
ing or to try to cause delay by referring
the treaties to a committee. Chancellor
Von Caprivi, finding, as tho debate pro-

ceeded, that only an insignificant fraction
of the house was opposed to tho govern-
ment, caused it to become known to th6
members that he would brook no dally in
committee, and the details of the treaties
would he in no way modified.
The proposals, he let it be un-

derstood, must be accepted strictly ns they
were set forth in the conventions. Tele-
grams from Vienna were circulated among
the members of the Keichstag during the
long debate m that body to-da- y, annonnc-- :
ing that the Hungarian Minister of Com-

merce had declared that the treaties formed
a complete transaction, from which all
modifications wero excluded. The Chan-
cellor dwelt upon the necessity of passing
the treaties before Christmas. The results
of their operations, he declared, would
soon show that no preference has been
given to other industries over that of the
agriculturist. He with great dillicnlty
kept the corn duties as high us 2i mark.

Chancellor Von Caprivi concluded his ad-
dress by announcing that tho government,
with a view of meeting the dearth of labor
in the rural districts, was preparing amend-
ments to the laws relative to the main-
tenance and housing of rural laborers, and
that a bill embodying these amendments
would bo introduced during tho present
session of tho Keichstag. Upon the con-
clusion of the Chancellor's speech, which
closed a debate of six hours' duration, tho
Keichstag decided to tako tho second read-
ing of the treaties in a full sitting of the
house.

The Chancellor, by his address, greatly
enhanced his reputation as a masterly
speaker, displaying crcat lucidity of state-
ment and quickness in response and deal-
ing effectively with every argument which
tho opposition put forward. The Frelain-ueg- e

Zeitur.g says he is by far the finest
debater pf the government.

STOLK IIEItU MIQUEL'S IDEAS.
The strong protectionist papers of the

country attack llerr Miquel, the Imperial
Minister of Finance, with being the real
author of tho treaties, and during to-day- 's

debate in tho Keichstag several, hostile
allusions, conveying tho idea that the
finance minister was responsible for the
new measures, were made. If it bo true
tbat Chancellor Von Caprivi has thus been
prompted by Herr Miquul. he has so assim-ulate- d

the latter'a ideas as to surpass him
in the newer of exposition. On the Uourso
the opinion is general that the conventions
will have little ellect upon the
general business for a long time to
come. Tho term Zollverein, as applied
to the treaties, is considered a thor-
ough misnomer. Each of the five
states contracting, while making some
concessions, retains a string of heavy du-
ties against the others. The value of the
measures can only be shown by time. The
new tariffs, when announced, hardly
caused a momentary throb on tho Bourse.
In Vienna, however, the case was ditl'erent.
The prospect of an increase in railway
traffic under the new tan lis led to large
buying of railway securities and gave n
general impetus to businese, which extend-
ed to bank and mining shares. This riso
wiped out tho last traces of the deoline
which has prevailed since the recent panic.

In the course of a recent interview Prince
Ilismarck accused the government of hur-
rying the treaties through. The Prince
wonld not take part in the debate because
the members of the Keichstag, ho declared,
had not been given suillcient time to study
the proposals. Keferrhig to the inscrip-
tion, "Suprema Lex regis voluntas,"
placed In the Golden Hook of Munich by
Kmperor William, and to other recent au-
tocratic utterances of his Majesty, Prince
Bismarck said be had never been a sup-
porter of absolutism, and expressed regret
that the Kmperor had made use of such ex-
pressions. Kefernng to the subject of his
resignation, the Prince fa id he declared at
tho time that General Von Caprivi would
be his successor, nnd that he himself recom-
mended tho present Chancellor to the Em-
peror for appointment. . .

TUICIUNA: IN AMERICAN FORK.
The agrarian papers continue their en-

deavors to keep up the fictition that Ameri-
can pork is diseased. l)r. Breakbusch, the
noted scientist, has made public the results
of examinations of three thousand speci-
mens of American pork. Dr. Breakbusch
found traces of trichimo in about 2f.2 per
cent, of the specimens which passed
through his hands. He experimented with
cats and dogs, trying to infect them by
feeding them with diseased meat, but failed
entire. U his the Doctor considered pos-
itive proof that the tricbinm survive but
a short time? after the death of the infected
animal. He holds that American pork,
even of a poor quality, is perfectly harm-
less when it reaches Germany.

Hon. William Walter Phelps, the Ameri-
can minister to Germany, opened the social
season here last evening with a grand din-
ner, llerr Eisendecker. who for a long
timo held the position of Germau minister
at Washington, and Mrs. Eisondecker have
been guests of Mr. Phelps for several days.

(Joing
to tfi e door, be said: "Why, what are you
doing here to-day!- " He answered: "I have
been writing some letters. Have you got
any iron-tiling- s in your room!'' Mr. Peu-nycui- ck

answered that be had none, and.
expressed surprise that Mr. Norcross should
want anytbing of the kind. At the same
time he suggested that he could probably
find some in the room of Mr. White,
of the White elevated railroad. When
Mr. Pennycuick went Into the room Mr.
Norcrois was sitting at a desk, which was
open. At tho entrance of bis visitor he
shut the desk with a snap. When be was
asked what he wanted the filings for be said
he wanted them for some experiments

He has called there frequently since, but has
obtained no entrance. On the occasion of
his visit on the Wednesday mentioned, the
two bad a long chat. On the right-han- d

side of the room, as one enters, is a sink. On
this sink Nickerson sayshesawanumberof
email vials, resting on the sink. The vials
were about three inches long, and similar
to those containing homeopathic medicines.
Nickerson noticed these bottles in particu-
lar, because Jt was an odd sight. When
Nickerson saw the bottles begot up from his
scat and:went over toward them. Taking
Due of them in his hand, be held It up to
the. light of the window and endeavored to
inspect the contents. Norcross's back was
tamed at the time and be did not at once
observe the boy's actions. Suddenly he saw
the boy with a bottle in bis bands. Hush-
ing towards him, he grabbed him by the
arm and exclaimed: "Don't touch that." at
the same time taking tho bottle away from
tho boy and placing it boside the others on
the sink. Nickerson wasmuch surprised and
replied: "Well, if you don't want me to
touch them, I won't. " "I don't want any-
body to touch them," said Nickerson. Nor- -
cross was intensely pale and excited, fol-
lowing this incident, and a moment later he
grabbed up the entire collection of bottles,
plaeed them in bis desk, which was rarely
used, and locked them up. Norcross's ex-
citement increased, and he said: "1 must
catch my train." Both of them

.left. Norcross going in the di-
rection of the Lowell depot. At
that time Nickerson noticed that
Norcross was beginning to raise a beard.

George G. Sheldon, who for a couple of

years was associated in business with Nor- -
cross. was shown a picture of the head to-
day. He fonnd points of resemblance, the
lips, the nose and the general shape of the
face were like those of Norcross, but the
cheeks looked fuller and the eyes did not
seem quite so close together.

"Do you know whether or not he bad a
type-writ- er and used it!' asked the repor-
ter.

"He did, and used it occasionally him-elf- ."

The letters presented to Russell Sage by
the dynamite-throwe- r were written on a
type-write- r. Asked to describe the way in
which Norcross was dressed when be saw
him last, he said that he was dressed in a
black diagonal cutaway coat, striped pants
and a derby bat.

THE OFTICE VISITED BY THE FATHER.
Mr. Norcross went to his eon's office this

forenoon, accompanied by several gentle-
men. They remained in the room for about
fifteen minutes. A reporter bad a brief-talk.wi- th

Mr. Norcross afterward. He said:
"Nothing was found in my son's office to
add anything to what has already been
told. It was my son without a doubt. I
have no doubt that the clothing" Here
be was unablo to finish the sentence. The
reporter said:

"Thero may be hopes that the dynamiter
had your son's old clothes on.7

"No. no. thero ia no hODe." was the an- -
. awer.

K. T. White said: "Mr. Norcross is satis-
fied that his son was the person who tried
to blow up Mr. Sage. I was well ac-

quainted with young Norcros:. 1 do not
believe he was a dynamiter and will not
until 1 see the body, l am going to .New
York next week. My principal office is
there. I shall go to identify the body as
oon as I get over, and will send word here.

There was absolutely nothing found in the
otlice to show that young Norcross was the
dynamiter, or that he ever made explosives,
in his room. No letters were found that
would throw any lignt on the case."

"Did yon ever furnish him with somo
iron fllincs?" was asked.

"He asked me one day bow to ebonize
wood. I told him to take steel filings and,
pour vinegar on to them, and that would
gire him the b'Aek substance desired.'
That is all the talk in regard to steel filings
1 ever had with him."

Dr. A. I. Wells, jr., a dentist of this city, --

knew Norcress well. In an interview with
a reporter this afternoon Dr.' Wells said: '

"There is no doubt in my mind that Nor- -

cross is the man . that threw the bomb.
There am many resemblances to him in the
featuresof tho picture of the bomb-throwe- r.

Norcross was as crazy as a loon when he
did that. There is no other explanation I
can find from my knowledge of

.the man. He complained to me. several
times of severe pains in his head and in his
back. About a month ago, when he was
just raising a beard, he spoke to me of an
elevated railroad scheme in which he was
interested. I never knew precisely what
it was. lsaw hini last about ten days ago
when I observed him from my otlice win-
dow as be wai on his way toward the
Providence railroad station. He did not
then wear a silk hat. although 1 know that
he had one. It was the day before the
tragedy tlfat I saw him last: ho may have
bem on his way to New York. I could
identify him Ly his teeth and in other
ways. I s-n- t a messajfo over to Mrs. Nor-rro- ss

asking if I should go to New York,
but she answered that it was unnecessary,
as the family was going to do tho same."

A former officer of the Somerville Light
Infantry was also seen by a United Press
reporter. He said: "Henry L. Norcross
rvas juat the sort of a man that might do
something qm-er- . 1 knew him four or five
years ago. He came to be enlisted in our
regiment. He nipti! the papers at the
time, but in a few days he returned and
asked to withdraw, saying that the men In
the regiment were not high-clas- s men, and
be would rather not join. From his man-
ner easily imagine that he would
fancy that people were not treating hini at
his full value. I know nothing against
him quite the contrary, but I can under-
stand how a mau lik Norcross conld easily
convince himself that the world was not
treating him Its he deserted to be treated."
